Registrar thereupon, and upon such payment of the fec mentioned in
said Act in respect of each person to be registered, to enterin the reg-
ister the persons mentioned in the list, with their qualifications and
places of residence as thercin stated, without other application in re-
lation thereto.

4. If at any time the said corporation of College of Physicians and
Surgeons shall Jdeem it advisable or expedient to procure for their stu-
dents university honors or degrees in medical surgery and midwifery,
it shall and may be lawful for such purpose to affiliate %ith.any univer-
sity empowered to grant degrees in this Province, and such university

is hereby empowered to affiliate and grant such degrees. '
