Preamble.

AT a meeting of a number of Citi-

zens at the Merchants Coffee-

Houfe in the City of Quebec on Satur-

day the 25th April, 1789.

The local fituation of this country,

the incidents of diftrefs it was expofed

to, and no legal provifion being made
to provide a relief for the fame, were

taken into conlideration, a plan was
then propolcd to form a Society in imi-

tation of the many ufeful ones inflitut-

ed in the Mother Country, and to ef-

tabliih a ftind for the mutual fupport

Which plan being liighly approv-
ed oi by the majority of the meeting,
they tlien appoi.iied a Committee to
form Rules and RcguLuions for the
fulfilling of tlieir intentions and the
well-being and government thereof,
which Rules were approved of by the
Society and fubfcribed to by every
Member.— Thefe Regulations being
found defedive in many points, the So-
ciety unanimoufly voted a Refohition
on the 5th June 1793, to have them
reviled, and appointed a Committee for
the purpofe, who have made report of
their proceedings, which are the fol-
lowing Rules to be hencefbrth the bafis
of their Inditution, and were unani^
nioiiilj approved and fubfcribed unto*
