The pest laws are so strict
that even a single codlin moth in a
carload would condemn it, and it is
needless to say that nowhere i On-
tario could a carload of apples be as-
sembled with a cert ainty of reaching
this high standard. The eastern nur-
sery men, too, are at somewhat of
disadvantage inasmuch as their stock is
subject 1o a close scruting, and all of
it practically has to be fumigated or dip
ped in a di infectant mixture.

Eastern fruit growers might well envy
their western friends the excellent tim-
ber they have for fruit boxes. It is
commonly supposed that any kind of
timber 1s good enough for a fruit box
Such is not the case. A fruit box
should have rigid ends and sides, but the
top and bottom must be as clastic as
possible.  The whole must be light and
yet strong.  There is very little wood
remaining in castern Canada to fulfil
these conditions, but the white spruce
of British Columbia is not only abundant
qu perfectly adapted for this purpose.

Handling the Bean Crop

The geno ol method these days is to
pull the beans with a horse puller.  This
1s something similar 1o a wheel culti-
vator, only that two shares or shoes
are substituted for the teeth. ‘As the
machine is pulled through the ground,
the shoes pull two rows of beans and
throw mto one row.  Men with ordi-
nary pitchforks follow and take the
beans from the dirt and throw two of
the rows together as left by the puller.
Some growers throw them in small piles
of one good size forkful, while others
¢ a continuous windrow.
Ihe beans thus handled are left to
dry, and in case of rain are simply turn-
ed over with the fork,  Particular
care must be exercised to avoid having

the beans lie on damp ground too long,
since xlu) or very badly.  When
dry the beans are hauled to the barn

Cleanly MUking
Iln milking is the starting point
most of the trouble with cream.
he milker sits down with a pail,
n at the top, and begins to milk,
Any dust, straw or manure that may
be hanging to the udder is gradually
dislodged and finds its w into the
milk pail ‘very particle of such
dirt carries with it a quota of germ
life, which consists of minute plants
or bacteria, so small that they can
not be seen without the aid of a mi-
croscope.  The functions of this plant
growth is to cause decay. All de-
y is brought about by the action of
bacteria. Germ life requires certain
things to Xromolc growth, just the
same as es corn, wheat, or any
other plant with which the farmer

is familiar. The corn requires food,
moisture and warmth to make it
grow and thrive. These must be

furmished at the right time and
the right form or the corn does not
thrive. It is just so with germ life
In order to grow the germs require
proper food, warmth and moisture.
All of the conditions which best pro.
mote the growth of these minute, in-
visible plants are found in warm milk
as it is drawn from the udder. Thus
while the dairyman milks he uncon-
sciously plants; he plants the seed
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of destruction in the very product
he is going to market. The destrue-

tion begins at once and is carried on
very rapidly so long as the proper
temperatures are ma ntained.

The remedy would naturaily sug-
gest itself.  Stop the dirt from get-
ting into the milk. This can be done
casily and quickly. If the milker
will carry with him_a damp cloth,
and caretully wipe off the udder and
the parts immediately around it, the
trouble will to a great extent be pre-
vented. All of the coarser particles
of dirt will be rubbed off and the
finer particles of dust dampened, so
that they will not fall into the pail
This work will require but a few
moments of extra time and prevent
much after trouble m the
sour and ill-flavored  crea
cow should be milked in a place n
which the air is free from dust. In
the winter, or when the cows are
kept in the stable, never feed, or
move hay, or clean out the place, or
do anything to stur up dust or strong
smells just before milking.

The cream should be separated at
once after milking, while the milk
sull has the animal heat in it. The
work of the day should be so arrang
ed that this can be done. Do not
use a cloth strammer. The separator
will remove all the solid dirt that may
be in the milk much better than it
can be done with a stramer, There
never was a cloth strainer used that
would not in ¢ few days become yel-
low and smell bad.  Under the best
conditions, where steam can be used
to  help in  cleansing, the cloth

strainer is & source of danger rather
than a benehit. A well-made wire
strainer might be used, but there is
no need of any' struiner.  Pour the
fresh, warm milk directly into the
supply can and send it through as

Telling the Horses' Age by the Teeth

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Potting Chrysanthemums

September and October are the
golden autumn  preparation months
tu prepare chirysanthemums for winter
quarters, and to fill our homes with
beauty and fragrance during the
winter months. From the middle of
September to the first of October is
the best time for lifting them out ¢f
the open ground in the Hower gar-
dens, Choose a cloudy day for pot
ting plants, water well before lifting,
disturb roots as little as possible.
Ii the soil is too dry it will crumble
off and expose roots. Have on hand
potting vessels cleaned and renovat-
ed and soaked in water. The plants
will take root and thrive better, as
they need any amount of moisture.
I'v sure the best success and get
good results the soil must be taken
into consideration and also the grow-
ing condition of the plant. Make an
eftort to obtain loamy soil; use liquid
manure water as a fertilizer, This
kind of fertilizer curiches the soil
and ensures the growth of the plant
Water once a week with this fertil-
izer, The plants should be tied to
small stakes when potted as this
helps to support the plant and keeps
it from breaking off Bemg very
brittle, the heads are apt to snap off
in handling; therefore, be sure to fur.
nish support at the time of potting.
It 15 a good plan to cut about a crys-
anthemum with a thin sharp-bladed
spade. LThis should be done a wee
before taken up. This process severs
all roots that interfere with potting
and encourages development of the
new feed roots inside the ball of
carth, These roots assist plant i its
efforts to withstand the ordeal of
transplanting.—'risciiea K. BUCKNER,
Norfolk Co., Ont.

The Fall Strawberry Bed

I'o those who contemplate setting out
strawberry vines or making the fall
bed, speaking from practical experi
ence, 1 have proven to my satistaction
that the fall strawberry bed 1s the most
productive and paying bed. However,
I would like to hear this discussed by
experienced men who make a busitiess
of this kind of work.

In making my bed | select a strip of
land which 1 consider rich soil.  After
the ground is thoroughly cleaned up,
plowed and well manured with hen man
ure, 1 pulverize the soil, make it very
une, atter a good heavy ram, 1 set
out my vines in hills sixteen inches apart
ad i rows four feet apart. This gives
them about two months and a half to
take root and grow. About the fifteenth
i December | shelter my bed with a
covering of leaves and straw.  This pro
tection or shelter keeps them from freez-
g out in the winter. About the fif-
teenth of April 1 rake off the straw and
leaves and the vines look nice and green,
and the same year I have several de
licious crates of strawberries off the
full bed. The second year this bed
vields well.—Old Farmer, Norfolk Co.

Destroying Grasshopper Eggs

Lo secure immunity from attack next
year, the eggs should be destroyed this
full or carly next spring. These are
usually laid in compact ground, espec
wlly along roadsides and in the un
cultivated borders of fields. Bare, lugh,
sandy ground and closely grazed pasture
land is esp resorted to for egg
laying. The female forces her abdo
men into the earth for about one inch
and at this depth the cggs are laid
in a mass of about thirty mn a pod-like
cavity.

Fall plowing to a depth of eight or
nine inches will effectually prevent any
of the young hoppers from reaching
the surface when !flcy hatch in spring.
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| horoughly harrowing infested land
lute f.nIT s0 the surface is torn up to
the depth of an inch or two, will
hreak open most of the egg nests and
vrcmu hatching. Disking the land
carly rnug before hatching time will
accomplish the same purpose, The in
sects hatch from about the middle of
April until the middle of May in Ohio,
depending on the latitude and on the
forwardness or backwardness of the
eason.—Ohio  Experimental  Station,

Prince Edward Island

During the first week in Septem-
er we had four days' rain in suc-
cession, which interfered seriously
with harvesting operations.

Po-
tatoes are very dry and large, but
sume farmers report very few to a
stalk,

The North Pole is an excellent
early potato, and also the Early Har-
vest. Turmps and mangels are look-
mg well. A good deal of plowing
has been already done, Cows are
shrinking m milk. Pork is expected
to advance in price. The market was
well attended on September 15th, A
guod deal of produce was offered and
sales were brisk.

An Educational Poultry Exhibit

In our report of the poultry exhibit
at Toronto last 1ssue mention was made
of the display of the Poultry Division,
Ottawa. A more extended deseription
of this display has 1 sent us, which
is given bel

Iheir purpose was to illustrate the
work being done under the direction of
the Division at the different stations
throughout the Dominion.  These sta-
tions are located at Bowmanville and
sville in Ontario, at Bondville,
Oka and Chicoutimi, Quebee, at An
dover, New Brunswick, and Vernon
River Bridge, Prince Edward Island
The fatting stations heretofore con
ducted by the Department (about ten
in number) have been discontinued, as
it was felt that they had served their
purpose and that the work of fattening
and preparing poultry for the n p
was now pretty well understood by the
farmers and poultrymen themselves. At
their exhibit on the grounds, they had
els of colony houses and indoor
lirooders  which ¢ given the most
<atisfactory results at the various sta
tions and among the farmers who have
adopted this method of handling pou'try
A fattening crate of good, blocky, Barred
Rock chickens of the type desired for
fattening purposes was also on exhibi-
tion. They had models of shaping
Boards on which the dressed fowl are
shaped and cooled hel packing
the shipping cases. Two of these cases
packed for the market were on exhibi-

W

tion in a refrigerator. These illustrate
not only the proper method of dress-
ing but also the most acceptable way of
packing. There were also shown mo-
dels of the two different styles of
houses illustrating the  double
nd the :mrlc house with the cur-
tained roovsting places. Two trap nests
were also shown. These are designed
in such a way as to enable the poultry
keeper to keep a record of the egg pro-
duction of each of his fowls il he so
desires. It is not advised that farmers
should attempt to keep individual re-
cords in this way of all of their laying
hens, but that a number of the best
from which it 15 intended to rear chicks
should be penned off by themselves and
supplied with trap nests and eggs set
for hatching purposes only from the
best laying fawl:.

At one of the stations a record was
kept of the lay of twelve pullets for
one month, and they had on exhibition
a basket of 31 eggs, which the
actual product of the six poorest layers
and another basket containing 114 eggs
which was the actual product of the
six Dbest layers. wo of these pullets
laid only two exgs ecach during the
month, while six of them laid fifteen
or more and one of them as many as
twenty-seven cges. It will thus be
seen that there is ample room for im-
provement in the egg production of our
farm flocks by the adoption of 1e
system hy which the worst n
weeded out and only the best kept for
breeding purposes.  One interest fea
ture of their eshibit w

of e showing the proper grading of
eges according to color and size.  Two
produce merchants in Toronto  wer

heard to remark while visiting the ex-
hibit that they would willingly pay three
cents a dozen more for eggs of the
sort shown in the basket of selected
large brown than for any other hasket
in the ot and they would pay at least
one and w hall cents per dozen more
for even the small white selected egs
than for the mixed lot of and

Making Up the Duck Pens

As the autumn  shows
i full swing, it will le a g
tunity for intending duck purchasers
to buy their stock. As a rule ducks
that are much exhibited are unsatis-
factory breeders, but good docks will
be on view at the fairs and as a rule
the breeder of show birds has plenty
more on hand and will be willing en-
ough to take orders for stock from
his reserve pens. 1f the duck pens
are made up early in the autumn
much  disappointment  will he avond
ed.  The drakes will have settled
their differences of opinion and will
be all happily settled down hefore
eggs are required. Weatherproof houses
of some sort must be arranged and
the ducks taught to go into them at
night.  When the weather becomes
really stormy, they must be accus-
tomed to bheing shut in.  They may
be packed quite close together and
will not suffer for it in the way chick-
ens do.  The front of the houses
should be made of wire, so that they
have plenty of fresh air, as they will
keep each other very warm indeed
The floor must be made of wood and
be covered with litter. The heat of

The Poultry Yard in Hot Weather
Once the “dry days” approach the
fowls are very likely to be neglected.
The great heat seems to affect them
very much and they are not so en-
couraging to look at. Then the
young stock has grown very much
and it means heavier burdens in the
way of food. At the same time it is
just now that it is so important to
give them good care. Shade must be
arranged, meat  provided and a
change dust bath ensured. The hot
sun must not be allowed to pour
down on their thin skulls. The in.
sect supply is much shorter in hot,
dry weather, except where they can
be sure of securing locusts and gr:
hoppers. 1 the dust bath is very
dry it will affect the lungs of the
birds, more especially (ge young
ones and will cause a_kind of me-
chanical pneumonia. If a very little
Leyes flud is added to the washing
water and desinater it will be very
beneficial to the flock if it is poured
plentifully er the places where the
hirds are accustomed to dust them
selves. 1t must not, however, be
lowed to be in_puddles or they will
very much prefer it to clean drink-
ing water and will drink it even after
it has become sour. It is much the
best plan during very hot weather to
wake a round of the houses in the
cool of the evening, rinsing out the
drinking vessels and filling them with
clean water, filling up the feeding
troughs with plenty of good oats.
Remember that the fowls will never
overeat themselyes on oats,  The
meat box may also be filled with beef
scraps as this will keep good for any
length of time iri y
ready also, unless there is plenty on
the range, and charcoal m add-
ed. Where the fowls are fed on
whole grain the charcoal will not he
necessary, but it is a great safeguard

Clean Dust Baths

Dust boxes are sometimes used as
roosts by hali-grown chicks, and the
line, diy ditt becomes foul.  The
yard also becomes very filthy. One
can casily and quickly spade and
pulverize a space of ground about
three or four feet square after every
rain to afford a dusting place for the
hens. 1f dust hoxes are used they
should be emptied once a week and
refilled with clean, dry dirt. If the
hens can dust freely they will assist
themselves in getting rid of lice, and
the use of clean, dry dirt is cheap
enough for all.
