great nation like the United States—whose chief ruler, 
at the initiation of the Philippine war was the noble- 
minded statesman, the late President McKinley—is en­
titled to have its actions as a nation treated by a neigh­
bour with magnanimous consideration.

The report then gives some technical details relating 

to the bad design of the valve gear, stating that it is the 
most fruitful source of the excessive fuel-consumption 
characterising these engines. The fuel-consumption, 
however, is almost certainly still further affected by the 
fact of the exhaust steam from the two cylinders being 
discharged up the chimney by two independent nozzles, 
one for each cylinder. This is an obsolete design, even 
in America.

As to bad material, it is stated in the report that as a 
whole the material used in the construction of these en­
gines is of a very high quality, and likely to give much
satisfaction in the way it will stand wear and tear..........
But yet in certain parts of the engine the makers have 
used material which can only be described as distinctly 
bad. The coupler-buffers, which according to the spe­
cification were to be made of hammered iron, were all 
of malleable cast-iron, or of a very low grade of cast- 
steel, which does not at all deserve to be called steel. 
Some other parts of the engines also broke down due 
solely to bad metal.

As to fuel consumption, having now rectified most of 
the bad work about these engines they are giving very 
little trouble in upkeep, but their fuel consumption is 
decidedly high. To cure that and other faults will 
need further alterations in design. A special trial of 
these engines was made last year to ascertain their con­
sumption of wood fuel. Five of these engines were put 
to work for 30 days on a set of trains in the same link 
with British engines of the class above described, of 
identically the same power and working dimensions. All 
the conditions were alike in fuel, water, weather, and 
loads. The enginemen and firemen which worked both 
classes of engines were equally acustomed to both. The

He 
may win trade by the possession of these qualities 
which bargains at his store would otherwise fail to at­
tract, yet this man may be incapable of judgment in " 
giving credit to the extent of losing more on bad cus­
tomers than his ability as a salesman attracts among 
those who pay cash or are thoroughly reliable.

Another may guard himself against such losses, possess 
most of the above-mentioned attributes yet permit of 
mistakes being constantly made in giving wrong goods, 
weight, measure, or change.

Are 
they to be found always among those who have been suc­
cessful in the retail trade? No. Success has attend­
ed many possessed of but a few of these. Were the 
retail trade to be confined solely to the number among 
the retailers of to-day who could be shown to possess all 
of the above redeemable business features, there would 
be many splendid chances for new business openings be-

—Members of the New York Produce Exchange, through 
whom it was estimated that 75 per cent, of the $8,000,000 
of American food products shipped annually to Cuba are 
sent, are much concerned at the delay in granting conces­
sions to Cuba in the form of decreased duties on sugar 
and tobacco. Their advices from Cuba indicate a serious 
situation. They believe that should the United States re­
fuse to grant a reduction of duty on the imports of the 
two great staples the result will be ruin to the planter, 
bankruptcy to the merchant, and great distress to the 
laboring masses of Cuba, followed by serious industrial 
disturbances and disorder. Financial and economic dis­
aster to Cuba will correspondingly injure trade and mate­
rially reduce exports of flour, corn, lard, bacon, pork, 
beans, peas, canned goods and other commodities.

—The Mississippi Valley Lumberman in its annual re­
view of the lumber industry, places the total cut of north­
ern white pine for 1901 at 5,396,253,000 feet. The “west 
of Chicago’ ’district is credited with a cut of 4,214,401,000 
feet; the “Chicago and east of Chicago” district with 1,- 
518,852,000. The west district includes Wisconsin, Minne­
sota and along the Mississippi. Chicago and “east of 
Chicago” includes Michigan, both peninsulas. The total 
cut for 1900 was 5,837,862,000. White pine production has 
been steadily decreasing for several years on account of 
the rapid decrease in the cut “east of Chicago.” Mills 
in the district above Minneapolis manufactured in 1901 a 
total of 508,318,000 feet of lumber as compared with 429,- 
920,000 feet in 1900. The Duluth district cut 867,300,000 
feet in 1901 as against 735,892,000 in 1900. The cut on the 
Mississippi below Minneapolis last year was 449,515,000, 
as against 581,979,000 in 1900.

—It is understood that the National Window Glass Job­
bers’ Association, which comprises nearly all the leading 
houses in the United States, will shortly announce an ad­
vance of 2% cents in prices. It is, moreover, intimated 
by authorities in the trade that these prices will be in­
creased from time to time until the price of glass con­
forms nearer to its cost of manufacture.

extraordinary advantage to us. The 
comercial greatness of a nation de­
pends largely upon her success at col­
onizing. We have our insular pos­
sessions to develop, and the Latin- 
American republics will be available 
iu time for colonizing, but in these 
territories the masses must be for 
many years made up of the natives 
and consequently yield limited de­
mand in proportion to their numbers 
for our manufactures!. The Cana­
dians now, although less than six 
million in number, yield a greater de­
mand for our manufactures than do 
the multo-millions of the other terri­
tories. Our colonizing of Canada has 
set in with considerable vigor, and 
promises to continue even more vig­
orously. By arranging closer trade 
relations now we will greatly expand 
our trade into Canada, for with a low 
tariff between the countries our man­
ufacturers will have the advantage. 
The continuance of the present tariff 
wall assuredly robs us of a large share 

of the markets in Canada, for our col­
onizing there will continue uncheck­
ed and the incentive to manufacture 
as much as possible the goods they 
require. We are now colonizing in 
Canada at a much greater rate than 
elsewhere; the territory and re­
sources of that country are as valu­
able as are those of any country now 
available to any natiori; colonizing, 
and the geographical conditions are 
particularly good and cannot be

RECIPROCITY. equalled. At the present ,..ne Can­
ada is rapidly increasing her com­
mercial and industrial strength and 
is no longer dependent upon our 
markets for her products. Canada 
is practically in a position to not only 
get along without us but to draw 
from us a considerable portion of our 
capital and industrial energy in the 
development of her great resources. 
Closer trade relations, if established 
now, would make Canada as profit­
able to us as were our Western States 
during their transformation from 
prairie to populous and wealthy com­
munities. Even for this reason alone 
closer trade relations would be ad­
visable.

The industrial progress of Canada 
during recent years, chief among which 
was the opening of a few of its min­
eral deposits, has not only excited con­
siderable interest across the border, 
but has resulted in widespread agita­
tion for closer trade relations between 
the two countries. A Buffalo corres­
pondent of a New York commercial 
paper sent the following recently: — 
Sir,—Is it in the interest of this coun­
try that closer trade relations with 
Canada be arranged? New England 
and the border cities possessing con­
siderable knowledge of Canada and her 
resources say yes, and are endeavoring 
to hasten such an arrangement. The 
remainder of the country has little 
knowledge of Canada and her re­
sources, and therefore does not realize 
the advantages of such an arrange­
ment; yet Canada is our third largest 
customer, and expansion of trade in 
her direction offers least resistance. 
Now, among all the nations of the 
world there is none quicker than ours 
to seize advantages when they are 
fully and plainly presented. Were 
the advantages of closer trade relations 
with Canada fully and plainly present­
ed to the whole country the demand 
for such an arrangement would quickly 
become general. The more important 
advantages are as follows:

For colonizing territory Canada is of

The basis of our commercial great­
ness is undoubtedly that of the iron 
and steel industry. Canada is tak­
ing a position in this industry that 
may become stronger than is ours. 
The great lakes region is bound to 
attract the inland iron and steel in­
dustry of this continent for the best 
assembling points are in that region, 
and the distributing facilities are also 
the best. In the division of the in­
dustry Canada has the advantage, ow­
ing to her territory along the great 
lakes being more convenient for de­
veloping cheap power by water power 
canals. This advantage will be em­
phasized by the construction of a
ship and power canal from Lake St. 
Clair to Lake Erie, and a similar ca­
nal from Lake Huron to Lake Erie.

MAY REPEAL TEA DUTY.

There is a likelihood that the heavy 
U.S. war tax in tea may be done away 
with at an early day. It is learned 
from New York, that a gentlemen, 
just returned from Washington, who 
has had occasion to sound members 
of Congress . in regard to the pros­
pects of a repeal of the tea duty, is 
authority for the statement that 
during the last four weeks there has 
been a notable change of sentiment 
among the members of the majority 
in both houses on this subject.
