The New York Fire Marshal 
eUtea, that more than ten per cent of the fires in 
New York and Brooklyn, nave been caused by it; 
tan persons were burned to death and thirty-five 
more or less injured. ; He appeals to the Legisla­
ture, that the rrckleaS disregard of life shown by 
manufacturers of this compound should call for 
stringent action and for every possible protection 
against it. Irresponsible parties should be prevent­
ed from manufacturing it, competent person* 
should be appointed as inspectors to test stock and 
all dealers cautioned by the sure prospect of heavy 
penalties.

Entertaining.—A stoty is going the rounds 
to the effect that a certain company (American), 
doing a life business, cmployefl a special agent to 
solicit life premiums in a Canadian city, at a 
salary of #2,000 per annum. Resmlt:—Life poli­
cies to about three or four times the amount of 
the salary, reckoning their face value ; one-half 
of which became claims before the end of the year, 
so that the account of the year’s operations stands 
thus in figures: receipts #200; disbursements, 
#6,000. It is facetiously asserted that this agent's 
engagement was net renewed.
» Cooperative Lire Ixscrancr.—There are 

numerous attempts being made in the Vnited 
States to float swindling schemes, which mav all 
be classed under the above designation, and which 
profess unbounded benevolence as their sole ob­
ject. They require to be well watched. The 
Chicago Chronicle winds up a long erpooc of one 
which hae unfurled its banner in that city, in the 
following terms;—These eo-operatire swindles are 
the most deadly and dangerous enemies with 
which legitimate life insurance has yet been celled 
upon to contend. Their plans are attractive,

• and their reasoning specious; but how false, msy 
be judged from the fact that this n*n Kempineey 
boastfully asserts that the mortality in a class of 
5.000 members, of all ages from 15 to 30, will he 
but 6 per aqpum, while the experience of life in­
surance companies ehowa that the mortality in • 
rinyfe thousand, at the age of 30, ie 8.

Fires in New Tore in 186».—Fire Marshal 
Bracket reports that the conflagrations in that 
city for the fiscal year ending as above numbered, 
913 against 822 in the previous twelve months, 
lieing an increase of 93. The total number of 
buildings damaged and destroyed was 1,011—243 
frame and 767 brick, stone or iron etrectnrea; 
also 6 vessels damaged an-l destroyed. Of the 
building*, #25 were dwellings, 207 stores, 139 
factories, ÿ store* anil dwellings combined and 
52 stable*. The estimated loss.we* #3,416,402 
against #4,657,376 the previous year. The iasur- 
snoe affected by the fire» waa, on buildings, #2,- 
599,78»; on stock #7,323,883; total, #9,923,672. 
Four hundred and fifty-six fires show a total lose 
of les» thaï #100 each, and 814 of 1res than #5,- 
000 each. Among the causes of fires, irvenunvr 
a ted—carelessness of serrants, employes and oci-u- 
wnt.s of buildings in the use of fire and lights, in 
88 instances; 9* from keroeine, 55 were incendi­

ary, 39 originated from defective flues, 31 from 
fireworks; 53 j irraon* were arrested for arson, 4 of 
whom were he lorably discharged , 42 for want of 
proof, 1 con vi< ted of dieorderly conduct, 3 of arson 
and sentenced, and 3 await their trial.

The Mittal Benefit Co operative Cou­
pant or HaEtpoR».—The following letter ftnm 
Mr. Oliver pllsbury, dated Henniker, N. H 
December lOtl u may be of interest to some of the 
Canadian poli hr holder» in the above concern. 
Mr Pillsbury is Insurance Commissioner of the 
State nauMsk--** My opinion fa frequently asked 
a* to the merit* of the Mutual Benefit -Company 
of Hartford, t'oan. This company propose» to 
insure in class. a, limited in number to 5,000 each, 
and to secure I o the representatives of the insured, 
in case of deaf i, a cash payment of a* many dol­
lars as there hre memlwrs of the class to which 
the insured belonged. My opinion is that practi­
cally this structure will prove entirely too top- 
heavy for its base. The company has not a dol­
lar of cash ‘'guarantee capital,” nor has it any 
mathematical or scientific basis, nor the first sin 
giv, reliable element of financial stability. Class 
cohesioR may keep up a nominal existence for a 
few years, but in my opinion the company will in 
"gm-n youth’ prove a disastrous failure."

solvent. But a more fruitful cause of virtual, if 
not of actual, insolvency, will be found in the 
appropriation and distribution of Surplu», which 
has not been earned according to the true rules of 
trading. This evil is brought shout by a false 
method of estimating the liabilities, as will he 
hereafter explained.

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THE DOMINION GOVERNMENT AND 
THE BANK OF MONTREAL.

Seldom haa the public conviction been 
more unanimous on any i*>int than on this ; 
that the connection between the Dominion 
Government and the Bank of Montreal is of 
evil tendency, uni ought to cease. Let us 
examine the nature of tliiit connection and 
the effect it produce*, anil sec /lift lier the 
jHihlic feeling rest» on solid rvuoM, <»r is 
one -of mere prejudice. No clear or full 
statement of the arrangement that exists 
between the Government and thtf Bank has 
ever been made public, and though we ilo 
not pretend fully to supjdy this otuisaivn, it 
will net be difficult to girt- the leading fea­
tures of tlie connection. *

The Bank of Montreal is the fiscal agent 
of the government, for all purposes within its 
own sphere. It is the depository or receiver 
and the disbureer of the public revenue ; it 
)|Muce and redeems th* go • eminent notes, on

commission, and it generally has the privi- 
leg t of selling exchange to the Government, 
at Is own price. But on this latter point it 
net ms the Government is not actually under 
cm |pulsion to deal with the Bank of Mon­
tra si ; for in a recent instance that Bank has 
be si set aside and exchange purchased by 
tei der, at the lowest market price. If the 
Bask of Montreal had looked on such a 
thi |g as {swsible, it would most likely liave 
taU-n care that the item of exchange should 
ha -e been included m the bond.

' fhe Government, in an evil hour, obliged 
its Jf to keep on deposit in the Banks of Mon­
tre fl. the sum of half-a-million of dollars, 
at all times, without interest. But as the 
Go femment is frequently a borrower ; how 
cai it contrive to have on deposit money 
which it does not own t If it has nothing 
of its own to dei>osit, it must borrow that 
am ?unt —borrow half-a-million from the Bank 
of ^fpntreal ; pay interest to the Bank of 
Mt iitreal on half-a-million, and let that half 
mi lion remain in the Bank of Montreal. It 
cai not touch the money or use it for the 
ninit pressing purj-ose. Snpi-we the Gov­
ern nient coffers are empty, and half-a-mil- 
lioi i is required for some purpose in eonnec- 
tio I with the public service ; that half-mil- 
11 >i i the Bank of Montreal is bound to ad- 
vai ice ; but the Government, which must 
alv ays keep half-a-million on deficit without 
interest, must borrow a million—twice as 
mt fch as it wants—ant pay interest on a 
mi lion, while it.has tlie use of only half that 
suif. Thus, an agreement to pay seven per 
cei t. on half-a-million, means an obligation 
to >ay seven ]>er cent, cm a million—fourteen 
pci cent, on the amount actually received ! 
Hard terms these, w hitii attest the need of 
tlu Government at the time they were sub- 
mi led to, not less than the rapacity of the 
bài |k ; unwise rapacity, we venture to pré­
dit | it will prove, for it is evident that an 
art Migemont - of this kind can subsist no 
hu ger than till it can b^ exchanged for one 
UK ^equitable.

$or is this all. The bank has another 
sol free of profit on him* to the Govern- 
uufit. A million dollitr* advanced for six 
in. fitlis to pay the July] >gr January interest 
bei jins to la: repaid tile very day it is ,e- 
cci red. The Iwnk is the recipient of the 
pu Hie revenue, w hich comes iy regularly 
til | it swells to the necessary amount to repay 
tin I loan. But the bank continues tv receive 
interest oil the whole am-unit "of the loan, no 
ms ttyr how large a [Kvrt of it has been vir­
tu: Jly repaid. This, added to the uniform 
ha f-million of government de|*wits on which 
no interest is paid, makes a nice thing of the 
G< vemment account to the bank.

Then there has been, as things liv.e gen­

erally gone, the furnishing of exchange et 
the bank’s own rates—at rates which, as one 
trial proved, are above what competition 
would have made them ; often, very likely, 
far above that point.

Tlie circumstance of the bank of Montreal 
being the fiscal agent of the government, 
invests it with a power injurious to the other 
banks and to the public.; a power which, 
tlie whole world is witness, it has not scru­
pled to abuse. All the public revenue going 
ip to its coffers, gives it a perpetual advan­
tage in the exchanges of balances ; a circum­
stance which it has used to compel the other 
banks to take a large amount of government 
noÿ-s to be held in readiness to answer the 
unfavorable exchange. .

-And it lias done much more, that is more 
properly a subject of complaint. It haa, 
more than once, fur its own selfish purposes, 
and without any adequate |niblic cause, pro­
duced a violent action on the currency, crea­
ting an artificial scarcity of money by the 
sudden and arbitrary stoppage of discounts, 
and by the power which the possession of 
the public deposits gave it over them, com- 
Iulling the other banks to follow its example 
to s great extent. In this way the govern­
ment, through the revenue coming from the 
industry of the jieople, was in an indirect 
and involuntary manner, made an instru­
ment of iujusticu. (

This sort of action lias been carried to an 
extent which nothing can justify. A bank 
charter creates a public, trust, which, like 
every ^ther trust, is capable of being abused, 
and there is a degree of abuse which would 
call for a public remedy. The privileges 
granted to a coiq»ormtion are not to be capri­
ciously exercised to the detriment of the 
public ; when they are so exercised a wrong 
is done, and it depends on the magnitude 
and extent of the wrong whether it should 
work forfeiture. There, lias, in the case of 
the bank of Montreal, lieeu too much caprice 
and too little consideration of w hat may be 
called the public requirement* of its charter.

But short of the extreme remedy, there 
u ill probably lie found a sufficient cure for 
the princqial evils arising out of the connec­
tion lietween the Dominion Government and 
the Bank of Montreal. That connection 
must, oticy for all, absolutely cease. On this 
point there is ilo longer room for doubt or 
argument. Hie conclusion is admitted by- 
all ; and the sooner the government gives 
tlie requisite notice, after its plans for the 
future are formed, the better. We cannot 
lea in that it lias yet been given, and there 
may be reasons for the delay.

Mere exchange of the public deposits, or 
of the fiscal agency of the government from 
one bank to another would probably only
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change the seat of the evil: certainly it would 
work no cue. Something more than this is

The position and prospects of the un­
dertaking were discussed, and, as may lie sup­
posed, did not evoke much enthusiasm. Mat­
ters remain pretty nearly the same as they 
were stated to lie at the informal meeting 

fr in October last. The line has been built to 
Oshava, the shareholders still refuse to pay 
calls, the Company owes some eighteen or 
twenty thousand dollars, and the existing 
line is being worked at a loss. The enterprise 
is dragging out a feeble kind bf existence 

> without any satisfactory results ; and so the 
matter rests.
- To us it is surprising that the Directors still 
ascribe all fheir difficulties to the hostility 
of the press and the opp*ieitioii company ; 
and even defend the original arrangement 
with Reeve, whereby he was to receive #260 
per mile for building the line. In justifica­
tion, a case was cited in which #440 j>er mile 
haJ been paid for building a line in the 
United Sûtes. This proves nothing except 

speculative contractors are well paid 
for floating doubtful schemes as well as 

The opposition of the Montreal Corn­
er did not prevent, not even retard, the 

construction of the Peoples* line, because it 
was projected and built on s business basis, 
nor would it that of the Dominion line under 
like circumstances. It would Iw far more 
courageous for the Directors to admit that 
their names were made the basis of a scheme 
which in its incejition was little else than an 
attempted fraud upon the public. This seems

anything from the Dominion Company, un­
less a vigorous effort is made to raise money. 
To get it from the shareholders is impossible. 
Either the whole juoject will have to he 
treated aa a failure, or the directors will hare 
to act on some such business projiosition as 
that put forward by Mr. McMurrich at the 
meeting. He suggested that a strong effort 
be made to induce a number of gentlemen, 
possessed of means, to jay over, out of their 
own Jx>ckets, the sum necessary to build the 
line to Ottawa ami Montreal ; and a»gued 
that in this way confidence would he restored 
and the sulwcrijitions made collectable. 1 n- 
less some bteji of this kind is taken, we agree 
with Mr. fllcMurrich in describing the j»roe- 
pects of tlie enterprise ss very dark and dis­
couraging.!

THE NARROWEST OF NARROW- 
GAUGES.

The Welsh two-feet gauge railway pays a 
dividend i|f thirty per cent, njion its original 
capital of £36,000; and its successful working 
furnishes fai ts which are worthy of consider­
ation in the discussion of gauges, and in the 
imnleni attempts to ensure ecommiy ami 
efficiency by reducing the jiroportioa of dead 
weight to paying loads on railways. The en­
glue and tender iq*m the line referred to 
weigh aboil 1« tons, as against 40 tens njion 
the wider gauge of other lines. Instead of 

first-clast carriage weighing 7| tons, to 
carry 32 jwasengers, and representing nearly 
6 cwt. of djad weight for each passenger, Uie 
carriages Weigh only 30 cwt. for 12 passen­
gers, or 2^ cwt. for each person carried. A 
truck weighing 17 cwt. is made to carry a 
load of nearly four times its own weight; 
while on the ordinary gauge a truck will not 
carry more than twice, and in many instances 
|s load not greater than its own weight.

< hie of the engine* is described as having 
four cylinders. Hi ml in diameter, with 13 in. 
stroke and 8 ft. 4 in. (28 in.)co«jded wheels 
The tanks contain 1,000 gallons <d water, 
and the whole weigh* in steam, is climated 
at about 20 tons. The total wheel base is 
lft feet, each liogie having ite wheel centres 

For each [«'und average

easily hauls from 100 tv 180 empty elate 
trucks up the line, or, say 100 to 160 tons, 
including its own weight, on a line rising, « 
the a Ire rage, 1 in 92, and occasionally I in 80.

Nor is it to be assumed that 
36 milee an hour ia a limit which cannot be 
exceeded. An engine with 8 feet wheel# 
works lender just the vaine relative conditions 
as a 4 fret 8| inches engine, with 4 feet 8$ 
wheels, No one expects an express speed 
from such engines; but there ia no good rea­
son why the Fsstiniog line should not be 
worked! with 3 feet wheels, that ia to say a 
gauge fid a half high—a projxwtiow adopted 
in many of tlie best engin* >4 the day which 
have diving wheels 7 ft.

DEBENTURES.

Twelve thousand dollars of these deben­
tures have been placed at par. Bids were 
received to double the entire amount offered, 
but being under par, were not accepted. It 
is said that the unsold portion will be thrown 
upon the uiarkei iu a few days.

Te* Great Western Railway Company has 
given notice of iu intention to apply to the 
Dominion Legislature fur pwwur tv change 
the gauge of iu line. The recent agreement 
between the Michigan Central and the De 
trust and Milwaukee railways on the one 
hand, and the Great Western on the other, 
which now awaiU the sanction of the Eng­
lish Board of the latter to render it final, is 
intended to enable the combination to com­
pete more satisfactorily for the traffic between 
Chicago and New York, with the Michigan 
Southern and Lake Shore, the PitUburgh 
and Fort Wayne, and the Pennsylvania Cen­
tral railways. The Glencoe line will, it is 
intended, shorten the distance by twenty 
miles, and save more than fifty miles in 
grades, l«'tween Detroit and Buffalo. The 
proposed straightening of the Michigan. Cen­
tral between Ysplanti and Niles will save 
thirty uÿles between Detroit and Chicago.

When the Insurance Act was under dis­
cussion in the Dominion Parliament, it was 
suggested that insurance companies were 
subjects for local, not federal, legislation. 
By the British North America Act, 1807, the 
Dominion Parliament has exclusive jurisdic­
tion aa regards “the regulation of trade and 
commerce,’’ and the Laical Legislature have 
exclusive jurisdiction as tv “ the incorimra- 
tion of companies with provincial objecta.” 
It was decided by the Speaker that insurance 
companies were not trading companies in the 
broad sense of the term “ trade,” *whicih 
meant the importation and exportation of 
goods. It has been recently decided, by thte 
Supreme Court of the United States, that 
insurance is not commerce, and therefore 
that no power resides either in itself or in 
Congreee to interfere with whatever restric­
tion* and impositions the Legislatures of the 
several State» may place upon it.

The last five year* they have witnessed 
con jiaative plenty and nliundance, and along 
wit | this, a brisk demand for everything tiny 
hat to aell ut prier* at times almost unexam­
ple . There must have been a vast increase of 
ava laide wealth amongst tlieui, and perhaps it is 
not j indicated by anything more than by the 
ateifly and continuous increase of liank dejosit*. 
It s a meet remarkable thirfg to reth et upon that 
the e deiiesits have nearly doubled during the last 
six rears—an astounding increase, and a fai t cal­
cul ted td awaken most gratifying feeling* of con- 
fid» ice in the prrâeht position of Canada and hope 
for it* future.

price. M Circumstance*, however, apjiear to have 

| brought uliout the mnviction that it is liest to 
sell, and millers here now the opportunity, gen­
erally, of baying in a stock at (uices which they 
imagine can scarcely result in Iosa, and may pos 

1 sibly give them a chance of good profit. At the 
same time, in the grain trade, it is proverlüally 
hanl to say trhttt prices knee touched the lowest 
point, and it ia well known that some of the 
heaviest losses made, have lieeti when prices were 
down to what appeared an absolutely eafe point. 
We cannot, then-foiA sav that it i* safe to lay in 

! stocks at even these price*. There is only one 
way of managing the grain «rade to a profit, and 
that is to avoid «peculation entirely. Buy and 
sell, and buy again, and go on selling and buying 
ss rapidly a* jiosaible, turning over at a small 
profit each time. This is the principle that 
should Is* acted upon, and the result will be a 
very re*|»jUble profit on the years' 1 usine**. 
But it is such a temptation to try and escape all 
this work ami trouble, and to attempt to secure 
the profit that naturally bclougs to a dozen opera­
tions at one stroke. But it cannot be done ; the 
trade i* in large bulk*, and it ia • the prime neces­
sary of life. It admits of rspid turning over, 
and i* generally done for’ cash. Of all known 
lines of business, this is the one where the rule 
of small profits and quick retains is the moat 
natural and inevitable. Biead must lie eaten 
every day, and this being so, then? is an elnoliite- 
ly certain and steady demand for the . ar­
ticle. It is a trade therefore which, if a 
man enters on, he can be sure of sales. It is 
always pwsible to sell at some |»ricos, and the 
price, unlike that wf many other articles i* regu­
lated by the grinding down process of daily com- 
{■ctitiou in ojien market. It is imi-omibh- there­
fore to take larpe profits out of such a business, 
exi-ept in special circumstauces, and the man who 
engages in it, and seek* to leap over the trouble 
of operations many times re|**ted, and take all 
the profit* of them at once, folding his arma and 
taking his ease, until the chance comes round 
again, will find that he has got all the world to 
fight against. It may seem a hard business to 
get no more than one or two per cent, profit, but 
the universal experience of the trade is that on 
large operations, that is aliout all that can be ex­
pected. And if a man makes one or two per cent., 
and turns over his capital twenly or thirty times 
a year, he will not do so badly after all.

Prices are certainly low. Good No. 1 flour has 
been sold in Toronto at $3.50, and excellent midgs 
proof wheat bought at stations a few miles off at



75 cents, which leaves • fair milling iunfit. Chi 
cage is getting full of wheat. England, too, L 
having vast supplies poured in: so that any cal­
culations on the chance of prices turning up, have 
but a very slender foundation. A large amount 
of wheat is already held in the Western States, on 
Canadian account, and can be brought here, even 
by rail, under the through freight arrangement* 
now so extensively developed; if there is anything 
like a rise in prices ; and it is i-ertain that the 
whole will lr* brought forward as soon as natiga 
tion open*, and may he put on market here. This 
prospect should make |wrtie* cautious al*>ut 
holding.

The returns of the trade of Oswego for last 
year have just lieen jaiblished, and the statements 
respecting import* of harley and lumber are of 
considerable interest The receijit* of Wiry 
into Oswego from 4'anada were 3,167,<«WI bushels, 
against 2,031,000 last year. This large increase 
will, we should think, nearly make up for the 
difference in price. The total export* of i anadian 
liariey into the States were 5,389,000 bushels, 
against 3, 691,000 last year.

The statistic* of lumber im|Hirts arc of |a«rticu- 
lar interest, and show a very remarkable devel- 
opement. The receipts into .Oswego---almost 
wholly from "Canada—were as follows, for the
