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NEW MINERAL ACT

Smith Has Introduced a Number of
Valuable Amendments.

DOES NOT DEBAR ALIENS

Paris Belle Decision Kept in View and
the Points Are all Covered—Pen-
ticton-Boundary Railway Must be
Begun in 15 Months.

Vicroria, April 19.—Recuperated by
the short Easter holiday, the legislature
got back to work today and seemed an-
xious to go ahead as rapidly as possible,
not so much time being taken up in use-
less discussion.

An Inspector of Mines.

Two important bills to the mining
community were introduced. One was
by Col. Baker to appoint an inspector of
metalliferous mines, and the other was
Smith’s mineral act dmendment.
Baker’s bill is self-explanatory in the

title, which is: “An act for securing
the safety and good health of workmen
engaged in or about metalliferous
mines.”’ It provides that the govern-
ment may appoint as inspector a man
who has had at least seven years practical
experience in mining; who must, give
his whole time to the duties of the office.
The minister of mines may, when he
deems it necessary, order an inspection
of a mine, and the inspector must report
on the condition of all machinery, tim-
bering, etc., of the mines of the prov-
ince ; penalties being imposed on man
agers or owners of mines refusing the in-
spector admission.
Some Good Amendaments.
Smith’s mineral bill amendment is

framed pretty much on the recommenda-
tions of the mining committee, but omit-
ting that provision prohibiting aliens
from taking up claims, as Smith is op-
posed to this as narrew and- unneces-
gary. One section is designed to exempt
from free miners’ licenses men wii0 are
merely employed at work in the mines.
Another provision is that in entering on
private lands a miner is not first re-
quired, as at present, to put up security,
but only does so if requested afterwards
by the owners. Another section allows
work done outside of a mineral claim, if
having direct relation to such claim and
in direct proximity to it, to be accepted
in lieu of assessment work and also it

rovides that a partnership not exceed-
ing eight claims in number may put in
assessment work for a group on omne
claim, the amount expended being equal
to $100 for each claim.

Relating to Surface Rights.
Crown grants to mineral claims are
made to convey surface rights, including
timber for the purpose of working the
claim, other surface rights being vested

in the crown, but the owners of crown
grants for mineral claims may purchase
all the surface rights also for $5 per acre.
In cases where a mineral claim islocated
on a railway grant the owner of the
crown grant shall be entitled to appro-
priate the surface right in fee simple of
the company, the amount not to exceed
$5 per acre. /

AN AWFUL CATASTROPHE

rhe Lone Camp Overwhelmed In the
pmiddle of the Night—Some Miracu-
Jjous Escapes Reported—Line May
Be Open By Thursday.

gix dead, one dying, and two in-
:ured, isthe record made by anavalanche
which swept down upon a camp of 12
men on the Nelson & Fort Sheppard
way, one mile north of the interna-
tional boundary line at 2:20 o’clock
Tuesday morning. Charles Olson, fore-
man of the gang, Thomas King, Dan
McCafferty, Pat Desmond,! Robert Mc-
Whinney and John Conlon, were the
men buried alive. Max Englehardt,

George Rice and John Clark were in-
cured, the first named fatally. Frank
Clark, Albert Somers and the cook,
~hose name has not been learned, es-
caped with a gcratch or two.

The bodies of Desmond and McCafierty
were dug out from beneath the mass of
sravel and boulders yesterday afternoon
by a gang of men under the direction of

Section Foreman J.T. Sullivan, and
brought to Rossland on & ‘push car last
evening. The bodies were taken charge
of by Undertaker Beatty, who will pre-
pare them for burial perhaps on Thurs-
day. On Desmond’s person were found
checks on the Trader’s National bank of
Spokane for sums aggregating $690 and
¢46.40 in cash. Foreman Sullivan has
the effects of both Sullivan and McCai-
ferty in his custody and will hold them
for Coroner Bowes. A gang of 125 men
is at work digging for the other four.
bodies that are known to be under the
dlide. No attempt to build the railroad
over the scene of the slide will be made
until the bodies are recovered.

The—camp was located on a gentle
siope on the west gide of the railroad
track and not far from the sawmill. It
was just opposite the mouth of a gulch
coming down from Lake mountain, and
it was down this gulch that the awful
avalanche of boulders, trees, gravel and
water came which caused the loss of life
above referred to.

What started the avalanche is still a
mystery. Some believe it was a cloud-
burst in the mountain, while others
think the lake, from which the mount-
ain takes ite name, must have burst its
banks. The stream which flowed down
the gulch before the accident was
scarcely a foot wide. All day yes-
terday it was a fierce torrent five or six
feet wide and three feet deep.

The course of the avalanche is plainly
marked. It has stripped tie banks of
the gulch clean on either side appar-
ently for a width of 20 or 30 feet. Asit
neared the bottom, where the gulch was
wider, it began to spread out. Right in
its course and on the east side of the
railroad track was a knoll about 14 feet
high. This knoll it obliterated first.
Continuing on its-course it gwept over
the railroad, whiclr was about 300 feet
from the mouth of "th& gdlch and ex-
tended 100 feet beyond. The mass of
debris is 300 feet wide and for this en-
tire 400 feet in length averages not less
than 12 to 14 feet in depth. Beyond this
are rocks,trees and mud deposited in
less quantities for 400 to 500 feet in every
direction, but the main bocy of debris
appears to have been deposited in an
area 400 feet long by 400 feet in width.

The site of the railroaders’ camp was
only about 10 feet from the railroad
track, so that the slide extended about
90 feet beyond 1t in solid ;mass and in
less quantity for gseveral hundred feet
further. The peculiarity most notice-
able about the slide is the fact that the
main mass of debris had almost perpen-
dicular wallsand to this fact two men
owe their lives.

The first intimation any of the sleep-
ing laborers had that any disaster was
impending was when the young man
who slept with thé foreman was wak-
ened by a rumbling sound which he took
to be a car off the track and bumping
along the ties. He woke the foreman

rail

and the two got up to investigate. The | P

foreman was the last to leave the tent,
but could only have been a very few feet
behind his companion, yet the latter
escaped the slide unscratched, while the
body of the foreman has not yet been
seen.

This laborer is the only witness of the
awful avalanche, who saw it from the
outside. The other - survivors. were
buriedfjunder it and wonderful were their
escapes. One man, an Englishman,
who never stirred from his bunk, had an
extraordinary escape. The mass of
debris over his body when he was
dragged out was fully 14 feet thick, and
yet owing to the manner in which the
logs in the slide had bridged themselves
over his bunk he escaped without a
scratch. The man lying beside him had
his neck broken and the man who lay in
the bunk at his, feet was also killed.
These were the only bodies recovered at
the time this account was written.

Another marvellous escape was that of
the cook. He slept under the kitchen
table and that frail structure sufficed to
save him from loss of life or broken
limbs, even though ihe debris, includ-
ing big trees and boulders, was piled 10
feet high on top of it.

Agent Ruff went to the scene of the
calamity as soon as he was apprised of
the occurrence, taking “with him tele-
graph instruments to make connections
with Northport in case the wire had
been carried away. The same messen-
ger that informed him of the accident
summoned Dr. Bowes, who arrived at
the slide shortly after 6 o’clock. He at-
tended to the wants of the in jured and
returned to Rossland in the afternoon.
J.T. Sullivan, the section foreman here,
went down with a push car and 45 men
to aid in the work of digging out the
bodies. The task was most difficult,
owing to the depth of the glide and its
composition.

From the position of the bodies of
Desmond and MecCafferty, Sullivan was
led to believe that the unfortunate men
rushed directly into the path of the
avalanche, not knowing what was hap-
pening. The sudden awakening, the
dense blackness of the night, and ignor-
ance of the extent and direction of the
slide all combined to terrify and confuse
the workmen. One man who observed
the slide yesterday morning was of the

opinion that every man could have es- |

caped without a scratch had they run in
the opposite direction even so slight a

distance as ten feet. MeCafferty had
gone over 300 feet from the tent when
he was overtaken by the tons of gravel
and rocks which bore him to the earth
and crushed out his life. In one of his
kets was found a rabbit’s foot. Evi-
dently the charm failed to work in this
instance.
Foreman Sullivan and a portion of his
gang had the task of ushing the hand
car carrying the two ies recovered,
from the sceue of the disaster to Ross-
land after they had quit work on the
slide last evening. Sullivan said last
plght when he was seen at his home
just beyond the big trestle, that the
slide was the worst he had ever seen.

“I have been working on mountain
railroads for 17 years anng thought I had
seen some pretty bad slides, but none of
them amount to a straw compared with
this one,’”” he remarked. ‘‘It is simply
frightful, and unless a person can see it
its extent is hard to realize. We are
now g(r;ggxged in searching for the other
four jes and will do nothing to repair
the road until they are found.' We
count on recovering the bodies tomerrow
and building a track through by Thurs-
day night.”’ .
Agent Ruff was also of the o inion
that trains could get through by Thurs-
day night. There are three engines on
this side of the slide.

Desmond and McQafferty were both
gingle men, according to the statements
of their fellow workmen. They were
terribly crushed, and while there is no

| shocking disfigurement of their bodies,

they presented a very ghastly sight
when they were dug from their graves
of gravel and rocks.

ANOTHER ACCIDENT.

Wayfarer Fell Off the O. K. Bridge and
Is Badly Injured.
J. C. Ward, missing his train at
Northport on Monday afternoon, at-
tempted to walk into Rossland over the
Red Mountain track. All went well till
overtaken by night at the trestle bridge
under repair opposite the O. K. mine.
Ward, in endeavoring to cross it, fell
through and was badly cut about the
neck and head. He was taken to the
0. K. boarding house and, after having
his wounds dressed by Dr. Coulthard,
was brought up to the Sisters’ hospital,
where he is lying in a dangerous condi-

tion. Strong hopes of his recovery are,
however, entertained.

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THE CITY COUNGIL

A Long Session and Lots of Business
Transacted.

M'QUEEN AND PATERSON

They Got the Offices of City Clerk and
Assessor Respectively at Salaries of
8125 per Month—Bylaws and Liquor
Licenses Discussed.

A meeting of the city council was held Tuesday
evening in the court house. The space allotted
to the spectators was miserably inadequate to
their needs, and fully bore out the remark of
Mayor Scott that a proper room was urgently in
request.

On the meeting being called to order Mayor
Scott took the chair, Aldermen Fraser, McPher-
son, Johnson, Raymerand Wallace being present.
The city solicitor was in attendance with copies
ot the proposed bylaws of the city of Ressland,
which had been drawn up by him. W. H. Cooper
acted as clerk of the coungil.

The following applications were read by the
clerk: A. N. Paterson. withdrawing application
for city clerkship and applying for assessor:
Percy White, W. Smita, D. A. Fraser, W. Groyer,
T. Keys, 1. Honewall, R. McRae for positions on

the police force; A. L. Anderson, R. W. Northey,
W. Haynes, A. A. Dutton, for sanitary inspector;
J. Langley withdrew his application for sanitary
inspector, applying for city assessor; C. H. Dan-
cer and D. Morris for city engineer;
for superintendent of sewers; W. Hays for assist-
ant engineer; W. D. Wilkeson for street inspec-
tor; j. R. Comolly for time-checker; Frank
Sciutfo for timekeeper: J. Cosgrove for chief of
fire department and B. F. Bradford for some city
work or another.

An application was then read from D. D. Mc-
Line desiring council to rent a room 57X30 in his
new building on the corner of Le Roi avenue and
‘Washington street for $100 a month for one year.
It was referred to the special committee. Peti-
tions were also read from the ratepayers of St.
Paul street desiring that street improvements be
made on the street; from M. E. Allan, desiring
permission to construct a masonry wall under
the sidewalk for the purpose of supporting and
strengthening the Allan hotel, an from the
trades unions and from the secretaries of the
anti-Chinese and anti-Japanese employment so-
cieties of Victoria praying that the mayor and
council put themselves on record as favoring
their objects. Each of these communications
was referred to the appropriate committee,Mayor
Scott speaking in favor of the last.

The finance committee then reported thet they
had interviewed both the Bank of British North
America and the Bank of Montreal with re ard
to the loan of $50,000. Both had signified eir
willingness to furnish the money under proper

arantees at the same rate of interest, namely,

per cent. The finance committee did not de-
sire to make any choice and left the matter to
the council. Thereupon Alderman Fraser, of the
finance committee, proposed, seconded by Alder-
man Raymer, that the money be obtained from
the Bank of British North America. This mo-
tion was carried.

The Bylaws Introduced.
The bylaws were then read by the clerk for the
first time. Nos. I to 5t deal with the procedure
and constitution of the council, regulating its

meeting and defining its functions. No. 2 called
for the meeting of the council each Tuesday of
the year (excepting when that day fell on a pub-
lic holiday. when the next day was appointed)
at 7:30 p. m., to be adjourned at 11 p. m. except
on a majority vote to the contrary.

Sections 52-61 dealt with bylaws, 62-65 with peti-
tions, 66-86 were on the committees appointin
finance, works, fire and health as the four stand-
ing comthittees of the council, giving precedence
to the first named. Sgctions 87, 88 and 89 dealt
with the duties of city clerk, treasurer and
auditor respectively. Sections go and 91 with the
city engineer; 92 and g3 with the city solicitor;
o4 and g5 with the assessor and collecéor, and the
closing sections g6-119 were general in their
scope. :

Section 103 provided that no officer of the
council shouid either directly or indirectly be in-
sgtestied in any contract made by the municip-

ity. 4 " ;

On original section 108 being read it proved to
be a restriction on the council as to contracts.
Its provisions were that no work over $500in
value should be undertaken by the corporation
except by contract, tenders for which-must be
advertised one week before acceptance, and this
rule was to be rigid except in cases of emergency
when the circumstances were such that it could
not be carried out. Some discussion here ensued
during which Mayor Scott said that its provisions
would apply to such instances as SEwer work.
Alderman johnson moved that the bylaw be
struck eut in its entirety. He was seconded by
Alderman McPherson, and the obnoxious clause
was accordingly dropped.

Section 116 provided that contractors should be
compelled to furnish to the board a weekly list
of their employees with the wages given to them
attached.

Section 111 denied employment on municipal
works to Chinese or Japanese.

By section 118 the mayor was held bound to
appoint one hour eachr day to be devoted by him
to the transaction of public business connected
with the city. Such hour to be named by him on
his entering office.

Liquor Licenses.

Bylaws were then read affecting the liquor
licenses of the city of Rossland. They were clas-
sified into (1) licenses for the sale of spirituous
liquors not exceeding one quartin quantity to be

consumed on the premises; (2) a bottle license,
providing for the sale of liquors of not less than
one bottle in guantity which were not to be con-
sumed on the premises; (3) a wholesale license,
which could not be nted to the holders of re-
tail licenses and which limited sales to quantities
of over two gallons; (4) a restaurant license, cov-
ering the sale of light wines, ale, beer and porter
to guests, and (5) a hotel license, granting the es-
tablishment of one bar only, and providing that
each hotel must have at least 30 properly furn-
jshed bedrooms, each of a capacity ot 384 cubic
feet, and also a dining room adequately sized to
the number of its boarders; (6) a booth license,
which was fixed at $1o and restricted to one only
for any one day, which regulated the sale of
liquors at picnics, etc. .

he number of licenses was to be restricted to
40 fora J)opulation of —. For each 1,000 addi-
tional adult population, one extra license might
be granted at the discretion of the council.

No license would be allowed to any building
within 50 yards of any hospital, school or church.

Licensees would have to comply with the pro-
visions of the Fire Escape actof 1

Druggists and chemists might be allowed to
dispense spirits medicinally. If the uantity so
dispensed exceeded six ounces,a m ical prac-
titioner's certificate would have to be p uced
apd recorded with the name of the buyer ina
book specially kept for that purpose.

Every hotel and saloon keeper would have to
keep a large lamp burnin% in the street from
dark to daylight within 20 feet of his principal

oor.
# All officers of the police were authorized to
enter any house, licensed or unlicensed, at any
time to see whether the laws were being evaded.

No gambling or playing of any games of chance
was to be permitted on any licensed premises.

No door could be kept open connecting any
licensed with any unlicensed premises under
penalty of §s0 per day.

Every barkeeper would be obliged to supply
any customer with a meal upon demand.

The fee for the transfer of liquor licenses was
fixed at $10.

Ona discussion on these bylaws which fol-
lowed the clause reading that hotels must have
at least 30 rooms properly furnished, each of a
cubic capacity of 384 feet, Mayor Scott remarked
that many of the present hotels of Rossland
would be unable to comply with this provision.
The city solicitor said that the clause was statu-
tory and it was finally amended to 560 feet in-
stead of 384.

The council then went into committee of the
whole on the bylaws just read, Alderman Fraser
taking the chair. It was agreed that the blanks
in the liquor bylaws be filled at the next meeting.
Alderman Raymer proposed and McPherson
seconded, that a clause should be introduced into
the bylaws affecting city contracts, directing that
only British subjects be employed on city work,
The motion was carried. The committee then
reported progress, and the second reading of the
bvlaws was had.

Mayor Scott advised that $50,000 bonds be ad-
yertised for sale in Montreal and Toronto. A
resolution was put and carried to that effect.

Three Officers Appointed.
The applications for appointments as clerk,
treasurer, assessor and collector were then con-
sidered. It was resolved that the clerk and

treasurer should be merged in one office. and
that the assessor and collector should be com-
bined in another. Voting awas then made b

ballot according to the regulations of the Muni-
cipal act. Applications from W. H. Cooper, W.
L. Germaine, W. McQueen were before the coun-
cil. Dr. Watson was added as another by the
mayor. On a ballot being taken it was found
that W. McQueen had five votes and Dr. Watson
one., The former was thereupon declared elected.

labor. He took occasion to remark that
certain rumors had gained publicity
over the line that Mayor Scott was in-
elined to run this city on *‘wide open™
lines. Mayor Scott was before them..
They now saw him in the ecapacity of |
judge and they had heard the sentence
ssed by him. The minds of Spokane
toughs and others must be disabused of
the wide open notion.
G. Heath and J. W. Malson, who had
already been sentenced as vagrants,
were then brought up on a charge of
stealing two hams from the War Eagle
boarding house and of attempting to dis-
pose of them at the California restaur-
ant and other houses in town.
J. W. Malson pleaded guilty and was
sentenced by Mayor Scott himself to a
three months’ sentence in addition to
that already given him. There was a
difference of opinion about the matter
between the two justices, Justice Town-
send being of opinion that one month
running concurrently with the previous
gentence would be sufficient. This was
a too lenient view for the mayor, who
proceeded to inflict the sentence already
recorded.
G. Heath pleaded not guilty and de-
manded a trial by jury. He was sent
up to await his trial at Kamloops,
where he, in company with his three as-
sociates, will undergo the sentence for
vagrancy already given him.

A SPRING CLEAN-UP.

Mayor Scott Says the City Authorities
Will Order Rubbish Removed.

Rossland is to have a spring street
and yard cleaning and that at “once.
Mayor Scott said Monday that there
would be no delay about starting on the
work of getting the streets in decent
shape. He stated that it was really the

duty of the board of public works to
order the work done, but that the state
of the streets is such that immediate
action is imperative. A

A force of men will begin the task of
removing the surplus mud and all the
debris from Columbia avenue and St.
Paul, Lincoln, Washington and Spokane
streets before the end of the week, if the
mayvor’s plans carry. Itisexpected that
the council committee will make strong
recommendations concerning the clean-
ing of the streets at its meeting tonight.
Concerning the accumulation of refuse
and debris in the back yards, Mayor
Scott stated that in all probability the
owners of houses will be required to
move the stuff down to the public dump.
This disposition of refuse of course will
be temporary, but a permanent scheme
will be worked out as soon as possible,
to provide for the disposition of the
city’s rubbish.

COLUMBIA RIVER STEAMERS.

Trail Now Going to Robson—Through
Steamer to Arrowhead This Week.

The freight and passenger situation on
the Columbia river is greatly improved
owing to the better stage of water. The
river has risen several feet during the
last ten days, and on Saturday the

steamer“Trail went throungh from Trail
to Robson without interruption. It is
expected the Nakusp will be able to get
down to Trail in two or three days—cer-
tainly this week.

The freight blockade on the river is
entirely relieved, all the delayed freight
which had accumulated at Arrowhead
having been brought down tp Trail.
That part of it which is destined for
Rossland will be delivered over the Col-
umbia & Western in a short time.

The new steamer Kootenay, the com-
gani.on of the Nakusp, is now running,
