These are Federal forces.

In addition to them, liow7ever, arc the 
National Guard, or State Militia, and 
the “reserve” to the National Guard, 
which practically means merely the 
right of the authorities to summon a 
large portion of the adult male popu­
lation who at present have no train­
ing for war.

The result would be civil war if 
the Home Rule Bill' was passed and 
gravé trouble if it was not passed.

The Government, said Lord Lans- 
downe, had made two collossal blun­
ders, one being its capitulation to 
the Nationalists, and the others its 
vaccilating treatment of Ulster, 
allow the creation of an 
force in Ulster and then order naval 
and military movements was calcu­
lated to provoke a elision.

The United States infantry is or­
ganized in 30 regiments of three ba­
tallions, each of four companies, the 
ordinary strength of a company in 
tiriie of peace is three officers and 65 
men. There are 15 cavalry regiments 
of three squadrons of the same 
strength as .the infantry. Two of the 
infantry regiments and two of the 
cavalry regiments are composed of 
negroes under white officers. :
