‘ biles for the rights of persons on 
foot, and particularly of children, 
who take chances that grown per­
sons avoid.

The speed law and the. law of 
highway must be observed- by au­
tomobiles. The driver should al­
ways slow down at crossings when 
pedestrians are in view, and par­
ticularly when the light is poor, 
which is especially the case in the 
late fall, winter and spring at 
just the hour when in city and 
country hundreds are returning 
home from the day’s work, not at 
the height of their mental or phy­
sical alertness. Motor car drivers 
should exercise care at such times 
though in haste to get home on 
their own part. They have the 
use of the streets, not the mono­
poly of them.

little of the legal rights of the 
highway. They are not aware 
that the courts have determined 
the superior right belongs to the 
pedestrian, not to the person rid­
ing in a vehicle.

Stefans- j | 
son wrote in part:

“We have had a falling out with l 
the blond Eskimo (Kanghiryuarmint) j 
which is exceedingly unfortunate. 11 
sent the captain of the Polar Béar to I 
them and ÿe treated them as if they 
were civilized and knew we are a 
superior order of beings to them. They I 
did not know it and would not act I 
on that basis. Little led to more, I 
ending with their stripping the cap-1 
tain’s party of all they had, down toT 
their drinking cups and plates.

“To make matters ten-fold wotse 
they got a severe cold (influenza or I 
whatever you call it), and the last 
we knew they were on the verge of 
starvation, because illness had pre­
vented hunting. This we learned from 
two men who came to see us from j 
Ramsay Island.

“Others were afraid to come. They 
believed we gave them influenza by 
witchcraft, and prayed us, by deputa­
tion, to remove the epidemic.

"Should death occur either from 
disease or starvation, the break with 
them will be serious. For the pre-1 
sent, they profess great friendliness j 
for me personally.

| “I had hoped to stay with them 
some months for study, but now we 
shall have to guard our houses and 
camps.”

As to children coasting on the 
streets about which so much has beeft 
said of late, there is no one—not even 
the Judges of the Central District 
Court—who does not sympathize with 
the children in their efforts to extract 
healthy pleasure out of the winter 
season.
