A despatch to the Evening News
from Whitby late yesterday said the
ship had broken in two and her stern
gone down, The life-savers got 2
line across the floating part of the
Rohilla, but communication between
it and the shore could not be estab-
lished.

Early yesterday morning four sea-
men were found among some wreck-
age thrown up on the coast, they
having evidently tried to swim ashore,
Among the wreckage was the name.
“Rohilla, of Glasgow,” One of the
seamen still is living. Tremendous
seas are breaking over the vessel,
.and the members of the crew can be
seen in the rigging.

The Rohilla was bound from
Queen’s Ferry to Belgium to bring
back wounded from France. She ran
on the rocks half a mile south of
Whitby, 17 miles northwest of Scar-
borough. at 4 o’clock in the morning
during a violent southeast gale and
rainstorm, -~The vessel carried four
nurses and several doctors, and full
hospital equipment. All the women
on board have been saved. - Every
one of her boats, except the last one
launched, was smashed by the seas
and washed ashore. The remaining
boat was swamped near shore, and
the people in it waded to safety.

Lifeboats- with - extreme difficulty
brought ashore two loads _of the ves-
sel’s passengers, after which further
attempts at rescue with ‘the boats
were abandoned. Fifty-eight per-
sons were still clinging to the vessel.

OTTAWA, Oct. a1— The scheme
of pensions to be paid to the widows,
families and dependents of Canadian
soldiers who may be killed in the

up shortly by the Militia Department,

It will be made effective, in all prob-
ability, by a Pension “Bill next ses-
sion. As yet there is no statement
as to what amount ‘will censtitute the
pension to be paid in the case of the

| ordinary private, but it is understood

that it will bp_considerabl% in excess
of that received by the British sol-

] dier, a shilling ‘a day, and will be

about on the same scale as the Unit-
ed States pension, about six-tenths of
the regular day’s pay. ‘This would
amount to 60 ‘cents per diem 1in the
case of a Canadian soldier, who re-
ceives a dollar per day while on ac-
tive service. ;

Of course it may be decided to
grant an even larger pension than
that, but at all events there is little
prospect of the sum given being any
lower. As it is, the Canadian soldier
is much better treated in the matter
of seryvice pay than his English com-
rade, who receives less than half that
he does °

{OFFIGERS ENLISTING

MUST RETAIN RANK

None Will be Allowed to Go
With Next Contingent as
. Private.

OTTAWA, Oct. 31—Canadian offi-

cets who enlist for service " in the
second contingent will not, it is learn-
ed, be allowed to waive their rank
and serve in the ranks as privates.
A large number of officers did this
in the case of the first contingent,
so eager were they.to see service at
the front. Besides this, many more
officers were taken over with the first
contingent than commands could be
found for. There is, of course, a-pos-
sibility that their services may be
available for the second division, but
at allevents qualified officers are now
none to plentiful in the Dominion,
On this account it is understood that
officers will not be allowed to go ‘as
privatés with” the second contingent;
but that, if places cannot be immed-
iately found for them, they will prob-
ably be retained here for further
drafts.

The Russian troops would seem toj
be making a fair amount of advance,’
but the fighting is manifestly very
stubborn.

Turkey, of course, has jumped into
the fray in the hope that if the Kaiser
succeeds she will get back her former
territory. He won’t do that, however.

John Leyland in the London
Chronicle writes as follows: ;
“When we think of the fighting of
otir troops in France let it be Te-
membered that but for the navy not
a soldier would have set foot in that
country. Not less than 200,000 have
been landed, reinforcements and sdp-
plies of all kinds are in daily transit,
and new armies are being trained who
will follow them to the sedt’ of War.
Indian troops have arrived here who
have crossed distant seas, and froops’
from Dominions are ¢oming. Not a
single transport has been interfered
with by any German warship. Mean-
while not a single German transport
hak dared to phr 't $ea "No raiding
force has attemipted £b descénd ‘upon
our -shores:s : ‘Communications with

the trade’ of Newcastle, Hull, Grims-
by and London is in full swing. Sup-
plies arrive from every part of the!
w%ld; and prices have shown very%
small terdency to rise, The only]
thing that is abnormal is the stag-|
nation at the German mercantile]
ports and the almost complete ab-|

 sence of the German flag from the

seven seas.

All this ‘is the work of the British
navy, which has given us security and!
imposed upon Germany a severe eco-
nomic pressure which will grow inin-|
tensity and sooner or later reduce to
a painful extent the vitality of the
country, with the consequences to the
state which it is impossible to fore-
cast, The confusion that exists imj
the public mind as to the work of the
navv results from the erroneous no-
tion that the business of the fleet is!
to fight battles, That is not the case.
The duty of the fleet is to exercise
command of the sea, that is of sea
communications, and to fight battles
only if battles are necesdary for that
purpose. If the German High Sea
fleet issues into the North Sea such
a battle will take place. It will not
come to sea.with any @ other-object]
than to seek such a battle, In no oth-
er way could it dispute our command
of the sea.

In naval warfare battles are excep-
tional, and are somewhat rare inci-
dents. In the War of the Spanish
Sticcession; which lasted from 1702 to
1713. and was filled with glory of the
campaigns of Marlborough, thete was
no naval action worthy of the name,
and Gibraltar was not captured until
1704. The Seven Years' War actually
began before the departure of the
rench ambassador from London, in

July 1756, buit' Boscawen did not de-

feat Dela Clue until August 18, 1750,
nor Hawke annihilate the great arma-:
ment of Confians in Quiberon Bay
until November 20 in the same year,
The War of American independence
broke out in 1775, but it was not until
1778 that Howe defeated D’Estaing
off Rhode Island, and not until April,
1780 and April 178e, that the great ac-
tions of Rodney were fought. War
with Francé was declared at the
breach of the Peace of Amiens, in
May, 1803, but it was not until Oc-
tober, 1805, that Nelson triumphed at
Trafalgar.

These facts aré quite enough to
show that fleet engagements are not
to be expected at the beginning of a
war.. They give no countenance to
the view that the battleship is doom-
ed by the advent of the submarine.
though its' character, use and tactics
may ultimately -be changed. The sub-
marine is the successor of the de-
structive agencies of former times.
It may be regarded as the descendant
of the fireship with which it was the

{ practice ‘to attack ships lying to lee-

ward ‘and  taking shelter . in .open
ports .or _bays. ..

"It is true that the conditions of na-
val warfare have changed, and it may
be argued -that the fireship—terrible
as it was to vessels built of wood—
was but a feeble precursor of the sub-
marine. . But the "big shipis also: in-
finitely more powerful, and it has the
meafis of free movemnient, which were
denied the menaced sailing ship.
There have-.also come into existence
the destroyer and small swift cruiser
which are adversaries much feared by
the submarine. Small craft perish
rapidly in war, their methods are
mastered by those who have to meet
them, and the danger passes away.
It is the general belief of sea officers
that the battleship, however her
character :may . be codified by scien-
tific. advances will always  be re-
quired to exercise sea command, and
certainly in the present war, in which
our- big ships have hardly appeared, it
is they which have-been exerting con-
trol by compelling the German High
Sea fleet to remain thus far in the
Kiel canal,
