The JMode! Farm.

In ourissue of two weeks ago, we
dealt ut some length with the projec
of establishing a model farm in E:
ern Outario. - At the annual meeting
of the Brockville E. D. Agr. Society,
beld at Unionville on the 21st inst.,
the subject was taken up and dis-
cassed at length, and Messrs. Win,
Neilaon, J. B. Saunders, B. Loverin,
N. H. Beecher and R. J. J:ly wer.
appointed a committee to take steps
to enlist the interest of other agricul-
tural societies in the movement. The
committee will meet shortly, when we
bope to be able to.report progress.

While all farmers agree in favoring
the project, there are some who are
not disposed to attach to it all the
importance that it deserves. It is un
Jjust to judge the advantages that will
accrue to the furmers of the East by
the effect that the model farm would
have on the dairy interest, though the
benefits conferred in this re-pect
-would be much greater than is gener-
ally supposed. The farmer who is
content to keep scrubs that will
weather all kinds of storms, stand ex-
posure, requiring comparatively little
care, and giving in return compara
tively litile milk, the model farm is
not designed to benetit, so fur as
dairying is conccrned. .. But-this class
of farmers is happily small. By fur
the greater number are possessed of
progressive ideas on the subject of
dairying and stockraising, and recou-
nizing the value and necessity of im-
provement in their stock, will hail
with delight ths prospect of being
abte - to procure thoroughbreds at a
reagonable figare. It is nonsense to
say Yhat scrubs are as good as thor-
oughbreds or grades for dairy pur
poset. It has been proved beyond
question that a good milking strain
will full well repay the additional care

which it will require. We mention
dairying and stockraising together Le-
cause we believe it is generally coi-
ceded that they can be very profitably
conducted simultaneously. Every
farmer who carries on dairying ex-
tensively has at the close of each
season one or more animals that it
would be more profitable for him to
“beef” than v keep, And this is
where the pure breed will particularl:
manifest its superiority over the scrub,
as in half the time and consequently
with half the care and feed it can be
got ready tor market, and will bring
a higher price than the scrub, as in
fatiening it * puts on ”* beef where the
buyer likes to see it. But, apart from
dairying, if some of our farme«rs should
feel dixposed to engage almost ex-
clusively in stockraising, then the
model farm will be a necessary ad-
junct to their prosperity.

We hope the farmers of our Ea-t-
ern counties will recognize wherein
their interests lie in this matter, and
that they will unite in seconding the
efforts of the committee to bring it to
u sallsfuctory consummation.

have been aware that he was speaking
to a Conservative audience. Mr.
Lee’s remarks were broken, lacking
botk energy and pith of argument,
For about one hour, Mr. Jamieson,
in his good-humored and clever style,
addressed the meeting, denying most
positively the insinuation thrown out
by the ex-mayor as to the political
character of the Scott Act agiration.
He eirnestly urged upon all present
to come out in support of the Act, and
thus cause this county to send an-
other voice to parliament for prohi-
bition. The 12th is looked forward
to with much anxiety, and many
hearts go up to the Great Ruler that
victory may turn on the side of right.

Before closing, I will give you a
short sketch of our village. Tt is

Scott Adct Notes,

The following are dates fixed by the
Secretary of Siate for taking votes on

titions for the adoption of the
g:ott Act :—~Carleton, Ont., Jan, 29;
Northumberland and Durbam, Feb,
26 ; Bedford, Que., Feb. 26.

Quebec city is being convassed for
signatures to Scott Act setitionl with
good success. The R. C. Archbishop
and Anglican Clergy are said to be
endeavoring to have the Act submit-
ted to the people,

Francis Sidey, who was arrested at
Lindsay some days after returning
from the States, charged with setting
fire to the barns of supporters of the
Scott Act at Georgetown, pleaded
guilty before Judge Miller of Milton,
and got five years in the penitefiiary.

The majority in favor of the Scott
Act 1in Brome county was 485, in
Lanark county 414, in Kent county
2,029, and the City of Guelph 169.
cnnox and Addington gave a ma-
jority of 47 in favor of the Act. The
liquor men confidently expected a
majority ‘of 500 against the Act.

People are being gravely assared
by Anti-Scott Act oracles and’ news-
apers that if the Dominion Licen
an, recently declared by ‘the Su-
preme Court to be in the greater part
wltra vires, cannot stand, then the .
Scott Act must fail as well, because
it stgnds on precisely the same foot-
ing. The logic of such of the argu-
ments in this direction as we have
had opportunity to examine will not
bear close criticism. The arguments
proceed from false premises and
nnurall}, reach false conclusions ; but
that is” about the case with all the
arguments used by the Antis. There
are three good reasons why temper-
ance people should not allow their
efforts on behalf of the Scott Act to
relax because of this nmew ory that
has been gotten up, obviously to
frighten thew, and they are these:
First, tho decirion given is not con-
clusive as to the constitutionality of
the license law ; second, the constitu-
tionslity of the Scott Act has been
establithed beyond all possible que.-
tion by the highest court in the
Biitish Empire. and it is law as it
stands until repealed or amended by
the Parliament of Canada ; third, the
constitutionality of the Scott Act is
affirmed in the judgmoent about which
the Antis are making so much fuss,
the concluding sentence of which dis-
tinctly declares so much of the license
act as relates to *the carrying into
effect of the Canada Temperance Act,
1878 " to be quite constitutional. In
the effort to frighten the friends of the
Scott Act into inactivity the Antis
drop this sentence out of right, but it
will not stay out of sizht but rises up
in judgment against them at every
turn they make to extract comfort for
themselves or courage for their follow-
ers from the ruling of thé comrt.—
