DEATH OF LYDIA PHILLIPS

ABOLISH THE BAR

“Banish the Bar” is the temperance
policv of the Liberal party tor Ontario
Clear, definite and straightforward, the
Liberal leader has stated his position
on one of the great issues before the
Province today. Mr N W. Rowell,
K.C, has givem a notice of motion
which defines the attitude of the party
on the question. The notice reads :--

That in the opinion of this House
the public interests demand :

(1) The immediate abolition of the
bar.

(2) Such other restrictions upon the
residue of the liquor traffic as experi-
ence may show to be nec-ssary to limeit
its operations and effective to remedy
its evils

(3) The strict enforcement of the
law by officials in sympathy with law
enforcement, and the elimination of
political influeace of the law.

(4) Regulation and inspection of all
houses of public enteriainment so as to
insure reasonable accommodation for
the travelling public

The adoption of the Liberal policy
would withdraw from all hotels the
license to sell liquor over the bar or
supply it to guests with their meals or
in any other way.

It would re trict the sale of liquor
to shops, where, as at present, pur-
chasers would not be allowed to con-
sume it on the premises.

This would confine drinking to
private houses and to clubs, and would
destroy tne treating system that
flourishes because of the facilitier pro-
vided by the bar.

The Liberal party would seeb by re-
gulation and inspection to secure for
travellers proper accommodation in
hotels throughout the Province, which
would then have as their sole reason
for existence the undivided duty of
{ caring for the travelling public.

WALLS OF CITIES

To Be Torn Down to Make Way for
Iimprovements.

The decision to abolish ithe -n2nt
wall surrounding Shanghai city is an in-
teresting sigm of the times as well as the
preliminary te an amui‘ious schumte of
development.

Scores of comios were at work ye:ter-
day, says the North China Daily Scas,
with pick and shovel on that portion of
the city rampart ~hih faces the sircet
leading to the old vamer [I'ne wall -
scif is several tims w-l-- taan the
alleyways along which pedestrians amd
rickshas made their devious and diffi-
cult way in that part of the city. Tho
space acquired by the removal of the
wall should therefore, if used to best
advantage, be of considerable value.

It appears to have been suddenly d:«-
covered that the wall is usciess as a
means of defence and that it is an ugly
impediment of the native yuart>es. The
work was put in hand immediately the
order went forth from the town hall
works department that it was to be
executed without fail.

The first section to be removed is that
stretching from near the old yamen
along by the Great East Gate to the
United Fire Brizade Buildings. The moat
or creek beneatn the wall is to be fiilad
in and it is reported a broad maloo is 1o
take its place.

The owners and inhabitants of shan-
ties on the wall have been order:d to
remove these, and any fences, material,
ete.. which would impede the prozcess
of the work. An outery might have been
expected, since the scheme had been
strongly opposed. but the order 11: been
quietly aceepted. In faet, veryv little
the work, even thcugh it imagmates
interest seems to have been arsus=d Ly
a striking change.

THE MAYAN BAT GOD.
Strange Relics Found In Sacred Cave
of Mountain Wilderness.

Situated far within the Honduran
mountains of Central America, u
an arroyo on the headwaters of a
small stream flowing into the Rio
Chamelican ané¢ 26 miles from cthe
ruing of the ancient city of Naco,
there has been discovered a cave in
which many relics of a prehistoric
people were found. Thick growths
of tropical - vegetation,
streams, steep mountains and beds
quicksand make the approach to this
wonder-spot extremely difficult, yet
it has been visited by explorers and
the strange contents of the cave
brought forth for inspection. The
entrance is 40 feet wide and its depth
is 56 feet. ;

Hundreds of copper bells, the larg-
est nearly three inches in diameter,
not only surprising in design but
wonderful in work ip, ave
among the chief features of the dis-
covery. There seems to be no doubt
that many were cast in moulds while
others were beaten, or at least finish-
ed in that manner. Bome were built

recurring scrolls and other running
desi ing superimposed in deli-
coils of copper, There
is a boldness of conception in the
work and a mastery of treatment in
its finish that places it in a class
distinct from all other aboriginal
work of which the world has any
knowledge.

While the bells undoubtedly are the
chief objects of interest, the other
finds were notable. They include s
number of well shaped spear-points,
10 inches long, to one of which a por-
tion of a petrified wooden shaft was
attached. There were also some
beads of polished stone and a few
shells from the sort of snails that
live in a nearby stream. Beveral ob-
jects of religious and ceremonial na-
ture were found. One of these is a
large, life-size mask of white cedar,
covered with mosaics of turquoise.
The ifferent settings for the eyes,
nose and crown evidently dropped
out years before the discovery.

The explorers found one idol eight
inches high, carved out of ebony and
containing two faces, one above the
other. A tiger head was carved on
its back. Another face they found
is carved out of hard, white stone.
1t is evident that this cave was used
solely for religious purposes by a
people well versed in the working of
metal and the cutting of stone, ac-
complishments which are developed
by a nation only when the primal
wants of man have been satisfied.

Its propinquity to the site of an-
cient Naco, the richness of its culture
symbols and the apparent absence of
any nearby ruins suggest that these
people were either connected with
the city of Naco or with the nation
of which Naco was the capital. The
Mayan influence in the feature and
treatment of these designs, and the
presence of native copper in the
cave, indicate that the bells were
made there, and it is extremely prob-
able that we have here come into con-
tact with the worship of the Mayaun
bat god. the deity. of mountain cav-
erns. It seems likely that the rites
celebrated in this cave were in honor
of the Zothiha Chimalcan, the god of
the bat people.

K. of K. as Stage Director.

An interesting incident in the life of
Lord Kitchener was recorded some
years ago by Mr. Hermann Klein in
The Century Magazine. Referring to
the rehearsals of “Human Nature”
at D Lane, in the days of the
late Bir Augustus Harris, Mr. Klein
says: ““Actively assisting in arranging
an African fight was a gentieman in
a frock-coat and tall hat, of undeni-
able military appearance, who im-
pressed me both by his quiet, master-
ful manner and the imperturbable
patience with which he directed ma-
noeuvres to be repeated over and over
again until they were satisfactorily
executed. After the rehearsal was con-
cluded I went upon the stage. Augus-
tus Harris was talking to his military
adviser. He beckoned me to approach,
‘Klein, I want to introduce you to my
friend, Major Kitchener, who has been
kind enough to come and help me with
this “‘soldering” work. What do you
think of it? Did you ever see such

i fighting and marching on the stage
| before?’ *’

Suicide by Smoking.

One of the most extraordinary sui-
cides on record was enacted in Pesth.
Baron Rela Olyi, a wealthy citizen,
deliberately poisoned himself by
smoking cigars and tobacco to excess.
The baron had lost a large fortune in
speculation. Having a wife and six
children he insured himself very heav-
ily in their behalf in five companies
and then proceeded to put into oper-
ation his unique plan for self destruc-
tion. He hired a small room in a
mean portion of the city and in ten
months died of what the doctors
called “galloping consumption.” He
had consumed 8,500 cigars and
about a hundred pounds of tobacco.

Lighting a Cigar.

A Bpanish cigar maker came to town
with seme fine cigars and some no-
tions of his own about smoking them.
He prcduced one that was rolled to s
beautiful point and made the barest

uncture in its smoking end. Then

It was mounted upon a granits
base 1n 1837 and converted into a lit-
tle chapel, the broken part forming
the doorway. The bell is composed «f

Some of Mishaps Whichthe
Aviator Must Fight.

Hoxscy was a {fatalist, one of tihe
many whose strange temperament has
helped make aviation possible.

“If it’s after me, it'll get me,” he used
to 'say.

This symbolic “it” is recognized and
feared by all. They feel there’s a thing
lurking in the clouds—a death-dealing
thing that patiently awaits their day.
To this uncanny feeling, this gruesome
premonition, their fatalism (is trace-
able.

There is something beautiful and
terrible in the conceptien that even
the most unimaginative aviator holds
of the thin gthat waits for him up in
the sky . Often with supreme fatalism
he talks indifferently om the subject,
huddled in a tent or on the lee side of
a hangar when the wind is booming and
the canvas flapping heavily at its strain-
ing ropes.

“ILl get us yet.” lhe says when the
wind whistles its loudest; “it’ll et us
as it did Johnstone, Hoxsey, Moisant,
Rolls, Le Blon—all of them.”

That’s his way of referring fo the
thing—luck, chance. fate, death. But we
whom the air has not transformed into
fatalists can subject ithe matter to cold
analysis. We can separate the elements
of this weird compound that has made
these men more indiffercnt to life than
were ever the swarthy soldiers of Mo-
hammed. We can sce, instead of the
vague shape that somewhere behind the
<louds is taking those whe one vield to
its damp, misty terror, the many causes
of accidents in the air.

For clarity, let us take these causes
in groupings:

First, there is the strange psyschology
of flying. Accidents to themselves do
not make aviators careful; rather, they
have an opposite effect.

“Lightning does not twice strike im
the same place in the same way,” they
reason, “and if it's going to strike us in
another place it will, that's all.”

Also, accidents to other aviators have
no effect on them. Remember Hoxsey
at Denver and Los Angeles. “It was
his turn” is the attitude.

Second, there is the carelessness of
flying, which is best subdivided in this
way:

1. Relaxation of nervous tension.

2. Momentary loss of halance.

3. Gverconfidence. .

4 Confounding recklessness, ignorance
of danger and fatalistic indifference with
bravery.

Lustly come the mishaps that may be-
fall the aviator, like air-sickness, tem-
porary paralysis from the cold, heart
failure or mental collapse. The machine,
too, may break or be pitched about by
air currents.—From Edward Lyell Fox’s
“Fatalism of the Fliers” in April Cen-
tury.

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LUNCHES FOR SCHOOL CHILDREN

(Rochester Times.)

The tria! which has been made ©of Tur-
nisking lunches for children in centain
‘Rochester schools seems to prowe con-
clusively the benefits of the experiment
ayd also that it sheould be extemded to
otner schools. At present such lunches
are furnished in three schedls. Bach
child pays a cent for his or her dunch.
Th=z Board of Bducation fumnishes the
ejuipment for a kitchen in sach of the
schools wnere such lunches are served.
The expense over the sum contribated by
the children, is met, in part, by the Cuol-
lege Wamen’s Club.

It has been conclusively proven that
meny of the children whe come 1o Re-
chester schools are suffering frem mal-
mutrition and lack of mourishment. In-
vestigation showed 1hat many had fer
therr breakfast only a slce of bhaker's
brend and a cup of coffee or a glass of |
beer. In such cases it is ne wonder|
that these children were lucking in en-
erey and often seemed wmentally defic-
jent. After the school lunches were in-
stituvted a rapid improvement was neticed.
Children were stronger both mentally
and wphysically. Better attention was
puid to studies. Children supposedly de-
Imcuent became well behaved. This is
not to be wondered at. A hungry <hild
caurot devote his attention to his stud-

The motion that is started in the air
when anything vibrates or moves sud-
denly has often been compared to the
mcticn of the surface of still water when
w¢ drop & pebble imo a pond. But there
is this great difference. The eye can see
the wave made by the smallest glass
bead you can find, but the ear is not
nearly =o sensitive, and unless the waves
are pretty high in the atm sphere the
humar ear cannot detect them as sound.

A dog will prick up
its ears at the sound of vour voce, or a
faint whistle, when it is an asiomshing
distance off.

Céneiliation Bill Badly De-
feated in Commons.

Window Smashing Blamed
for the Antagonism.

Why the Nationalists All
Voted Againist It.

Lordon, April 1.—By 2 vote of
to 208 the House of Commons to-might
rejeeted the conciliation bill, which was
before the House on iis second reading.
This measure aimed at conferring the
right to vote upon every woman pes-
sessed of the householl qualification,
and would nave enfranchised 1,900,000
women,

The announcement of the result was
received with deafening cheers. Last
Year a similar bill introduced by Sir
George Kemp, passed the second reading
stage by a vote of 255 to 88 cn a non-
party division. and was referred teo a
commitiee of th: whele House, making
o further progress. e astounding
reversal in the views of the members
which has since taken place is att-ibuted
to the stromg sentiment aroused by the
window-emmshing tactics of the militant

e
The bill is a private neasure. not
Lacked by the Governmont, and in' re-
cording their votes the members were
not restrained by party considerations.
The debate presented the novel spee-
tacle of members of the ¢abinet taking
cppusite sides. The Prime Minister
strongly epposed the bill on the ground
that there was no evidence that it was
desired by a majority of either the men
or the women of the country, and in his
opinion the propesed ehange woull be
injurious to the ixwt interests »f women
and fraught with the wravest conse-
wuenees to future good government,

Nir Edward Grey, the Forsign Seere-
tary. on the other haml, sav: it as his
obimion that the enfranchisement of
women would neither injure the state
nor the home, but woulld benefit both, as
Had been proved in afl countries where
it had been tried.

Crowds of suffragettes were waitimg
the result of the vote outside the House,
and strong force of polics were held in
readiness for emergenvies.

Although there is no doulht that the
resentment over the window-snzshing
resilted in the tremster of manv  votes
which otherwise would have been given
in faver of the conciliation Hill; wn an-
alysis of the voting shows that ite de-
feat in the final instanes was direetly
due to the attitwle of the Nationalists,
not one of whom voted in favor,
Forty one of the Nationalisrs voted
againet the hill and ten awtained “rom

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GHINA'S CABINET

President of Republic Re-
ceived Seal From Dr. Sen.

Nanking, China, April 1. — Premier
Tang Shao Yi, as the representative of
President Yuan Shi Kai, to-day received
from Dr. Sun Yat Sen the Presidential
seal of the Republic of China. Simul-
taneously the naines and offices of the
members of the new Cabinet were offic-
ially announced.

The ceremony, which took place in the
smiall hall of the National Assembly, was
a most impressive one. The hall was
crowded with members of the Assembly
and prominent officials of the republiean
government. Dr. Sun Yat Sen and Pre-
mier Tang Shao Yi, with the members of
the retiring Cabinet, occupied prominent .
seats on the platform. The galleries
round the hall were fillel with guests,
among whom were semo foreigners.

After the handing over f the Presiden-
tial seal, Dr, Sun Yat Sen issued a mes-
sage to the peopie of China asking them
tu give their loyal suppeort and assistance
to the new government. Premier Tang
Shao Yi. in his address, gave an outline
o the policies of the new Cabinet.
