~'o have tqged-hard,.while. worth-
less fel'ows have been drink-
ing rum, to support our pa-
per, and we have succeeded
honorably. The same toil and the
same attention to duty,did we wish
to remain here, would ensure a
lease of life to our paper; just as
long as we chosed to continue it.

We did not choose to do so, but
to launch our barque on another
sea with fairer prospects. The
world is wide, and while through-
out it afe many busy men it
yet affords more room for human
action than here. God made Fred-
ericton—man has had little to do
with it. A fairer spot the sun does
nnt shine upon—and a lovelier
place for picnics and for parties we
have never heard or know of,
than here. Should  the
day ever come when
the goods -of life shall have so ac-
cumulated upon our hands as to
afford us a few thousand to spare,
we shall visit here when autumn
turns the trees to gold, and camp
out. Fredericton as an autumn
camping ground, is the loveliest
spot in America.

In leaving Fredericton it by no
means follows we shall forget the
charming ~ little city  from
which we drew such
warm and generous support.
It shall always remain associated
with some of our fondest memories,
and time nor place shall ever blot
it from our mind. It is a base
heart who forgets the day he came
a stranger. to a strange land, the
welcome and the helpmng hand ex-
tended to him in the hour of his
need. We once stcod here as a
stranger,and we found these friends.
Let us here acknowledge it. The
kindly voices and the friendly
pressure we shall remember as
long as we live; and we
now say for - Fredericton that
we - -found within its limits
“more noble souls, people vi greater
hearts, than we ever knew outs. e
it. Every city has its “scrubs,”

In October 1878, the STAR was
born up-town, in an old garret be-
longing to one Robert Wiley.
About half the town had- stock in
it,—and each stockholder wanted
to have his ideas in the cditorials.
We once asked an ignorant stock-
holder to parse “ cat,” and we would
surrender to him the right of private
judgment. He refused to parse
the word—as he didn’t know
how. With sucha tail to our paper
it was no wonder it was called a
comet ; with such areputation, it
was no wonder at the earliest op-
portunity we cut off the tail, and
controlled and owned the paper
ourselves.

Unshackled, and imbued with the
germs of a new -and better life, it
strode out fearlessly on the jour-
How it has done_its
duto since, the public are able to
Jjudge as wellus we. Various ques-
tions have arisen from time to time
since then,requiring vigorous treat-
ment. Woe have never shirked the
responsibility of taking every ques-
tion by the throat, and
have never given.. to a
morbid cbmmunity a homeopathic
dose when we saw ihat a larger was
needed. We opposed  Dr Dow’s
perfidy on election matters, and
the results verified our charges.
We opposed the wearing of blue
ribbon by dogs and horses, and
predicted the collapse of the move-
ment ; the result has verified our
prediction.. We have always op-
posed everything we conceived to
have an immoral tendency—such,
for example, as thespread of obscene
papers, and the discourses of men
like D. Banks McKenzie and Neal
Dow. We have never admired the
Baptists as a denomination, nor
have we professed any great friend-
shipfor the Methodists. The Church
of England people, also dissenters,
we have considered an .improve-
ment on the foregoing sects, for the
reason that they are generally bet-
ter educated, and therefore entitled
to a little more deference. This
we gave them.

We have opposed the Commun-
ism rampant at the Council, and
though every article we wrote
against this unprincipled body was
an attack on curown bread and
butter, we did not desist till we
had annihilated all hopes of the re-
turn of that body to power at next
election.

On the Parliament Building ques-
tion, we exhibited but a small per-
centage of the old woman wé hope.
We think our defense of Freder-
icton in this matter, has been ap-
preciated even Dby our. enemies.
No matter, however, whether it
has or not.

[~ We lmve had as we said. beforg
many friends in this little city: we
bad and have now a few enemies.
But if we had no friends
we - would have no enemies,
and if we had no enemies
we would have no friends. We
would be like chips and porridge.

The man who runs about, like the
Fisher boys do, with a mewspaper
article in his hand before he pub-
lishes it, asking if it will give of-
fence, is sure to please nobody in
the end, but to disgust all. We

would rather to-morrow have half
the community deadly enemies of
ours, than to have the whole ¢ om-
munity indifferent to us. History
teaches us that any man worthy of
a name in her annals, has had his
enemies, just as surely as he has
had his warm friends. And
‘craving pardon for the comparison,
Pope was always hunted
by a malignant and stupid crew,
whomhe crucified in his “Dunciad ;”
and Byron had to flee the country
fron men whose sons: now
put up a public monument
to his memory. We would
right here in this very place
publish the names of the motley
half dozen who have proved ene-
mies of ours, but they are not worth
it. They were as maggots
whenever they crossed our
track and never succeeded
in putting a farthing out of
our way, or plucking one feather
from our reputation.

Perhaps we should close our long
article, and say the saddest words,
* Good-bye.” Still we wouldlinger.
It is impossible we could have lived
here for two years and better, and
received the sapport and the kind-
ness of so many worthy people,
without feeling ourselves bound to
them by ties that mow come so
hard in breaking—perhaps for ever.
But such isit,and sc it must be.
The parting is of our own chosing
and for the better let us trust. We
have tried todo our duty here, in
the sphere in which we moved: ifwe
have failed the failure is the mistake
of the head, not the perversity of
the heart. If ever we have given
undeserve! pain, we regret it most
heartily, and “<re apologize for it.
If ever we have ot 2 wrong go un-
requited, or failed to « xtract a tooth
for a tooth or to take measure for
measure we shall repent of the
same all the days of our life. But
our little barque is waiting, and in
fancy we see it linger by the shore,
so we must be going. And now
farewell. We shall never forget
dear old Fredericton, for all that it
holds which is lovely and good.
The picture f our two years
sojourn here, shall be framed in
our memory. Time may see the
little barque in which we have set
out, wafted by the breeze of cir-

cumstance to far distant shores,but

fo the dear and ‘good {friends we

we shall never be so far that-our
hearts shall not travel back again

THE WAR IN AFGHANISTAN.

The flames of war have again
spread themselves over Afghanis-
tan. Those fierce and cruel Moun-
taineers are again intoxicated over
a massacre of British troops. Af
ghanistan seems a fated spot for
England’s armies. It is the only
country the sun shines upon where
British pluck and British steel are
at a discount. England’s history
among those wild mountains is not
pleasant reading for an English-
man,—and the page which recounts
her reverses and the fate of her
troops in ’79 and ’80 will b> little
less dark than the tragic story of 42
Ruledby wise and far-seeing states-
men as England is, it Jooks absurd
for us so far from the scene, and so
ignorant of the true inwardness of
affairs to say what would be best;
but nevertheless it has always been
our opinion that if England hope
to maintain herself in Afghanistan,
she is never safe in trusting to the
honor or the forbearance of the
tribes. They remember the story
of the Khyber Pass, andithere is not
a mountaineer whose heart does
not throb with patriotic pride as
he thinks of the barefoot soldier,
and the blood-stained snow. Eng-
land is the invader, and friendship
to England can only be maintained
by fear—never. by love. England
wants more soldiers and more arms
in the strongholds of Afghanie
tan, and a few years will show she
will have to adopt this pelicy, else
clear out of the country altogether.

The other day, Lord Daflerin, the | Candabar, the Marquis of Hartington,

English Ambassador, called on his
French confrere, Generaly Chanzy,
and coldly put him to this question:
‘“ How on earth do you manage to kill
time here!” From this simple anecdote
vou may gather some idea of the present
state of the Russian capital. The Eng-
lish Ambassador is boring himself to
death here, and that is saying a good
deal; for never in my life did I meet a
man who knew how to while away a
dreary day better than Lord Dufferin.
To begin with the ex-Governor of Can-
ada is an unwearying worker. Ile has
under him two or three young gentle-
men who do nothing but run after each
other—in other words. who do nothing,
His excellency employs no one but his
private Secretary, who sleeps in his

neighborhood, and whom he
pitilessly calls at  all Lours
of the night whenever he has
an idea which he nceds jotting

down on paper. From the moment
they arrived, Lord and Lady Dufferin
assumed a prominent place in society
here. hile the other Ambassadors
in St Petersburg have contented them-
selves with very mixed socicety, l.ord
and Lady Dufferin have entertained
none but the most aristocratic and
select. So exclusive are his receptions
that even some members of the diplo-
matic corps are not admitted to the
most private ones. The Dufferin re-
ceptions have been much talked about
naturally, especially in connection with
the charades that are acted at them.
The host himself is the centre figure of
these entertainments. Ie throws him-
selt into the thing with the greatest
ardor. One day, for instance, he
welcomed his guests in the costume of
a cupid—pink tights, wings and quiver
all complete. On another occasion he
donned a Scotch costume, and appeared
bare-legged. In some charadeor other
it was one night necessary to work™in
the word ‘river.” Lord Dufferin
calmly piled up two heaps of chairs,
climbed to the top of one ot them, took
off his dress coat, waistcoat and white
neckrie, threw himself flat on the floor
and began moving his arms and legs
about trantically, like a swimmer in
distress. He then got up, and beckon-
ing to the band to strike up, opened the
ball in a waltz with Lady Dufferin.
The originality of these entertainments
and the systematic exclusion of all out-
side the pale of the most aristocratic
society in the Empire make a great
sensation. But singular accidents hap-
pen in even the most aristocratic circles
of Russian society. One day Lady
Manclair, the wife of one ot Lord
Dufferin’s secretaries, dropped a jewel
worth about $5,000 at an ambassy re-
ception. It was never found. You
may imagine what satisfaction the non-
elect had in circulating this story. A
very similar affair took place during the
transfer of the body of the Empress to
the fortress. A court dignitary who
was present in the little ecathedral, snd-
denly missed his gold watch and chain.
None but the highest court dignitaries
were allowed in the church, and yet,
curiously enough, the missing trinkets
never reappeared, any more than Lady
Manclair’s jewel. 1 should not have
heard any more about them had I not
been casually informed one day by a
weary soldier who asked me to pay the
cost of the ferry across the river for him,
that he was the bearer of a warrant for
the arrest of an officer in the guards for
this very theft. All this does not pre-
vent Lord Dufferin being bore:!.

Rumblings of War in the
East

Loxpox, July 28,

The Montenegrins attacked the Al-
banians near Carniz, killed thirty-two
persons, and carried off a quantity of
cattle to Cettinge. Prince Nikita
ordered the restitution of the cattle, and
also ordered a levy of men between the
ages of sixte:>n and sixty.

A Bucharest despatch says the most
active influential political leaders of
this principality are pro-Russian
and should trouble arise between
Austria and Russia this country may
be regarded as a sure ally of Russia.

The Paris ZTemps say that though
the Powers are to a certain extent
agreed, there is at the bottom rivalry
between England backed by Russia,
and Austria backed, if necessary, by
Germany. Itis the duty of France to
participate in the European concert as
Jong as it lasts, but to revertto ab-
solute neutrality when the concert gives
place to a conflict of interests which
arc not those of France.

A Constantinople despatch says all
the Sultan fears is the daager of a
foreign fleet appearing before his capi-
tal. On this point though he has been
re-assured by his naval authorities, who
declare that at the present moment no
fleet could force the Dardanelles with-
out losing a large proportion of its
ships, and in a few days the defences
may be increased a Lundred fold by
means of torpedos. A Pasha, who has
been on a tour of  inspection, recom-
mends the construction of ten new forts
on the straits.

The army under Ayoob Khan|
was stronger than was expected—con-
sisting of 12,000 men and 36 guns
well served. Strong reinforcements
had been ordered to the front; and it
would perhaps be necessary to send
tropps from England. Lord Hartington
confirmed the report that a part of
Burrows’ forces consisted of a battery
of British artillery and a battalion ot

the Sixty Ninth British Infantry.
He said he did not
know what force General Primrose

had at Kandahar independent of Gen.
Burrow’s brigade; he thought it pro-
bable not over 2,000 strong, but when
Burrows’ brigade was detached some
of Gen. Phayre’s troops were ordered
to reinforce Canahar. If this reinforce-
ment was ecffected, Primrose’s force
would probably exceed 2,000.
