His business calls for this. His vo-
cation keeps him constantly in com-
munication and touch with the large
industrial centres of Canada, which
thereby makes him a competitor to
many of the industries, both large

German militarism is collapsing be-
cause of self-deception. It trained
the nation for aggressive war with a
that left nothing
to chance. But if over-
looked the vital fact that
man no more lives for war than for
bread alone. Peace hath her victor-
les no less renowned than war, and
the virtues that peace and freedom
breed more than suffice for victory on
the tented field. Britain was found
unprepared for war, but is already a
decisive factor in this unprovoked
war. Britain had mo millions to
throw into the fray at the call of an
autocrat, but it has two millior men
in arms today. and other millions af-
ter them should the need arise. All
this vast German opreparation has
counted for naught at the moment of
its testing, and when this war is mat-
ter of history, militarism of the Ger-
man type will have paseed forever.

Entry by
proxy may be mace at uny agency,
on certain conditions, by father
mother, son, daughter, brother or
sister of intending homesteader.
Duties: Six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land In
each of three years. A homesteader
may live within nine miles of his

homestead on a farm of at ieast 80
acres solely owned and ocupled by
him or by his father, mother, son,
daughter, brother or sister.

In certaln districts a homesteader
in good standing may preempt a
quarter section alongside his home-
stead, Price $3 per acre

Duties: Must 1eside wupon the
homestead or pre-emption six months
in each of six years from ate of
homestead entry (including the time
required to earm homestead patent)
and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhsusted
his homestead right and cannot
obtain a pre-emption may enter for a
purchased homestead In certain
distiicts. Price $3 per acre. Duties:
Must reside six months in each of
three years,cultivate fifty acres and
erect & house worth $300.

Of this
trade they will not allow themselves
to be deprived without a wstreauous
effort to provent such interference
with thelr ‘adustrial froedom. Each
purchaser of contraband goods buys
them and transports them at his own
risk; the mancfacturer has no fur-
thor interest in what becomes of
thh m. It is no part of his business
to taks into eaccount that whlle Ger-
many couli not bring homo th> goods
from Amo-ice f she bought them,
Great Britain and Frauce are able to
do 0.

There are growing domends that
the Government of the United States
should donounce some of the Ger
mans’ belligerent practices, more es-
peclally ‘wo that are very dangerous
to that country; the scattering of
mines in the open sea, and the shell-
ing of undefended cities on the sea
shore. Each of thuse practices is as
dangerous to neutrals as i s to the
Allles A ship saliing under & neu-
tral flag is as likely to be blown up
by a mine as is a ship carrying a
British or a Freach flag; and the
United States is peculiarly open to
having fine Atlantic and Pocific sea-
artillery fire. Though tho appeals to
port cities destroyed by long-range
the United States to protest against
such practices are not likely to have
any direct effect, there may be force
in the waring that powerful neutra’
nations are, by their sllence, lessen-
ing thelr own Influence in the con-
gres: to be called to effect a settle
ment of the rival interests aftor the
war s ovor,

FEEDING DAIRY CATTLE

Suppose that a man rcquired a cer-
tain amount of power from an en-
gine, and that 40 Ibs of steam were
neccssary to furnish that power,
but that he supplicd only enough coal
to get 35 1b prczsure. Ho could use
tons and tons of coal if he shovelled
in only enough to kcep the pressure
at 35 1b. and he would in the end
have nothing but 2 heap of nches and
a boiler the worse for wear to show
for his time and coal. What would
be thought of such a mon? Now
substitute the word cows for boiler,
and food for coal, anl sec how it
reads—it would be something like
this. A man has 2 cow which needs
15 s of food per day to keep her
alive, and for every pound above
that she would give 3 b of milk. If
he gives her only 15 b a day he
could keep her all winter, and in the
spring a heap cf manure is all there
is for his feed and work; but if he
should feed her 20 b or more a day
he would get enpugh milk to pay for
the food and a profit besides. There
are thousands of deirymen who are
working upon the plan of the man
with the eagine. The¢y give their
cows only enough food to keep them
alive, or if they do give them aay
more it is not eanough to get the
most out of them. Not more than
one-tenth of the cows in this country
produce as much as th -y are capable
of doing, or give as much prbﬂt as
they might, and it is only because of
the lack of a little more feed. Four
cows will eat what five usually get,
and give as; much milk as or more
than the five did for this fourth ex-
tra of food. Here iz a saving of one
cow, and tho work necessary to care
for her. As a rule, deirymen would
find it more profitable to feed their
cows 25 per cent. more, or to de-
crease the size of their herd 20 per
cent., and fced the same amount of
food to the balance.~F. T.
