Pine nuts are plentiful high up, and then the
grubs and worms found beneath the old stones
apd moss-overgrown boulders are'good enoagh
for King Bruin while they last. When the
nut, berry, and plum supply runs short, none
of the tamily hesitates to fall back upon a diet
of pork, beef, mutton, or venison. A recent
report from the Highwoods, in the neighbor-
hood of Arrow and Wolf creeks, says that
more besrs have been seen this year than for
ten years -past, and that quite a number, of
cattle have been killed by them of late. A few
months ago, at Mullery’s ranch, near Gorham,
a big silver tip came down out of the mountains
one night; invaded the hog pasture of that in-
dustrious ranchman, and in a very short time
laid@ out no less tham thirty fine porkers. The
hogs squealed, made a great fuss, of course,
and so long as there was a show of resistance
the bear never stopped boxing their ears. One
blow of his mighty paw was enough to kill a
 hog, and there is no telling where he might
have stopped. bad he not been interrupted in
this pleasant pastime.

& Co. for their own personal benefit and at the
expense of the firm? Certainly not.” Why,
then, does he (Premier Thorburn) suffer hls
subordinates in the public service to engage in
precisely similar transactions with respect to
the property of the Commonwealth? Obvious-
ly the present Administration is corrupt from
the head to the tail—from the Prime Minister
to the unfastidious individual who performs the
functions of Clerk of the Assembly, as afore-
said.

BY HIMSELF AND TO HIMSELF.

He Disclaims the charge of Managing
the Congregation.

Editor Eyening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—In a communication written by
himself and Z0 himself, which is published in
yesterday’s Mercury over the signature of
¢¢ Vindicator,” the Rev. Moses Harvey dis-
claims the charge of still ¢ managing” the
affairs of his congregation. A modest man is
the parson. He also disclaims, I believe, in
several personal statements he has published,
that he ¢ manages” the affairs of the Mercury,
of which he is now the universally known and
recognized editor. Uncharitable people may
be disposed to think that both these statements
are- about on a par, and equally worthy of
credence by a believing public. @ Now, sir, as
I am not one of these uncharitable folk, I will
freely admit that I believe the Reverend Moses
when he says he does not ‘‘ manage” his late
congregation. I will go further and say that
I believe they ‘¢ manage” him. In fact there
is a sort of mutunal management all round so to
speak, which is for the general benefit.

But although M. H. does not directly man-
age, perhaps he does 80 in a secret underhand
and clandestine way. ‘¢ My friend, the captain,
will hold the stakes but who’ll hould the cap-
tain?”’ To suppose that such a gigantic intel-
lect as his (for plotting and scheming) would
possibly exist in connection with anything of
which he had not the secret management and
control would be a wanton insult to the intel-
lect.

The reverend gentleman denies (inferenti-
ally, as usual) that his old sermons are being
preached all over again, and I believe him. I
do not think or believe anybody preaches his
sermons. M. H. used to preach some good
sermons, altho’ certain persons alleged that he
quoted rather copiously from the works of
other ¢¢ divines” and forgot to disfigure his
manuscript with inverted commas. As M. H.,
with all his literary enterprise, has never been
rash enough to publish a volame of his late
sermons, his late hearers have ‘no means of
seeing whether he used the quotation marks or
not. That he is not above the capability of

wholesale appropriations of the historical labors
and fame of the late Rev. Charles Pedley tes-
tify, but I do not think he would steal the
whole sermon.

I have said that M. H. used to preach some
good sermons, which is my reason for believing
that they are not being preached now. Why
not? Isn’t it a pity to have such a fine stock
of old sermons blue-moulding away in the gar-
ret at Devon Row? Why not have them
preached all over again?—all those fine dis-
courses about Jacob—and Joseph—and ¢¢ the
bag with holes”—¢‘And so they wrap it up”’—
and the way Jonah swallowed the whale—and
¢ the coat of many colors”—and all the rest
of it. Golly! What fun we'd have to hear
these sacred ¢ editorials’ now, after we know
the editor so well.

M. H. refers to somebody who is ‘“a
stranger,” and who is ‘¢ young,” ¢¢ estimable,”’
‘¢ able,” ¢¢Kkindly,” and ¢ inoffensive.” I
suppose he refers to his present successor.
As I do not know that gentleman I am not
aware to what extent these attributes are true
of him, or only ‘¢ personal statements” of M.
H. If he is any or all of these good things
(which I have no reason to doubt), the less he
has to do with M. H. the better for himself
and for his retention of the virtues. Other-
wise, woe be to him! If he is * a stranger”’
M. H. will soon ¢ take him in.” If he is
young M. H. will soon msake him old in sin.
If he is estimable M. H. will soon discount
his value for his own benefit and then cast him
off like an old rag. If he is ‘ kindly ” M. H.
will soon make him as sour as a crab-apple,
and as cynical as old Scrat. And ifhbe is*¢ ir-
offensive,” M. H. will teach him that the one
‘¢ uppardonable sim,” in Ais estimation, is to,
be offensive without an adequate object or
consideration. In this respect he reminds me
of the old beadle who heard a long and elabo-
rate discourse intended to prove the existence
of a Deity, from the text, ‘* The fool hath said
in his heart there is no God,” and who was af-
terwards asked by the parson how he liked the

sermon. ‘* Weel, it was na sae bad a dis-
course &’ thegither,” replied Jobm, * but I
canna help believing there is a God after a’!”
It was the same individual who said on an-
other occasion, ‘¢ Weel, mipister, I have been
hearing ye preach for the last fifty years and
I’m thankful to say I’'m a Christian still! ”

‘I fear, Mr. Editor, that M. H. is ¢ a Cbris-
tian still ” in the sense that he has very little
regard for anything in connection with bis
church except the prompt and unfailing pay-
ment of his pension, and that all his manage-
ment is actuated by that one, sole, and only
idea.
