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Straight Talk
to Ferdinand

——

The news to-day indicates that the
Austrian military officer, who is Czar
of Bulgaria, is carrying things with a
high hand, and that he is arresting
the leaders of the Agrarian party and
preparing to crush all opposition to
his autocratic stand in favor of the
country of his birth, her ally Ger-
many, and the Turks whom he was at-
tempting to drive out of Europe two

or. three years ago. Czar Ferdinand
is taking advantage of the resentment
about the quarrel which suddenly
broke out after the first Balkan War,
between Bulgaria and her former Al-
lies. But the opposition to ' Czar
Ferdinand’s policy has been definite
and outspoken. On Monday five of
the principal leaders of the party op-
posed to the Ministry of Radoglavoff
had an audience with the King. Ma-
linov, the leader of the Democrats, ac-
cused the Government of a policy of
adventure, tending to throw Bulgaria
into the hands of Germany, either by
an attack on Serbia ‘or by forcing a
neutrality desired by Germany. He
asked that the Chamber be called to-
gether immediately and a & Coalition
Ministry formed to guarantee the
country against any rash adventure.

The next to address Czar Ferdinand
was Stambulivski, the leader of the
Agrarian party, and very popular
with the masses of' peasants, from
whom he has sprung. He said to the
King:—

“In the name of the workers in the
fields of Bulgaria T wish to add to the
words of my colleague Malinov that
the Bulgarian people holds you per-
sonally responsible, rather than your
Government for the disastrous ad-
venture of 1913. If a similar adven-
ture were to be repeated a catas-
trophe would this time be beyond
remedy. Again the responsibility
would lie with your policy, which is
contrary to the well being of the
country, and the country would not
fail to call you to account in person.”

Zanoe, the leader of the Radical
Democrats, said to the King:—

“I have sworn I would never set
foot in your Palace. If I come to-day
it is because the interests of the coun-
try rather than my private principles
obliged me to do so. What I have to
say, Your Majesty can read in this
paper, which I present in the name of
my party.”

The sentiments of the memorandum

were similar to those expressed by,

he leader of the peasants. The other

leaders expressed similar views equ-
ally pointed and strong.  Before the
audience closed the leader of the
peasants Stambulivski did not mince
his words and the King and opposi-
tion leaders left after mutual threats
had been indulged in.

“I say again to Your Majesty, the
country . will not have the policy of
adventure such as cost it so dear in
1913. This policy is moreover yours.
Bgfore 1913 we believed you a great
diplomat, but we seen what your dip-

- Your
ministers count for nothing, you alone
are the author of this policy, and you
alone will have the responsibility of

“The policy I have decided to fol-
low,” the King frigidly replied, “is the
one which I consider the best and
most advantageous for the country.” 4

“It is a policy which can only lead
to disaster,” replied the farmer,
“which will bring about new catastro-
phes, and compromise not only the fu-
ture of the country, but your dynasty,
and which may cost you your head.”

The King measured with his eyes
this countryman who spoke such
weighty words. “Do not trouble
yourself about my head, it is an old
one, rather think of your own,” said
the King, with the shadow of a scorn-
ful smile, as he moved away, but
Stambuliviski replied:

“Your head matters little, sir, I am
only thinking of the country’s.”

History may repeat itself in. Bul-
garia. Ferdinand himself was elected
to rule thit country after his prefle-
cessor Prince Alexander ' of Batten-
burg had been forced to abdicate. It
might be well for the allies to pay at-
tention to this little incident in his-
tory and perhaps the landing of large
forces in Salonika and the rushing of
them to-wards Nish is not without
meaning to the peasantry of Bulgaria.
After all, Sofia is not far from Nish,
and if these Opposition leaders who
have been arrested have much of a
following something may be. doing
shortly. This history should. afford a
lesson to King Constantine and his
consort, the sister of the Kaiser. If
Venizelos is firm and refuses to aid
the King in any way, King Constan-
tine and his German wife may find
Greece too warm for them.

Banker Donald
G. Hollett in Port
From Labrador.

AR e
Has 4,000 Qtls. for Season’s Work.—
Rumor of Schooner Lost with 18

Lives.

The banking schooner Donald G.
Hollett, Captain Thomas Hollett, en-
tered port this morning from the Lab-
rador via the Straits and French
Shore, having finished up the season’s
banking voyage. She hails for 400
quintals of codfish, which she has now
on bhoard, or an aggregate of 4,800
qtls. for the entire season’s work.

This catch is considered exception-
ally good this year, and Capt. Tom
maintains his reputation as one of the
high-liners.

According to the crew of the ban-
ker the weather was phoenomenally
severe on the Labrador. During Sep-
tember month the coast was constant-
ly storm swept and in -consequence
fishery operation were at a standstill.
At Batteau there were thirty sail of
bankers which only got one “set” dur-
ing three weeks on account of the
stormy weather. The Hollett was
more fortunate and got a :“set” at
Batteau, another at Vension Island
and anothet at Spear Harbor, though
the most of her 400 quintals was got
at Batteau. On her way South the
Donald G. crossed the Straits and
went to the French Shore, operating
in the vicinity of Quirpon, where fish
were found scare. A regrettable fact
was that two days after she bore up
for St. John’s cod struck in in abund-
ance at Quirpon. Capt. Hollett thinks
he lost about 500 qtls of fish. How-
ever Hollett was fortunate in making
two Labrador trips this fall, getting
500 qtls. on the first, seeing that other
bankers fared badly in the far north-
ern waters.

Schooner Rumored Lost.

Front—French Drove the Germans
Into the River at Point of the
Bayonet,

Paris, Sept. 28.—News from Cham-.
pagne tells of fearful carnage among
the retreating Germans. This is, in
fact, onc of the bloodiest battles and
which Tor the number of victims sur-
passes any previous combat in French
warfare. On a front of only 16 miles

30,000 Germany infantry fell, which,
in addition to over 20,000 prisoners,

makes the total German losses more
than an army corps. The suddenness
and vigor of the attack are clearly
illustrated by the number of guns
taken.

It is not exaggeration
to say that in a few minutes the rush-
ing stream accounted for several Ger-
man companies, and at certain points
it could be forded across on their
heaped-up bodies.

This hurried retreat, was
saved from becoming a regular rout
by the German batteries which opened
fire from the other side of the river
and stayed the onrushing French, who
contented themselves retaining
the important position conquered.

How Samoa Was Taken.

SR
Admiral’s Short Way With Germans.

The story of the well-planned and
admirably executed New Zealand ex-
pedition which seized German Samoa,
in the Pacific is told in an official
White Paper. The brief and pointed
letters interchanged between Rear-
Admiral commanding the Al-
lied fleets off Samoa, and the Acting
Governor, S. N. Rimburg, have not be-
fcre been noticed and 'are worth
quotation. Admiral Patey wrote:

“I have the honour to inform you
that I am off the port of Apia with an
overwhelming force, and in order to
avoid unnecessary bloodshed I will
not open fire if you surrender imme-
diately.

But the old doctor’s voice will be
heard no more. He rests now in Her-
mitage churchyard by the old stone
chureh, and.under its shadow he will
lie. until the Last Great Day.

Now. the old doctor has passed away
it would be well if another took his
place. From Burgeo to Hr. Breton,

J-man.

GERMAN COMMENTS.

LONDON, Oct. 7.
Reuter’s Amsterdam correspond-
ent sends the following: It is glean-
ed from German newspaper comment
that developments in the Balkans and
the drastic situation in Greece are
widely, but for the most part cau-
tiously commented on by the German
press. Theodore Wolf, of the Tage-
blatt, declares it to be the heaviest
blow that could have been given the
policy of the Entente Powers, and
that it confronts them with extraor-
dinary danger. Herr Wolf considers
that § King - Constantine’s action is
somewhat daring, but argues that any
revofutionary. movement in Greece is
improbable, as the army is devoted
to the King. The same doubt is rais-
ed by the Frankfurter Zeitung, which
asks which is stronger, the King or
Venizelos? It considers it conceiv-
able that, as was the case in Italy,
external compulsion through street
demonstrations in Athens might cause
a reversion to the policy of the parlia-
mentary majority, but only if M.
Venizelos places himself at the head
of the movement against the King
would it, in the opinion of this news-
paper, have a chance of success. Ger-
many will gladly greet mneutrality,
concludes the Frankfurter Zeitung,
but if Greece does not remain neu-
trajy we and our friends are ready.

Dangerous it is a Wonder He Re-
turned Home Safely So Often.

(Chris. Healy, in Toronto Globe.)

Liverpool, Sept. 6.—In comparison
with its population, Liverpool has
given more soldiers, sailors and war
workers to the nation than any other
part of the Empire.

The bravest of them all are the
mine-sweepers. The mine-sweeper
earns but does not get a Victoria
Cross every voyage. He is always
engaged in a forlorn hope, a work so
dangerous that it is a wonder he re-
turns safely to his home so often. It
is not alone in the Irish Seas that he
is risking his life, so that ships may
pass to and fro ‘in safety; in the
North Sea, no longer the German
Ocean; in the Dardanelles, in the
English Channel and the Arabian
rivers and 'Persian Gulf you will find
Liverpool sailors engaged in the per- |
ilous task of mine-sweeping, and so
rendering easier, one cannot say easy,
the work of our submarines, cdestroy-
ers, cruisers and battleships.

At present the British Grand Fleet
is resting in a spot unknown even to

Competent authorities estimate that
Germany has scattered about ten
thousandéd mines in ' various waters
controlled by the British fleet. Al-
though a large number of them have
undoubtedly been laid by trawlers
flying neutral flags, many of them
have been just thrown into the water
at Heligoland, at Ostend and at differ-
¢nt points of the Baltic, and allowed
to drift out with the tide in the hope
that they would sink one of the Brit-
ish ships of war or ships of com-
meree. -y

In the Baltic alone Denmarlk, Nor-
way and Sweden have pigked up ‘hun-’
dreds of these mines, which have been
washed on their shores unexploded.
And, yet for her vast . expenditure of
over ‘five million dollars in sea mines
Germany has little or nothing to show
beyond the' - destruction of a few
trawlers and a few neutral ships, as
in the rare cases where British trad-
ing ships have been struck by drift-
ing or stationary mines the damage
doné has been of a more or less
harmless character. The mine-
sweeper, as one of the most valuable
gections of the navy, can claim full
credit for this.

Trawlers go in Pairs.

Most of the work in clearing the
seas of mines is done by /trawlers,
which usually act in pairs. We have
quite a large fleet of trawlers and
drifters engaged in this work, which
is one of the reasons why fish is so
scarce and dear. They set out at
night so as to be in their working
area by daylight, then they fish for
mines by a long rope stretched be-
tween the two _trawlers. -Proceeding
at' a very gentle pace, they 1lift  the
mine, “which is. usually about a foot
and ‘& half or two feet'below the sur-
face.

Tt is no uncommon thing to find
half a dozen stationary mines brought
to the surface by one rope. Once in
sight ,a well aimed rifle shot explodes
them, then the .trawlers proceed with
their. work until another shot is need-
ed.

Apart from the number of mine-
sweepers who have lost. their lives
through a German submarine, many
have been killed by ‘the explosion of
the mines they were gathering, and
in other cases the authorities have
lost track of trawlers, drifters and
their crews. They have gone to sea,
never returned, and left no trace of
themselves. Still, this has not les-
sened the supply of = volunteers, for
this dangerous work.

Once the war is over, the mine-
sweepers will go back to their ordin-
ary -vocation as fishermen, sailors or
firemen.

Ironworks Invasion—Fearless of O0il
and Dirt.

The great movement among women
towards filling up gaps in labour is
shown in all classes of works; but no-
where more strikingly than in the big
munitions iron works.

If any particular kind of working
place was considered a year or more
ago as sacred to men workers it was
the ironworks, with its humming
lathes, whirling and slapping pulley
belts, banging hammers and grating
files. The woman worker has not only
invaded the ironworks, but also justi-
fied her invasion, and recently the
Premier paid tribute to the excellence
of the results. i

At a works on the lower reaches of
the. Thames may be seen seven days
a week huge sheds full of women “me-
chanics.” Some are so-called ama-
teurs, who may come to the works
every morning in motor cars, and oth-
ers are everyday work girls. “Ama-
teurs” and professionals draw the
same wages, but the “amateurs” wear
khaki overalls and caps.

Amateur and professional are work-
ing at line after line of lathes and
screw-cutters and other machines run-
ning down the long sheds. A girl with
one stray wisp of bright fair hair pok-
ing from under her cap was busy
boring a shell. The solid cylinder of
steel lay in the lathe. As the steel
shavings came out in a spiral worm,
the lathe worker found a moment to
rub her hands on a wad of cotton
waste. Then she drew from the pock-
et of her overall a small lace-edged
handkerchief to wipe spots of lubri-
cant from her face.

The “setting up” or fixing of cut-
ting tcols to the exact width required
for the various work is left to men
mechanics, but the girl workers would
tell you that it is a task any bright
girl can learn in a week or two, exact
as it is. The trimming and polishing
of shells, outer cases, gauging, the fix-
ing of copper bands, and other pro-
cesses down to the filling with shrap-
nel (though not with explosive) are all
done by women, just as they were
done by men in time gone by.

The girls get just as dirty as the
men. Hands, face, and overalls alike
become smeared with oil. But they
do not mind this. They wash after
work is done and “tidy up,” and you
may see them walking homewards lat-
er trim and tidy as any class of girl,
their overalls hanging loose over their
arm like a raincoat.

That woman’s work in
sphere is good and satisfactory is
willingly acknowledged by works
managers and foremen. Asked, if say,
motor cylinder would offer greater dif-
ficulty than a shell to bore, one of
these men said, “Hardly any.”

Ranjitsinbji
Hunting Trip.

New York, Sept. 28.—That “irony of
