Newspaper Publicity
AS A WEAPON OF WAR.

The campaign to speed up munition­
making, which for some time now 
has been in full swing, has been car­
ried on almost exclusively through 
the advertising columns of the daily- 
newspapers.

To arouse interest In a movement 
of this, sort public meetings were de­
pended upon entirely until a few 
years ago. Halls were hired in the 
larger cities, speakers were secured, 
bands hired, posters and leaflets 
printed and circulated broadcast. All 
this cost money, much more money 
indeed than those who attended the 
meetings imagined. The total pub­
licity thereby gained was that secured 
at the meeting plus the free notices 

j of it printed on the following day by 
such newspapers as were represented 
at the meeting. The modern method of 
advertising, the objects for which the 
campaign is being conducted in the; 
daily press, assures immediately just 
as many direct appeals as there are 
readers of the paper. There is an 
immediate saving of all the prelimin­
ary expense involved in the old meth­
od of seeking publicity and the aims 
of the movement can be kept con­
tinually before the public mind.

It was these considerations which 
influenced Mark H. Irish, Director of 
Munitions Labor of the National Ser­
vice Board of Canada, to decide in 
favor of a policy of newspaper ad­
vertising as opposed to the public, 
meeting method of attracting atten­
tion to the vitally important work of 
which he is in charge. That he made 
a wise decision, time will undobuted- 

j ly show. More and more it is becom- 
I ing evident to men at the head of big 
business organizations that properly 
conducted newspaper publicity is as 
essential as anything can be to the 
success of their work. The Munition 
Labor branch of the National Ser­
vice movement is an out-and-out busi­
ness organization, anxious to get re­
sults and rapidly getting them. The 
object for which the work was begun, 
to augment Canada’s contribution of 
munitions to the enormous total re­
quired to carry on the war, is one in 
which the whole country is deeply in­
terested, and it will be conceded that 
Mr. Irish and his associates have gone 
about it in the right way to increase, 
focus and render that interest per­
manent.—Montreal Daily Star.

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Germany Held.
A change has come o’er 
the spirit of the war. 
Distinctly refreshing is 
the report of the British 

successes on the west front, coincid­
ing with a break in the monotonous 
catalogue of enemy victories in Rou­
manie. A valuable advance has been 
made in their favourite terrain on the 
Ancre, east of Beaumont Hamel. The 
victory is doubly useful and doubly 
significant at this time, when large 
operations are not looked for. It is 
accompanied by another successful 
enterprise at Lens, the scene, it will 
be remembered, of the heavy fighting 
in September, 1915. It is a short dis­
tance north of Arras, which has lately 
witnessed not a little activity. Not 
only are these gains gratifying, (for 
it would be a mistake to account them 
unimportant), but their locale has a 
definite meaning. Undoubtedly the 
first aim of the great offensive that 
is already preparing will be the 
squeezing out of the great Arras 
salient occupied by the Germans, 
which is now the weakest part of their 
line. Its defences at either end are 
being sapped ; further British pro­
gress on the Ancre will menaça it 
seriously. Nothing could be more 
eloquent than the successful conduct 
of these attacks, and the retention of 
the ground gained, at a time when 
all the conditions’ fight for the de­
fence. We can understand Germany’s 
casting anxious eyes in the direction 
of her western lines.

Evidences are likewise beginning 
to multiply that the German advance 
in Roumania is stayed. Galatz has 
not yet fallen; to the west the Rou­
manians, who now seem to be in the 
thick of it again, are resisting and 
even bearing back the Central forces. 
No doubt many causes contribute to 
this effect, but it was bound to come 
sooner or later. Germany seems to be 
in much the same position as at the 
finish of her Russian drive in 1915. 
She has again done all that she can 
do and reached her high-water mark, 
with this difference, that after she 
has this time receded from it, she

will never exceed or again approach 
it. Henceforth, after perhaps a short 
period of equilibrium, her military 
position will assimilate itself to her 
economic and grow steadily worse. 
Russia and Roumania will gain the 
respite they need and be already 
nearly re-equipped for the offensive 
when the weather unleashes the Al­
lied attack in the west. Last year 
brought the unity of front that alone 
is necessary to the Allies’ victory, 
but the unification was imperfect. 
Germany found the weak points but 
has in a measure herself strengthened 
them. This year, when the pressure 
of the steel ring is reapplied, it will 
be applied at every point. A break 
has but to be made somewhere to 
lead to others and to combine with the 
intolerable conditions in the enemy 
countries rapidly to bring the end.

The Parliamentary
Session.

We learn that it is not 
intended to convene the 
Legislature until May. 
There has been much 
doubt and some anxiety 

on this point and it is well that we 
should know where we are in the 
matter. There should be few objec­
tions from any direction to the de­
cision, which appears to us to contain 
several advantages. We have not 
heard of any proposed legislation 
which would suffer much by the delay, 
nor is any immediate need likely to 
arise. The first object of the post­
ponement is, of course, to enable the 
Prime Minister to be present at the 
House after his return from the Im­
perial Conference which is announced 
for next month. This should at once 
dispose of all necessity of a coalition, 
amalgamation or other fusion of the 
Government and Opposition which has 
been so freely mooted. Such a course 
of action would have been neither 
necessary nor advisable in any case 
and would be particularly unsuitable 
to this year, which must witness a 
general election. It is moreover high­
ly desirable that the House should not 
assemble before the Premier’s return, 
for it cannot be foreseen liow far or 
how immediately the proceedings of 
the Conference may affect this coun­
try. Whether legislation be necessary 
or not, it is proper that the first minis­
ter of the country should both be pres­
ent at the meeting of its representa­
tives and in a position to inform them 
of matters which so deeply concern It

All five defendants were accused of 
having planned to blow up munition 
plants in the United States and Can­
ada, steamships carrying supplies to 
the Entente Allies, railroad bridges 
and military trains, conspiring to set 
on foot and to provide means for a 
military enterprise to be carried on 
from within the United States against 
Canada.

Besides Bopp the defendants were 
E. M. Von Schack, Vice-Consul; Wil­
helm Brincken ; J. F. Vankoolbergen, 
Margaret E. Cornell, Charles C. Crow­
ley and Louis J. Smith. Vankoolber­
gen was out of the country and could 
not be brought here to stand trial, as 
his alleged offense was non-extradit­
able. Smith was the government’s 
star witness. Smith, technically a de­
fendant, was given immunity for tes­
tifying for the government.

Lt. Wilhelm Von Brincken was a 
Saxon Army officer on temporary du­
ty at the Consulate; Crowley, detec­
tive, employed by Bopp, and Mrs. 
M. L. Cornell, Crowley’s private seo- 

retary.

Lt. Von Bricken expressed the hope 
that "if the worst came to the worst” 
their punishment would be tempered 
according to their rank.

The case will be appealed.

Result, 
when the general, without a fresh in­
vestigation, ordered us to occupy the 
ground the Boches were ready and 
waiting for us. Our ambulance got 
plenty of work, we never got out of 
Belloy and the general lost his job. 
Served him right, of course.

Blacksmith a Jolly Dog.

“It is the same way with spies. 
They are almost sure to get a certain 
length of time to do their work be­
fore they are caught. We ran across 
a blacksmith a couple of months ago 
who was one of the most congenial 
fellows you ever met. He had his 
shop right beside one of the - main 
roads used by the troops in going back 
and forth to the trenches and he 
always had a stock of wine and some­
thing to eat. His shop did not keep 
him very busy and he was nearly al­
ways at his door. He would talk to 
the soldiers, give them a drink, ask 
where they were going and want to 
know how long they would be gone, 
so that he would be waiting to give 
them another glass of wine when they 
came back. He was very popular 
with the soldiers, because he was 
such a good fellow, always ready with 
a joke and a glass of wine.

But our concentrations were 
known to the Boches. Our men were 
being shot down. We never could 
prepare anything in advance and 
bring it off successfully, because the 
Boches knew just where we were get­
ting ready to do something. Some of 
our spy catchers got to work to find 
the leak. They hunted through the 
sector for the best place to pick up 
news about troop movements and 
they found, of course, that all the 
soldiers were friendly with the 
blacksmith. His shop was raided one 
day. He had been left behind by the 
Germans— He had a three months’ 
store of wine and food in his cellar.
Of course he could give our men wine. 
But he had, also, direct telephonic 
communication from his cellar with 
the German lines. He was shot.

“The worst case that I ever knew 
of—but it was not the only one of the 
kind—was an officer in the French 
army who was a German spy. You 
can see from that how thorough the 
Boches are. That man had been sent 
from Germany to France when he was 
a boy. He had been educated in 
France and had gone to the French 
military school. He was an artillery 
officer and one of the best. He was a 
lieutenant at the beginning of the 
war, but when the Somme offensive 
began he was a captain in command 
of a battery. For all that time he 
had done his work without being sus­
pected.

“On the somme he was in charge of 
his battery, which was firing ahead of 
our men during an advance. The 
battery got a signal that their range 
was too short and they were firing 
into our own men. The sergeant told 
the captain, but he said they were 
firing according to orders and not to 
change the range. The battery fired 
another round and got another sig­
nal from the infantry that they were 
firing short. The sergeant spoke to 
the captain again and the captain lost 
his temper and swore at the sergeant.
He ordered another round at the same 
range and the sergeant refused. The 
captain tried to fire one of the guns 
himself.

“It was very important for the Ger­
mans to stop our advance at that 
point. It might have saved Combles. 
But the sergeant knew as much about 
the situation as the captain. He knew 
what it meant to have our troops stop­
ped there. We might have lost a bri­
gade. We might have lost a division.

Shortly after eight o’clock last 
night there was barely standing 
room in the Botwood Hall, Hutchings 
Street, so great was the crowd that 
assembled to listen to an address on 
the greatest of all naval battles, the 
great Jutland fight. Rev. H.. Uphill 
presided and extended a hearty wel­
come to all. He made mention of 
the fact that this was not a churcb 
gathering and those desiring to light 
up could do so at their pleasure. The 
affair opened with a musical selection 
by H.M.S. Briton’s string band, fol­
lowed by songs from Messrs. Macklin 
and Blackmore, a recitation by Mr.
Brett and a violin solo by Mr. Jago, 
all officers of H.M.S. Briton. The 
Chairman in introducing the Speaker 
of the evening, spoke briefly on the 
splendid work of the Royal Navy, 
which to us needed no recommenda­
tion, and as Petty Officer Sercombe 
stepped to the platform he was greet­
ed with vociferous cheering by the 
large audience, who also sang at the 
top of their voices “For He’s a Jolly 
Good Fellow." The Petty Officer 
thanked the audience for the splendid 
reception given him, and getting 

it down to business he drew a lightning 
- sketch of H.M.S. Warrior, to which he 

was attached for a period of five 
years. By the aid of this sketch he 
pointed out the various positions in 
which the Warrior’s guns were placed 
and In brief gave an excellent ac­
count of the warship from bow to 
stern. She was 13,850 tons, had a 
compliment of 750 officers and men, 
carried several 9-inch guns and from 
24 to 30 smaller guns. The Warrior, 
in company with the Defence, Black 
Prince and Duke of Edinboro put out 
from the port of ---------------  in Eng­
land. Steaming r.t the rate of 18 
nautical liiles an hour, with nothing 
but their ciders to go by, the ships 
felt their way along in the darkness.
After steaming for several hours 
orders were given to change their 
course in a southerly direction and 
about 2.30 p.m. the next day a flight 
Lieutenant of H.M.S. Engadine, who 
was out scouting in a seaplane, re­
ported the enemy in a certain posi­
tion. All the crew were drummed to 
the quarter deck and the pleasing 
announcement was made that they 
were about to prepare for action.
This brought forth a great cheer from 
the whole ship’s crew, who were all 
anxious to have a bang at the enemy 
The Warrior at her best is rated at 
21 knots an hour, but by applying 
every possible attention to her engines 
an extra knot was gained. The order 
was given to fire the electric tubes to 
see if they were in working order.
This being done the Warrior went into 
action at 5.65 p.m. on the same day 
and let go a broadside at the enemy, 
while the big ship was tearing through 
the water at the rate of 600 feet every 
15 seconds. A few minutes after­
wards a German light cruiser, one of 
a squadron of five battleships, three 
battle cruisers and two light cruisers, 
was seen to topple over and sink, 
while the British squadron of four 
ships was confronted by more power­
ful ships and heavier guns. The 
Black Prince, the Defence and the 
Duke of Edinboro were soon after 
put out of commission, which left the 
Warrior to continue the fight with the 
nine remaining Germans. So great 
was the hammering received from the 
Huns that there were thirty • shell 
holes in the Warrior’s bow alone, not 
to speak of the other shells which 
entered the engine room and other 
parts of the ship, killing several en 
gineers, stokers, ship-carpenters and 
others. The commander of H.M.S.
Warspite, seeing the danger of losing 
the Warrior, rushed his ship in be­
tween the enemy and the Warrior. She 
opened fire, but was badly hit in the 
stern which put her rudder hard-a- 
starboard, and for a period of twenty- 
five minutes she circled around the 
Warrior at the rate of 22 knots an 
hour. The most peculiar thing about 
the fight is that not one of the War­
rior’s guns was put out of commis­
sion. Late that night the badly bat­
tered ship crippled out of the firing 
line and was again signalled at day­
break by the Engadine. which bore 
down and offered assistance. The to­
tal number of killed was 66, badly 
wounded 20 and slightly wounded 6.
All these were transferred to the res­
cuing ship. While in the act of 
transference, a badly wounded sailor 
on board the Engadine, whose leg was 
amputated the night previous, the ship 
giving a heavy roll, fell between the 
two ships. It was considered mad­
ness to attempt to rescue the man as 
it only meant another life lost, and 
the captain refused to let any of his 
crew attempt the rescue. But sud­
denly a young lieutenant of the Enga­
dine dived over the side of his ship 
and succeeded in rescuing the poor 
sailor, who, however, died one hour 
afterwards. His last words were,
“Thank you.”

source, seven vessels on the Atlantic 
have been sunk and nine captured by 
a German raider. The vessels re­
ported sunk are: British—Radnor­
shire, St. Theodore, Dramatist, Mini- 
haha, Tredgar Hall; French—Nantes, 
Asnières. The vessels captured in­
clude the following: British—King 
George, Mount Temple, Géorgie, Vol­
taire, Yarrowdale; Japanese—Hudson 
Maru. All these vessels were sunk 
or captured between Dec. 12th and 
Jan. 13th on the route between the 
Azores and Pernambuco, In longi­
tudes varying between 40 and 32 west 
and lattitudes between 30 north and 7 
south. The crews of the steamers 
sunk were placed on the Hudson 
Maru. This vessel was compelled to 
accompany the raider to a point sev­
en degrees south latitude, where she 
arrived Jan. 12. She then received 
permission to go to Pernambuco, 
where she arrived Monday evening 
with 237 men from the crews of the 
vessels which were sunk. No infor­
mation is received with regard to the 
crews of the other vessels. The raid­
er is said to be a ship of the Moewe 
type. The vessel referred to in the 
foregoing as the Tredgar Hall prob­
ably is the Netherby Hall, whose sink­
ing by the German raider was an­
nounced by the British Admiralty. 
There is, however, a Tredgar Hall, 
which was last reported at Cardiff on 
Dec. 2. She is a ship of 1,734 tons 
gross, built in 1906, and owmed at 
Cardiff.

INSURANCE RATES GO UP.

NEW YORK, Jan. 17.
The news of the destruction of Al­

lied shipping in the South American 
trade by a German raider, was fol­
lowed by an advance in marine insur­
ance rates here to-day from 2% to 10 
per cent, for West Indian and South 
American ports. Although the under­
writers awaited official confirmation 
of the persistent rumors still current 
to-day that a German raider had been 
either sunk or captured, it was point­
ed out that the’ steamers Yarrowdale 
and St. Theodore were still at large, 
and that the British Admiralty, for 
naval reasons, might withhold the an­
nouncement of the sinking of the 
German war vessel until these two 
ships also had been captured. The 
opinion held by some underwriters 
that it was improbable the raiders \ 
had been accounted for, was strength- J 
ened by advices from London under­
writers that rates would probably 
improve shortly.

New York.—At the British Consu­
late to-day it was declared that the 
best description the British authori­
ties had obtained of the German 
raider they knew to be at large was 
that she was about 5,000 tons and had 
one funnel and two masts. That she 
carried about 8 guns and was also 
declared to be equipped with four tor­
pedo tubes, is stated in a United Press 
Buenos Aires despatch. Shipping 
men here expressed the belief that 
her operations may now soon termin­
ate. With her whereabouts once 
definitely established, British patrol 
ships are expected to force the raider 
to intern, if she escapes destruction.

BRITISH SUCCESS.
LONDON, Jan. 17.

A report from British headquar­
ters in France, issued last night, 
reads : After a heavy preliminary 
bombardment on Wednesday morn­
ing, we occupied a line of enemy 
posts north of Beaucourt-Sur-Ancre. 
The whole of our objectives were 
gained on a frontage of some 600 
yards, with few casualties. The po­
sition gained has considerably im­
proved our observation in this area. 
This afternoon the enemy counter­
attacked, which wag broken with 
loss by our artillery- barrage. Con­
solidation of our new positions is 
proceeding. We had complete suc­
cess yesterday and to-day in the 
neighborhood of Lens. Late in the 
afternoon yesterday, German posi­
tions south of Isle Calonne, west of 
Lens, were entered under cover of 
heavy bombardment. Our troops 
reached the enemy’s support line, 
bombed and destroyed their dugouts 
and inflicted many casualties. Our 
losses were small. We successfully 
blew up a mine in connection with an 
operation. This morning another 
successful daylight raid was carried 
out by the Canadian troopSt north­
east of Oite Calonne. The attacking 
parties entered the enemy’s trenches 
on a front of 700 yards and penetra­
ted this to a depth of 300 yards as far 
as his second line. Here also heavy 
losses were inflicted on the enemy 
and all his dugouts completely 
wrecked. We captured one officer 
and ninety-nine of other ranks, two 
machine guns and a trench mortar. 
Our artillery machine guns co­
operated very effectively with the in­
fantry, and our casualties were again 
light.

MSmOAXCES BLELLEP.
NEW YORK, Jan. 17.

A News Agency despatch from Lon­
don to-day says: Grave disturbances 
weje quelled only by the use of 
troops, who forced the closing of the 
railroad station at Cologne, according 
to Central News Agency despatches 
to-day from Geneva. The closing has 
been in effect three days, it was said.

ON THE SOjIME FRONT.

PARIS, Jan. 17.
After bombardment last evening 

German troops attacked the French 
lines east of Clery ahd south of 
Biaches in the Somme region. They 
were repulsed, the war office announ­
ced to-day. A minor attack by the 
Germans at Les Eparats, southeast of 
Verdun, also was repulsed after 
hand-to-hand fighting. French pa­
trols penetrated the German lines at 
several points on the heights of the 
Meuse in the Verdun region and in 
Apremont forest.

SUNK BY RAIDER.
LONDON, Jan. 17. 

Eight British and two French mer­
chant vessels are believed to have 
been sunk by the German raider.

Powers were shot down on various 
battlefronts during the month of De­
cember, according to a German offi­
cial issued to-day. Twenty'-two of 
these machines are in possession of 
the Central Powers. The losses of the 
Central Allies for the same period 
were seventeen machines.

A MARINE TRAGEDY.
HALIFAX, Jan. 17.

The .Dominion Government dredge 
No. 6 was lost this afternoon while 
being towed from Lunenburg to Syd­
ney. Captain Hatfield and crew of 3 
were drowned. The dredge was be­
ing towed by the tugs Lisgar and F. 
W. Robling, and breaking away, 
struck Shad Rock, near White Head, 
Guysboro County, and sank immedi­
ately. Six of .the crew were from 
Lunenburg and two from West Ari- 
chat. The captain hails from St.

4 Martyr to Daly.
Captain Mathias, of Laurentic, Gave

His Life Whilst Saving Crew In a
Ship Fire.
Details of the death of Captain John 

Mathias, R.N.R. (of the White Star 
Liner Leurentic), so well known in 
this city, have been received at New 
York. Captain Mathias was killed A 
just two days from port on his way 
home to spend the holidays with hi* 
family shortly after two years’ cti, ' 
tinuous service patrolling.

Mrs. Mathias, with her two little 
girls, aged ten and twelve years, made 
thé trip from her home in Yorkshire 
to Liverpool to be on the dock to 
greet the returning captain.

On December 15, while two days’ 
run from port, a serious fire was dis­
covered oh the Laurentic in hold No.
2. With the chief officer at their head 
a’squad of men plunged into the hold 
to fight the fire. The fire had gained 
such headway that it was sweeping 
toward the powder magazine, cutting 
off their escape.

Signalling frantically to their com­
rades on the deck, the trapped men 
succeeded in getting word of their 
desperate plight to Captain Mathias 
on the bridge. W’ithout a moment’s 
hesitation Captain Mathias ordered 
some of his crew to follow him and 
plunged to the rescue in the smoke 
filled compartment. The rescue squad 
succeeded in dragging out some of. 
the imprisoned men and then went 
back for the rest.

When Captain Mathias was entering 
the furnace-like hold to rescue the 
last of his crew an iron beam warped 
out of place by the intense heat of the 
blaze fell on him and his squad of 
rescuers. Captain Mathias was in- 
instantiy killed and several of his men 
were injured. Another squad of sea­
men removed the injured sailors and 
succeeded in recovering the body of 
the captain. The fire was got under 
control and the cruiser put into Liver­
pool.

Under Admiralty instructions the 
officers of the ship were not permitted 
to wireless the news of the accident 
and fire. With the home-bound pen­
dant still It the fore, the Laurentic 
docked at Liverpool. Mrs. Mathias 
and her two children waited for the 
captain, whom they had not. seen for 
two years, to come off the ship. Ftm* 
ally an officer appeared and told them 
how the captain had sacrificed his life 
for his men.—Halifax, paper.
