Of Course Ton Won’t Look So New.
This one-color scheme I think Is

INYESTIGATING IRISH SITUATION 
DUBLIN, Dec. 1.

Pipe of Peace
Worth $2,000.

The British House of Commons was 
recently presented with a unique pipe 
by one of its members. Made of meer­
schaum, the pipe, which is valued at 
two thousand dollars, was carved in 
1871 to represent a pipe of peace, al­
legorical of the end of the Franco- 
Prussian War. The bowl is decorated 
with carved figures of Queen Victoria, 
Napoleon III., the Duke of Argyll, Mr. 
Gladstone, Mr. Bright and French and 
Prussian soldiers.

The earth gains weight at the rate 
of about seventy pounds per minute. 
In a year "the accumulation is 11,436 
tons. This Increase comes sifting 
down, mainly in the shape of fine dust 
from the meteors, which are con­
stantly striking our atmosphere and 
getting burnt up Into small particles.

Some years ago 
one exploded over Iowa and later 
there were picked up over 6,000 pieces, 
some running to 487 pounds In weight 
The biggest meteor that is known to 
have hit the earth fell at Coon Moun­
tain, Arisona. It made a hole which 
even new is 6*0 feet deep and three- 
uarters of a mile across. The meteor 
Itself is burled no one knows how far 
below.

Hill 60 to Be Hotel.

“Hill 60,” the scene of many of the 
terrible minor engagements fought in 
the Ypres salient has been sold to an 
English company, which proposes to 
erect a hotel on the site for the con­
venience of visitors to the Ypres sali­
ent Little now remains of the hill, 
which was destroyed by mines and 
continuous bombardments which went 
on from the beginning of the first bat­
tle of "Hill 60“ in April, 1916, to the 
end of the war.

A CHRISTMAS SHADOW.
The continuance of that delectable ■ 

luxury, the Christmas pudding, in the 
realm of British traditions will depend 

( this year wholly on sentiment, tor, ac- 
j cording to expert prognostications, it 
certainly won’t be worth the money. 
London fruit merchants are particu- 
larly pessimistic, and foretell a rise ( 
in the price of dried fruits generally 
and raisins and sultanas in particu- j 
lar. Blame is indirectly attributed to 
America, which, being dry, is now of­
fering to Spanish and other growers 
the largest and most remunerative 
markets. Though at the moment there 
is a keen demand tor sultanas in this 
country, the e is no indication of fall­
ing prices, and they are now selling 
in London at anything up to 154s. 
($30.80) per hundredweight, while 
raisins can be run to 145s. ($29.00). 
Neither are there any stocks ot these 
high-priced dainties, merchants being 
unwilling to import large quantities 
until certain that the consumer will 
buy. -Currants, however, will be 
plentiful, the Food Ministry having 
some 13,000 tons on hand, so currant 
pudding will be substituted at the 
festive board, unless of course it is 
dulled Christmas pudding just for 
the occasion and for auld acquaint­
ance sake.

PREPARATIONS FOR PANTO-

Though the number of pantomimes 
presented in the Metropolitan area at 
Christmastime is nothing like as 
great as it was some years ago, pre­
parations are already afoot for such 
productions at several houses in both 
the West End and the suburbs. Drury 
Lane, because of a striking spell of 
success with “The Garden of Allan," 
is to pass on its usual show to Covent 
Garden, and thus the series of Drury 
Lane "Christmas annua’s,” as for a 
while they were pompously called, 
which has been so continuous so long, 
will be broken. Time was when Co­
vent Garden and Drury Lane ran riv­
al pantomimes, but that has long pass­
ed, the only serious West End com­
petition with Drury Lane in recent 
years having been the Lyceum.

If there is not a subsequent 
advance, then it must be remembered 
that there are many processes to be 
gone through before the raw material 
reaches the user or consumer as a 
manufactured article 

"Moreover, the raw material is only 
one factor in the final cost, and 'in 
the case of fine qualities of cotton 
fabrics, for example, if is ■ a rela­
tively small factor.”

In the drapery trade it is thouÿit 
there may be a drop in prices next 
spring, “due chiefly to warehouse­
men and manufacturers having to 
realise on stocks bought in excess of 
their requirements, or on cancelled 
orders.”

There are some goods, however, 
which are scarcer and dearer today 
than at any time during the past 
four, years, among these being car­
pets, velveteens, velvets, and silks.— 
Yorkshire Evening Post.

Workers of To-Day.

Of course, I must be cautions not 

to “tread on the corne" of elethre the 
merchants, employers or employees of 
Nfld., so I commence this article with 
that handicap foremost In my mind. 
So many folk have questioned me 
concerning the attitude and status of 
workmen In Great Britain that I de­
cided to reply to all in the smart, 
public spirited, Evening Telegram. 
(I should like to state now—as a man 
of publicity note—that this paper 
Compares very favorably indeed with 
the famous London "Evening News,” 
and. In fact, has surprised me very 
greatly. I tender the Editor and Staff 
my congratulations. )

Well, let me take the average Lon­
don mechanic. This gent (for he 
dresse# now like one), is probably 
very decently educated, and earns suf­
ficient wages to be able, If he be so 
inclined, to save 25% of his income 
without any hardship whatever. Dirt? 

Because he is, 
taught that dirt and work form a very 
bad proposition, and you will find he 
(or the firm) provide cleansing re­
quisites in order that he leaves the 
factory a clean, tidy, and presentable 
citizen ; and so he arrives home.

ter start in the world than I did.' 
Yet we read of strikes and plots and 
plans. Bosh! Britain is settling down 
again after the mighty upheaval of 
war, and the British Worker and his 
work will ever command the greater 
demand.
