Birds and Their Nests.

The average time taken by a bird
to build its nest is about a week; but
if the first one be destroyed a second
home may be built in a day. A few
birds afflicted with chronic laziness
do no more than repair an old nest
of last year, Immediately after the
nest has been bullt, egg laying be-
gins, usually at the rate of one a day
laid about the same time. Hggs laid
in dark holes, like those of the wood-
peckers and kingfishers, are always
white so that they can be seen by the
bird entering the nest. HEggs, haw-
ever, are all colors.: Often, contrary
to popular opinion, the ecoloring is
not at all protective. The number of
eggs lald increases with- the amount
of danger to which they are exposed.
Sea birds nesting on the inaccessible
cliffs lay only one egg, water-fowl ten
to twenty. . The usual number - is
three to five. Incubation usually be-
gins with the laying of the first egg.
Owls, howevér, begin when the last
egg has been laid. Robins’ eggs re-
quire fourteen days’ * incubation,
ducks twenty-seven, geese thirty-
five. In all cases during this period -
the eggs have to be ‘constantly turn-
ed and moistened. - Usually incuba-
tion is the work of the female &lone,
but the male sparrow is peculiar in
that he sinks his dignity—and does
his share. .

Many Explanations
of Mamloba Vote.

LEGISLATION NOT SANCTIONED
VOTED DOWN—GOVERNMENT
TO SELL LIQUOR.

WINNIPEG —Manitoba, which a
few years ago, led the van in ad-
vanced temperance legislation, has
voted wet by the enormous majority
of 35,000.

The result of the referendum tells
many things. One is that the great
mass of the organized farmers, who
have been voting for “total prohibi-
tion of the liquor traffic” for years
and who embodied that plank in their
political platform did not all vote dry
on this occasion. It also proves an-
other thing, namely, that all women
are not in favor of prohibition as
thousands of them must have voted
wet.

“The temperance Act was not pro-
perly administered,” was the Tea-
sons given for many a wet vote and
there is no doubt that there has been
much bootlegging and illicit sale of
whiskey. There was really a cloud
on the Manitoba Temperance Act,
too, because the Act, as a matter ot|

fact, had never received the endorse- %

ment at the polls of ithe people of
Manitoba. In 1916 a referendum ask-
ed for the enactment of prohibition to
the extent of provincial power and the
Manitoba Temperance Act which was
the outcome, didn’t prohibit the im-
portation of liquor for use and!'
every mail from other provinces was
heavy with orders -of liquors to be
shipped in for all who wanted to buy.
Incidentally the prices in thosa early§

days were quite reasonable. In 19204

there was a second referendum which
had the effect of prohibiting the im-
portation of -liguor. for personal use
| and thereby turnmed the, Manitoba
Temperance Act into a strict bone-
dry prohibitory measure. The second
referendum, it has always been con-
tended, misled the people, many vot-
ing for it on the understanding ‘that
it would give the province full powers

Humber Agreemenf
_in Its Final Stages.

One of the most significant
features perhaps in connection
with the discussions that have
taken place over the-Humber
Agreement in the press and dur-
ing the progress of the Bill
through the Legislature has
been the absence of that kind of
criticism—only too often in evid-
ence in the past—which appear-
ed to have as_its main object ob-
struction, or opposition to a new
enterprise. For instance the
Harmsworth Bill was opposed
tooth and nail by certain fae-
tions, and the flood of amend-
ments which were suggested
threatened for a time to sub-
merge the main issue altogether.
The amendments introduced by
the Opposition in this instance,
and adopted by the Government,
have not only assured to the next
generation a new source of re-
venue, but they have also safe-
guarded the interests of the
working man. The trapper’s
rights have been preserved, and
‘the broad hunting spaces which
is one of the greatest attractions
that we offer to the sportsman
has been retained.

The long period of depression
through which we have been
passing has brought home to
everyone the urgent need for |
other avenues of employment‘
than the fisheries.. The Hon. Sir |
M. G. Winter, in moving the|
sécond reading of the Bill in the | ‘
Tegislative Council stated that !
the fisheries were year by year&
becoming more and more of a|
fluctuating value, and that busi- |
ness eoncerns engaged in the
codfishery had been subject by
reason of its uncertainty to
severe strain, and in many cases
had completely collapsed. He |
stressed the fact that the fish-
eries are, and must remain our
chief industry, but emphasized |
the need for the encouragement
of new enterprises to supplement
the fisherias.

Sir Edgar Bowring,
rho had been long connected with the
rade of the Dominion, and had taken
very large share in the public life
f Newfoundland, having been a mem-
ber of 1its Legislative Council for
omething like 80 years, was induced
o accept the appointment, but only
bn the understanding that it was to

be on the same terms as his member-

hip of the Dominions’ Royal Com-
mission, with which he travelled all
bver the world—namely, that he
fhould receive neither salary nor ex-
penses. That gathering was another
oof of how he had succeeded. It
sald not be inappropriate to say that
lurtng the four'years Sir BEdgar had
held office he had been ably support-
pd by Captatn Victor Gordon. He
fheught everyone who had come in
act with the latter and had an op-

' guests, their hearty appreciation of
Sir Edgar Bowring and the work that
i he had done for Newfoundland and
the manner in which he had done it.
They hoped he would be spared for
many years to enjoy his ofium cum
dignitate, and that, although he would
be officially disconnected, he would, as
a Newfoundlander, help the country
in every possible. way and on every
possible occasion.

Sir Jan;es Allen, High Commis-
sioner for New Zealand, speaking as
a colleague of Sir Edgar Bowring,
said he was always ready to help and
his. advice was always good. He could
not help thinking what a debt of
gratitude the Empire owed to men of
the type of Sir Edgar Bowring, who
had spent a great part of their lives
as business men and had sueceeded-in
their business, but at the same time
had not forgotten that there was
something to render to the State and
to the Empire. As a member of the
Dominions’ Royal Commission, Sir
James also testified to the good work
that Sir Edgar had done on that body.
He had always felt that he was not
only a representative of Newfound-
land, he was an Empire man. "Ad-
dressing Sir Edgar, he said he had
learned to know him and to value him,
and wbuld like to express the regret
that all the High Commissioners must
feel at the fact that he was no longer
to be associated with them.

British Fair Play.

Sir Edgar Bowring, in acknow-
ledging the toast, said that during the
four years he hdad occupied the High
Commissionership he had tried to
bring Newfoundland before the Brit-
ish public in a way that had not been
done before, and to present the island
as being a place where people could
live happily, where money icould be
made, and where there were prospects
of great development when it was
better known. His life, he remarked,
had really been a business one, and
official life was rather foreign to his
nature. At the same time, he was very
agreeably surprised, when he came

to Lendon, to find such a hearty wel-

extremely sorry to resign the position,
still there were other things to be
thought of. The fact that the winter
climate in dort di” not really suit
him was another reason for his de-
cision. He was extremely sorry to
leave, and especially to do so at the
present time, because Newfoundland
was just now, he regretted to say, not
doing o well as formerly, Newfound-
land was “uander the harrow”—going
through a very serious time; but he
was hopeful, in spite of that, knowing
her recuperative powers, that in a
few years they would find her back
again where she was a few years ago
—back again to the time before the
war when all was peace and plenty
over there. It was not that the fisher-
eries of Newfoundland had been play-
ed out, because there seemed to be
about the same amount of fish landed
year by- year, but the market price
had dropped to about a third of what
it was before the war, while the cost
was more than what it was: He
thought, however, that that was only
a temporary trouble, and he was
hopeful that, when Newfoundland
was Brought further before the pub-
lic notice, prosperity would come to
them—more perhaps from the ‘mln-
erals and timber products than from
the fisheries and agriculture. There
was unquestionably a very large min-
eralized belt running right across the
country from Green Bay to West St.
George, and he was sure there were
not only immense quantities of cop-
per and iron, but also gold, lead, and
other products. He hoped that before
long it would be brought to the atten-
tion of prospectors, and he thought
that Newfoundland in that way would
be one of the richest countries in the
world.

The Acting High Commissioner.

In concluding, Sir Edgar Bowring
gaid he believed  the Newfoundland
Club had come to stay. He also took
the opportunity of endorsing = what
Lord Morris had sald with regard to
Captain Victor Gordon. It was one of
the luckiest days in his life when the
latter called at the office in Victoria
Street, and applied for #he position of
chief secretary. Since then they had
worked hand in hand, and had never
had an angry word. He had the high-
est admiration for Captain Gordon,
and he wished really and truly that
the Newfoundland Government xcould
see their way to continue him in the
High Commissionership—a declara-
tion which was greeted with- loud
cheers. “No one eould be better, I
know” +Aded Sir Edgar, “and I really
hope that the Newfoundland Govern-
ment 'will be wise enough to hold on
to & man when they have got him. 1
have let them know my views on the
subject, and, if political exigencies
will only permit of it Victor Gordon
is there to stay.”

Mr. B. R. Morris proposed the

Lord Morris, in replying, referred
to the fact that a General Election
was taking place; in Newfoundland
that day, and gave some entertaining
reminiscences of some of his election
expeﬂoncu there.

ed persons, and for this reason ‘they
have obtained a great hold upon the
affection of the coloured population
of these islands. He spoke of the
generosity of these .coloured people
who, although very poor, yet give so
rezularly and systematically that
their contributions reach a consider-
able amount in the aggregate. He
stated that the dark spot upon  the
life of -the Bermudians is the very
low moral tone among certain sec-
tions of the people, as a result of
which there are a great many un-
cared for children of tender years
who are rapidly becoming criminals,
because the Government has no in-
stitution of any kind to deal with
this class. He was glad that in this
case, as in many others, the Army
was able to tackle the problem, and
a movement is mow on foot for the
erection of a reformatory to be under
the supervision of the Salvation
Army officers. The scheme has been
suggested by His Excellency the Gov-
ernor of Bermuda and is backed by
the ‘most influential men of all the
denominations on the island. After
some testimonies and a selection by
the Songsters, the Commandant
preached a very ‘eloguent ' sermon
from Genesis 8.8, which was followed
with close attention by the large con-
greation present. R.

850 SOLPIERS KILLED IN A GORGE

M. Maginot, Minister of War, unveiled
Sunday, June 17th  at St. Michel de
Maurienne, near Modane, on the Italian
frontier, a monument to the 350 French
soldiers who perished in a railway ac-
dent there on December 12, 1917.

The news of this accident has never
been made public in France until now,
the censor having suppressed news of
it at the time. In Britain the barest
reference to it was published.

Five hundred French soldiers of the
forces in Italy entered the leave train
at Modane.. The engine-driver pointed
out that the traim was too heavy for
the sharp decline which the line takes
to St. Michel. He was told to obey like
a soldier. He did.

Soon the train was dashing down
the mountain gorge.

They
fell against the rocky sides of the
gorge and their bodies were strewn
along the way.

The monument will staie that the
350 soldiers met death on the field
of honor.

WEEKLY STEAMERS.

During the summer and autumn &
steamer runs weekly between St.
John’s Newfoundland, and Cape St.1
Charles, Labrador, calling at 36 settle-
ments and towns along the east coast,
and proceeding northward to Cape St.
Charles. - Another steamer runs week-
ly between Bay of Islands, Newfound-
land, and Battle Harbour, Labrador,
160 miles from the gold flelds. A third
steamer, the Reld Newfoundland Com-
pany’s vessel, leaves St. John's every
two weeks, and, calling at various
points along the éast coast, proceedsj
to Nain Labrador.

The steamers on the northern route
begin running as soon as the ice per-
mits, generally late in June, and cease
running when prevented by the ice in
December.

In . general, the climate in Labrador
ranges from cold temperate on the
gsouthern coasts, to Arctic at Hudson
strait and is generally so rigorous that
it is unfit for agriculture north of 51 |
degrees latitude, except on low coun-
try near the coast.

There are two seasons in the inter-
jor. Winter begins early in October
with the freezing of the small lakes,
and lasts until the middle of June,
“When the ice on the rivers and lakes
‘melts and summer comes on very sud-
denly. The lower temperatures of the
interior range from 50 to 60 degrees |
below zero. It is slightly higher on
the coast.

MUST DIG IN FOR WINTER.

come white in winter;
beaver, Norway rats, Labrador deer, |
phenacomys. voles, muskrats, lem-|

ves, otters, skunks, wolverines, mink,
weasel, marten and many other smal-
ler animals. In autumn almost all
the bays abound in ducks and geese,
and there are also ptarmigan, grouse,
both ruffed 'and spruce grouse. Sal-
mon and trout also will be available
as food for the gold seekers.

Labrador Goldfields, Ltd., a/con-
cern that is selling leases on a
royalty basis in the Labrador gold-
fields, claims that even without
further experiment the.goldfields
arc 11 times richer than the Klon-
dike, where $96,000,000 in gold was
washed out of the streams.

1 ddiscovery is a means of add-
ing t 'he power of vaccines which
are inj..‘ed into the body to cure
disease ¢ to protect agaimst it. In
a vaccine ‘or a disease dead bacilli
of that pu ‘icular disease are con-
tained. The effect of these dead
bacilli is to give the beneficent cells
of the blood an appetite for the liv-
ing bacilli of the disease, when the
good cells eat them up or otherwise
destroy them.

It has been found, however, that
some bacilli- are coated with fat,
which protects them and renders
them unassailable by the beneficent
cells. Among these, bacilli are those
of tuberculosis. Dr. -Breyer's great
step in advance is that he has de-
vised a way of removing the fat by
chemical treatment, thus giving
hope of a tuberculosis vaccine which
will do its work properly and restore
health.

Patlents Who Have Shown Marked
Improvement.

The application of these principles
to the treatment of a variety of in-
fections in man has been put to the
test in the Inoculation Department
at the London Hospital in collabora-
tion with Dr. Dreyer. Some cases
of pulmonary tuberculosis are ‘also
under treatment' by Dr. Dreyer’s
methods at Brompton Hogpital for
diseases of the chest. =

Evidence is already available that
under this treatment cases of phthisis
it not too acute and advanced, will
become normal in temperature, put
on weight, and improve in health,
and, it is hoped, become arrested and
cured. Cases of surgical tubercu-
losis show manifest
even where there is extensive disease,
Children and adults with glandular
tubercle benefit obviously, their health
improves, and the glands diminish
progréssively in size, and it is anti-
cipated that they will ultimately dis-
appea¥, b ulcerations and lupus
heal up in & manner which may be
describéd as remarkable.

Dr. Dreyer has applied his de-fatting
process to bacteria othér than the tu-
bercle bacillus, with -similarly xood
results. -The degree ‘of lmmnnlty
against anthraxwhich he has been able
to produce in animals is greater than
can be produced with ordinary inoc-
ulations, There is no doubt that the
principle is applicable to all bucurhl
dheuu in man.

Dr. Dreyer’s New Appeintment.

Dr. Dreyer has been appointed a
member of the Medical Research
Council to fill the vacancy caused by
the resignation of Major-Gemeral Sir
william Leishman, who has become
Director-General of the Army Medi-
cal Services.

DR. DREYER’S LECTURE.
Stripping Germs of Their Defence.

As a general rule, Dr.' Dreyer ex-
plained, when bacteria (or many
other organic structures) are -in-
oculated under the skin of a rabbit
this animal will develop in itself a
power to destroy them whch was
previously lacking.

The immunity may be produced by
the inoculation of dead bacteria as
well as of living bacteria, and in man
the former method is always used
owitig to the danger of producing
serious illness with living bacteria.
This method of immunising may be
applied to a healthy person to pre-
vent disease or to a diseased person
to cure it.

The exact manner in which im-
munised persons are eanbled to des-
troy bacteria is not really known. In
some cases the microbes are dissolv-
ed and disappear from the blood,
while in others they are eaten up and
destroyed by phagocytic cells in the
blood.

This latter method of advance
against disease by phagocytosis, said
Dr. Dreyer, constitutes the well-
known “opsonic” theory, in which -the
blood produces “opsonin,’ ‘a sub-
stance which acts as a *“sauce” to
the microbes and makes them more
palatable to the blood cells or
phagocytes which are ready to con-
sume them.

In order to be successful, continu-
ed Dr. Dreyer, the microbes which
are inoculated must be digestible by
the tissues of the patient. Jf they
are so tough that they remain under
the skin like grains of sand, they do
not cause the production of anti-
bodies in the blood of the patient.

Captain Douglas showed in 1921
that the indigestibility of some mic-

which surrounded them and prevent-
ed the juices of the body from get-
ting at them. This coating of fat

which in’ the course of evolution the
bacteria ‘have developed so as to
enable them to live on their host
without being - themselves destroyed
by their host. Captain Douglas found
that if he dissolved away the fat these
microbes wouldbe easily digested, and
if such “defatted” microbes were in-
jected into an animal they gave rise
to. & better production of antibody.
Unfortunately, Captain Douglas found
‘that in most bacteria the 'fat was
stuck 80 hard into- the microbe that
he could not dissolve it off, and so he
was ‘not able to apply his new idea
to the treatment of disease.

A New Victory in
the Microbe War.

(Daily Mail, June 15.)

"%All. things shall man - overcome
save emly Death,” said the old poet;
:land the discoveries which Professor
Dreyer announced yesterday in his
lecture at St. Mary's Hospital sug-
gest that in the war with the disease-
bearing microbe man may be nearing
one of his greatest triumphs.

Jenner, with This innoculation
against small-pox, led the way in the
protection of the body by vaccines;
and since his day many new applica-

tions have been given to that treat-|®

ment. Its method of working is not
entirely certain; but then we cannot
follow exactly what happens among
the fifty or so trillion cells (a tril-
lion is a number inconceivably great,
represented by 1 with eighteen
noughts after it) in the human body
when disease bacilli intrude. It is
thought that there are policemen
cells, or phagocytes, which fall ac-
tively to- work, killing the bacilll.
According as this obscure battle be-
tween things infinitely minute pro-
ceeds, so is the patient’s fate. If the
phagocytes win, he lives; if they are
beaten, he dies.

The value of inoculation 1lies in
this, that it is believed to be a way of
reinforcing the phagocytes. A diet
of dead disease bacilli gives them an
appetite for the living disease ba-
cilll, But there are certain diseases,
among them tuberculosis, where, so
far, vaccine treatment has beem un-

was puzzling until, two years ago,
Captain Douglas discovered that some
bacilli—and the tubercie . bacilli
among them-—are coated with fat
which acted as a protective against
the attacks of the beneficent cells.
The problem became one of getting
rid of the fat, and it is this problem
which Professor Dreyer believes that
he has solved, by treating the ba-
cillus with the well-known insecticide
formalin. This dissolves the fat and
thus deprives the bacilli of their ar-
mour.
