Macdonald as prime minister is a 
striking testimonial to the public’s 
infinite capacity for changing its 
mind. No man in Britain was more 
disliked by his countrymen than was 
Mr. Macdonald in the heated, emo­
tional years of the War. From start 
to finish he was against the conflict, 
and he never compromised with his 
principles.

Nor was Mr. Macdonald satisfied 
with passive resistance. With all 
the fire that is in him he violently 
and actively opposed the war. In 
consequence he lost his political 
position and was even expelled from 
his golf club.

The longer the war went on the 
more bitter and active was Mr. Ma<v 
donald’s opposition to it. At the 
beginning he found the majority of 
labor members against him, so he 
resigned the chairmanship of the 
party. When Labor later joined the 
Lloyd George coalition, he held 
aloof. In 1917 he tried to go to 
Russia, but members of the National 
Seamen's and Firemen’s Union re­
fused to man the ship should he 
come aboard. A few months later 
he planned to attend a conference

A TRAGIC STORE OF JOACHIM 
MURAT.

The life of Joachim Murat, Napo­
leon’s brother-in-law and favorite 
lieutenant, is"-one of the most aàiaz- 
ing stories in history. Murat, son of 
an inn keeper of Cahors, on the Gas­
con border, was a typical Southern 
Frenchman, hot-headed, vain, cour­
ageous, and volatile. Physically 
brave, he was a moral coward, unable 
to meet a crisis. At times he was al­
most a figure of fun, but he never 
failed to redeem his absurdities by 
sudden unexpected acts of supreme 
courage, which entirely disarmed his 
critics.

Joining the army of Louis XVI. as 
k private in 1787, his devotion to duty 
6oon won him promotion, and the ad- 
kent of the Revolution found him with 
^he rank of quartermaster-sergeant. 
^Ie helped to organize the National 
jGuards of 1792, ahd for his service 
•was given commissioned rank as a 
kub-lteutenant of the 12th Chasseurs

Cheval in October ot that year.
‘ The Innkeeper's Son As Prince.

Murat, with his Gascon audacity and 
his infectious swagger, soon found 
his way on to the staff of Bonaparte, 
and in a very short time was made a 
general. He was a magnificent horse­
man, and as a cavalry leader has nev­
er been equalled. After serving in 
Egypt, where he was badly wounded. 
General Murat decided to cement his 
alliance with the First Consul by mar­
rying his younger sister, Caroline, 
who was already been courted by 
Lannes, another of Bonaparte’s fav­
orite generals. The dashing cavalry 
leader soon ousted his rival, gained 
the lady, and was made Marshal of 
France. y

After commanding the troops In 
Italy, he returned to Paris as military 
governor, with the further honor of 
Grand Admiral of France, a post that 
employed nothing nautical, but car­
ried with it an enormous income. Mr. 
Hilliard Atterldge, in his biography 
of Murat, states that his revenue at 
this time amounted to the sum of 670,- 
000 francs a year

Caroline did not hesitate to make

PREMIER GARMENT C PANYsoon fora principality for his de­
corative brother-in-law, and in 1806 
Murat Amnd himself Grand Duke of 
Cleves and Berg.

He soon tired of the duties of ruler 
of a small dukedom, and, leaving the 
conduct of bis affairs in the hijhds of 
a faithful friend, whom he created 
Count of Mosbourg, he returned to 
Paris, to seek new glory and another 
throne.

The Emperor was fighting In Eas­
tern Europe, and Murat decided that 

| the ancient kingdom ot Poland should 
be restored, with himself as its sov­
ereign. He adopted a uniform ot his 
own invention, consisting of a Polish 
mantle, stiff with gold embroidery, 
yellow trousers with golden seams, 

j boots of bright yellow leather, and a 
hat trimmed with white feathers and 
surmounted by a large plume of four 
ostrich feathers, in the middle of 
which rose a heron’s aigrette. This 
costume made him the laughing stock 
ot the army, but the Emperor, him­
self the, simplest of men in dress, did 
not reprimand his "lieutenant, though 
in private he joked about him.

Murat had a great success in War­
saw, but his projects soon had to be 
abandoned, owing to trouble in an­
other part of Europe, and he found 
himself faced with the difficult task 
of suppressing a revolution in Spain.

A King At last.
Murat fully expected to receive the 

Spanish throne, rendered vacant by 
the forced abdication ot Charles IV., 
but his unpopularity with the inhab­
itants of the country-was too great, 
and be was sent to Naples to replace 
the Emperor’s brother, Joseph, who 
was transferred to Spain, to a throne 
which he never really occupied.

Murat and Caroline were well re­
ceived by their new subjects, and 
there is no doubt that if they had been 
left to themselves they would have 
made a success ot this adventure. 
Murat resented the Emeperor’s inter­
ference, and, realizing that the emr 
pire was already tottering, sought tor 
consolidate his position by intriguing 
with the enemies of France.

During the disastrous retreat from 
Moscow Napoleon was forced to leave 
the army, owing to dissentlon at home 
and handed the command over to Mu­
rat. The moral courage of the king 
of Naples failed him, and, amid the 
sneers of Ney and other gallant sol­
diers, still- devoted to the Emperor,

Rosalind Meeting With 
Boisterous Weather

SHIP 12 MILES OFF CAPE SPEAR.

Capt. James S. S. Rosalind wire­
lessed Messrs. Harvey & Co., via 
Cape Race 8 o’clock this morning, 
stating the ship was then 12 miles to 
the south of Cape Spear In a heavy 
sea.

You can­
not get a clear stream from foul 
source. We need a practical appli­
cation of the mandate “Physician, 
heal thyself."

Just before ,and during the last, 
election, every voter of, average in­
telligence knew what wgs going on-- 
we condemned the late administrai 
tion, lock, stock and. barrel ; and in 
spite of this, (or because of this) we

first to besmirch their record with 
our unclean hands. They did not 
think that WE should be the ones to 
trail THE FLAG tor which THEY had 
died, through the muck and mire ot 
political corruption.
“All this is shared by those who fell; 
This is the land they loved so well. 
Aye, tho’ they died on distant shores. 
They died for this; It Is doubly vours."

WHEN SHOT GO TO $6^00 BIDDER.

“Hr. Douglas” Purchaser of Blood. 
Stained Garments at Public 

Auction.
Philadelphia, Feb. 20.—The clothee 

worn by Abraham Lincoln when he 
was assassinated In Ford's Theatre^ 
Washington, by John Wilkes Booth, 
yesterday were sold at public auction 
here‘tor $8,560. They consisted of an 
old black suit, the collar stained with 
blood of the martyred President, the

wrinkled trousers, a badly torn over­
coat and a faded silk stock.

Bidding opened at $500 and rose 
rapidly to the sale price, when the lot 
was knocked down to a bidder who 
gave bis name as “Mr. Douglas. '

The back and arms of the overcoat 
had been clipped by souvenir hunters, 
but the dark lining, with the figures 
of two American eagles and the mot­
to, “One Country, One Destiny,” was 
intact.

The garments were originally pre­
sented by Mrs. Lincoln to Alphonso 
Donn, a White fiouse doorkeeper of 
whom the President had been fond, 
and who had been his constant com­
panion during his years in Washing-

• ton. Mr. Donn had pleaded for them 
as a memento of hts great friend. A 
letter from Mrs. Lincoln to Donn re­
garding the gift was sold with the 
clothes.

Other historic fellcs disposed of at 
the auction included a pincushion 
presented to George Washington at 
the age of six, which brought $75.

Autographed volumes of Woodrow 
Wilson’s writings brought $27 to $62.

The Wrong Side
of the Church

RUSTIC FAITH IN CHURCHYARD i 
GHOSTS.

Now It is the time of night
That the graves, all gaping wide, 

Ev’ry one lets forth hip sprite
In the church-way path to glide.
That rural worthy, the sexton, Is 

full of quaint churchyard lore, as ' 
that the ghost of the late person last 
burled acts as porter until relieved 
by a new-comer. He will explain why ! 
burial on "the wrong side of the ; 
church”—the north side—is repellent j 
to countryfolk—they hold that It 
should be reserved tor such unfor­
tunates as suicides, considered unfit 
to lie underground with good people.

White, of Selborne, noted: “We all 
wish to be burled on the south side, 
which is become such a mass of màr: 
tality that no person can be interred 
without disturbing or displacing the 
bones of hie ancestors."

The idea may go back to the old 
custom of praying for the dead. The 
living liked to pass the graves of 
their friends on entering a church by 
the south door, so that they should *e 
minded to utter a prayer, or at least 
the passing tribute of a sigh.

What the Ancients "Believed.
Ovid and Virgil each tell how the 

ancients believed in spirits which 
came out of sepulchres. It was to re­
move such superstition that church­
yards were need for burials. In bÿ- 
gone days they were used also tor 
festivals and dancing under the yew- 
trees. It Is recorded of a seventeenth- 
century Archdeacon of Suffolk that he 
always put this question, to country 
Incumbents: “Have any playes feasts, 
banquets, suppers, church-ales, drink­
ings, temporal courts or leets, lay 
juries, musters, exercise of dauncing, 
stoôle-ball, foot-hall, or the like been 
suffered In your church or church­
yard?" Young men would play fives 
against the church wall, but always 
against that on "the wrong side of the 
church."

Shakespearean References.
It was, and Is, considered dishon­

ourable for a grave to lie from north 
to south. The idea is mentioned in 
“CymbeHne”; "Nay, Cadwal, we must 
lay his head to the east; my father 
has a reason for’t” In "Hamlet, too, 
the saying, 'Make her grave straight,” 
was taken by Dr. Johnson to signify, 
not Immediately, but in a line parallel 
to the church.

Formerly graves were more com­
monly planted with flowers than to­
day, as the old sexton will tell. Pepys 
mentioned a country churchyard of 
the year 1662, where the graves 
“were accustomed to be all sowed 
with sage.” The Welsh, through cen­
turies, felt a bitter prejudice against 
spinsters and bachelors, an# In the 
old days sometimes carried this so 
far as to plant their graves with me, 
thistles, nettles, henbane, and such 
noxious weeds.

What Babies Swallow
Peanut candy, watermelon seeds, 

safety-pins, small toys, buttons, and 
pins, small toys, buttons and pins, as 
well as tacks, are classed as baby- 
killers by Dr. Chevalier Jackson of 
the University of Pennsylvania, who 
removed a carpet tack from the lung 
of eight-months-old Cletus Moore, a 
baby who raced with life from St. 
Louis to Dr. Jackson's operating 
room. “Safety pins have killed more 
babies than firearms," said Dr. Jack- 
son In an article contributed to Hygeia 
(Chicago.) "Peanut candy is often 
fatal to babies. A string of beads is a 
dangerous plaything for children."

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Stock Market News TO-DA Y.MAJESTICDespite the largest unit sales in its 
history, gross profits on sales before 
depreciation declined 24% to $9,599,- 
804, compared wjth 1922. Operating ex­
penses increased. $1,492,221 to $8,797,- 
397 leaving net profit from operations 
$762,407, against $6,226,203 in 1922. 
Other income added $346,130. After al­
lowing for depreciation charges of $1,- 
603,821, interest charges of $770,000 
on 8% notes and dividends totaling 
$602,276 on the preferred stocks, a de­
ficit of $1,768,660 was shown, against 
surplus of $2,526,250 in 1922.

Stringent sinking fund provision of 
indenture covering 8% bonds calling 
for retirement of $1,000,000 par value 
annually at 110 obviously proved a 
millstone to Kelly, in the first year of 
operation. Retirement of these bonds 
plus preferred dividends about equal­
ed the deficit for the year. In addition 
to purchase of the bonds, the company 
during the year decreased 'outstand­
ing preferred $267,000.

A feature of the balance sheet was 
the reappearance of notes payable to 
banks, $3,435,600, the first since 1920, 
when a like item of $8,185,000 
shown.

Original equipment contracts enter­
ed into in November and preparations 
for output early in 1924 necessitated 
an increase of about $1,200,000 in in­
ventories to $9,297,351. However, the 
management has endeavored to effect 
greater economy of operation, and in­
ventories of both raw materials and 
finished goods will be kept at levels 
consistent with manufacturing and 
selling requirements.

Officials are optimistic on the out­
look for 1924, and while they do not 
look for immediate reversal of con­
ditions in the tire industry, .they be­
lieve the worst is over.
