lace migration and emigration at the

ofal of the laborers, or the aiterna.
tive of (Ix*]wéugilzg upon their own re-
gources.”

In this extremity squade of laborers
were sent through the country to
collect what money they could get
from sympathizers, but this plan—
whbich was in reality nothing but beg.
ging—also failed; and bankrupt in
means, disheartened by their failure,
and unable longer to get any assist.
ance, and the organization has falien

to pieces.

It is now about two years since M.
Arch and his colleagues first entered
on their noble work of endeavoring
1o amehorate the condition. ot the
English agricultural laborer. Their
cause was- good, their claims were
founded on right and justice, but
ey faled nevertheless from the

act that the supply of labor exceeds
the demand, and until this supply is
reduced, we cannot expect to see
much change in the position of the
laborer. The farmers, however, are
not disposed to revenge themselves,
now that they have obtained the vic-
tory. Most of the laborers will be
taken back on condition that they
auit the Union, and the probavility
is that hénceforth their wages will
be somewhat better than before. the
strike.

The collapse of the Union puts an
end to the continuance of anything
like organized emigrationon the part
of these laborers to Canada, But
what has been already done will bave
good results. The idea of emigrar
tion having once entered their minds
has forever done away with that sto-
lid stay at-home feeling which had a
powerful influence over the minds of
the great majority of the laborers.
They have heard of other lands where
wages are good, food better and more
r'entiful, and where the prospect is
in every way more cheering.
hopes for the future have thereby
heen raised. JBesides, the reports of
those laborers who have already come
to Canaaa will by and bye reach the
quiet houses ot the:e tillers of the
soil, and their success in their new
Lome will awaken a desire to emi-
grate also and share in the prosperity
they have secured. In this way,good
will be done, and ere long a steady
stream ol emigration may flow from
the agricultural districts in England,
which- while lightening the labor
me: ket there will be no less beneficial
to Canada.
