The Holy See has its reasons for evad- 
*ng- Bv anathemas, excommunica­
tions, and encyclical letters, it had 
interdicted itself beforehand from any 
accord with Italy, and will not 
reverse its previous decision. As to 
reforms, we have ourselvs often re­
marked that it cannot give to its sub­
jects rights and guarantees without 
impairing that doctrine of infallibility, 
which, by confusion of powers, it has 
transplanted into its temporal adminis­
tration, It cannot give liberties to 
its subjects without establishing with 
its own hands some separation bei 
tween those two powers, the confounding 
of which is the very essence of its Gov­
ernment. But whether the nature of 
things or the horror of progress condemns 
it not to grant anything, the result is the 
same ; and the Romans can now obtain 
reforms only by force. In France, daring 
a solemn discussion, the Minister of State 
said, “The cause of the evil arises from 
the condition of the Roman populations 
aud the voices of the Government which 
has embittered or provoked them.” How 
can anend be put to the caüse of the 
evil ? Is it waiting patiently until it shall 
suit the Holy See to suppress them ? 
The Romans have waited and now all 
illusion is at an end. The truth most be 
told ; the Holy See. by its immobility, 
necessary or not, raises the Revolution­
ary question, and in that cause there is 
danger of permanent conflict. It is true 
that an illustrions French Bishop is 
spoken of as the future successor of Pius 
I A. By abandoning the banks of the 
Loire for those of the Tiber, he would be 
changing the mitrA for the tiara. Sup­
posing that this rumor, added to so many 
others, had some foundation, we cannot 
say whether the expeetation of so. extra­
ordinary a« event will fenew the lease of 
patience of -the Romans. :

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The Municipal Election.—The election

They are captains in the Im­
perial Navy and rank as generals. 
Capt. Koskul is instructed to watch the 
interests of the Russian Fur Company at 
Alaska.

The mercantile marine comprised in 
1865, 6,575 vessels of 943,533 tons, of 
tho value of 32,844,069 ; a marine ex. 
oeeded by only three States—the 
United Kingdom, the United States, 
and France. The imports amounted 
ast year to $75,270,566 ; the exports 
to $71,951,699’ The public debt o 
the Confederation amounts to 77,500- 
000. The ordinary revenue in 1865 
was $13,023,169 ; the ordinary expen­
diture $14,173,071. If the Confedera­
tion should eventually include New­
found, Prince Edward Island, the 
Hudson Bay and North-West terri­
tories and Britsih Columbia, the total 
area will amount to 3,369,300 square 
miles, and will exceed the whole ter­
ritory of the United States.

Editor Colonist It is some time since 
you have had any news from Comox, but this 
settlement is still progressing and increasing 
in wealth and importance. The harvest is 
now finished, and tbe crops have never been 
so heavy, or got in in each fine condition. 
Potatoes and turnips, owing to the frequeot 
sumrner showers, promise-a particularly 
abundaot yield, and the live stock are in­
creasing rapidly, although considerable num* 
ber of swine have been devoured by bears 
and panthers.

ed, with all the produce of the settlement, 
salmon, grouse, ducks, pork, hams, haunches 
of venison and sirloins of elk, followed by a 
delicious dessert of plums and other fruit 
horn Mr Rogers orchard, made a feast, 
which together with abundance of liquors of 
all descriptions, from Clicquot to Booster, 
would have been no disgrace to an old Eog. 
lish “harvest borne” considering that it was 
a bachelors party, it passed off very pleas­
antly ; but there was no getting up a dance, 
owing to the absence of crinoline.

The Overland Stage Robbed.—The 

Virginia Enterprise of September 7th 
gives the following particulars of a late 
robbery of the Overland stage in 
Nevada :

The Overland stage which left here 
yesterday for Austin, was stopped and 
robbed in the afternoon at Desert Wells 
Station, 16 miles from this city, by three 
men, wearing masks and armed with 
double barreled shotguns. It appears, 
from the best account we are able to 
obtain, that the three robbers came to the 
station about half past 1 o’clock, and 
leveling their guns on the cook and host­
ler, the only persons about the place, com­
pelled them to submit to have their hands 
and feet tied. After tying the two-yonng 
men, who were in the barn when captured 
they stowed them away in a granary for 
safe keeping, and then placed themselves 
on tbe lookout for the stage. About 2 
o’clock the stage drove up to the barn 
and stopped, when the leader of the rob­
bers stepped ont, and leveling his gun on 
the driver, Baldy Green, told him to get 
down from bis seat, 
down the leader tied him hand and foot, 
while his partners kept their guns upon 
the passengers, eight in number, within 
the coach. Having secured Baldy, the 
passengers were requested to come out 
one at the time ; and in turn were all 
securely tied with cords taken from bales 
of hay. They then proceeded to go 
through the passengers for their valuables 
and getting ont the treasnre-box—a 
wooden affair—and split it open with an 
ax. What they may have obtained from the 
passengers is unknown ; but they were 
doubtless sadly disappointed when they 
got the treasure box open, for it contain­
ed no money at all.

New Zealand.
From Auckland we have dates to the 22d 

August. The Herald supplies us with the 
following Items :

On the 5th July intelligence was received 
in Auckland of the murder by the Hauhaus 
of Bennet White, end the native mailman 
Popeta. This deed took place on the beach 
road between Opotiki and Wbatakane, and 
at a distance of six miles from the military 
settlement of Opotiki. The usual barbarous 
mutilations of the bodies bad taken place— 
the heads being cut ofi, though, in this case, 
not taken away. Almost immediately after­
wards the bodies of the two missing men, 
Beggs and More, were found at Opotiki.. It 
will be remembered that a party of four 
military settlers at Opotiki were between two 
and three months since surprised in their hut 
by tbe natives—Hauhaus, it is said, but that 
remains to be proved—and that two had 
escaped, but two had never since been heard 
of. Their bodies have now been found in a 
gully about 400 yards, from tbe but, which 
had been rifled and burned by the natives.

Alarming rumors were current in Auck­
land, August 1st, that all Europeans living 
on native land beyond the confiscation boun­
dary land would be driven in by the natives

It is certain that the native mind outside 
the boundary is in a very unsettled state. 
It is asserted that all Europeans settled upon 
native land will be warned oft such lands, 
and be compelled to retire within the boun­
daries.

This movement, it Is said, has taken place 
on the part of the Hauhans, aotiog without 
the sanction of the king, but as yet wholly 
unrestrained by him.

The Decay of American Shipping.

The decay of American shipbuilding 
during the last few years has created 
in the public mind a feeling of oppo­
sition to the Japanese policy which 
excludes vessels built in a foreign 
country from engaging in the coasting 
trade of the United States. Several 
admirable letters and articles have 
lately appeared in Eastern exchanges 
on the subject. A writer in the New 
York Journal of Commerce asserts that 
after thirty years experience he is 
convinced that his “ Government can 
in no way benefit him more than by 
passing a Free Navigation Law." 
He complains that British Colonial 
vessels command within a fraction as 
high rate of freight as the most expen­
sive American ships. He points out 
that as the law stands Americans are 
prohibited from the use of foreign- 
built ships, and asks what would be 
thought if the Government should pro­
hibit the use of any article of com­
merce, like linen, cloth or iron ? An­
other writer in the same paper says 
that being in want of a small vessel 
he sent the drawings and spécifications 
to a friend on the Canadian aide and 
received an offer from a respectable 
shipbuilder to build her at a certain 
price. ' He then submitted the pljxhs 
to a first-class New York shipbuilder, 
and after due consideration he made 
his price, which, reduce^ to geld, 
turned out to be exactly double of 
what was asked for the same work by 
the Canadian builder. An editorial 
in Harper's Weekly says that to re­
cover their “lost position on the high 
seas the Americans must throw off 
the shackles that tie them to inac­
tivity by the abolishment of the 
“navigation laws.” The shipyards 
ip New York and its neighborhood in 
1850 built and set a float 70,000 tons 
of merchant shipping, while last year 
excepting three steamers for the 
Pacifie mail service built under a 
Government subsidy, they turned out 
scarcely 3000 tons. The Weatervelts, 
a well known ship-building firm in 
New York, wbo in 1850 built 13,000 
tons, during the last 18 months have 
turned out a single vessel of 340 tons. 
The last large freighting vessel built 
in New York was launched three 
years ago, and no steamer to cross 
the Atlantic has been built since the 
Arago was launched for the Havre 
line many years ago. The story of 
New York iff the story of the entire 
country. The shipyards are silent, 
and the shipbuilders are seeking other 
occupations, and the American carry­
ing trade, though constantly increas­
ing, is mainly done under foreign 
flags. A well known New York ship* 
builder has sent to the New York 
Times his opinion of the causes of the 
decline of this trade. He says the 
last civil war inflated the currency, 
increased wages, and made the prices 
of shipbuilding materials most exorbit­
ant, and all this was increased by 
a heavy inland revenue, and an “ un­
bearable” tariff. To this was added 
the utter disorganization of the South, 
financially and commercially, and the 
refusal of Congress to lighten the 
burdens in any way. “These causes," 
he continues, “ have reduced the 
American shipbuilding and freight- 
carrying interests from a twelve 
months' balance sheet of tens of miL 
lions to an annual figure of almost 
zero." Mechanics who five years ago 
got $2 25 a day now ask 84 50 ; labor­
ers who were then anxious to get $2 
a day now refuse to labour for less 
40 cents an hour, The officers and 
sailors, after the vessel is afloat, have 
to be paid nearly double to sail the 
ship that foreigners are paid. An 
American pay roll is at the lowest 70 
per cent, higher than that of an Eng­
lish or French ship. To remedy these 
misfortunes, he adds, Congress mast 
remove the taxes on shipbuilding 
materials. They must all be on the 
free list if the American shipbuilding 
interests are to be reconstructed, and, 
he concludes, “ even with all our ne­
cessary materials free of duty, it 
would be many a long and weary 

ear belore we can stand so near the 
ead of the line as in the proud times 

of half a dozen years ago.”

The Strathdon, 
from London, wanted a pilot and Pilot 
Robinson went off to board her in his whale 
boat with four hands. A heavy gale was 
blowing from the S E, and on getting clear 
of the land, the boat was at onee capsized 
by a heavy sea. Mr Robert Green, brother 
of the champion soulier, pulled to his assist­
ance and got the five men into his own boat, 
when a sea broke over and upset bis boat.

Pilots 
Robinson and Reeder and five of their crews 
were drowned. Mr Green bravely de­
clined to deprive another man of a chance 
of going in Jenkins’ boat offering rather to 
stick to the wreck of his own until the life­
boat arrived, but ere the latter oonld reach 
him the heroic fellow was driven towards tbe 
towering cliffs of North Head, and as the 
boat, bottom up, reached the breakers he was 
seen standing orr her keel waiving his boat 
flag. An instant more the-man had disap­
peared and fragments of timber which once 
formed a boat, were crushing to splinters 
against the rocks, None of the bodies have 
yet been found.

The Sir John Lawrence sailed for London 
August 1st, from Sydney with the most 
valuable cargo ever shipped thence in a sail­
ing vessel, including 62,000 ounces of gold 
valued at a quarter of a million sterling, 
1,746 bales wool, 250 bates of cotton, 600 
tons ol wheat and other produce.

The Perils of Surgery.—A letter 
from Kehl, in the Courrier du Bas Rhin, 
mentions the death, a few days back, at 
Heidelberg, of a surgeon named Weber 
and two of his assistants,under very pain­
ful circumstances.

Water Supply.
There have lately appeared in onr 

columns several letters grappling with a 
question that most, sooner or later, be 
dealt with in practice: that of the necessity 

>of an increased water supply for Victoria. 
One of these, written by a civil 
engineer of reputation, although our 
mind has some little difficulty of at 
once grasping tbe practicability of 
his bold conceptions, is at least 
worthy of consideration on account of thé 
experience and status of the writer. 
But in whatever way the engineering dif­
ficulties are to hé met, there is no doubt 
ihat an argent want exists for an ample 
and pure supply of water ; and that con­
sidering the physical geography of the sur­
rounding country and .the nnmerous chain 
of lakes in the immediate vicinity of the 
town, the problem is not a. difficult one to 
solve. As regards both drainage and 
water supply, the two most important 
elements of a good sanitary condition, the 
town of Victoria is sadly deficient. 
There is no main drainage, and a consid­
erable portion oi the water supply is trom 
wells into which, owing to inefficient 
drains and cesspools, all sort of organic 
impurities of the most loathsome kind find 
their way. Such causes and influences 
have a most deleterious effect on the 
health of a community, and although not 
always apparent to ordinary observers, 
yet often work considerable though 
nnexpected evil ? As in -towns 
situated much under the same con­
dition as this, where accumulations of 
decomposition have been going on for

A Horrible Breakfast.—The break­
fast eaten by between 400 and 50O people 
of Wurzburg, in Bavaria, Jnly 5th, will 
long be painfully remembered. In Ger- 
man cities tbe bread the people consume 
is rarely made at home, but is bought at 
the baker’s shops. Of late years a par­
ticular kind of bread has come very much 
in vogue for breakfast It is made in the 
form of rolls shaped like little horns, of 
about three ounces weight. Most of 
those who in Wurzborg, on the morning 
in question, ate that kind of bread, had 
been provided from a certain baker’s shop 
near the cathedral. After eating they 
suddenly became sick. They felt a burn­
ing in the stomach, vomited, and fell off 
their chairs in a complete state of prostra­
tion. This calamity being known, the 
baker’s shop was closed, and his custom­
ers in and out of town immediately 
warned not to use his articles. An ex­
amination showed that all of the so-called 
“horns,” and some other kinds of black 
bread had been poisoned with arsenic. 
Not a vestige of the poison was discovered 
in the raw material at tbe shops ; flour, 
milk, salt and water were all perfectly free 
from any corrupting substance ; yet in 
some of the “horns’’ upwards of four 
grains of arsenic were found. It Vras evi­
dent that the poison had been mixed with 
tbe dough, and not with the original 
material
terror-stricken, of course. From two to 
three pounds of arsenic had been em­
ployed, but no clue to the perpetrator 
could be obtained, according to our latest 
advices, and it seems the Bavarian 
authorities, who at once took the mutter 
in hand, rather despair of finding him oat. 
Luckily, not one had died among the 
whole number poisoned.

by the parties, and was to abide by the 
judgment of the court thereon. The material 
facts proved are as follows : It was contend-» 
ed on behalf of the (plaintiffs that as free 
miners they were entitled to enter and locate 
the land under the powers, contained in the 
Mining Act as vacant and abandoned land, 
and that they legally effected this by the 
entry and record of the claim on'the 8th day 
of October, 1866. But presuming the steps 
taken by the plaintiffs formed a sufficient 
compliance with the Mining Act, which is 
open to doubt, I am of opinion that the land, 
the subject of location, was neither vacant 
nor abandoned, nor was it the land of the 
Crown, but was expressly granted by the 
Crown to the defendants. I think there was 
no abandonment nor intention of abandon­
ing the ground on the part of the defendants, 

indeed could there legally be so by such 
means and under such circumstances. It 
was contended that the record of the claim 
on the 8th of October operated as a redtrn 
by. the Crown t* the defendants, and that the 
defendants taking no steps to defeat it work­
ed a legal surrender; but it seems to me that 
the act of record in the Gold Commifsioner’s 
court is the act of the party and not an act 
of the Crown, and could have no such legal 
operation, nor can any snob construction 
with propriety be put on the conduct of 
defendants. Secondly, it was contended by 
the plaintiffs that the defendants bad forfeited 
their leave by noo-eomplisnce with its con­
dition, and the plaintiffs as free miners were 
entitled to enter and claim the land as for­
feited; but in my judgment the lease had 
only become liable to forfeiture, and had not 
in fact been forfeited, nor covld it be forfeit­
ed in any way but by the means laid down 
in the proviso in that behalf contained in the 
indenture, and these means had not been 
adopted. None but the Crown could enter 
on the terms granted, and the crown took no 
steps whatever to forfeit the lease, but on the 
contrary indicated in the most direct way 
that there never existed any intention to do 
so, by the deed ol 23id March, 1867. That 
deed contains a surrender by the defendants 
at the request of the Crown of a large portion 
of the land previously granted, which is 
consistent with the supposition of those 
lands being at that time vested in the erown 
by forfeiture. Moreover, the Crown could 
cot at any time by law waive the forfeiture 
and the deed of 1867 is in itself a waiver of 
the most distinct character. Again, the as­
sumption by the plaintiffs that the defen­
dants’ lease had become liable to for­
feiture, and they as free miners were en­
titled to enter cannot be supported in law. 
Tne plaintiffs are altogether strangers to the 
lease and could havq no rights under or over 
it the Crown as lessor could alone enter for 
conditions broken, or the Crow» could 
waive the forfeiture at any time, and this it 
did by the new grant, by the release of the 
covenants and by the acceptance of rent. 
Neither of the above can be supported by 
law ; but failing on these grounds the plain­
tiffs still contend that they are entitled to a 
portion of the land in question—12 feet 2 
inches in width—as not having been in­
cluded in the original grant to the defen­
dants. This raises a question of boundary 
and depends upon the value to be placed ou 
the evidence adduced. Witnesses have been 
called upon on both sides, and by consent ot 
the parties Tim asked to decide the question 
of the fact without the intervention of a jury. 
It is not necêssary in this judgment to go 
through the evidence in detail, and I abstain 
for obvious reasons from remarks on the 
value to be placed on the testimony of in­
dividual witnesses. The main struggle has 
turned upon two points, namely—whether a 
post, called “baker’s stick,” was on the east 
boundary of. the defendants’ land, and 
whether it was a stake from which the 
defendants were entitled to measure 50 feet 
on each side, or if the Heron sapling was the 
true centre stake, and the correct date and 
point of measurement, then it was admitted 
and indeed could not be denied that the true 
boundary line was that claimed by the defen 
dants. And that they were with the ex­
ception presently to be mentioned entitled to" 
the whole of the land including the strip of 
12 feet 2 inches in width. After a full and 
careful consideration of the evidence I have 
arrived at the con fiction that the defendants 
are right in their intention, and that the 
Heron sapling or the point where that sap­
ling stood is the true date and point, and 
that that stake was placed there in 1864 as 
the centre stake; bnt then it is contended by 
the plaintiffs that even measuring from this 
stake 50 feet on the east side the defendants’ 
boundary would fall short of the whole 12 
feet 2 inches by some two feet. But to my 
mind this is a refinement for the measure­
ment which neither the circumstances admit 
of nor the facts justify. The defendants 
have always been in possession of this 
ground as part of their grant; the adjoining 
owners claim up to the defendants’ boom 
dary, and have never claimed this, and there 
seems no reasonable ground for supposing 
that a strip of two feet should be left unap­
propriated between two adjoining owners, 
no such piece has been staked out or been 
recorded by the plaintiffs in the Gold Com­
missioner's court, nor can I find that the 
plaintiffs until this trial ever set up such a 
claim I cannot but look upon this claim as 
imaginary and an afterthought. I am of 
opinion that the whole of the land belongs 
to the defendants on the east side up to the 
line of the Black Hawk and"Heron claim, or 
in other words thas the whole 12 feet 2 Inches 
is included in the defendants’ boundary. 
There will be judgment for the defendants 
accordingly, and they will be entitled to an 
order in their favor for the money now in 
court. - •
