He would 
not read the letters, for that was un­
necessary; the jury as men of the world 
and the fathers of families would know 
what they meant. Tha following extract 
however, taken from one of the letters 
would show the defen dant’e disposition 
towards Mias Wark:—

“It is ^wfully lonely ; write me often 
long letter», you have much more to write 
about than I have. And now goodbye, 
with heaps of love and kisses.

Ever your loving 
J. R.”

The learned counsel having handed the 
package of letters to his Lordshi 
plained to the jury the law on seduction 
and submitted that the wrongful act was 
complete. The illness of the girl and 
the loss of service had been fully estab­
lished. The defendant with undue 
effrontery had tried to make out that the 
girl was of immodest and immoral 
character; but if she were immodest the 
defendant himself was the sole cause of 
it. Why did he not come into court like 
an honorable man and admit that he 
could not marry the girl and say he was 
willing to submit to whatever damages 
might be deemed just? The evidence of 
the girl and the defendant showed that 
the latter was jealous of the chastity of 
the former and that he was reluctant to 
tell his mother. Yet the defendant got 
into the box and attempted to make it 
appear that the girl was generally im­
moral and that some other person was the 
cause of her pregnancy. His 
court and that of hie brother, who ap­
peared to gloat over the case, was 
repugnant, for it must have been observed 
that they were laughing and snickering 
when the sadness of the evidence . should 
have impressed the defendant vrith shame. 
He hoped that the jury would not esteem 
the chastity of a girl at a mere money 
price and a very low price at that; but by 
their verdict would show to the world 
their deprecation of this sin, their desire 
to punish the defendant and set^ an 
example to others. The defendant might

would have taken him by the hand and 
eaid you have .dope an honorable thing, 
you have made the amende for your sin 
and saved the girl so far as you could. 
But no; instead of this there was 
effrontery and imputation of immorality. 
The learned counsel hoped the jury 
would give his client swingeing damages, 
such damages as would punish the de­
fendant and be a warning to others of his

His Lordship, before proceeding to dir­
ect the jury, remarked that he had had 
only a very few minutes to peruse the let­
ters, some of which dated as far back as 
1878. But m»ny of them really had no 
important bearing on the case. His lord- 
ship then explained to the jury the differ­
ence between the crime of rape and the 
sin of seduction and remarked that the 
former was accomplished by violence 
whilst the latter was by fraud. In seduc­
tion not only was the body obtained pos­
session of, but the mind was corrupted 
and that corruption had to take place be­
fore the body could be possessed. He 
then explained that the word seduction 
was derived from two latin words, one of 
which was dux, a leader, and in seduction 
it meant a leader into evil and harm, a 
false leader. He made these remarks be-

Mr. 0. Wilson (Davie & Wilson), then 
proceeded to address the jury on behalf 
of the defendant.

After Being Thirteen Days Out.

The steamship Wilmington, Captain 
Blackburn, for the safety of which each 
grave fears have been entertained f<-r the 
past week, sailed up the Straits at eleven n 
o’olook Thursday night and euchored at 
Port Townaend. Two days out from San 
Francisco the gear wheel of the engine 
broke and her machinery stopped. This waa 
off Cape Blanco, and in exceedingly rough 
weather, » strong gale blowing from the 
southeast. The vessel drifted northward, 
and at one time was 320 miles from shore, 
and at another almost opposite Sitka, in 
longitude 131:22 west, and latitude 49:37 
north. For seven days she drifted about 
and covered over 700 mites.

Every available sail had been put on, 
and a favorable wind springing up, the 
steamer waa headed for Victoria, arriving 
in the Straits en Thursday night after 
being ten days under sail. Exceptionally 
heavy weather was met with, the sun not 
being visible for ten days, and consider­
ing that there was ntyassistance rendered 
the vessel, ehe waa very fortunate in get­
ting to port without any farther mishap 
than the breaking of the gear wheel, no 
damage whatever being sustained by the 
cargo. The captain would have Bailed 
her into Victoria but for the slight steer­
age way offered by the sail and the pres­
ence of the rocks near this port.

After peace had been made 
he was employed iu surveying and settl­
ing the Turkish and Russian frontier m 
Asia—a work of no little danger and dif- 
fioulty, owing to the wild tribes of Ar- 
menia and Koordistan. At the time of 
England’s difficulty with China in 1857-8 
Gordon was engaged in the expedition 
against Pekin, and, remaining in the 
country after peace with England was re­
stored, he was induced to enter the ser­
vice of the Chinese emperor. In 1863 he 
waa appointed commander of the “Ever- 
Victorioue Arn>y,” inleading which against

Gordon • waa British 
vice-consul of the Delta of the Danube 
from 1871 till 1873, when he undertook 
an expedition into Africa undeT the 
auspices of the Khedive of Egypt,^ who 
appointed him governor of the provinces 
of the equatorial lakes. Subsequently he 
was created a paaha, and in February, 
1877, the Khedive appointed him gov­
ernor of the whole of Soudan. During 
that year he traveled the whole of his 
province, going rapidly from place to 
place on his dromedary, making friends 
of the people, pacifying hostile tribes, re­
moving unworthy officials, and every­
where winning esteem and love by his 
gentleness and firmness. He afterwards 
brought to an end a tedious war with 
Abyssinia, and was also the chief instru- 

nt in destroying the power of the slave 
trade in Central Africa. In January, 
1880, he retired from the governorship of 
Soudan. He afterwards went to India as 
secretary to Lord Ripon, but resigned 
the position and made a flying vtoit to 
China. In May, 1881, he accepted the 
command of the royal engineers at the 
Mauritius, where his term of office ex­
pired with his attainment of the rank of 
major-general. The government of the 
Cape of Good Hope appointed him to an 
important post in March, 1882, bat he 
resigned it in the following October, in 
consequence of a disagreement with the 
Cape ministry. During his residence in 
England, between the periods of active 
life abroad, General Gordon lived quietly, 
devoting his time and money to philan­
thropic purposes. By many he waa looked 
upon as a visionary enthusiast but those 
■who knew him better were witnesses of 
his own pure life end his goodnee to 
others. Like that other great soldier 
Sir Battle Frere, he was a Christian end

BIRTHS, MARRIAGES AMD DEAtHK

A reporter of 77ie Colonist interviewed 
Mr. Farwell yesterday in reference to the 
report as to a large quantity of goods be­
ing bought at Portland for deposit at 
Farwell City, at the second crossing of the 
Columbia, as soon as the season opens.

“You have had an old acquaintance with 
that locality, Mr. Farwell? ”

“I wintered there a dozen years ago, 
and then conceived the idea that there 
must be a city there if the railway came 
that way. ”

“What is the nature of the site? ”
“It stretches for 2£ miles along the 

east bank of the Columbia opposite Eagle 
Pass, and is above all chance of flooding. 
A great part of the site is, practically, 
already cleared, and the rest is easily 
cleared. The frontage tends to give 
good landing, and the deep water is on 
that side. The whole townsite contains 
1,175 acres, about the size of Victoria. 
It is the easiest place for streets and 
drainage you can imagine. The upper 
and lower ends are gently terraced back 
from the bank; the central portion rises 
to about 40 feet, forming a beautiful low 
upland with a flattish summit.”

“Do you intend to lay it off as a town 
this year? ”

“TJiave already partly surveyed it for 
this purpose, and now am only waiting 
the result of negotiations with the railway 
company as to their requirements. Their 
mountain division station probably will 
be there; the line runs through the land 
and crosses the river by a large bridge.

It is noted that in Glasgow postoffioe, 
where some of the men had resorted to 
spectacles whilst gas was in use, have 
abandoned them under the uso of the 
brighter an’d better light furnished by 
electricity. The British Board of Trade 
has apparently become satisfied that elec­
tric lighting ought to become general. 
Equally important with the effect of arti­
ficial lighting upon the eyes is the effect on 
the general health of those who use it and in 
this regard electricity seems to hold a strong 
position. Electric lights neither heat the air 
nor vitiate it for breathing purposes to 
any extent at all comparable to other 
methods. A scientific table, quoted by 
the Monetary Times, shows that to pro­
duce a given amount of light (equal to 
that of twelve candles) by means of tallow 
candies, twelve feet of oxygen will be 
consumed. Eight and three-quarter 
pounds of poisonous carbonic acid pro­
duced and 933 cubic feet of breathing air 
will be vitiated.

In the case of sperm candles, these 
figures are much reduced, in that of 
paraffine oil or Bensole they are still 
further reduced, and in the case of com 
mon gas, to give light equal to twelve 
sperm candles by gas, the figures stand:

In the absence of details of the cal­
amity the English mind is not diverted 
from its full swiug of fury against Glad-

Many people believe that the ter­
rible stress will either kill or break Glad­
stone, who is particularly apt 
to sicken in a crisis, and stories are 
circulated of the struggle for succession 
that will ensue. The future policy 
Of England in the Soudan was a puzzle 
before to-day. It is a maddening chaos 
now. The only thing certain is that two

Old Anglo-Indians to-night say ■ 
that really the gravest features of the' T 
whole business is the destruction of Brit­
ish prestige in the eyes of the Indians, 
and that nothing short of doubling the 
Indian garrisons and killing El Mahdi at 
any oost will prevent a desperate uprising.

Even without this element the question 
is menacing beyond precedent. It ought 
to be evident by this time that El Mahdi’s 
resources and following have been 
idiotically under-estimated from the start.
This grand stroke on the part of the 
rebels will turn evefy wavering tribe on 
the desert to the side of El Mahdi. The 
wisest soldiers here fear that Gen. Stew­
art’s force and the Royal Irish force on 
the way will both be overborne by sheer 
weight of numbers and massacreed, and 
that even Lord Wolesley may have to 
fight for his life with the turn coat tribes 
in his rear. As for General Earle, the 
previous feeling turns now to conviction 
that only a miracle can save him when 
the news of the fall of Khartoum spreads 
over the country. Besides, there is the 
sinister peril of endangering India. The 
dilemma is a cruel one, and there is small 
wonder that the national voice is lifted 
up against the muddlers and marplots 
who went only to get themselves and 
their country in a fix.

Sir Henry Gordon, brother of “Chi­
nese” Gordon, says he is of opinion that 
El Mahdi’s regulars, who submitted to 
Gordon in December, mutinied and be­
trayed the garrison. Gordon’s greatest 
fault was in placing too great confidence 
in his men. Unless the mutineers mur­
dered him in the first step of their rebel­
lion, he has no fears for the general’s 
safety, which would be simply a matter of 
money. Ten thousand British troops are 
availalbe for service in the Soudan. These 
include eight regiments of the line, thir­
teen batteries of artillery and five compan- auiMwSm 
ies of engineers.

Gen. Wolaeley telegraphs from Korti to 
the war office this afternoon, that a cour­
ier has arrived from the British camp 
near Metemneh, who reports that the re­
bels at Metemneh have become defiant 
since hearing of the fall of Khartoum.
The courier also says that an attack on 
Gubat may be looked for at any moment, 
as the rebels expect reinforcements from 
Khartoum. Lord Wolseley states that 
he will remain quiet pending further or­
ders from the government. Ool. Wort- 
ley, who was in charge of the only one of 
Ool. Wilson’s three steamers which suc­
ceeded in reaching Gubst from Khar­
toum, the two others having been wreck­
ed, has furnished a detailed report of the 
movements of the expedition. This shows 
that the three steamers in command of 
Col. Wilson reached Khartoum pn the 
28th Jan., following the course of the 
White Nile. On reaching Khartoum they 
found it utterly impossible to land troops.
Then follows a description of the firing by 
the rebels and the return of the steamers. 
Continuing, Col. Wortley says: “The 
government house at Khartoum appeared 
to be wrecked. One man was killed and 
five wounded duridg the attack on Ü40 

Col. Wilson’s steamer was 
wrecked four miles above the enemy's po­
sition, below the bottom of the Shu blacks 
cataract.

fell. A messenger from El Mahdi reached 
Ool. Wilson on January 29th. He said 
that Gen. Gordon had adopted El Mahdi’s 
uniform. A courier brought the following 
message from El Mahdi:

“I call upon yoq to surrender. J shall 
not write again. If you do not become 
Mohammedans I will wipe you off the face 
of the earth.”

The statement is confirmed that Faraz 
Pasha treacherously made terms with El 
Mahdi, whereby the latter were enabled to 
capture Khartoum.

London, Feb. 7.—The Telegraph

The river banks above the sixth cataract 
are crowded with Arabs.

Dispatches from Korti to-day indicate a 
serious state of affairs at the British po­
sition near Metemneh. Lord Woleely 
telegraphs the war office that a courier 
just arrived from Gubat reports Col. Bos- 
cower, commander at that place seriously 
ill, and Mahdi’s forces preparing to attack 
the British camp. The Arabs have several 
heavy guns, which arc being gradually 
placed in position to bear on the British 
camp,other field pieces being manceuvered 
for the same purpose. Natives report that 
Mahdi has thirty thousand men scattered 
between Berber, Shendy and Metemneh, 
and the force at the latter place is daily 
receiving reinforcements.

A dispatch from Mcriwa says the Black 
Watch and Staffordshire regiments have 
passed the Btthami Cataract. On their 
way they destroyed the houses of Suelu- 
man Wad Gauez, who perpetrated the 
massacre of Colonel Stewart and party. 
The rebels abandoned Shakvuk Pass, and 
ammunition and grain was found th 
The Cornwall regiment is now passing the 
Cataract.

On his way from Gubat to Khartoum, 
January 26, C"i. Wilson waa told by na­
tives along the Nile that Gordon had been 
fighting hard for fifteen days. On Janu­
ary 27, the natives reported Gordon dead. 
On the return from Khartoum to Gubat, 
several natives reported to Wilson's party 
that Gordon and all the troupe who stood 
by him had been captured by El Mahdi’s

ing the return journey, several Shagijeh 
men came on board Col. Wilson’s boat 
and declared it was the intention of their 
tribe to join the Mahdi. These men, said 
Gordon, Consul Nicoli, fifty Greek and 
some soldiers were pressed to desperation, 
and shut themselves in the Catholic 
church, whither they had removed a quan­
tity of ammunition and provisions. Ad­
vices from Gubat, dated February 1, givo 
a gloomy statement about the condition 
of Stewart’s little army there. Men had 
been placed on three-f) iarter rations ; 
these had been once supplemented with a 
bowl of beans and fresh meat, 
camels had plenty of forage. Shendy, on 
the opposite side bank of the Nile, and 
Metemneh, three miles from Gubat, were 
occasionally shelled by the ste 
Troops are busily employed clearing 
ground in front of the camp, and iu de­
tachment work at adjoining villages. The 
main earthworks erected for the protec­
tion of the camp from the river front has 
already been greatly strengthened. It 
was calculated they would be completed 
that night.

TERRORIZED BY ANARCHISTS.
There is a veritable reign of terror 

in Vienna in consequence of the rigor­
ous measures which the Austrian Gov­
ernment has deemed necessary to adopt 
for the repression of anarchism. H»n 
dreda of political spies have lately been 
added to the regular police force. Most 
of these spies are political adventurers, 
are without a trace of conscience or 
principle, and many are themselves 
familiar with the interiors of prison in 
Austria, France an Germany. They are 
loyal to the Government by which they 
are employed, if they can make more 
money by betraying apolitical offender 
than by blackmailing him. No one is 
safe from their accusations, and peo­
ple have become timorous about diseas­
ing political affaire, even with intimate 
friends. The Government has determin­
ed, if possible, to extirpate anarchism 
from the empire before it has liecome 
more deeply rooted. To this end enorm­
ous sums of money are being spent on 
the secret service and trials and punish­
ments of accused persons are swift and 
severe. An alleged anarchist named 
Thilman was tried yesterday afternoon 
on a charge of circulating pamphlets 
inciting to assassination and tbe des 
truction of public property by dyna­
mite. The trial was conducted with 
closed doors and without a jury. With 
in two hours Thilman was tried, con­
victed of high treason and sentensed to 
penal servitude for six years.

The claim made by Walls, Green, 
Humphreys and Henderson has been very 
carefully and folly deliberated upon by 
your committee, and great difficulty ha* 
been experienced in arriving at a conclu-- 
•ion in respect to it. Your committee 
.find that one Mr. J. M. Spink*, an immi-i 
grant, appears in perfect good faith td 
have purchased from two Indians thé 
land occupied by them for a number of 
years, and in which they appear to have 
ramained in undisputed possession. Th* 
Indian agent, Mr. McTiernan, ap­
pears to have assumed to have au­
thority to sanction and to have ap* 
proved the sale by the Indians, and to 
hav* stated that he would assist offiqUU* 
in maintaining the right of Spinks’ 
grantors against them. Your committee 
further find that since the purchase by 
the present claimants they have fairly 
worked on the land and improved iti.

Mr. Galbraith moved the adjournment of 
the debate, which the premier conceded. 
The squatters' committee report will come 
up for dieeusaion to-day.
