Passing to the eust of the last 400 acres
mentioned, we come to an opeu country
again, and find ourself at the ranch of Mr.
Quinn Falkner, who is at present in
charge of a road gang at the Mission. He
has caused his grain to be harveated and
appears to have agood place and be in
comfortable circumstances. A road \to
the west of -his place, leading south,
brought us tothe valuable ranch of Mr.
Chas. Christian, who has a well cultivated
ranch and’ quite comfortable residence,
where his family reside.

His grain appeared to us of an excellent
yield; and home comfort was visible. Mr.
Ewen Campbell is located a little to the
south; he has a good ranch and is making
many improvements. Here we have an-
other proof of what a young man with
some means, enterprise and industry can
wccomplish in a few years. The neigh-
bors to Lhe east are Messrs. Thos. 'Daily
and Col. Bonnean, both- well fixed and
deserving of increased success.

Returning to the front road and passing
Mr. Falkner’s, we soon reach another
landmark of the valley, Mr. Peter Bedett,
one of the pioneers of the inland country.

The" ' subject before
the Board one of a very
serious nature,, The management of the
finances of the cityis a matter requiring
the most careful attention on the ‘part of
every representative of the rutepayers.
1t is their first and ‘nost importaat duty
to see that every dollar of the taxes is
judiciously expended and honestly ac-
counted for. | They should tolerate no
looseness in the keeping of the civic ac-
counts, and it is incumbent on them fto

" act in such a way that they should not be
so much as suspected. of winking' st any
thing like irregularity on the part of the
officials who are entrusted with the- duty
of collecting and expending the people’s
money.  Thiey should act’in such a way
that the ratepayera would feel certain that
not & cent of the public_money can be,
with their knowledge and: consent, either
wasted or stolen. It was in - accordanee
with this ‘duty ' that the Board caus-
ed a special audit’ of _the city’s|
finances to be made. They appointed
men to do the work whom they ‘consid-
ered honest ‘and capable.. - When these
auditors sent in their report every disin-
terested and intelligent citizen must see
that it was the duty of the aldermen tu
give it immediate and careful considera-
tion. This they should do both as guar-
dians of the interests of the ratepayers
and as friends of the officials. No honest
and efficient official is afraid of the most
searching ' enquiry into the wmanner in
which he performs his duties. This is
particularly the case with those who are
connected with the financial department.
1f rumors had been raised reflecting on
their character and capacity they should
be the very first to demand an  investiga-
tion, and their friends on the Board
should,for their sakes,insist upon that in-
vestigation being thorough and searching,
When the report of the auditors was sent
in ‘one: would maturally suppose tha!
friends of “the officials, conscious of their
innocence, would be the first to propose
that it be received and read.  Knowing
that there was nothing fo hide they would

welcome the result of the audit with
pleasure. = Feeling satisfied that the best
way to allay suspicion and to silence ru-
mors prejudicial to the character of the
officials would be to give the greatest pos-
sible publicity to the findings of the aud-
itors they would be eager to have thereport
placed before the board with the least
possible delay.© When ‘it was known
therefore that the audltors had completed
their work and had sent in their report
it was expected that not a moment would
be loat in placing it before the board and
in taking action upon it. When it was
not laid before that body at the first meet-
ing after it had been placed iw the hands
of the chairman of the finance committee,
people were surprised and wondered at
the cause of the delay.. Thatsurprise and
wonder were increased when ‘it was seen
that the mayor evinced an unaccountable
reluctance to have the report read. When
he took the very irregular course of dis-
cussing the document before it was laid on
the table. It is not surprising that intel-
ligent aldermen aequainted with the pro-
per form of procedure and the rules of
debate took exception to the - course he
was pursuing and insisted upon its being
read before it was discussed. If the

A great deal has of late been said and
written about the price of coalin Victoriac
Not a word has been said about. the price
of any other commodity. Nothing re-
proachful has been said about ' those who
sell bread, or beef, or vegetables, or sugar,
or clothing, yet all these necessaries, and
8 great many more, are sold on exactly
the same principle as coal is.. The law of
supply and demand governs ‘the price of
them all. There is not a man in the city
or province who has anything'to sell who
will willingly part with it for less than the
market price.  And is one man to be
picked out of the crowd of dealers and

precisely the same principles as every one
else? ' If  Victoria was discriminated:
against at the pit’s mouth,  if the mining
company had one list of prices for this
city and another, and a lower one, for the
rest of the world, there would be some
reason to find fault with the company, but.
as Viotoria pays at the same rate as all
their other customers there is no valid
ground of Ccomplaiut. A mercantile
firm is expected to conduct its business
on mercantile principles. As society is
constituted it is childish to ' expect it to
do otherwise. The time is past when
the prices of commodities were regulated
by law, and the time has not arrived when
property will be robbery and when every
thing, cosl among the rest, will be dis-
tributed among the members of the
community according to their supposed
needs by a paternal government. Until
the happy time comes when the world
and all that it contains and : produces are
in the hands of socialists' and - anarchists
people must be content to buy and sell'in
the old-fashioned way.  Of course that
way is not a perfect way; nothing human is
perfect just yet, but with all its imper-
fections the great majority of people think
it is & better way than that adyocated by
the socialistic philosophers of the present
day.  The sensible growri-up reader can
see if the community is empowered to
dictate to a man at what price he must

9. Water Works Revenue.—Under this
head we remark thal much looseness ex-
ists in the system at present in force,
We find no efficient schedule of rates, and
without an expenditure of mere time than
we can devote to the task, it is impossible
to speak definitely as  to the accuracy of
the collections; an intelligent check is out
of the question; but itis evident that pres-
ent methods afford ample room for care-
less, incompetent or dish t officials to
produce leakages of a startling character.

We here record a shortage in cash of
$616.80. <

3. Road Tax.—Here again the details
of the system are much at fault, and ur-
gently call for revision. We can scar¢ely
conceive methods better calculated to lead
to confusion and error.

In -this department we find the cash
short $2564.00.

4. Trade Licenses.—No rolls have been
placed before us for 1881, ’83, '84 and '87,
thereby rendering futile any attempt to
accomplish an efficient audit under this
head, whether as to accuracy in account-
ing for all collections or as to arrears.
The rolls to which we have had access are
imperfectly handled, and are practically
worthless as a guide. They show a large
amount uncollected. The arrears in this
department we roughly estimate at
$2,000.

And we find the cash short $1,180.

5. Weighing Machine Fees.—Managed
as this piece of city property is, there
exists no efficient check. 'We note that
sum of $483.50 is allowed to remain in the
hands of the sub-collector, unreported to
the city treasurer, on 3lst December,
1887, no payments having been-made
during that year.

At the demise of Wi,
Leigh, late secretary, there stood against
him $86.00 and at 31st December, 1887,
the present secretary held $170.75. As
the accounts for 1888 are not ‘yet posted
in the - general books, we cannot state
what funds have reached the treasury
since last year.
10. Police Court Fees and Fines.—The
methods of this department are defective,
precluding an efticient audit.- This was
eminently so when returns came in from
the Provincial gaol. We find no system-
atized account: Apparently no returns are
now made by the authorities of the gaol
to the city treasurer of eollections made of
fines im upon prisoners ' passing
through the city police court; hence some
of the evils of the past have probably
ceased to exist; but even with this limita-
tion there is still room for reform in
methods.
At 31st December last the clerk of the
polico. court. held in'his custody, totally
unaccounted for $2,000.00, which sum,
not entering into the accounts at that
date, forms an increased asset.
In regard to the last-two accounts,
(“‘cemetery fees” and ‘‘police court fees
and fines”), we learn that it is'the rule to
close the transactions of these depart-
ments on 30th November.  We see no
good reason why all the Corporation ac-
counts should not be brought down toa
given common date. b :

: From this exhibitit will be seen that
four loans have been effected within the
period ‘embraced by our audit; and we
have to report that the proceeds have
been duly expended on the specific works
assigned, except (1) the Drainage Loan of
1885, of which the sum of $5650.25, still
stands at the credit of this account, to-
gether ‘with $75 received as premiun
on' 'the bonds;  (2) the Streets
and Bridges Loan of 1886 ($50,000)
of “which the sum of $29,284.42
remains unexpended on this specific ac
count; and (3) the water works loan of
1886, of which the sum of $45,000 re-
mains on special ‘deposit in the bank un-
expended.

The electric light loan shows an ex-
penditure in excess of the loan of $219.70,
but this on the other hand has been cov-
ered by premiums realized on the sale of
the bonds, which premiums amount to
$240.00.

We find that the several sinking funds
are maintained ‘in due order, but note,
however, o slight discrepancy, increasiny
the available assets of the city, applicable
to general purposes, in this that the bank
pass-books show a total deposit on sink-
ing fund account of $61,568.10, while the
ledger shows $61,423.05, a difference of

While on the subject of assets and their
value, we must observe that the printed
balance sheet is by no means a sufticient
ly clear statement of the affairs of the
cit{; it is-simply an abstract of ledger
balances without valuation, and in this
respect is calculated to mislead. A close
revision is demanded as contributory uot
only to the efficiency of departmental
work, but as adding strength in some !
its ultimate beneficial effects to the high
financial standing already achieved by the
city.

OFFICIAL AUDIT.

The Auditor should be held responsible
directly to the Council. = We think that
the duties of auditor have been impet

fectly understood, and as imperfectly per
formed; of this we have had repeated il-
lustrations, and probably none more
striking than the absence, so far as wv
can discern, of an audit of the rul
estate assessment rolls of 1884-5, 6 and 7.
For 1881 no assessment roll was kept

We strongly recommend that no roll
should be allowed to answer for mor¢
than one year, and that an index should
accompany each roll. 1tshould be imper-
ative upon the Auditor to examine all ac

counts before payment, to see that they
are upon proper voucher forms, and ‘Lhm!
