Compliance is not exxgected nd a for-
ward xl;llove on Cuba will comence the
latter part of this week, a_ccording to the
plans of the administration. The con-
gressional Cuban resolution will be sign-
ed at the same time. The President has
decided to make the two practically one
act by simultaneous siguature.

Two cabinet meetings were held daz-
ing the day, the first begimning at & 5
and lasting nearly two hours, and a sec-
ond lasting from 3 till 5:30 p.m. At
their close the announcement that ex-
ecutive action was delayed pntil to-mor-
row was made.

Madrid, April 19 (Via Paris).—The
supporters of the government in both
houses of parilament met in the Senate
chamber at 2 o’clock this afternoon.
Senor Sagasta, the Premier, addressed
them as follows:

“The times are so grave and- the con-
ditions are so exceptional that acts not
words are necessary to face the present
difficulty. Attempts are being made to
sully the glorious history of Spain by
an infamous calumny. The different
Spanish governments have done their ut-
most to avoid the war to which we are
being provoked.

“We have reached :the limit of conces-
sion compatible with honor and territor-
ial ‘integrity. 'We consented to the last
concessions at the instance of the pow-
ers and the Pope. We.yielded, in fact,
but now attempts are made upon our
honor and menace directed against our
territory. This is a thing to which Span-
iards will never consent.”

“This is not the moment to trace a
parliamentary programme, but the mo-
ment to unite ourselves as our fathers
have done. in the face of an odious com-
pact against the integrity of our terri-
tory. The insult offered us to-day is
the most infamous that has ever been
offered.” Continuing Senor Sagasta
counselled the rapid constitution of the
chambers in order to accord to the gov-
ernment the means to defend the coun-
try’s imterest. Spain, he added, “will not
allow a parcel of her territory to be
taken from her with impunity nor will
she be a party to any trafficking for her
possessions.”

The ministers met to-day to modify
the speech from the throne in conformity
with the situstion. Senor Silvella, the
Jeader of the dissident Conservatives,
when addressing his party, declared it
“inopportune to formulate a political pro-
gramme.” He evoked ‘the memory of
the late Senor Canovas del Castillo and
declared that he and his party would
aid the government by voting as much
as should be necessary for the national
defence without ahy opposition, although
making note of the responsibility incur-
red in order to investigate, if need be,
at a more opportune time. He declared
also ‘that the dissident Conservatives
would respect whatever financial ar-
rangements the government might en-
ter into no matter what these might
cost, as it was the ‘“only means of se-
curing, later on, peace with honor.”

They
propose that the city shall give the
company an exclusive municipal smelter
concession and also a subsidy of 50 cents
per ton up to 30,000 tons per annum
for twenty years, the company in return
to give the city £50,000 worth of 10*per
cent. preference shares out of a total
authorized - capital of £250,000. The
promoters  estimate that as a result of
this the city would be a gainer during
the twenty yéars period of bonus by the
sum of £2, .year, assuming that the
company pay ten per eent. dividend on
the £50,000 of preferred stock, making
£5,000, against which £3,000 per annum
is to be set off in respect of the smelter
bonus on 30,000 tons of -ore treated.

and food is worth $1.50 per pound. I
could have sold all my fleur at the river
when I landed for $100 per sack of fifty
pounds; now it is worth $150 per sack.
The cheapest thing is’sugar at 30 cems
per_pound. One meal costs $3.50 for
pork and beaus. Bread and coffee costs’
50 cents. Candles sell for $1 each. From
ihese facts one can understand the dif-
ficulty and expense of prospecting.. With
cheaper food this might become one of
the greatest zold producing countries in
the world. To get our grub from here
to the mines costs from 10 cents to 50
cents per pound, making living higher
still. 1 had greater hardships on the
way here than I ever experienced be-
fore. The trip lasted ten weeks but still
I consider fyself lucky, as some young
men who started at the same time as I
@id will not get here this winter. When
I get started to work I will write you
further particulars. Until then I remain

Washington, April 16.—The Republi-
can members of the. ways and means
committee of the house have practical-
Iy ‘concluded the preparation of a mea-
wure to be passed to secure revenne
=guflicient to prosecute the war. The

members propose that this generation
bear the burden of the war, and proceed-
ing upon that theory they have prepared
a bill that will raise.between $100,000,-
000 or $120,000,000 additional revenue
per annum.

The bill provides for an additional tax
of $1 per barrel on beer. from which

0,000,000 will be raised. = On manu-
factured tobacco and snuff the internal
revenue tax will be increased from six
to twelve cents. This is expected to
raise $15,000,000 revenue. The in-
crease on cigars and cigarettes has not
been absolutely fixed, but it probably
will be one dollar on all classes. From
this $5,000,000 is expected. ,

The proposition which the Senate
placed in the tariff bill, but which was
defeated, to tax all stocks and transfers
of corporations, is embodied in the meas-
ure together with practically all the
schemes of internal revenue taxation of
the act of 1866, which includes a stamp
tax on all checks and drafts and all in-
struments of business (mortgages, loans
and bonds). A tax on patent medicines
tnd a tax on telegrams and express
sackages are also incorpor:ited in the
bill. This scheme of taxation is esti-
wated to raise $35,000,000.

The tax on proprietary and patent
medicines will be two cents on bottles
retailing at 15 cents and under, and 4
cents on those retailing above that price.
The tax on teiegraph messages will be
one cent on all messages which cost 25
cents or less and two cents on all above
25 cents. A duty of 10 cents per
pound is placed on tea and three cents
on coffee, with a countervailing internal
revenue tax on stocks on hand. This
latter will be in the form of a tax on the
sale of stock on hand to avoid the con-
stitutional inhibit against a ‘direct tax.
From tea and coffee $2%,000,000 is
estimated. Bonded waters are to bear
a similar tax to patent medicines.

For the present needs of the govern-
ment the secretary of the treasury is
given the power to issue certificates of
indebtedness payable in one year and to
bear not to exceed three per cent. in-
terest. The secretary is also authorized
to- borrow on the credit of the govern-
ment by popular subscription a loan of
: ,000,000. This sum is to be placed
through the post offices of the country,
the sub-treasury and depositors in low
rate bonds which are to be sold at par.
These are to pay three per cent. interest
and to be redeemable in five years at
the option of the glgvernment and to be
due in 20 years. he principal and in-
terest are to be payable in coin.

The measure will be presented to the
full committee on Monday, and it will be
brought into the house as soon as the
:ivar resolutions are signed by the Presi-
ent.

SPANIARDS TtLD T0 GO

Senate Declares for the Republic
of Cuba as a True and Law-
ful Government.

Demand That Spain at Once Re-
linquish Her Authority and
Withdraw Her Forees.

While Thus Inviting War United
States Disclaims Intention to
Control Island’s Future.

Washington, April 16.—The senate has
adopted the Turpie amendment provid-
ing for the recognition of the Cuban re-
public, by a vote of 51 to 37. i
After the voting down of a resolution
offered by Senator Morgan to the effect
that a state of war existed between
the United States and Spain. Senator
Davis moved that the resolutions re-
ported by the senate foreign affairs com-
mittee along with the Turpie amend-
ment be adopted. This was carried by
a. vote of 67 to 21, and at 9:15 the sen-
ate adjonrned. o - y

Washington, April 16.—The Cuban re-
solution passed by the senate to-night
is made up of the house heading, num-
pber and enactment _ clause; _the
senate preamble, and resolution, the Tur-
pie, amendment and a fourth paragraph
proposed by Senator Teller. It is as
follows: ’ : %
“Joint resolution for the recognition
of the independence of thg people and
republic of Cuba, ‘demapdlng‘th.at the
government of Spain rehnqulsl} its au-
thority and government of the island of
Cuba, and withdrawn its land and naval
forces from Cuba and Cuban waters, and
directing the President of the United
States to use the land and naval forces
of the United States to carry these reso-
lutions into effect: .

“Whereas, the abhorent condit'ons
which have existed for more than three
years on the island of Cuba., so near
our own borders, have shocked tle mor-
al sense of the United States and have
been a disgrace to Christian civilization,
culminating as they have in the destruec-
tion of a United States battleship—on
which 266 of her officers and crew, while
on a friendly visit in the harbor of Ha-
vana, were killed<and cannot longer be
endured, as has been set forth by the
President of the United States in his
niessage to congress of April 11, 1

'y

‘upon which the action of congress was

invited. :

“Therefore—Be it resolved by the sen-
ate and house of representatives of the
United States in congress assembled:

“First—That the people of the island
of Cuba are and by right ought to be
free and ‘independent and that the gov-
ernment of the United States hereby
recognize the Republic of Cuba as the
true and lawful government of that is-
land. 4

“Second—That it is the duty of the
United States to demand, and the gov-
ernment of the United States does here-
by demand that the government of Spain
at once relinquish her authority and goy-
ernment in the island of Cuba and with-
draw its land and naval forces from
Cuba and Cuban waters.

“Third —That the President of the
United States be and is hereby directad
and empowered to use.the entire 'and
and naval forces of the United States
and call' into actual service of the Unit-
ed States the militia of the several
states to such extent as may be of bene-
fit to carry these resolutions into effect.

“Fourth—That the United States here-
by disclaim any disposition or intention
to exercise sovereigfity, jurisdiction or
centrol of the said island,‘except for the
pacification thereof, and asserts its de-
termination when . that.is accomplished
to lgu.{e ‘he government 'and -eontrol of
the island to its people.” - -° = "

It was not until. the first, vote, that an
the amendment of Mr. Tupie, of Indiana,
providing .for the recognition ~of the
island republic, that the senate ' was
brought face to face with the tremeni-
cus Importance of its action. ' On the
floor was every member elected save
one, Mr.' Walthall,of Mississippi, who
vas aghain detained from his seat by
serious illmess. So ripe was his patriotic
interest in the pending question, how-

ever, that he notified Mr. Spoomer, of

Wisconsin, with whom he had paired,
that he could not deem it fair to hold
him to the pair, and would therefore re-
lease him in order that he might vote.
Mr. Tupie’s amendment prevailed by a
majority of 14, the vote being 51 to 37.
By political parties the vote wss cast
as follows: Yeas—Republicans; 11; De-
mocrats, 28; Populists, 7; Silver Repub-
licans, 5. Nays—Republicans, 32; Demo-
crats, 5. X

Upon the final vote the alignment of
parties was quite different from that on
the Tupie amendment. The analysis of
it is as follows: Yeas—Republicans, 24:
Democrats, 31; Populists, 7; Silver Re-
publicans, 5; total, 67. Nays—R-:publi-
cans, 19; Democrats, 2; total, 21.

Vancouver, April 18.—Hector Stewart
and John Cates have been heard from
at Dawson where they arrived safely
with a party of about 100 including a

large number from Victoria.

Ten men who worked five days on
Kanaka bar on the Fraser river, close
to Yale, took ‘out $6,072, and on Siwash
bar, twelve miles from there, men are
making from $3 to $12 per day. A party
from the Coast is looking over the dredg-
ing ground. ?

C. H. White reached here from Win-
nipeg on Saturday. He said to a Col-
onist correspondent: ‘“‘On the way from
Wmnipeg I took a run inland to a cer-
tain stream—well, not a hundred miles
from a railway. In one spot a lone In-
dian was working a crude_rocker of the
most primitive pattern. I examined a
piece of the blanket he had to catch
the fine gold, and in the fuz of the cloth
I found the yellow dust had gathered
thick. I then took the pan and washed
a handful of his tailings and got more
than a hundred colors. I am sure that
with this primitive rocker the Indian
was washing up $10 a day. With a
proper appliance $30 a day should be
made by one man. I will not go to
Klondike now. This is better than
Klondike for me. I do not see what
those countless thousands who are
Klondike bound are ' thinking about,
stampeding to a frozen country far from
railways, homes and friends, taking their

Apart from these the number of
professional hoboes is ‘something awful’
nnd_the man who has-the appearance of
having any meney in his pockets has ac-
tually got to force his way through them
in sbme parts of the tenderloin district.
The gamblmg houses and. all. other low
resorts are running ‘“‘wide open,” as
say, in order to help the city retain as
mugh, of its previous superficial activity
as " posible. All kinds of “sure-thing”
antes aré going on and the vultures who

Pespite the Advent of the Klondike
This Section of the Pro-
vince Is Advancing.

A Trormer Vietorian Tells of the
Progress Making in the Various
Important Camps.

Mr. John Dean, a former enterprising
resident of this city, but now one of the
solid citizens of Rossland, is revisiting
his old friends here, and gives some very
interesting and reliable information as
{0 the shaping of events in the Kootenay
country. Both the Rossland camps, he
says, are looking Al, as evidence of
which it may be stated that the War
Eagle owners are acquiring the adjoin-
ing properties, having worked up to
their end lines and found that the ore

they have been working'on extends be-
vond. The Le Roi is now down about
=00 feet and continues to sink, while
<hipments are regular to the Northport
smelter, the Trail smelter at present be-
ing closed dol:vn 1:1lt:hough expected to re-
sume very shortly.

In regard to the War Eagle, Mr. Dean
cays development work is being con-
tinued, and the company are placing
themselves in & position to ship large
quantities of their ore at a nearly date.
The same may be said of the Centre
Star and the Irom Mask; the Virginia
and the Monte Cristo are continuing
development work with strong forces;
and the B.A.C., while they have not yet
commenced very active development, are
making extensive preparaiions on the
(jreat Western, Josie, and other proper-
ties. As soon as Messrs. Carlyle and
Macdonald arrive on the scene—which
will be almost immdeiately—the work-
ing forces will be materially increased,
and the improvement of all the com-
pany’s proporties will advance apace.

The Deep Park people are continuing
development with a great improvement
in the values of the ore, it being ex-
pected by all Rosslanders that this will
yet prove a great mine. Work on the
Velvet and Sophie Mountain claims con-
tinues with constantly improving results,
more especially on the Velvet. The
plant for the treatment of the low grade
ores of the camp being put in by the
Webber company is progressing steadily
toward completion, and the company are
sanguine of securing a substantial profit
out of anything that will run $8 to the
ton. ]

In regard to the south belt, while there
is not very much active woTk there in
progress at present, it.is understood that
considerable development will soon be
initiated on the Homestake, Maid_of
Erin, R. E. Lee, and Gophir. The Nest
Bgg, adjoining the Homestake, has al-
ways been considered a very good pro-
perty, although work is at present at a
standstill. _ ¢

The mining outlook in the camps tri-
butary to Rossland was, on the wholg,
never better, although from a merchant’s
view the town is quiet but confident.

With reference to the Ymir camp, it
may be said to be one of the most prom-
ising sections in the entire Kootenay
country—twenty miles distant from Nel-
son and on the line of the Nelson & Fort
Sheppard railway, which- traverses it.
The best looking proporties here are the
Ymir, Porto Rico, Dundee, Flossie R
Bullion, Wild Horse, Blackeock, Leese,
Wileox, Wren, Guelph and Union Jack
—all of which have been working a num-
ber of men throughout the winter, and
up to date.  The main tributaries to the
Ymir camp :are Wild Horse creek, the
Porcupine, - the . Barrett, Bear creek and
Quartz creek, all of which contribute
naturally to the importance of the town
of Ymir. : .

Mr. Dean brought down with him
a number of fine samples from t}ns
camp, which are attracting the attention
of mining men in the windows of Messrs.
Heisterman & Co. on Government street.
Although the Ymir ores carry silver and
lead values in fair proportions, the gold
values are . particularly high in all
Everything points to Ymir becoming
one of the best camps in all the Koote-
nay country, it being the principal point
between Nelson and Rossland. 1

The north fork of the Salmon is an-
other promising mining section, also sit-
uated on the line of the Nelson & Fort
Sheppard, about ten miles south of
Ymir and thirty from#Nelson. The pro-
perties under development here and
showing up well are the Second Relief,
the Arlington, the Waflle, the Big
Bump and the North Fork. These are
being operated chiefly by Spokane men.

Although the londike excitement
had detracted the attention of capitalists
temporarily, a steadily increasing inter-
est is yet being manifested by the mon-
eyved men of Great Britain in the
Kootenay country, and plenty of funds
will be available for bringing its rich
ores to the markets of the world. Quite
a number of the miners have taken their
savings of six or seven months and left
for the Klondike, the result being a
slight depression of general business.

Adverting to Nelson, it may be said
that this city is greatly improved, and
likely to continue to progress yet more
rapidly in view of the cqnstructwn of
the Crow’s Nest Pass railway to that
point, and the location there of the gov-
ernment offices. The Kootenay people
are generally well pleased at the location
in Nelson of the land registry office;
although Rossland would have greatly
liked to have had it, the consensus of
opinion is that the location is exception-
ally advantageous. E

With respect to the Kettle River Val-
ley railway, Mr. Dean declares that a
majority in Kootenay were no doubt
strongly in favor of this road being con-
structed, for the reason that all firmly
helieve that the Boundary country is
1ipe for transporation facilities, and it
will be a serious drawback if these are
not secured very shortly. The Koote-
naians have faith in Mr. Corbin’s prom-
ises that the road would have been
built, while they feel that the C. P. R.
should not be allowed to secure a mon-
~noly of this or any other section of the
province—having at the same time no
confidence in their assuramces that they
will build in at the present time, the
Rossland people having been greatly dis-
appointed in respect of the non-fulfilment
of promises to enter Rossland. .

The firm of Dean & Smith, of which
Mr. Dean has been a member since leav-
ing Victoria, has recently dissolved, Mr.
Dean continuing on_his own account
in the real estate and mining brokerage
at both Rossland and Ymir, while Mr,
Nmith resumes the practice of his profes-
sion as engineer, surveyor, ete.

“Noth-
ing is more historically certain than that
Jesus rose from the dead and appeared
again to his followers, or than that their
seeing Him thus was the beginning of
a higher faith and of all their Christian
work in the world.,” This, sir, is the
Ewald, one of the most indefatigable
Ewald, one of the most indefatigtable
students, the greatest scholars, and the
keenest crities, if indeed he has a peer,
of this century.

Even to mention all the different lines
of evidence that have led Ewald and
others to regard the resurrection of
Jesus as beyond the realm of question
would so lengthen this letter as to
justify its exclusion from your columns,
A few, however, may be given:

1. It was an event capable®of easy
verification within the first century of
our era. Fhroughout that period and
among those who had every oportunity
and every inclination to expose the
fraud, if it were an invention, the ap-
ostles made the resurrection the chief
subject of their preaching.

2. After the crucifixion and burial
Christ was seen alive in different places,
under different conditions, by many dif-
ferent persons competent to bear testi-
mony, and in every way worthy of con-
fidence.

3. The testimony of those who, though
they had not seen the risen Lord, yet
stood near enough to the event in time
to sift the evidence at first hand, is
abundant and weighty. The Roman and
the Greek both had plenty of shrewd-
ress, and none were less likely than
they "to accept on slight grounds a re-
ligion involving such obligations as the
Clristian. Yet in Rome among those
who in the generations in which the
event took place, or it is said to have
taken place, there were several who
accepted it as true, even in the imperial
household; while among the philogophers
of Athens convinced by the evidence
submitted was Dionysius, the Areopagite.
4. Another piece of evidence is that
afforded by the existence of the Chris-
tian church—*‘that greatest force in the
world.””- The chureh has been and is.
How are we to account for it? There
is no rational explanation of the exist-
ence of the church to-day other than
the truth of Christ’s resurrection. Gib-
bon’s five so-called “causes” are lament-
ably insufficient, and everyone of them
points to a cause beyond itself. The
church is a standing and palpable proof
of the resurrection of Jesus Christ.
Other testimony might be added, but
enough has been cited®tp show that
Christians do not accept the gracest doc-
trines and most important events of
their historical religion on evidence of
“the scantiest kind,” and to justfy the
utterance of a distinguished 'American
scholar, whose words, similar to those
of the German above quoted, will fur-
nish what too long has been delayed, a
fitting ending to my letter. “It may be
sufely asserted that the resurrection of
Christ is at onee the most important, and
the best authenticated fact in the his-
tory of the world.”

IN THE POLICE COURT.

Uncertainty as to War Has a Quieting
Effect Upon the Markets—Cana-

dian Clearing House Returns.

New York, April 15.—Bradstreet’s
will say to-morrow: The effeet of the
prevailing uncertainty in foreign affairs
is reflected in a further perceptible quiet-
ing down of general trade so far as fu-
ture engagements are concernéd. In the
iron trade business continues of large
volume but the bulk of this is claimed
to be on account of orders previously
booked and new business where noted is
for small individual lots. Some Western
markets report heavy sales of Southern
pig iron, but manufacturers of struc-
tural material at the East report a de-
cided slackening and postponing of con-
tracts. Price weakness is more marked
also than for some time past. Anthra-
cite coal continues very dull and talk
of restriction is heard. "Wool continues
dull at nominal prices at the East, and
the activity in dry goods is confined
chiefly to goods needed at once. Cotton
goods prices are steady except for print
cloths. Low priced woollens continue in
most active demand in this branch of
trade. . .

MUTUAL CREDIT BILL

Details for the Scheme for Helping

the Farmers to Assist Each
Other.

Objects for Which the Association
May TLend Money Borrowed
Under the Gunarantee.

Tle following are the principal provi-
sions of the bill introduced by the Pre-
mier for the encouragement of trades
and agriculture by the establishment of
Mutual Credit Associations.

The Lieutenant-Governor in Council
may appoint an auditor of associations
under this act:

(1.) It shall be the duty of the auditor
to enforce compliance with the several
provisions, regulations and stipnlations
in this act contained, or in any regula-
tions made thereunder.

The Lieutenant-Governor in Council
may make and establish rules and orders
for controlling the business and affairs
of associations, and for prescribing the

‘course to be adopted in the conduct of

busiress under this act, and the forms

to be used and fees to be paid therein.
No association shall be formed under

this act for the purpose of carrying on,

.|and no association formed under this act

shall ecarry on, any business, trade or
calling that has for its object the acquisi-
tion of gain otherwise than by means of
the employment of money in the manner
by this act provided.

Any twenty or more persons associated
for the purpose of procuring the incor-
poration of an association under this act
may, by subscribing their names to a
petition for incorporation and otherwise
complying with the provisions of this act
in that behalf, obtain a charter of incor-
poration, .

The objects for which an association
may be incorporated under this act,
shall be to procure moneys by monthly
or other contributions and deposits from
the members thereof, and by means of
loans upon debentures issued and guar-
anteed, and to lend the moneys so ac-
quired, at such rates of interest-as the
association may determine, to the mem-
bers of the associatidn only, and for the
puipose of the aid and advancement of
any such.member in his trade or calling,
and for no other purpose whatsoever.

Every association shall require the of-
ficers, secretaries, treasurers and trustees
thereof, if any, to give security.

Membership and Shares—The number
of members and the number of shares
in an association shall be unlimited;
every member shall be a shareholder
and no member shall hold, either in his
own name or in the name of any other
person in trust for him or otherwise

owsoever, more than one hundred
shares in the association.

The shares of the association shall not
exceed in face value the sum of ten dol-
lars each.

The act shall for all purposes extend
to minors and females, and co-partners,
bodies corporate, and incorporated so-
cieties and associations may become
members of and shareholders in any as-
sociation incorporated under this act.

The rules of the association shall pro-
vide the terms and conditions of the ad-
mission of members and the allotment of
shares and the procedure to be followed
in that behalf: vided that there shall
be deemed to be in every application for
membership and shares in the associn-
tion a covenant-on the part of the appli-
cant, his heirs, executors and adminis-
trators to conform to all the conditions,
rules and regulations of the association,
subject to the previsions of this act.

Subject to the provisions of the act
limiting the holding of shares, the shares
in the association shall be assignable,
subject to the rules of the association.

The rules of the association shall pro-
vide the amount of premium by way of
membership fee or otherwise (not being
less than five dollars in respect of each
issue of a share or shares), to be charged
upon the issue 'of shares, and the amount
of calls to be levied pro rata upon the
shares of the association for the cdst o
management thereof:

(1.) The association shall from time to
time deposit in the treasury to the credit
of the association, in an account to be
opened and kept by the Minister of
Finance and Agriculture, and known as
the “Agriceultural Credits Associations
Guarantee Fund,” and on such terms as
to interest and otherwise as the ILieu-
tenant-Governor in Council may appoint,
afl premiums collected under this section
by the association:

(2.) In the event of a loss occurring
to the government by reason of any lia-
bility of the association being paid by
the government pursuant to any guaran-
tee given under this act, the Lieutenant-
Governor in Council may by order in
council, in addition to all other rights
and remedies in that behalf by this act
provided, direct the satisfaction or part
satisfaction of such loss, firstly, out of
the moneys standing to the credit of the
association with the said account, and,
secondly, in the event of such moneys
proving insufficient to satisfy the whole
of such loss, then to the extent of such
insufficiency out of all the moneys stand-
ing to the credit of the said account,
and so far as may be, proportionably
and rateably out of the amount standing
to the credit of each association having a
credit with the said account.

No loans sha]l be made by the associa-
tion except to its members.

The rales of the association shall pro-
vide the manner in which and the terms
and seeurity upon which loans ‘of the
funds of the associafion shall be made
to members thereof; provided that no
loan shall be made to any member of an
amount exceeding either the amount of
the nominal value of the shares held by
such member or the sum of one thousand
dollars, -whichever limit may be fixed by
rules for the time being in force under
this act, or in default thereof by the
rules of the association:

(1.) The above restriction eon the
amount of loan shall not apply to loans
to incorporated societies or associations,
which may be of such amounts, at such
interest, on such terms and securities,
and for such times as the Lieutenant-
Governor in Counci] may approve.

The rules of the association may, sub-
ject to the provisions of this act and of
any rules for the time being in force
thereunder, provide the terms: upon
which and the manner in which the.as-
sociation will receive from tge members
thereof deposits of money, either for the
putpose of creating a fund to be used
for the payment of a loan already ob-
tained by such member from the asso-
ciatien ‘or as a fund in respect of which
a loan may thereafter be applied for by
sueh member. Moneys so placed on de-
posit may be used and invested with the
other funds of the association and for
the. purposes thereof. The rules of the
asseeiation may also, subject as afore
said, provide the terms upon which, and
the manner in which, deposits may be

After
payment of such debts in full the deposi-
tors shall be entitled to rank and prove
pro rata and without preference or prior-
ity upon the assets of the association.

Any association may, in respect of
loans made to its members, receive and
i take real or personal security of any na-
ture or kind whatever as security for
any such advance or loan.

'The rules of the association shall pro-
vide for the transmission of shares in
the association by reason and in conse-
quence of the death, bankruptcy or in-
solvency of any member of the associa-
tion.

Lending Powers—In addition to any
: other objects in respect of which either

under the provisions of this act or any
rules for the time being in force here-
under, loans may lawfully be made by
. the association to its members, it shall
be lawful for the association to make
loans to its members in respect of the
classes of objects following, that is to
say:i—

(1.) For aiding a member to drain,
clear or cultivate lands, owned or leased
by him: Provided that no loans be made
in respect of leasehold lands held for a
term of less thar two years from the
time of such loan:

(2.) To enable a member to purchase
live-stock, stock in trade, implements,
fixtures and trade or farming effects:

(3.) To enable a member to construct
or improve fences and buildings:’

| (4.) To assist co-operative dairying or
farming, and to assist in the conduct of
the purposes of any incorporated associa-
tion or society subject to the approval of
the Lieutenant-Governor in Council; and

(5.) To enable a member to carry out
or incur any reproductive work or ex-
penditure reasonably expedient in the
conduct of his trade or calling, and not
prohibited by this act or by any rules for
the time being in force hereunder.

Debentures—No association incorporat-
ed under this act shall borrow, feceive,
take or retain (otherwise than by depos-
its made with the association by mem-
bers thereof) any greater sum than the
aggregate amount of shares actually sub-
scribed for by and allotted to members
of the association in good standing.

The managing committee may issue
debentures of the association bearing in-
terest at.a rate not exceeding six per
cent. per annum to the extent of the bor-
rowing powers of the association, and
may dispose of such debentures to-the
highest bidders: Provided that no such
debentures shall be issued until approved
"by the Lieutenant-Governor in Council
as hereinafter mentioned.

The managing committee of the as-
sociation proposing to issue debentures
under this act shall transmit to the clerk
of the executive council a copy of the
resolution of the managing committee
respecting such issue, setting forth the
details and particalars thereof and a copy
of the proposed debenture. The Lieu-
tenant-Governor in Council may either
prohibit or approve of such intended is-
sue, and such approval may be given
subject to such terms and conditions as
the Lieutenant-Governor in Council may
impose. A notice shall be published in
two numbers of the British Columbia
Gazette of the fact of such issue being
made by approval of the Lieutenant-
Governor in Council; the notice shall
state that the debentures when issued
will be sold to the highest bidder for
i cash, and shall invite tenders therefor.

The Lieutenant-Governor in Council
may, from time to time, by order in coun-
cil and by endorsement pursuant thereto,
guarantee the payment of the debentures
of any association as to principal or in-
terest or both, and upon such terms as
he may think fit.

{ The Lieutenant-Governor in Council

may, in lieu of approving several issues
t of debentures on behalf of one or more
associations, by order in council, provide
. for a consolidation of such issues and the
{ payment to each association interested
of its proper share of the proceeds of
such consolidated issue, upon such terms
: and conditions and in such manner as he
may think fit.

All the property, real and personal, of
every member of the association, to the
amount of the nominal value of its shares
therein, and all the property, both real
and personal, of the association, shall
be liable for the payment of the general
liabilities of the association and for the
payment of the debentures thereof,
either to the holders of such debentures,
or to the government of the province for
any debentures which may be paid or
taken up by the government under guar-
antee given by the Lieutenant-Governor
in Council under this act, and in such
latter case the Lieutenant-Governor in
Council may levy upon all the real pro-
perty of such members, an annual rate
and tax pro rata according to the assess-

| ed value thereof, sufficient to provide for
the payment of the said debentures, both
principal and interest, and also for the
payment of accruing interest until paid,
i and may levy and enforce the payment
of such rate and tax under and pursnant
i: ttge provisions of the ‘“Assessment
ct.

Reserve Fund—No dividend shall be

‘ paid upon the shares of any association
under this aect, but all the profits and
earnings of the association shall, after
payment thereout of all the just debts
and liabilities of the association, and of
; all the costs and expenses of the man-
i agement thereof, and of the current pay-

; ments on account of the sinking fuad (if
any) required by any rule or order in
council to be established upon any issue
of debentures, be carried to an account
to be known as the “reserve fund,”
which shall be accumulated for the bene-
fit of the association, and used and in-
vested with the other funds of the as-
sociation and for the purposes thereof.

In event of the winding up of the as-
sociation, the reserve fund shall, after
payment and satisfaction of all the lia-
bilities of the association, be distributed
among the members thereof in proportion
to the amount of their shares respec-
tively.

Winding Up—The rules of the associa-
tion shall provide the terms and condi-
tions upon which the association may be
voluntarily wound up by the members
thereof, and the procedure to be adopted
in such voluntary winding up.

If at any time it shall appear to the
auditor of associatigns under this act
that any association is insolvent or un-
able to meet its obligations in full, and
that it is necessary that the association
be wound up, he shall apply to the Su-
preme court or a judge thereof in a sum-
mary manner by petition for an order for
the winding up of the association, and
the court or judge shall, if satisfied that
the facts are such as to justify the wind-
ing up of the association, and
that the members refuse or neglect to
subscribe a sufficient sum of money to
render the association solvent, make an
order for the winding up of the associa-
tion, and shall in and by such order fix
a sum of money necessary to be sub-
scribed and paid, in order to enable the
association to continue in existence, and
the time within which such sum of
money must be paid, and shall also fix
the terms upon which, and. the manner
in which the asseciation shall bhe wound
up in default of such suin being sub-
scribed and paid. If such sum be paid
within the time fixed by the order, or
within such extended time as the court
or judge may allow, the petition shall be

postponed until payment of all othei

association shall be wound up 4nd its as-
sets and reserve fund applied and distri-
buted pursuant to the terms of such or-
der, and to the provisions of this act. "
The members of the association so
wound up shall, pro rata to the extent of
the shares respectively held by them in
the association, bé liable as contribu-
tories in respect of any balance of lia-
bilities remaining due to any creditors
of the association after the distribution
and application of the assets and reserve
fund of the association, in manner pro-
vided by the preceding section.
« SUMMARY OF REGULATIONS.

THe following are extracts from the
summary of regulations for agricultural
credit associations submitted with the
bill:

1. The object of this society is to create
funds by monthly or other contributions,
or by the issue of debentures, to be lent
out to or invested for the members of the
society, or for their benefit pursuant to
the act, provided that every loan shall,
in the opinion of the society, hold out
a snfﬂ?ient prospect of repaying itself
by the 'production, business or economy
which it will enable the borrower to
effect. 'The contribution to be payable
by a member to the funds of the society
shall be a contribution equally with
every ‘other member to any loan which
a member borrowing or his sureties fail
to repay. .

The society shall not engage in any
banking operation other than as implied
in the foregoing statement of its ob-
jects, nor trade or speculate with the
money in its hands, but shall confine
itself strictly to the collection and lend-
ing of funds.

II.—Statutory Requirements as to
Rules.—The rules of the society must in
every case make provision for:

(a.) The admission of members and
the allotment of shares: .

(b.) The premium or membership fee
(not being less than $5 in respect of each
issue of a share or shares), and the col-
lection from the members of the cost of
management of the society:

(c.) The making and the taking of se-
curity for loans:
(d.) The transmission of
reason of death, bankruptcy or
vency: .
. (e.) The terms and conditions on which
a voluntary winding up may take place,
and the procedure to be adopted. .
11I.—Membership.—Compliance with
any one of the following qualifications
shall constitute membership: (1) Elec-
tion by the committee upon his own ap-
plication of any resident in the district
for which the society is formed, whose
liability is not already pledged by mem-
bership in a similar association; (2)
Acceptance as member of any person
who shalll make himself responsible to
the socitey by the guarantee of a certain
sum in its favor. No member shall be
capable of holding an interest in the
funds exceeding $1,500.
IV.—Rights and Liabilities of Mem-
bers.—Every person becoming a member
of ‘the society shall be entitled to ob-
tain loans from the society for specl.ﬁe‘d
and approved purposes within the limit
prescribed, for such periods and at such
interest as the society may determine.
All moneys payable by a member to the
society are deemed to be a debt due
from such member, and are recoverable
as such in the county court of the dis-
trict in which such member resides.

V.—The General Meeting.—The sup-
reme authority in the society is vested
in the general meeting of members of
the society, at which every member has
a right to attend and vote on all ques-
tions, every member having ' one vote,
whatever be his interest in the society.
The vote is to be exercised in person
only, not by proxy. The general meet-
ing shall have power to decide any dis-
putes arising within the society and any
questions affecting the interests of the
society, and to hear and adjudicate upon
any appeals carried before it against
decisions of any of the governing bodies.
Its judgment shall in every case be
final. It shall elect the committee of
management and the council of eontrol
and audit for the year and one or more
trustees, a treasurer, and any other offi-
cer required to be appointed under the
act or under the rules. It shall be for
the general meeting to fix the rates of
interest alike for deposits paid in and
for loans granted, to limit the power of
the committee, if that be deemed advis-
able, in respect of granting loans or re-
ceiving deposits, and also in respect of
the length of time for which loans may
be granted by the committee upon its
own responsibility.

VI.—The Committee.—The current
business of the society shall be en-
trusted to a committee of management
consisting of five members, elected every
year by the members at the annual gen-
eral meeting and re-eligible on the ex-
piry of their term of office. The com-
mitteee shall have power to act-on behalf
of the society within the limits laid down
in these rules, but shall be responsible for
its acts to the general meeting of mem-
bers. The members, of the committee
shall draw no salary® or other remuner-
ation. The committee shall meet as
often as the business of the society may
require and in any case at least once a
month, three constituting a quorum, to
receive the deposits paid in and deal
with all applications for membership
and loans to hand at the time. At the
close of every such sitting the commit-
tee shall draw up a statement of ac-
counts, showing the amount of loans
outstanding, of deposits on hand, of the
reserve fund, of fines paid, and all as-
sets and liabilities of the society, to-
gether with the number of members.

It shall be the duty of the committee
at the close of its term of office to pre-
pare a balance sheet and full statement
of accounts.

The books and accounts ef the society
shall be open to the inspection of any
member or person having an interest in
the funds of the society at all reason-
able times.

VIL—The Council.—In addition to the
committee there may be a council of con-
trol consisting of at least six members,
who shall not be members of the com-
mittee, likewise eleted semi-annually by
the members at the general meeting. Its
membérs shall receive no salary or re-
muneration. The council shall have free
access to all accounts, documents, min-
utes and other records of business done
on behalf of the society. It shall meet
at least once every three months to
audit the accounts, review the business
transacted by the committee, satisfy itse'
that all rules have been complied with,
and discharge duties to be named here-
after. The council shall annually re-
port to the general meeting, and may, in
cases which appear to it _to demand
urgency, call an extraordinary general
meeting to lay any matter before it.

VIII.—Officers of the Society.—The
committee may appoint a secretary and
also a treasurer, who shall both be liable
to dismissal by the same authority. The
same person may discharge both offices,
and as treasurer may, with the approval
of the general meeting, draw a salary.
But the treasurer shall not in any case
be a member either of the committee or
of the council, nor have a vote affecting
the disposal of money. At thé discre-
tion of the commiteee the treasurer shall
be required to find security or sureties.

IX.—Election, Retirement and Expul-
sion of Members.—Application for mem-
bership shall be made to the committee.
In the event of the committee refusing
election an appeal shall lie to the next
general meeting. A member may with-
draw, upon three months’ notice, pro-
vided that he has satisfied all claims in

A member
havmg, in the opinion of the society,
committed any action calculated to in-
jure the society, may, upon proper no-
tice given to every member, be expelled
by resolution of a general meeting of
members summoned a fortnight before
the day of meeting. A member leaving
the district _shall cease to be a member
of the society upom discharging all
claims which the society may have
against him. Members expelled from
tl}e society, or retiring by leaving the
district or by notice shall lose their right
of voting as soon as the expulsion or re-
tirement takes effect, but shall remain
liable for any claims which the society
may have against them.
X.—Loans.—Any member desiring a
loan shall make his request in writing
to the committee, stating the obect for
\\'hgoh the loan is required, the term for
which it is asked, and also the security
wbxch he is prepared to offer. The com-
mittee shall consider the application at
Its next meeting, but shall be entitled
to reserve its decision for enquiries. It
satisfied of the trustworthiness of the
applicant, of the sufficiency of the sc-
curity offered, whether by surety only or
by some additional pledge or guarantee,
and of the profitableness, by productive-
ness or saving, of the employment, it
shall be empowered to grant the loan.
against note of hand or otherwise, and
for any length of time which may ap-
pear to be requisite for the purpose,
within the limits permitted by the gen-
eral meeting, provided always that loans
granted for periods longer than a year
shall be repayable by regular instal-
ments of equal amount. In the event of
a loan being applied for of a larger figure
or for a longer term than the general
meeting has given the committee au-
tl}qnty to agree to on its own responsi-
bility, the committee shall have power
to refer the case to the council (or the
general meeting) and with its sanctien to.
grant the loan. The committee shall
have power to secure the society in
respect of loans granted in any manner
which it may deem desirable under the
circumstances, such as a stipulatior that
a beast or animal purchased with the
money borrpwed shall be insured in sucle
eociety as it may approve, and that the-
borrower shall be. bound on every de-
mand to satisfy the society or its offi-
cers that the money borrowed has been
employpd in the way agreed' upon, by
producing the beast or article purchased,
or supplying any other proof which the-
society may hold to be sufficient. It
shall be the duty of the council to ascer-
tain from time to time if the rules here
laid down have been complied with, to
inquire into the position of borrowers
and their sureties, alike.as regards sol-
vency and trustworthiness, and to satis-
fy itself if the assets of the society con-
tinue good. Should it find that the se-
curity has deteriorated in respect of any
claim against a member, it shall be its
duty at once to call for additional se-
curity, and, if that be not forthcoming,
to report the case to the general meet-
ing or else to call in the loan without
delay and secure the society in such a
way as it may find practicable. More

Ottawa, Aprill2.—It is to be regretted
that the attendance both on the floor
and in the galleries have not been large
at either the afternoon or evening ses-
sions of the house, as the very able
speeches of Mr. Foster and Sir Charles
Tupper deserved a much larger audience.
What was lacking in number, however,
was more than-made up by-the enthusi-
asm  with which the two magnificent
speeches of the two leaders of the Con-
servative party were greeted. Mr. Fos-
‘ter had by no means fully recovered
from his recent - indisposition, and al-
though the matter of his able and elo-
quent address, which Sir Charles Tup-
per subsequently referred to as one of

the most masterly orations he had ever
listened to, was quite equal to any pre-
vious review of a budget speech he had
ever made, his physical weakness was
very apparent, and the exertion of speak-
ing for two hours and a half was so
wearying to him that he was not able
to be in the house to-night. On the
other hapd, the force and vigor of Sir
Charles Tupper was as phenomenal as
it has ever been since his wonderful
campaign speech of 1896, and he finished
one of the most powerful and exhaust-
ive speeches, of three hours’ duration, in
which he fully and completely met and
answered every argument made by Sir
Richard Cartwright, without any more
appearance of exhaustion or fatigue than
if he had been sitting at his own fire
«ide enjoying a quiet perusal of his
favorite newspaper. Sir Charles was
cvery whit as fresh, as vigorous, as com-
bative, as eloquent, as argumentative,
and forceful as he was mre than a quar-
ter of a century ago when he won the
soubriquet of ‘‘the war horse of Cumber-
land,” and the unanimous vegrdict of all
who heard him to-night wag that such
an exhibition of mental d physiecal
vigor by a man has'seldom, 'if ever, had
its equal in: either Imperial or colonial
statesmanship:
MR. FOSTER'S SPEECH.

Mr. Foster, who was received with®
Conservative cheers, began his speech
by thanking the government for the con-
sideration shown to him in the adjourn-
ment of the debate owing to his indispo-
sition. He smilingly expressed the hope
that he would ke able to-extend the same
consideration to Mr. Fielding on some fu-
ture occasion. He agreed with the fin-
ance ‘'minister’s congratulations as to the
condmon_ and progress of the country,
but denied that this resulted in any
way from the.policy of the governmefit.
He contrasted Mr. Fielding’s forecast of
last vear with hi sown, and said he was
quite willing to allow time to be the ar-
biter-between them. As to the loan -he
was proud of the position Canada had
taken in the money: markets of the
world, but did not see that Mr. Fielding
was entitled to.any special credit in con-
nection with the matter. - The net cost
of this~loan was seveni twenty-fourths
of one per cent. less than that of 1888.
But that of 1888 was twenty-twenty-
fourths less than the preceding loan, so
that the gain at this reduction of inter-
est was less than it had been before.

SAVINGS B: { JNTEREST.

Dealing with thé reduction of interest
on savings bank deposits Mr. Foster said
he agreed with the policy of reduction
from 3% to 3, but not with that from 3
to 2%%. In his opinion it was a wise and
prudent pqllcy fr the government to pay
to lenders inside the country as good and
a little better interest than they paid to
outsiders. (Hear, hear.) The lowest rate
paid to London money lenders was 2%
‘per cent., and some of the rates on loans
with some years to run was much high-
-er. The rate paid to people in the coun-
try who lent the government money
would be at least 34 per cent. less than
the lowest rate paid to outsiders. He
«did not see how this could be justified.
He denied Me. Fielding’s statement that
the main object of savings banks was
to give'a place of security for deposits;
the banking system of Canadad had al-
ready provided:that. The object of the
savings banks was to encourage habits
of thrift and economy among people
whose margin _ﬁtween income and ne-
cessary expenditure was not sufficient to
2nable them to makespermanent invest-
ments. The stability of France and the
wonderful progress and prosperity of its
peasant class was largely due to its en-
couragement by the government in hib-
couragement by the government in habits
of economy and thrift and their invest-
ments in government securities. Mr.
Fielding had made a mistake in reducing
the savings bank rate a single fraction
below what the gove: ent paid in Lon-
don] :i)r the other money markets of the
world.

A PERTINENT QUERY.

By the reduction of the government, in
18989, would have half a million dol-
lars, but was that to be given back
to the country? Were the estimates cut
down by that amount or was the taxa-
tion. reduced? The country had been
given no relief, “I want to know,” Mr.
Foster went on to say, “whether the
minister of finance felt he could con-
gratulate the house and the country up-
on the policy f the government as shown
in its administration of the finances for
the year 1896-97? Hon. gentlemen op-
posite must expect, as long as they get
their seats on promises which they first
evade, then violate, and then repudi-
ate, that they must have this state of
things brought to their mind—not, T am
candid to say, because I believe it will
have any effect upon the gentlemen them
selves (Opposition hear, hears), but be-
cause I know and believe that the heart
of the country requires a standard of
public faith which these gentlemen, if
they ignore, will have to reckon with the
body of the electorate by and bye, when
they come to meet them face to face.”
(Opposition applause.)

Mr. Foster then recalled the promises
of Sir Wilfrid® Laurier and Hon. David
Mills and other Liberal leaders, when
in opposition to reduce the public ex-
penditure by from one to two and three
and even five millions of dollars, as well
as Sir Richard Cartwright’s declaration
towards the close of the regime of the
late government, to the effect that an
cxpenditure of $38,300,000 annually for
federal purposes was monstrous and un-
justifiable? :

THE DEBT INCREASE.

How, he asked, had the Liberals ful-
filled their pledges to reduce the ex-

yenditure and the debt? From 1890 to

896, under Conmservative rule, the debt
of the country increased on the average
£2,652,900 per year. In the last year of
their administratiofi > ithe increase was
$3,028,000. In 1896-97, during the first
vear of Liberal administration, the in-
crease amounted to $3.041.163, and for
1897-98, as given by the finance minis-
ter, $4,500,000, or an increase of $1,500.-
000 over and above the increase of 1896,

ter estimated that it would be $21,000.-
000, and in 1899 he estimated that it
would be a similar amount. For 1898-
1899, therefore, the amount that will be
raised from the people of Canada by
customs taxation alone will be $1,200,-
000 greater than it was on the average
between 1892 and 1896. The total taxa-
tion in customs and excise between 1892
and 1896 was on the average $21,710,-
000. In 1896-97, when the present econ-
cmical government came into power, it
suddenly rose to $28,648,620. For 1898
it_was estimated at $29,000,000, and for
1899 it was estimated at $29.500,000.

Mr. T‘ay]or—And no protection.

Mr. Foster—So the total taxation to
be raised from the people in 1899 is $1.-

,000 greater than in 1897, and is more
than that, much greater than it was on
the average from 1892 to 1896. Take the
total revenue of the country, which must
come from the country, and be paid by
the country, and whereas we raised $36,-
400,000 from 1892 to 1896, they raised
£37,800,000 in 1896-97, while in 1897-98
they are to raise $39,300,000, and in
1899 they are to raise $40,500,000, or four
millions more of a total revenue than we
raised on the average.
AN INCREASED BURDEN.

The government, said Mr. Foster, may
say: “Oh; but we are not increasing the
burden of taxation.” The burden of tax-
aticn is measured by the amount you
take from the pockets of the people, and
the amount you take from the
rockets of the people will be four
millions more in 1898-99 than it was in
"'1896-97; and if you take-it from the
people t}le people must pay. But you
say, “We have reduced the tariff very
largely, and the minister of finance read
tke other day a list of reductions he had
made in the tariff. It is wonderful how
often this reduction in rates brought
down by a minister of finance does not
work out to the enormous reduction
he expected when it comes to actual fig-
ures of trade and commerce. Let us
see how it works out. In 1893 the rate
1er cent. of dutiable and free goods en-
tered for .home consumption was 17.88
per cent., in 1896 it was 18.28 per cent.,
and in 1897 it was 17.87 per cent. That
is, the average from 1892 to 1896 was
less than the rate per cent. upon duti-
able and free goods in 1896-97. But of
the dutiable zoods entered for home con-
sumption in Canada, how does it stand?
In 1893 that was 30.28 per cent.; in 1894
it was 30.87 per cent.; in 1895 it was
30.87 per cent.; in 1896 it was 30.07 per
cent,, and in 1897 it was 30.04, or a re-
duction of exactly 3-100 of 1 per cent.
Take the records of trade for the first
months of the current year, when hon.
gentlemen opposite have had a particular
tariff in operation up to the extent of
one-half of the preference at least, and
what happens? We find that the trade
per cent. upon the imports of dutiable
goods, when for home consumption, for
these six months is 29.59, which, sub-
tracted from the rate for the year 1896-
97, gives a lowering of exactly 45-100
cf one per cent. in the rate of ‘duty
which this country is paying. That is
the whole saving. Whereas in the last
vear we charged 30.07 per cent., this
vear, on the balf of it the government
are_ charging 29.59 ‘per cent. upon all
dutiable goods entered for home cons-
umption.
A NEW TAXATION.

Outside of that we are asked to put
on new taxation. Not only is there to
be a saving of one-half million dollars,
after the beginning of next year,
screwed out of the savers and thrifty
depositors in the savings banks of the
country, for which the government
gives not one dollar in rémission of taxa-
tion: but there is also to be new taxa-
tion for the people of the country un-
der the pretence of helping sister col-
onies in distress, under the pretence of
taking a part of the Imperial load and
belping Englnnd to carry it. A proposi-
tion is made in the first place to raise
the tax upon raw sugar and refined su-
gar, and then with a blare of trumpets
to say to the West Indian colonies. “We
will let you in with your sugar at the
preferential rate.” First, however, they
take the precaution to so for raise
the dead level rate that when the per-
centage is taken off and the preferential
reduction is made, our people will pay,
on the whole, a larger tax than at pres-
ent. Under these circumstances and this
pretence, we are asked to place an in-
creased duty upon raw sugar. There
were three hundred and thirty million
pounds brought into this country last
year, and from the West Indies twenty-
five million pounds of that comes. How
much will come in under the new ar-
rangement? The finunce minister could
not tell; he could not even guess. No
man can tell accurately. But I have
this to predict, and I will hazard it, and
let time again be the arbiter, that the
finance minister stands to gain under
that increase of the duty upon sugar,
somewhat between $250,000 and~ $400,-
J00 of revenue in the full year, from
the time when it goes into operation.
How splendid it is to help the West In-
dian colonies in their struggle! How
equally splendid it is under {he guise of
high Imperial sentiment, and neighberly
feeling to get $300,000 or_ $400,000 of
taxes to add to the expenditure of the
country, but to give no healing relief to
any interest, ‘“and to carry out mno
pledge!”
QUESTION OF EXPENDITURE.

Mr. Foster then turned to the question
of expenditure. From 1887 1o 1896 un-
der Conservative administration, an av-
erage of $36,850,000 was expended on
Consolidated Fund account. In 1896,
the last year of Conservative administra-
tion, the expenditure amounted to $36,-
949,142, When the Liberal regime be-
gan, the expenditure for the first year
was not one, two, or three millions less,
but $1,300,000 more than under Conser-
vative rule. It might be said that there
had not yet been sufficient time allowed,
and that a reduction would be made dur-
ing the current year. The finance min-
ister had, however, settled that by de-
claring that the expenditure during the
current year would be $38,750,000 on
consolidated fund aceount, which was
exactly $1,800,000 more than the Conser-
vatives expended in 1896, and $400,000
more than the Liberals themselves spent
last year. Even if the premier promised to
implement his pledge to reduce the ex-
penditure in 1898-99 he had already been
forestalled by the finance minister,” who
had brought down estimates to the good
round sum of $39,124,000, to which sup-
plementary estimates would have to be
added, as the estimated expenditure for
that year, which was an increase of
$2,174,000 over the amount expended in
1896. ‘Did hon. gentlemen opposite be-
lieve there was anything in a pledee at
all?  (Oppositiopn cries of “No.”) When
they first came into power they cvaded
their pledges; next they violated them,
and now they had the boldness to stand
up in face of the country and repudiate
them, declaring that it was folly to think
of" keepiig the expenditure »f the coun-
try within thirty-six or thirty-seven mil-
lions of dollars.

SOME PERSONAL HITS.

“A cynical expression flits over the
face of the young Napoleon from the
Northwest, when reminded of these
pledges,” said Mr. Foster.

T%e big 'policeman is off. his beat, or he
has evidently given up the contest.
(Cheers and laughter). Hon. gentlemen
opposite were either ‘foolmg the people
when they were making these promises
'of reduced expenditure or they did not !
know what they were talking about. One
or the other horn of the dilemma the
government must take, and each must
be equally unpalatable to them and their
supporters. The government had not
even the excuse that a large proportion
of the increased expenditure was due to
items over which they had no con‘tr_ol. Of
the "$1,400,000 increase, only $256,000
was due to nncontrollable espenditure;
$1,140,000 was in items over which they
had full control. Mr. Fielding said the
cause of it was that interest on the new
oan, but this was more than account-
ed for hy the reduced interest on tempor-
ary loans and on savings bank deposits.
THE GOOD TIMES.

Mr. Foster fully agreed with Mr.
Fielding’s panegyric of the year _1896-1.
But the government were not eptltled to
an antom of credit for it. The increased
exports were based wpon poudltlons
which grew up under the National Pol-
icy, administered by the Liberal-Con-
servative party, and continued by their
opponents for many months after they
came into power. The abundance of
the crops was entirely due to the condi-
tions of the season. The advance in
prices was due to want and secarcity in
other parts of the world. The govern-
ment did not find a new market for a
single pound of Canadian produce any-
where, the wide world over. The pol-
icy they announced in April, 1897, had
got the leadk appreciable effect upon the
productions of the fiscal year, all of
which had been raised or marketed be-
fore that policy was promulgated.

LIBERAL TARIFF POLICIES.

Reviewing the tariff policies of the
Liberal party, Mr. Foster divided them
into three periods:

1. The revenue tariff policy of Mac-
kenzie.

2. The plea for an open door to the
United States, closed to Great Britain
and every other country in the world.

3. The holding up of .the Nritish
model and free trade.

When the narty came into power, said
the speaker, the leaders knew as little
as the people of Canada did «hich poli-
ey the goverminent would adopt. They
waited for nearly a year to make up
their minds, to the confusion of business,
the doubt and hesitancy of enterprise in
industrial operations. Onm . April 22,
1897, they laid their tariff upon the table
and there it stayed until May 25th, when
a revised tariff was brought down. mak-
ing ‘very material alterations. . In the
so-called preforential tariff the govern-
ment tried to face all ways. As intro-
duced, the measure was one of recipro-
city, open to all the worll. As explain-
ed after its introduction, it was a prefer-
ential policy, exclusive to Great Britain.
As amended, after the month’s waiting,
it was a preferential poliey, open (o be
availed of by all the most favored na-
tions, but to the Netherlands, Japan,
and, if parliament had not met, dear
knows how many other countries. Sir
Richard Cartwright hopes to see the
United States comirg in by that door.
Canada was to have markets the wide
world over, and to givé these privileges
to every country that would give her
compensating advantages. But the gov-
ernment did not continue upen that road.
They had only just entered upon it when
they had to admit the force and urgency
of the remarks made by the opposition
with reference to the Belgian and Ger-
man treaties. .As a matter of courtesy.
the law officers of the crown in England
heard Sir Louis Davies on the question,
but they did not change the view they
had. The so-called preferential tariff
had its effect in the jubilee year. It
bore fruit in many ways and bore fruit
quickly; but he doubted whether the ul-
timate result was to the advantage  of
Canada. He believed more good would
have been done both to Canada and the
Empire if the government had taken
a straight-forward and manly conrse
from the beginning, and told'the British'
public just what they had to expect: for
the British public woke up to find that
they were getting no preference at all,
but that the so-called exclusive British
preference was shared by Germany, Bel-
gium, and thirty-one other nations on
exactly the same terms.

THE CHANGE IN FRONT. ;
. Now the government has taken a posi-
tion diametrically opposed to that of a
year ago. Last year they took their
stand upon free trade—‘“The -world for
Canada. markets wherever we can get
them and no restrictions. “To-day they
have been forced by the relentless logic
of their own blunders into an exclusive
one-sided ‘preference to Great Britain
and certain British colonies, for which
no compensation is obtained for the
Canadian trader and producer. Where
is now the sixty million market of the
‘United States which Sir Richard Cart-
wright said in 1891, was worth more to
Canada than all the rest of the world?
That was the matured opinion of the
present minister of trade and commerce
six or seven years ago. Where is he to-
day? By a political necessity forced,
not of his own free will and convictions,
he has taken the diametrical opposite
position. Then the United States market
was worth everything to us; for if we
impose diserimination against G}'ea}t
Britain if it be necessary. To-day it is
a _discrimination’ against the very best
of our markets: it is one-sided prefer-
ence in the British market. The first
minister, since he came back from Eng-
land, paraded that phrase so well-known
to us, “Canadian trade for Canada,” and
he said he had a higher and a wider
motto now, and it was, “The.trnde of
the world for Canada.” Five, six or sev-
en short months have passer since then,
and no longer is the cry “The trade of
the world for Canada,” but it is narow-
ed down to the trade of Great Britain
and such British cologies as the minis-
ter of customs may allow to come into
this arangement for an exclusive prefer-
ence on one side only.

THE GOVERNMENT'S ACHIEVE-
MENTS.

Summed up, what have these hon.
gentlemen in their fiscal ramblings got
for Canada? For years they assailed
the National Policy on the ground that
it was not opening enough- new mar-
kets, that it was too restricted, that it
gave us nothing. If they were in power,
said Mr. Charlton. they would "have
gone down to the United States and in
one year have got a favorable reciprocal
treaty. We could not get it; for we were
Tories and jingoes and were not grateful
to the people of the United States. Turn
cut that government, he said; put the
Liberals in power, and they would go
down and get reciprocity from the Unit-
ed States in»the twinkling of an eve.
These hon. gentlemen have heen placed |
in power; they have made their quest:]
they have come back: they have brought
us nothing in the shape of recinrocitv

their honeved words, their representa-
tions and protestations of good will, they
get a higher fariff imposed against the
products of Canada that are -entering
the United States tham we have ever
had to meet before. They' gave the
United States free corn but they did not
wet free barley.

'They have turned the check to-
wards the United States and have been
smitten on the other cheek.

What compensation do you get
from the markets in the West India
Islands that you have brought in? None.

strain of competition come and our in-
dustrial people; capitalists and laborers,
meet that competition and fall here and
there under its power, it will not add to
their loyalty or strength of devotion to
feel that they themselves are being made
poor in order that the mamumcturers.!
even of the Mother Country, may be.
made rich. (Hear, hear). It would seem
to me that you lay the most lasting foun-
dations for that love, which can only be
founded upon mutual fair treatment,
when there is give and take on both
sides. Sir Wilfrid Laurier had the right
idea if.he had only held to it. He had
the preferential idea when he spoke in
London and when he spoke in Toronto.
He had, it when he started on his vessel
to cross the Atlantic; but in some way
or other the right hon. gentleman on.his
voyage across, if not before, had a
change, of heart, gave up his opinions,
and put the whole weight and 'strength
of his” great influence at that time
against the preferential idea in Great
Britain. To-day we have the minister
of finance rising in this house and giving
the most cogent reasons to the British
public and to the West Indians public
why : they should not give us any re-
turn 'for what we have given them. He
has done that by trying to gnake it appar-
ent as his belief that the time will never
come, and that it.is idle for us to ex-
pect that the people of Great Britain will
ever allow themselves to be taxed in re-
gard to food products from the colonies
for the purpose of cementing and binding
the Empire together in business, as well
as in political relations. i

GOT NOTHING FROM CANADA.

The honorable gentlemen have got no
reciprocity for us anywhere. They have
got mo ‘compensation for us among the
preferred countries. They have not
found any new markets for the Canadian

rroducts. They have told the, British
public practically - not to -reciprocate.
The right honorable gentleman who

leads the government had told them so.
And when your advocates in England,
numerous and powerful as they are, go
to the British- public ‘and say: “Let us
give a slight preferential on the food
products of the colonies, in return for
what they are doing for us; and in or-
der to weld the Empire together,” the
British public will look in the face of
the advocates and say: “That is all
very well, but the Canadian Prime Min-
ister and finance minister scout  that
idea ;they have given us all for noth-
ing.” So wedded are they ta the free-
dom -of trade embedded in the Cobden
principle, that they do not believe that
even for this preat purpose it is better
to deviate in the least from that princi-
ple of unrestricted freedom of _trade,
even though though it may be to give the
colonies a quid pro quo for what the
colonies have given sthem. The outside
world has been antagonized by the dif-
ferential tariff, which certainly will not
make the outside world any more fayvor-
ably inclined te Carada. The possibili-
ties are that it will make it less favor-
ably inclined to Carada, and more -in-
clined to be retaliatory. No advantages
have been got from abroad by this gov-
ernment; but there is an intensified com-
petition the area of which has been ex-
tended, and it will be thrown.into the
centre of every industrial operation in

LUMBERMEN AND MINERS.

After a brief reference to the Pacific
cable and fast. Atlantic- service negotia-
tions, Mr. Koster went on: to point out
that the lumbermen of this. country had
a grievance against this gowernment.

SIR RICHARD REPLIES.

‘| He Blames the Tories for the Liberai's

Big Expenditure.

Sir Richard Cartwright who followed,
admitted that luck had been in favor of
the government. He asserted. that dur-
ing the last year of Conservative admin-
istration the expenditure had been un-
duly curtailed for party reasons and a
million dollars thrown into 1896-97,
which properly belonged to the previous
year. For 1896-97, Mr. Foster asked
$38,359,000, and for the identical ser-
vices in 1898-9, the government asked
$37,960,000. The total was $39,125,000;
but this ineluded $396,000 for the Yu-
kon administration and $770,000 rental
for the extension of the I. C. R. to Mon-
treal.

The present
sovernment fad shown s loyal¥y in
aotion, whereas the opposition's loyalty
anpeared to comsist chiefly in talk. )
As to the government's preferential
trade policy, Sir Richard said he still
held. that their esiginal posftion on this
question was a sound one; but they
were eobliged to- abandon it when the
Britislk law officers, for state reasons,.
he supposed, had insisted upon their
construction of the Belgian and Ger--
man_teeaties. He ‘was still firm in the
opinion that a reeiprecity treaty had
nothing to do with these treaties, or with
the most favored nation clause. The
renunciation of the German and Bel-
gilan treaties, however, was more than
had ever been done for, any other gov-
ernment in Canada.. Br. Foster had
said that the government had got noth-
ing from the United States. Well, it took
two to make a bargain, and when the
United States refused to trade with Can-
ada she had showed that country that
she was master of her own destinies and
that she would open her gates to those
who would trade with her, and chose
them against those who refused to trade
with  her. .

‘When in opposition, Sir Richard said,
the burden of his attacks upon the gov-
ernment was the increase in perma-
nent charges. These permanent charges
had been inflicted against'the advice and
protest of the present government and
it was not fdir to hold the government
responsible for them or to expect it to
vndo in twenty short menths the mis-
chief of eighteen years. If in eighteen
years the present government could not
show a better record than the late ad-
ministration they would be deserving of
the severest censure. They might not be
able to reduce the expendittire but they
would at least get better service for the
expenditure or as an equivalent increase
the population. He still maintained that
the manufacturers of Canada would be
better off to-day if protectiom had not
been resorted to.

CHARLOTTE CORDAY.

There is no blacker page in history
than that which reeords the horrors of
the French Revolution. It occurred at
a time when there was great agitation in
the minds of men everywhere. History
suggests that cycles occur in the de-
velopment of human ideas, and that ac-
companying these are scenes of violence.
At such times mankind seems to be in
travail. The birth of mew ‘thoughts is
accompanied Ly the mest intense suffer-
ing and anguish. Men and women come
to the front who seem to be the very
incarnation of the vices and virtues ef
the hour. Deeds of wickedness and of
sublime heroism are done, which at
other times would seem impossible ard
the story of which makes us feel as
though we were reading of beings radi-
cally different to ourselves. The French
revolution was the outcome of the same
movement which led to the American
revolution, an uprising of the ' many
against the few. Fortunately for Am-
erica, the movement there was controfied
by the sober Puritanism of New Eng-
land and the conservative Episcopalian-
ism of the more southern colonies. The
fathers of the American republic never
lJost faith in their religion. In France
it was different. Religion was dethron-
ed. Liherty meant license in its worst
form. “Down with God” was the ery
of the populace. The. revolutionists
seemed maddened. Not Nero nor Cali-
gula were more infamously cruel than
Marat and Robespierre. Indeed the lat-
ter were the worse because the former
were the product of an age when cruelty
was cemmon and class distinctions rig-
orously drawn. The latter cursed a
time and a country, in which refined in-
stincts had made great progress and
the principles of Christianity Were at
least formally recognized.

Across this dreadful scene passes the
figure of Marie Anne Charlotte Corday
d’Armans, better known as Charlotte
Corday. This young girl, for she was
only twenty-five when the guillotine end-
ed her life, was very far from being the
desperate creature that used to be de-
picted in the histories. She was not a
fiend, like the petroleuses of the Com-
mune, She was a woman, nobly born,
delicately reared and highly educated,
beautiful in -feature, gracedul in form.
Nor was she an enemy to the principles
of freedom which, though terribly "per-
verted, were the inspiration of the rev-
novement. On the contrary,
sliever in the teachings eof
Voltaire and firmly devoted to the cause
of popular liberty. She saw in the revo-
tion a step that would place, humanity
upon' a higher plane. That she was
right in principle, we must concede. No
one disputes that the American revolu-
tion was a good thing for the Anglo-
Saxon race or that it was an excellent
thing for the cause of popular govern-
ment and popular rights even in the
Mother Country. If France had been
led along similar lines to those followed
in America, or if popular passion had
been held in check by such strong com-
mon sense as controlled England in the
time when Cromwell led the revolution-
ary party, there would have been no
Reign of Terror. Charlotte Corday was
a woman of a noble type, a believer in
freedom, yet an enemy of cruelty and a
hater of everything vile. She was as
irue a figure of the better life of the

France of her day as Jean Darc was of
the better life of the France of several
centuries earlier.

would be. To escape the vengeance of t'ye
Terrorists she must have known was
jmpossible. Yet no fear of the result)
deterred her. By the exercise of a cour-
age and ingenuity, ‘which equally com:-!

beside the man ‘whom she Dbelieved res-
ponsible for the crimes dcne in the nanre
‘0t ‘her beloved ‘coantry, ‘and whose degth
she thought would stay, the tide of blood.
She struck her dagger to 'his ‘heart. A
few days later the guillotine ‘ended her
career.

In view of what occurred -after Mar-
&t’s death, it is probable 'that the girl
sacrificed herself in wain, and perhaps
it cannot be said that she was a woman
who did much to siter ‘the current of
events. Yet her aect, 'taken in,connec-
tion with her characdter, merits a place
for heér among representative women.
She wepresents ' the better genius of the
French revolutiom, the ideal which the
teachings of the “philosophes” inculcat-
ed, for we must remember that the move-
ment which led 'to the meeting of the

Statés General in 1789 was the outcome
& an active period in'literature. France
had been tamght ‘the doctrine of liberty,
fraternity and -equality by men, whe
labored with *the pen and whose ideas,
if they cowld 'have been crystallized in
social refomms, ‘would have elevated the
nation and made it strong and glorivus.
But these writers were like men who
carelessly set fire to a prairie. They
kindled & conflagration, when they emly
meant to warm the hearts of the peaple
to a reslization of their natural rights.
We can 'hardly in these prosaic days
appreciate Filly the character of Char-
lotte Corday. She stands out as a «con-
spicuoms ‘figure against the awful back-
ground of 'the revolution. She saw in
Marat a man who was ruthlessly sac-
rificimg the cause she had at heart and
destroying the country she loved by
shedding ‘the blood of its best citizens.
To stay 'his course she counted the Jloss
of her:own life as nothing. France has
never .yet done this heroine the honor
which is her due.

THE STIKINE IN WINTER.

The definite announcement that the
Mackenzie-Mann party has reached Glen-
ora disposes of all doubts as to the avail-
ability ‘of the Stikine for the purposes of
winter trade. There would have been no
difficulty at any time after the middle of
January, if this had been an ordinary
winter, in making and keeping open 2
road up the ice; but the season was
everything else but ordinary and - the
weather was fatal to the plans of those
who calculated upon the existence of
normal conditions. But that is.a matter
of history now and what we have to
think about at present are the lessons
taught by the past winter’s experience.
These may be summarized in the state-
‘ment, already put forward in these col-
umns that next winter, if steps are tak-
en in the first part of the season to break
a road from the interior to the Ceast,
there will not be the least difficulty in
maintaining trafic from Wrangel to
Glenora nearly all the year round. A
part of November, probably all of De-
cember and a part of April may be “close
season” so far as travel on the Stikine
either by water or ice is concerned, but
for the rest of the year it will be possible
to keep up regular communication, and
even during the months mentioned means
can be discovered of getting the mails
through. While this does not at all do
away with the necessity of building a
railway from the British Columbia coast
to Lake Teslin, it will be a consideration
of great importance for the next two or
three years, or until such’'a railway is
built. It means that Glenora as a rail-
way -terminus will be a point of great
value and that, the Stikine for nine
months of the year will be the leading
highway of travel to the Yukon.

THE REDISTRIBUTION BILL.

No one expected the News-Advertiser
to like what is known as the redistribu-
tion bill; but there was some cause to
suppose that it would give its reasons
for disliking the measure.

‘ter ‘the four new members. have been
provided for; but as in the course of a
very few years new constituemcies will
have to be created, it is better to go
along with a small house for the:present.
Thirty-seven members will give a better
working house than thirty-three. ‘When
the whole of this great province is oc-
cupied a house of fifty members will be
none too large. We do not think that
a. ¢ity like Victoria should hawe less tthan
four members, and as Vancouver ‘has
nearly as much voting strength iit may
fairly be given equal representation, es-
pecially in view of the other eansidera-
tions mentioned in the Tolonist last Fri-
day. 1

The annexation of a part of Yale ‘to
‘the Rossland division of Kooteray will
seem to most people to be a wery judi-
cious arangement. The new district thus
created is geographically and imdustrial-
ly a unit and may very properly ‘be
treated for4repreaentative purposes as
such. Doubtless by the expiration of
the next house ‘it will have progressed
sufficiently, to warrant an addition to its
representation. e understand that the
proposed arrangement suits the meople
most directly interested.

What really hurts our contempeérary
is the giving of another representative
to Vancouver. It may seem strange that
a Vancouver paper should look at such
a thing with disfavor, but the peculiar
condition of mind in which our con-
temporary is in regard to matters politi-
cal would acgount for even more extra-
ordinary things than that. It was pain-
ful enough to have to contemplate the
prospect of being unable to get one of
the three places at the,disposal of the
Vaheotuver eléctors, but to feel absolute-
ly certain of being unable to get one out
of four is enough to sour all the grapes
of Eschol. One may appreciate and
sympathize with our contemporary; but
there is some satisfaction in knowing
that what is the Neéws-Advertiser’s loss
is Vancouver’s®*gain.

OUR NAVIGATION LAWS.

The observations of Mr. Higgins in
the house in reference to the Cassiar
Central’s northern shipments of produce
have called forth a letter from a'‘well-
knownr Victoria merchant in whieh he
deals with the , regulation prohibiting
the carriage of Canadian goods in:Unit-
ed States. bottoms. We do not print
the letter, because a portion of it refers
to what must be considered the private
affairs of.a company, but the principal
point made is comprised in the following
extract:

. 'I would like to point out that the time
is opportune for the “issuance of this
order (the regulation above mentioned).
It will work against the merchants and
producers of British  Columbia rather
than any other people. The merchants
of the Sound and San Francisco will
thank the department for it. . Any one
can see by the addresses of the miners
that ninety per cent. of those calling at
Victoria are from the States and Austra-

States and know nothing of this regula-
tion till they come here. There have
already been ‘instances of miners going
|back to the States to purchase, rather
than pay duties in Canada on Canadian
goods. The order is premature, We

When we have weekly or bi-weekly
steamers from Victoria and Vancouver
to Klondike and coénnection through
Canadian territory, the arrangement will
be workable, but as we are now the ten-
dency of .the order is to favor the States

and to injure, unintentionally, Victoria
and Vancouver. I hope the boards of
trade of the Coast will' petition for the
withdrawal of the order until we are in
a position to work under it.

The question raised by our correspon-
dent is well worth discussion. It will
be remembered that the regulation orig-
inally extended to the Yukon as well as
to Coast waters and the Stikipe, but
an exception was subsequently made of
the former river.. We do not feel like
expressing any very decided opinion upon
the desirability of petitioning for a sus-
pension of the order just now. Our im-
pression is that it h¥s been so far of no
special advantage to Canadian ship own-
ers and it has certainly 'been an in-
convenience to both Americans and Can-

authorities should correspond with those
at Washington and endeavor to secure a
suspension of the regulations of both
countries so far as they relate to the
Northwest Coast. ~Conditions here are
exceptional. ~ It may often be of very
great importance for a shipper to get a
steamer on a particular day and it would
be greatly to his advantage to be able
to take any that offered without having
to ask whether she was a British or an
American ‘bottom. We think a little
common sense on the part of both gov-
ernments might be used with mutual ad-
vantage in this matter.

Senator Macdonald brought up the
question of Yukon timber limits the
other day. He expressed.a fear that the
regulation allowing one person to take
up five claims of five square miles each
might be prejudicial to miners, because
under it an individual might get a mon-
opoly of the timber in some Jocality and
thus have the miners at a disadvantage.
There is something in this, although as
vet, owing to the few applications that
have been mede, the danger is more
theoretical tham real, bat. it is very clear
that if the wegulations are not admin-
istered with very great prudence mis-
chief may mesult., At the same time it is
evident that if no permits are granted,
mo one will feel safe in -erecting saw
mills and these are among the prime
necessities of the Yukon country. As to
the area-of the limits, in view of the fact
that timiber suitable for saw logs is very
.searce in the Yukon and where it does
.occur ‘the growth is not at all dense, it
can hardly be said that the maximum
limit dllowed ‘to each licensee is too great.
As we'look gt the matter, the regulations
on their face :are not objectiopable, pro-
wided ‘they :are carried out with good
judgment. We think no permits should
‘be issued under the regulations for land
on ‘which ‘the wood is useful only for
fuel,

The -attitude of the Senate and the
House of Representatives at Washing-
ton 'towards each other on the Cuban
question is far from edifying. The two
‘houses are at a deadlock temporarily
over the recognition of the indepemdence
of the island and the present rebel organ-
‘jzation as a government. In this it is
wery clear that the representatives are
in ‘the right. The rebels have not even
;a de facto government. To recognize
‘them would be farcical. The poeitiop of
the United States woulg not be in the
least strangthened by such action. The
grounds upon which the right to inter-
fere is baged are that the dictates-of hu-
marnity require immediate aetion and
that the commerce of the United States
. is .suffering while the government is put
to .great expense in protecting Spain
from interference from filibustering ex-
peditions. These are temable grounds.
To add to them the absurd one that the
rebels are entitled to recognition as a
government is to weaken a wery strong
case,

There is a great deal in the point made
by the Montreal Herald, that when there
'is a deadlock between the Senate #ind the
House of Commons, there is no way in
which the people can get at the first
named body and compel it to register
their dictates. While this contidues to
be the case there will always be hitches
"in the working of our governmental sys-
tem. There is no-assignable reason why
the average senator should be better able
to form an opinion as to what is good for
the country than® the average -artizan.

Ignorance of the law excuses no man”
may be true enough, but nevertheless it
does not make it any more pleasant,
when, after some flower fancier has sent
away to the States for a nice variety of
roses, the customs authorities promptly
scized upon the plants and burn them.
That is what has happened in Vietoria
quite 2 number of times this spring. It
is exasperating to say the least, but it is
the law.

and Mrs. Honeysuckle. The newness of

the honeymoon has not yet worn off and
they have settled down in a nice little
house—say on Vancouver street. 'They
decide that a garden is essential to
true hglppxness_ and immediately proceed
tolay in a varied assortment of seductive
catalogues, with beautifully colored
plates of such exquisite roses and plants
that the delighted couple are quite sure
they must be just the thing for them—
because they never did see such perfect
flowers in any garden in Victoria yet.
Nobody else ever did either, but then
Mr. and Mrs. Honeysuckle have not
had any experience before with flower
catalogues and like the childrer with 'the
fairy books,_ they think the catalogues
must be quite trne—for are there not
the pictures to bear out the glowing
descriptions.

. So the happy pair choose the nicest lot
in the whole collection of roses “our own
growing; the darkest red that has yet
been produced; will grow equally well in
the parlor or on an ash heap; no insects
touch them and the perfume is so de-
licious and powerful that one small bud
would sweeten the breath of the James
Bay mud fiats.”

How Mr. and Mrs. H. hug each other
with joy in thinking how they will
make those haughty “Newweds”’ next
door mad. with envy over the perfect
garden and the roses—roses such as
rever were and never will be seen in Vie-
toria.

.The first is open to objection, why any
single industry should be selected for
aid; for coal mining, lumbering and sal-
mon canning, which are of equal import-
ance, should also benefit by such a sys-
em.

The second is not wanted by the min-
ers themselves, as it would restrict their
output. In other words, they want free
trade for a certain class of ores and pro-
tection for the balance.

Now,_ sir, if we are really in earnest
and wish to help our industries, we
must strike at the root of the evil, that
which hampers coal mining, lumbering,
salmon "canning, smelting, and all in-
dustries, and it is this: that it costs us
more to produce an article than it does
our competitors, :

. Last month I met a_number’of Eng-
lish experts and they all gredict a great
future for this country, but they were
unanimous in this: “That the great
drawback to this country was the great
expense attaching to the operation of
any industry.”

. The great future of this province lies
in its being able to supply the markets
of the world with those materials which
bountiful nature has so liberally sup-

cessfully sell those materials either in
the raw or in the finished state we
must be able to produce them as cheap
and cheaper than any of oyr competi-
tors. We must have cheap transporat-

‘tion, and minimum cost.of pfoduction.

This means skilled labor at a minimum
wage, but we must give the wage earn-
ers a maximum purchasing power with
his wages. 'We must make the purchas-
ing power of 50 cents equal to that of $1
of to-day.

Increase the purchasing power of
money in British Columbia; make British
Columbia a cheap place to live in; do not
hamper industry with unnecessary legis-
lation. Let this be our motto, and in-
dqstries that are now struggling along
will need no protective tariff.

Given a condition of affairs that we
can mine coal and lay it down in San
Francisco for fifty cents a ton less than
our competitors and I ask you who will
do the business in that citye We have a

duce it cheaper. "Why are our canners
canning -in the state .of- Washington?

The price-of any»ﬁxodity in the
markets of thg world viding there is
no ove ) is the cost of production
at the cheapest point plus charges-to the
point of consumption. To produce what
we wish to export at the smallest -
sible cost is the point we must reach if
our natural wealth is to be of any ad-
vantage to us. We must not be ham-
pered by a lot of unnecessary tariff laws
and speculative legislation, but we must
have “the freest of free trade.”

THE TARIFF.

In his tariff speech-Mr. Fielding aid
that protected manufacturers “would
find in eternal vigilance the price of
protection.”  This leads the Montreal
Star to think the Finance Minister
meant -to-convey to the manufacturers
a . hint ‘that they would find it to their
interest to conciliate the party in power.
It seems to us to be a mistake to treat
a great political question in this spirit.
The KFinance Minister clearly indicated
that the policy of the ministry is to
move in the direction of freer trade,
and’ the Conservative press, instead of
endeavoring to say cute things, ought
to make up its mind how it will treat
guch an *issue. Would-be smartness
damps a party, for the only people who
are deceived by it are those who employ
it. - The majority of the people are not
fools, Carlyle to the contrary notwith-
standing.

It must be evident to every one that
Canada is drawing very near to a time
when its fiscal policy must be taken up
and dealt with in a very radical manner.

' Both political parties agree as to the

desirability of giving Great Britian a
preference in our markets and to extend
any advantage of that nature to such
other portions of the Empire as may be
ready to meet us reciprocally. ' There
is a very general sentiment in favor ot
reciprocal trade relations with the Un-
ited States. It is impossible to give
effect to both, or even to either one of
these ideas and maintain intact the Na-.
tional Policy as originally framed. ‘The
very great bulk of our ecommerce * i8
with the Empire and the United States.
A reference to the Trade and Navigation
returns of last year will show this. The
total foreign trade of Canada in the, year
ending June 30, 1897, was valued at
$257,168,862. Of this $106,639,690 was
with Great Britian and $111,022,515
with the United States. If we add to
the trade with Great Britain that with
other parts of the Empire, the total
trade of Canada with British countries
will be found to. reach and perhaps ex-
ceed $112,000,000, which shows that at
jeast twenty-two twenty-fifths of all the
trade of the Dominion js with countries
with which our = commercial relations
may be said to be in a transition pro-
cess. The movement has not yet made
much progress, but it has certainly be-
gun. It is very clear, therefore, that
whatever may be our views in regard to
protection and free trade, as beretogoré
understood in Canada, they will hardly
be applicable to the conditions .which
seem likely soon to present themselves
for consideration. The new problem
will be one of more than ordinary dif-
ficulty, because it will call for the ad-
justment of the tariff so as to develop
our business with one country which
stands firmly by the policy of free trade

" and with another which stands equally

firmly by. the policy of protection. .
‘1t . appears .to -the Colonist that, in
view of the above facts, the Conserva-

_tive press and the Conservative party

have something more to. do than simply
to - criticize -or: search - through the
speeches. of ministers, to See if they can-
not. discover something about which no-
minally clever things ¢an be said. If
a st'mng‘gﬂlmpﬁve g pgsit.ion. is . not
taken, the Conservatives will find them-
selves in a position similar to that oc-
cupied by the Li after the election
of 1878, when a great ‘political party,
numbering nearly half the votes of the
whole country, was ina hopeless minor-
ity in the House of -Commons, One rea-
son among others was that its press and
its leaders contented themselves with
questioning the honesty and motives of
their opponents, opposing everything and

soriginating nothing.  What attracted

If the Conser-
vatives are wise they will take care to
avoid the rock upon which their oppon-
ents made shipwreck of their political
prospects. ~They must be prepared to
plan as well as to criticize; they must
cease pretending to believe that all the
honesty in parliament is on the left of
Mr. Speaker or in the Senate majority.
The Conservative victory of 1878 was’
won. not because Alexander Mackenzie
and  his colleagues were corrupt, but be-
cause they showed themselves unequal
to what the whole country was lTooking
for.

'THE ATTITUDE OF GREAT
5 BRITAIN. ° -

The attitude taken by Great Bgitain
towards Europe and the United States
during the past three months is very full
of suggestion. , No mere diplomatic ex-
planation will account for it. Doubtless
the Marquis of Salisbury has been. im-
pressed with the thought that the present
was an opportune time to draw the two
countries more closely together; but his
policy in' this respect has followed public
opinion rather than led it. If behind that
policy there was not a strong popular
entiment, even Salisbury would not have
felt like ing sides against all Europe.
What is this feeling that thus finds ex-
pression? ; i ik A

T

It is not only 4 common horror against
the atrocities which have been practised
in Cuba, although undoubtedly these
have aroused the indignation of the
British people wherever the story has
been told. It is not only the knowledge
that British commerce is being injured
to some extent by the prolonged disorder
in Cuba. Tt is not only a sympathy, for
people of kindred origin and a common
language. The great heart of the Brit-
ish people is going out. to their trans+¢
Atlantic cousins; the feeling is. being
reciprocated and on both sides of the
ocean the masses are . realizing that,
whatever else may be the divisions of
mankind, there is one that so far as they
are concerned is paramount, namely that
between the Anglo-Saxon and the rest
of the world. The Anglo-Saxon stands
for self-government, freedom, progress
and humane instincts. The defects of
our race are many, bub its virtues are
strong. We are not so sanguine as to
look for an Anglo-Saxon reunion. We
are not quite sure that we would care
to see one. It is true that in union there
is strength; but there is also strength in
+he co-operation of indepepdent agencies.
We think that co-operation between the:
two great English-speaking nations may
be régarded as highly probable,

We have used the expression “English
speaking” to indicate the “essential one-
ness of the two nations; but the tie be-
tween them is based upon something
stronger than a common speech. The
common law is the real foundation of
Anglo-ﬁaxon unity. Not only have both
nations a common heritage in the liter-
ary greatness of past centuries; not only
do such names as Coeur de Lion, Hot-
spur, Drake, Blake, Marlborough, Haw-
kins appeal - to the hearts of the
two peoples; but both derive
their ideas of the rights of men
from the - same pure fountain, the
common daw of England. The news-
paper-poets of the United States cities
seek-to fire the popular mind with stories
of what the mariners of England did in
centuries gone by to curb the pride. of

men of both countries rest upon the|
eternal principles of the common law as’
justifying intervention in the affairs of
Cuba.: .

The attitude of Great Britain is ex-
plainable chiefly on the ground that the
United States, im- spite of all the bad
judgment shown by congress, is about to
do in Cuba what Great Britain would
do if she were in the place of the re-
public. Hence when the powers of Con-
tinental Europe, representing the Im-
perialistic idea, which followed to its
legitimate conclusion would legalize the
infamies that have been done in Cuba,
have signified their willingness to hold
back the United States, Great Britain
has refused to join them. And we can
well believe that if at a later day these
same powers shall seek to coerce the
United States in any way, Great Bri-
tain’s protests will come from the can-
non’s mouth, if necessary.

To. all appearance nothing can avert
war betwoeen the United States and
Spain. No one seems to have any doubt
about the result; that is, every one .ex-
cept the Spamiards expests the United
States to win. But it is likely to be
something very different from a picnie.
In fact, if the Spanish forces are well
handled, the United States may have
as much as‘it-can do, owing te the pe-
culiar conditions under which the war
must be carried on. If the two navies
could be got together in one great con-
flict there is little doubt that, barring
agcidenm, the United States would win;
but Spain is not likely to mass her fleet
at any oue place. Her policy is likely
to conmsist in an attack upon the com-
merce and the seaboard of her enemy.
The destruction of United States com:
merece will be a comparatively easy mat-
ter, so far as vessels carrying the flag
of that country arve concerned. Attacks
on the American seaboard, if undertaken
with viger, may be destruetive. If Spain
would abandon the task of defending
Cuba, she could give her opponent an
immense amount of trouble. Very much
wil! depend upon what fortune attends
the operations of the United States fleet
‘at the outset. The experience of many
of the vessels has not been such as to in-
duce a feeling of security on the part of-
the nation that relies upon them. . If-any
great misfortune should ;- ‘befall. ' that
fleet, Spain would be in a position to
blockade New York, and might be able
Lto capture that city, although its occu-
pation could be only temporary. Spain’s
“best:plan seems to be to take the offen-
sive, for ‘the reason that the United
| States is vulnerable at so many points,
 while Spain is practically only open to
attack in the West Indies and the
 Philippine: Islands. An“American inva-
gion of the Peninsula is very improbable.
If; however, she determines to mass her
strength in the defence of Cuba. she is
likely to be defeated in a very short
time. The policy of the United States
, will doubtless be to crush the Spanish
fleet and land.a force on Cuba. Neither
of these things, even if Cuba were fully
taken p ion of, need rily stop
the war, unless Shain feels so inclined;

of her' colonies and her fleet, she would
yield. In that event a question weunld
arise in which the KEuropean powers
might have something to say. Would
the Continental nations be willing to
see the United States acquire by con-
quest the whole Spanish West Indies?
‘We do not know: that any one can ans-
wer' that question with certainty.

In the event of war between the Unit-
ed States and Spain and the possible
presence of Spanish vessels in the North
Pacific, the meaning of the rule adopted
by the British government declaring coal
contraband of war possesses a local in-
terest. There would be nothing to pre-
vent a vessel belonging to either of the
belligerents from entering a British Co-
lTumbia port and taking en a cargo of coal
sufficient to carry it to’ the next port in
possessions of its government. Nor would
there be anything to prevent vessels of

any nationality from entering our ports
and carrying away cargoes of coal for
the use of either of the belligerents, but
when such vessel was once upon the high
seas the British  flag would not protect
her cargo from, seizure by one or the
other of the belligerents, as the case
might be.. Suppose, for example, that a
British steamer should load coal at Na-
naimo to be transferred at sea to a Span-
ish privateer.  As soon as she passed out
into the ocgan, she could be seized by a:

The same rule
would  hold:.good if the British vessel,
were loaded with coal for use by the
United States navy or at a United States
port, say San Francisco. A Spanish ves-
sel could seize the cargo, but not the
vessel. »

THE RAILWAY TO THE NORTH.

There is‘_no mistaking the fact that
the projeet of a railway from the Coast
to Teslin Lake meets with the hearty
approval of the people of Victoriajguite
irrespective of political lines. The’con-
gensus of opinion is equally generalithat,
inasmuch as the Deominion government
seems unable or unwilling to take any
step to secure the railway, the provin-
cial government should do so, care be-
ing ‘taken to see that some of the ad-
vantages resulting from the operation of
the road shall be enjoyed directly by
the provinece, through the medium of
added receipts to the provincial treasury.
An arrangement can doubtless be made
whereby any company accepting 'a con-
tract from the province will bind itself
to pay & sum every year into the rev-
enué that will under some circumstances
more than meet the interest on amy sub-
sidy that may be given by the prevince.
Putting the subsidy at $1,600,000 for
400 miles of railway,. we have. an
amount which the government is«likely
to réalize in a very short time from the
sale of lands along the line of the rail-
way and at its termini. - There are not
only townsites that will be in demand,
but grazing land, farming land and tim-
ber land,-for all of which there :will be
a sale. The Yukon country is going
to need a great deal of lumber and the
supply must come from British Colum-
bia. - Speaking generally, the whole re-
gion. from the head of Teslin Lake to

- the mouth of the Tanana in Alasgka will

L have to look to British Columbia for its
 building material and most of what
 lumber will be needed in mining. The
loeal forests will hardly be able to do
more than supply the demand. for fuel,
for the reports of Dr. Dawsen and
others do not encourage the hope that
much timber suitable for saw logs can
be found upon the Yukon and its tri-
butaries. The supply of this . demand
for Tumber cannot be met by shipments
by way of St. Michael's. It would
have to be taken north on ‘oceam vessels,
transferred to steamers or barges, and

dred to twenty-five hundred miles. This
would be out of the question if by four
hn_ndred miles of rail carriage lumber
could be put into the Yukon waters at
a point from which it could be floated
down to its destination.

“When, therefore,” some gentlemen in
the house say that they believe the road
ought to-be built, but think it will im-
pose too heavy' a burden upon the pro-
vince, it seems as if they cannot have
taken into account the new sources of
revenue which the road will create. We
use the word “create” advisedly, be-
cause unless the railway is built, these
sources then will remain unutilized.
We may rest assured that a railway
will be built into the Yukon valley be-
fore very long. If one is built from the
head of Lynn Canal, there is little
probability that anyone will undertake
to finance a line from the British Col-
umbia coast to the Yukon waters, and
hence the sources of revenue just re-
ferred to will remain latent for years
te come. We do not say that some
time in the future such a road would
not be built, but what the people of
the province want is not something
that is going to happen after the most
of them are dead; but something out of
which they can derive some advantage
while they are living. If a railway is
built from Edmondton, the effect upon
the proposed line will be the same as
if it were built from the head of Lynn
Canal.

Suppose the government should offer
to a company all the towisites, all the
timber lands, all the grazing lands, and
all the farming lands between the Coast
and Teslin Lake as a bonus for the con-
strugtion of a railway through the dis-
trict," would not the . proposition be
snatched up as quickly as it could be
offered? What the province is asked to
do is to is not very much more than
give the freight upon supplies, rolling
stock and material from Victoria or
Vancouver to the railway.

A calculation will
show that including plant to be used in
construction, horses, feed, provisions,
material of various kinds, cars, engines,
rails and so on, about 25,000 tons of
freight will be needed at Glenora for the
portion of ‘the line between the Tiver
and the lake.
