THE MURDFRER OF GARFIELD,
Charles Jules (uiteau was of’ Huguenot
descent and the grandson of Dr. Francis
Guiteau, jr., who for many years resided in
Utica, N Y. He was born about forty-oue
years ago in the State of Illinois and led a
wandering life till some six years ago,
when he set up as Chicago as a lawver in a
very poor way, He was known as a wan of
fair acquirements, but of bad reputati n,
and an accomplished hotel dead beat. Fur.
ther inquiry into his -career proved him to
be a thorough hypocrite and a blackmailer.
After living in & precarious fashion for some
years in Cuicago, he went to New York,
ouly to retarn to the former city in 1876.
He savk lower and lower in the social scaie,
every now and then being heard of in some
new line er ancther.  For instanee in 1879
he pubiished a book in Chicago, entitled,
**The Truth, a Companion to:the Bible, by
Charles J. Guiteau, lawyer, theologian ang
lecturer, a bock for every ome to read.”
T'he book, which was a crazy production, a
mixture of blasphemy and hypocrisy, was a
tailure, hut few copies having been sold.
About 1880 he disappeared from Chicago,
and did wot re-appearin a jublic character
till July 2.

THE LAST OF THE SCALPERS.

The New Ticket Law Coming inte Force
Afier To-day.

The new scalpers act, or, as it is regu-
larly known, *‘The act relating to the sale
of railway passenger tickets in Canada,”
comes into force throughout the Dominion
to-day. Uuder the new law no person, un-
less he be authorized by the railway com.
pany, can sell a railway passenger ticket
without being liable %o fine or imprison-
ment, This, if carried out, puts an end to
all second-hand ticket selling. To provide
for the redemption of uuused tickets, the
following clause was pnt in the act : “The
company shall repay the ticket-holder the
¢ st of histicket, if unased, in whole or in
part, léss tié amount of the ordinary and
regularfare over the distance for which such
ticket has been issued, and such repaymznt
shall be made at any station or office of the
railway or company between, and includ
ing. the poi ts covered by the ticket.
Aud the sale by any person of the unused
portion of any ticket, otherwise than by
presentation of the same for redemption. as
provided for in this clause, shill be deemed
a violation «f the act.” Tuis meaus, of
course, that if a traveller buvs a ticke* f-om
Montreal and Detroit, and travel on it
only as tar as Toron'o, thé company’s office
in Toronto would return to him the cost of
he ticket, less the ordinary fare between
Montreat aud Detroit.

Sun Spots and Tornades.

Those living in exposed
p'aces, he says, would do well to bnild
cellars or caves, and when the sky looks
threatening from the south to the west, and
the heat is oppressive, prudence should not
make any one ashamed to seek propér
shelter. The proper name for these storms,
he says, is tornado, not cyclone. The
cyclone is another thing, a large area of at-
mosphere moving as a mass across the con-
tinent.

Clover, says the G rdimer’s Chronicle,

The Will of Darwin Admitied to Probate.
(From the Illustrated London News.)

The will (dated Sept. 27, 1881) of Charles
Robert Darwin. late of Down, near Becken-
ham, who died on April 19 last was
proved on the 6th inst. by William Eras-
mus Darwin and George Howard D-rwin,
the sons, the executors, the value of the
personal estate amounting to upward of
£146,000.

The testator leaves to his son Williamn
Erasmus the fomily portraits and papers,
all medals, the silver candlesticks presented
to him by the Royal society, his manus
cript of the voyage of the Beagle, and his
manuscript autobiography ; to his son
Francis, his scientific library ; to his wife,
Mrs. Emma Darwin, £500, all his furni-
tcre, plate, books, effects, horses and car-
riages, and his residence at Down forlie;
and to his friends, Sir Joseph Dalton
Hooker and Thomas Henry Huxley, £1000
each, free of legacy duty.

The residue of his real and personal
estate is to be held upon trust for his wife
fcr life, and at her death as to twelve
seventy-fourth parts for each of his five
sons, and as to seven seventy-fourth parts
for each of his two daughters ; certain ad-
vancements made to his children are to be
brought into account on the division.

Bismarck Beaten in his Libel Suit.
(From the London Times.)

BERLIN, Juue 15—To-day Prof. Momm-
sen, the historian of Rome, who sits among
the secessionists in the Imperial parlia-
ment, appeared at the bar of the criminal
court on the charge of having in a speech,
delivered in the meighborh:od during the
generai elections last autumn, slandered
Prince Bismarck. The court, of course,
was cramed, several of the professor’s par-
liameatary colleagues being present.

The accused pleaded not guilty, arguing
with no slight ingenuity that the expres-
sions complained of, such as ‘‘policy of
swindling brandy burners.”and ‘‘corn specu-
lations,” ete., did not apply to the govern-
ment, but generally to the new economi-
cal prophets of the era. The court took
this view of the matter; and refusing to
listen to the motion of the public prosecu-
tor for a fine of 500 miarks, acquitted the
professor, who, in a skort speech, asserted
his innocence. There was some applause
in court on the decision being given, and
on repairing forthwith to the reichstag, the
learned professor was warmly congratulated
by many members of his party.
