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THE JAPS ARE ADVANCING BY
LAND AND SERA.

Wiju Occapled By the Mikado's Troops
Without Opposition—Chinese Camps
Filled With Raw Levies Without
Arms or Clothing—Li Hung Chang Will
Fight to Retain His Position,

London, Oct. 1.—A despatch from
Shanzhai to the Central News says the
Japanese have upied Wiju without
meetinz with ny, ppposition on the part
of the Chinese troops.

Friction between Prince KunZ, the Em-
peror's appointee' to the presidency, of
the Foreizn Board, and Li Hung Chang,
the despatch eays, is inevitable. The
Viceroy is certain to be hampered in his
conduct of operations azainst the Ja-
panese, The Imperial Council is com-
pletely disorganized and the corruption
which has prevailed in the Commissary
Department for years has left the troops
with no suitable clothing and a scanty
supply ‘of food. Cannons, rifles and other
munitions of war, which from time to
time were alleged to have been bought
and paid for, cannot now be found, and
presumably the momey represented to
have been expended for them was ap-
propriated by the officials into whose
hands it was intrusted.

_The immense camp between Tien-Tein
‘and Taku is filled with raw leviea ‘of
troops, who are without arms and in
many cases without sufficient clothinz
to cover them. Disorder in the camp is
rampant, there beinz not the slightest
dezree of discipline.

Executions take place daily, the merest
infraction of rule or law being punishable
by the loss of the offender’s head.

European residents of China are taking
refuge in the treaty ports under the
protection of the warships of their re-
spective countries. A large number of
Chinese merchants are also seeking safety
in flight. Their goods are being seized,
and in- many cases. men of large means
have been plundered of every vestize of
property they -possessed and beaten and
otherwise maltreated if they protested.
Most of these have also made thein way
to the treaty ports.

The troops stationed at Canton have
been ordered to Formosa. The Pall
Mall Gagzette publishes a despatch from
Shanghai, stating that the Japanese
troops are reported to be rapidly near-
Inz Moukden.

The Chinese On the Run.

London, Oct. I.—The Daily News prints
2. despatch ‘under a Vienna date, stat-
inz that the Chinese Government is re-
moving from Moukden  all the treasures
stored_there and taking them to Jahol,
whither the Ewmperor Hien-Jong fled in
1860, becaunse of his beinz pursued by
the English and French armies.

A Dritish naval officer attached to
the Chinese naval squadron, which was
engazed “in the fight off the mouth of
the Yalu River, has written a letter to
The Graphic, which is published in t
.paper to-day. In this letter the wryter
gives additional details of the fighting
and says:

How the Fight Went.

“ On board the warship Chen-Yuen the
fighting was dwful. The decks and
space) around the were strewn with
human fragments,-and three of five men
working a four-ton gun were blown yp
by a shell from the Japanese warship
Naniwa. A fourth gunner was shot
while trying to escape from the turret,
and the_ fifth stuck to his post. This
man fired three rounds at the Naniwa,
one| shell entering the engine-room of the
Japanese ship, another smashing her
fore-bridge. The Naniwa then hauled
off. The Chinese admiral rewarded the
surviving; gunner with a present of 1000
taels. A shell glanced from the - steel
deck of the Chen-Yuen, and went through
her tower, shattering everything there-
in.. A lieutenant, who was in the act
of speaking through the -tube leading
to the engine-room, was blown into
atoms, and his head was left
hanging to the speaking pipe.
Huge fragments of armor and
the teak backing the rodi were carried
inboard by shot, crashing a large num-
ber of sailors into a shapeless mass. A
European engineer who was groping
about in an endeavor to repair a steam
pipf was drenched from bhead to foot
with the blood of an assistant, who was
disemboweled by his side by a shot from
the enemy’s ship. The Chen-Yuen ar-
rived at Wei-Hai-Wei the day after the
fight in the same condition in ‘which she
left the battle. * No attempt had -been
made to wash the blood from her or to
remove the corpses which strewed her
decks,”’

The writer expresses the opinion that
if the European rulers could have seen
tlic decks of the Chen-Yuen they would
have foresworn war henceforth and for-
ever.

New York, Oct. 1.—The Herald’s Wash-
ington special says: Considerable appre-
hension exists in official circles as to
the probability of interference . on the
part of either Great Britain or Russia.
While neither of the two countries named
desire to be drawn into the trouble, as
a result of the Corean controversy, of-
ticials here believe that only a miracle
can prevent it, and they are now increas-
ing the Asiatic squadron so.that Ameri-
cans and their interests will be afforded
complete protection in cage the Russian
bear and the British lion become in-
volved,

China Calling Out Her Men.
London, Oct, 1.—Sung Kwei, the Em-
ror’s father-in-law, has started for
han-Hai-Kwan on the Guli of Liao Tong,

at the head of 50,000 picked Manchurian
goldiers. Shan-Hai-Kwan is of /7 great
strategic importance, it being the point
at which the high road from the coast
to Pekin begins, Sung is making prepar-
ations to resist the landing of a force
of the enemy. £

Preparations for the better defence of
Pekin are also being energetically push-
ed. 1t is expected that the garrison
there! will be reinforced by 20,000 Kash-
gars. Twenty-flive thousand troops,
drafted from a number of the provinces,
who have been drilled by foreign offi-
cers, are being massed at Tung-Chow,
ai few» miles south-east of Pekin. These
iroops are unler command of General

iu.

The foreign resident®of Pekin are sub-
jected. to constant insult by the natives,
and a number of them have been as-
saulted on the streets.

In a
few minutes the Zas begap to issue from
the stand pipe, and on beinz ignited, &
flame the full size of the pipa shot ten
feet into the air and burned steadilyt as
lonz as the pressure was on at Canisteo.
The cost of makinz and forcing the’ gas
six miles was so little that it can be
supplied for 25 cents per thousand feet.
This is the first successful experiment
ever made in forcinz artificial fuel gas

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THE PATRONS AND CLASS LEGISLATION.

The Globe of yesterday makes another
lsurrender on behalf of Sir Oliver Mowat
to the Patrons, In & long and involved
article it tells the doctors that the spe-
cial legislation which they have enjoyed
from the Legislature of Ontario is out
ot harmony with the demands of the Pat-
rons, and that it must be modified. It
wili be remembered that the Patrons
have declared against the special pow-
ers conferred upon the Collgge of Physic-
jans and Surgeons, and have instructed
their representatives in the Assembly to
demand their repeal. All this special
legislation, it must be remembered, if not
introduced, was sancticned by Sir Oliver
and his Government. and passed by a
majority represeuting his followers, Not-
withstanding their record in this respe:t,
Sir Oliver announces through The Globe
that he is‘prepared to :Qpeal the afore-

| ercised by the College of Physicians.

The Globe than goes on to say:

Men engaged in other occupations have
geen that such privileges have a financial
value, and have sought similar Goyern-
mental favors, Undertakers, stationary
engineers and others have applieq to the
Legislature for priviieges restraining in
effoctive ways general competition 1n
their occupations, The current of public
feeling in Ontario has set strongly.
against all such legislation, and changes
for some time to come will be in the di-
rection of curtailing rather than extend:
ing special privileges conferred by legis-
lation. .

All of which is very fine, and is in the
line of what The World has often eaid
in these columns; but if it is to be car-
ried out it must be carried out in its
entirety, and the Patrons themselves
must be prépared to give up any special
and class legislation which they now en-
joy. For instance, they demanded and
succeeded in earryng through the Legis-
lature a bill excepting farmers from the
provisions of the Employers’ Liability
Act. The farmers contended that while
it was all right for employers of skilled
labor and manufacturers to be respon-
sible for accidents to the men engaged
by them, the farmer was pot to be re-
sponsible for any loss that his hired man
might euffer when driving the farm mow-
er or tending the threshing machine.
What is sauce for the goose is sauce for
the gander, and Mr. Patron, like all the
rest of us, must first give up his own spe-
cial and class legislation before he can
honestly ask the Legislature to remove
that enjoyed by other classes in the com-
munityr <) y

TWENTY-FIVE CENT GAS.

The World made a prediction . some
weeks ago that within the course of two
or three years the price of gas would not
be more than fifty -cents per thousand
feet. A despatch from New York con-
firms the reasonableness of our prediction.
1% will be safé for those Wwho want a sure
thing to bet on the prophesy we ventuy-
ed to make. We did mot pronounce the
opinion at random, but had good grounds
for stating what we did. We can get
unlimited heat from water if we go the
right way about it. The simple elements
that exist in profusion all around and
about us are gradually, unfolding proper-
ties of combination &nd usefulness that
years ago were never dreamed of. The
despatch in question states that a com-
pany at Canisteo, N.Y. has succeeded in
making gas by & combination of crude
petroleum and soft coal at an-actual
cost of eight cents per thousand feet. In
order to test the carrying capacity of the
) gas, a pipe was laid to Horneltsvillesix
miles distant. The experiment stood the
test satisfactorily.. It is stated that he
gas can be supplied at twenty-five cents
a thousand feet and still leave a handsome
profit . for the company manufacturing
. Some may think that a dis-
covery of this kind would have
the effect of making the stock of the
Consumers’ Gas Company fall a few
points. Not at all. The ecompany oOc-
cupies & fortress, which amissile of this
kind is powerless to injure. = The ecom-
pany| possesses 8 monopoly of the distri-
bution of gas through the streets. That
is their trump card. It might be pos-
sible to produce gas at four cents a
thousand feet, still everyone in the city
must purchase their gupply from the
company, and they fix prices to .suit
themselves These facts illustrate the
exceeding value of a franchise for the
distribution{ of any commodity by means
of pipes or wires through the streets of
aj eity. It is this franchise that makes
the company - virtually unassailable.
For this valuable monopoly the com-
pauny gives the city not a cent.. On the
contrary we are treated with a high
hand. Citizens who have business with
the company have no recourse against
overcharge or indifferent service, - It is
the Gas Company and not the city that
is boss in Toronto. As ex-Mayor Clarke
stated the other night, the time had ar-
rived wheni‘these monopolies should be
held for the benefit of the people, and
not for the benefit of the few wealthy
meén| who owned, the stock of the private
corporations that controlled them.

THE MACWHERRELL CASE.

Editor World: Your editorial in yeur
issue of Saturday (to-day) on the Mac-
Wherrell case is in jmy opinion one _of
the most contemptible articles which
ever came from the pen of a ‘supposedly
intelligent editor.

The judze
and jurors who passed on this case are
no doubt just as fearful of takinz an
innocent life as is Mr. Martin, The dif-
ference between them and Mr, Martinis
this: They were charzed with & respon-
sibility, the weight of which Mr. Mar-
tin, with-all his perturbation and: con-
cern for the innocent, can not fully] ap-
preciate’ until he finds himself charged
with a similar responsibility; furthermore
these jurors spent three or four days
face to face with the prisoner and heard
every word of evidence given for and
against MacWherrell; they heard the
prisoner’s speech and they heard what
his cbunsel had to say in his behalf. Mr,
Martin was neither directly chanzed with
any responsibility, nor was he present to
hear the evidence. The jury were unani-
mous in their verdict that this af least
was not the case of an innocen? man
being hanged, and so was the judge.

WHAT TO DO WITH CHEAP WHEAT .

A business that is developing with
wonderful rapidity is the packing-house
trade. The receipts of hogs at the To-
ronto cattle market during’ the pre-
sent year are double of what they were
last year. Up to date 85,000 hogs were
received at that centre, and they were
nearly all bought by the Toronto pack-
ing houses. Although Canada has but re-
cently made a specialty of hams and
bacon in the English market, she has
already secured an enviable reputation
for her hog products. Canadian bacon
commands a ready sale wherever it is
offered in Great Britain. A valuable fea-
ture about the business is that as yet
we have just skirted along the edge. It
is capable of immense expansion, Those
who are in the trade inform us that the
packing houses of the province could
easily be trebled without fear of over-
doing the business in the least. Canada
ig succeeding in the enterprise for the
same reasons that have made her suc-
cessful in the cheese industry. . The
business is being carried on systematic-
ally and scientifically. The farmers have
been educated in the feeding and growth
of the animals intended for the packing
houses, There is no vmoney in selling
wheat at one cent a pound, but there is
a good profit in feeding it to hogs and
selling. the latter at 4 and 6 cents.

The alien labor/ law also provides that
violators of the-same,may be sued for
damages, and in decordance ~with this
provision two civil suits for $1000 each
were recently commenced in the United
States Court against the corporation eof
which Mr. George Booth 1s president.

FITZ AFTER CORBEIT,

A Forfeit of $1000 Posted—Another $1000
Up For O’Donnell.

New . York, Oct. 1.—Captain Glori,
with Bob Fitesimmons, Arthur Lumley
and Charlie White, met William Brady!,
James J. Corbett’s manager, at The
Herald office to-day at noon. Captain
Glori posted a $1000 forfeit. for Fitesim-
mons to fight Corbett ta a finish for the
world’s championship. Brady posted
another $1000, and offered a counter-
challenge to Fitssimmons, on behalf of
Steve ('Donnell, the Australidn fighter
traveling with Corbett.

“Will you cover Fitssimmons’ money 2
Brady. was asked_after a long and heat-
ed argument *No, man,” he shouted.
“ Will you cover O’Donnell’s money "
Fitgsimmons was asked, and he shouted
¥ No. man,” so loud that every man
§n the building heard him. “If Fits-
simmons gets the championship by de-
fault, will you stand ygady to defend it
against all-comers ?” "1 will,” he re-
plied, “ meet any man in the world, in-
cluding Peter Jackson, and he is ob-
jectionable to mc on account of color.”
This leaves the Corbett man with the
best, of the argument, for if Fitgsimmons
is declaréd the champion by default af-
ter his ‘money remains up for thirty
days, there is every reason to believe
hey will have to cover O'Donnell’'s money.
During the ument Brady said: *“If
you accept O'Dongell’s challenge to fight
in February: 1 will post $5000 within
a week, and give it to ‘Fite’ if Cor-
bett does not come immediately for-
~ward. Fitzeimmons is not in Corbett’s
class.” Turning to Fitzsimmons, he
eaid, “ You would not fight Griffo, would
you go out of your class ?”

“Yes,” said Fitzsimmons, “I'll fight
any man for mouey, Griffo, McAuliffe or
any one. I don’t want Corbett’s money
as a present. I'll fight him for his
money.” Brady wanted to know what
right Fitzsimmons had to sign with the
Olympic Club of New Orlenas to fight
for a $25,000 purse, and the reply he
got wag : “‘lnm an American citizen and
1 have a right to sign anywhere.”

Fitgsimmons .this afternoon issued the
following: “New York, Oct. 1.—JamesJ.
Corbett, champion of the world: Dear
sir,—According to all customs and re-
cognized rules of the prize ring, I be-
lieve I am entitled to challenge you for
the world’s heavyweight championship.
I hereby do so in the most business-like
manner possible, by posting with The
New York Herald $1000 as a forfeit for
you to cover. This money will be allow-
ed to remain up jor 30 days, and at the
end of that Tngd, if_you fail to cover
it, I believe that I am entitled to the
ehampionship without further argument.
1 have consulted all the best sporting

i awrthorities in America on this point,and

they all agree that you are obliged to
fight or lose the championship by default.
It is not a question of whether I am
middle weight or“welter weight so long
as there i& a club that stands ready to
offer a $25,000 purse and I am willing
to comply with all the recognized rules.
I am entitled.to a fight with you. If
you will read the past history of the
ring you will find that a champion is
obliged to xecogpize a challenge accom-
panied by the proper sum of money from
even an unknown. There have been many
battles fought where the champion did
not know his man until he was intro-
duced to him in the mng. 1f youn do not
cover my moncy now posted with The
New York Herald 1 will claim the cham-
pionship and defend it agaiust all com-
ers, . whether they be heavy weights or
bantams. In case I beccme the champion
I kope you will not lower the $10,000
.stake mouney you now say you will bet
on O’Donnell if we are matched. I, how-
ever, pray thut jou will now defend it
like a man, us your predecessor, John L.
Sullivan did, wuo threw up his theatri-
cal engagements to fight you. I cer-
tainly shall not allow any of my thea-
trical engagemeuts to interfere with.ny
defence of che nonored title if it comes
$o me. Yours truly7 Robert Fitzsimmons,
champion middle weight of the world."”
