“Any allusion to Armenia upsets me.
I am ashamed, excited, indignant,when 
I think of what I saw in that country, 
and of the confidence with which I 
consoled qualing women and weeping 
men with hopes that England would 
see them through their difficulties, and 
the words of heartfelt thanks they ut­
tered, often upon their knees, in the 
fields or on the hillsides, and the 
child-like messages of anticipatory 
gratitude which they asked me to de­
liver to the English people now bum 
and rankle within me like an enve­
nomed wound. The European powers 
are playing a farcical representation 
round the graves of a Christian peo­
ple. If conduct similar to theirs were 
to be pursued by an Individual ln pri­
vate life, it would be visited with so­
cial ostracism, and would brand Mm 
with an Indelible Cain’s mark of In­
famy. . Fancy a man’s neighobrs parad­
ing around the doors of Ms house 
wMle he and hls children rush franti­
cally from room to room and from 
window to window, Imploring them to 
save them from the devouring flames.
We have pity on a rat If we hear of 
its protracted and hopeless efforts to 
escape from burning, but men and 
women, boys and girls, who are killed 
piecemeal, are laughed at—that Is 
what is has come to.

Mr.Russia May Make a Dash.WAR IMPOSSIBLE.

Tko Feeling In England Shown by a New 
York Correspondent

New York, Dec. 29.—Mr. Isaac N. 
Ford cables from London to The Tri­
bune :

No real change in the relations of 
Great Britain and the United States 
has occurred since the Venezuela com­
mission bill was passed a week ltgo. 
Princes, bishops, preachers, authors 
and all sorts and conditions of Eng­
lishmen have united ln a Christmas 
carol in favor of peace. This was a 
safe thing to do. because they knew ln 
their hearts a week ago that there 
would be no war. 
have been printing many 
daily about the Venezuela affair and 
American opinion.but nothing has hap­
pened here since the slaughter of Am­
erican securities which produced a 
Wail-street scare and enabled Mr. 
Cleveland to follow up hls Venezuela 
message with pleading in bankruptcy. 
From that moment no Intelligent Eng­
lishman has considered an outbreak of 
War possible.

So long as President Cleveland ap­
pealed to England on moral grounds 
to arbitrate a frontier dispute and not 
bully a feeble republic, the advantage 
was with the United States.

Chamberlain’s order for defending the 
frontier with Maxim guns was dis­
closed; it would have been stirred more

employers a draft agreement empody- 
tng the substance of the merchant 
tailors' proposition, with the objection­
able clause omitted. This, of course, 
did not meet with the views ot the 
employers, who refused to consider 
anything outside the original agree­
ment.

On Dec. 21 the employers sent to the 
union an ultimatum calling upon the 
men to sign the agreement as at first 
presented, and giving them a week ln 
which to do so. The men were firm ln 
their refusal, however, and ln conse­
quence of their stand the Merchant 
Tailors' Association on Saturday night 
closed its shops to the members of the 
union.

Mr. H. A. Taylor, “ that our employes De& gy. 
shall dictate to us how our business Is 
to be conducted. About 20 of our em­
ployes are affected by the lockout.
The matter stands thus : There are a 
number of men who are not members 
of the union, but are nevertheless good 
workmen, and who have been 
ployed by us for years. Their work is 
satisfactory, and we wish to retain 
them We pay them the union prices, 
and the fact that they do not belong 
to the union does not concern us”
“ Of course," continued Mr. Taylor, re­
plying to a question, “ our trade will 
be affected by the lockout, but we pro­
pose carrying on our business Just the 
same, and will continue to pay those 
who work for us the wages called for 
ln the union scale, and which we have 
always paid.”

Said Mr. R. J. Score: There Is no 
strike or lockout as far as I know. It 
simply amounts to this : 
men want to dictate to us what we 
shall do and what we shall not do ln 
regard to the employment ot non-un­
ion tailors, tailoresses and dressmak­
ers. The firms that are Interested will 
hereafter be only non-union shops. We 

now out of the union altogether.
To my mind the men are acting fool­
ishly. Why, there are not enough un­
ion men working on waistcoats to 
make the vests required by our store, 
and there are not enough union men 
working on trousers to turn out one- 
quarter of the" demand. Hereafter 
ours will be a non-union shop. We are 
willing to pay decent wages, but will 
not be coerced by any union. Not long 
ago the men were grumbling about our 
employing girls at all, but now they 
wish to compel us to make them mem­
bers of the union.

Mr. Thomas Bilton of Bilton Bros., 
when asked his views of the state ot 
affairs referred the reporter to Mr.

Washington, Dec. 28.—By a vote of 
170 to 136 the House to-day passed the 
section of tbe bill Introduced by the 
Committee on Ways and Means, au­
thorizing the issue of 3 per cent, coin 
bonds to maintain the gold reserve. 
Forty-seven Republicans voted with 
the Democrats against the proposition 
as did all the Populists and Mr. New- 
lands (Silver, Col.). Mr. Hutcheson of 
Texas was the only Democrat to ally 
himself with the great body of Re- 
publicans in support of the measure. 
There was no opposition to the sec­
ond section of the bill directing the 
sale of certificates of indebtedness to 
meet temporary deficiency In revenue, 
and it was agreed to and the bill pas­
sed without a division.

The treasury receipts for December 
will probably exceed the expenditures 
about $500,000, and leave the deficit for 
that year about $15,500,000. So far this

^4A CIVIC REFORM A MOCKERY.
Of the various public services that 

are essential in every great city, none, 
with the exception of the supply of 
water, is more important than the sup­
ply of light. While the money paid by 
the citizens of Toronto for light Is 
largely in excess of what is paid for 
water, the importance of the latter 
service far exceeds that of the former, 
and Toronto may be thankful that it 
still retains in its own control its water­
works. The receipts from the. city’s 
water service amount to some $400,000 
per annum. The receipts of the street 
railway service reach about $1,000,000 
per annum. As for light, the gas com­
pany’s income is over half a million ; 
the city pays one electric light com­
pany over $100,000 a year for arc 
lamps, while the income of the two 
electric light companies from other 
sources must make the grand total for 
light paid by the citizens of Toronto 
about $1,000,000 per year. In addition 
to this, the same companies also sup-

CHICAGO WHEAT IS HIGHER Grey LambMcIntyre & Wardwell (John J. Dixon) 
received the following despatch to-day from 
gchwartz, Dupee & Co., Chicago:

Wheat opened higher and was firm dur­
ing the entire session. The outside news 
aggregated stronger than anything we have 
had for some time. Clearances from the 
seaboard were 3,457.000 bushels for the 
week, about 1,600,000 bushels more than 
last week and the largest In any week for 
several years. Argentine cables reported 
damage by rain and the American Consul 
General at St. Petersburg reported that the 
world’s supply computed there sboJX^2ina 
shortage compared with 1894 of 160,000,- 
000 bushels wheat and 130,000,000 bushels 
rye. San Francisco reported sales of wheat 
there for Australia and South Africa, and 
that millers are paying 6 cents per cental 
premium for cash wheat over the May op­
tion. Minneapolis reiterated reports or 
light farmers’ deliveries and continued 
heavy milling demand for cash wheat. 
New York reports 35 to 40 boatloads sold 
there for export yesterday. Receipts were 
458 cars In the Northwest, against 1672 last 
week and 231 a year ago.

The coming municipal contest In 

Scarboro will, it seems, turn largely 
about the question of the York toll 
gates.
of which Reeve Chester Is the head, 
came out strongly in favor of the po­
sition taken by the county council last 
June, when by a two-thirds vote that 
body passed a by-law abolishing the 
gates throughout York and providing 
for the maintenance of the 
roads by each of the mu­
nicipalities interested. In Its con­
stitutional course the by-law came' be-

whlch,
though expressing sympathy with the. 
mevement, decided that In one or 
two small particulars the by-law as 
It stood was certainly Illegal. The mat­
ter, therefore, is to he once more 
brought before the county at Its com­
ing sitting. The Scarboro council will 
stand by its guns and, judging from 
the tone of public sentiment through­
out the township, it has the firm sup­
port of eight of every ten of the elect­
ors. Barring the question of the toll- 
gates altogether, it is an Incontro­
vertible fact that the farmers of Scar- 
boro now pay In market fees alone 
each year a sum more than sufficient 
to maintain at its present high effi­
ciency the 11 miles of the Kingston- 
road that runs within its borders—and 
this heavy drain will last as long as 
the present means of keeping up the 
road continues. While the by-law 
placed this maintenance upon the vari­
ous municipalities interested, a con­
siderable section of the Scarboro vot- 

took the view that the roads’ sup­
port should be undertaken by the coun­
ty. It is safe to say that under such 
management,with the many and diver­
gent influences it would have to work 
against, some sections of the country 
would receive more money than the 
others and roads not in repair would 
go down for lack of funds. The Town­
ship of Scarboro has to consider whe­
ther, with a county council represen­
tation ot three out of the total of 47, it 
would be able to do as well for Its In­
terests as It could do by looking after 
Its own affairs.
