The Wat­
ford Natural Gas Co. will now dissolve 
with several hundred dollars worth of ex­
perience as their principal asset.

Telephoning in Australia

In Australia, for ordinary telegrams 
not exceeding 1C words the charge 
to any part of the country is 24 
cents ; possibly over distance greater 
than between Halifax and Vancouver 
—the cheapest rate in the world. 
The Commonwealth telephone 
service is established on pay call 
system, each effecting call costing 
ona cent. Telenhones may be in­
stalled on the party service for ten 
dollars a year, plus a cent for each 
call. In cities of over 100,000 in­
habitants an exclusive service costs 
$20 a year, and for all effective calls 
subscribers are charged a cent a call; 
for calls above 2,000 half yearly the 
rate is reduced to three calls 
for one penny. There has 
lecently been a marked expans­
ion in the establishment of public 
(slot) telephones. They are placed 
conveniently in prominent places 
such as retail stores and railway 
stations and connection is frequently 
made with the Intercolonial and 
overseas steamers immediately they 
are berthed at wharfs.

Beat up three 
eggs in a basin and stir in two cupfuls 
of .boiling, millz. sweetened • with three 

lespoonfuls of sugar. Return this to 
tb<X saucepan, add one heaping table- 
spoonful of powdered gelatin which 
has been dissolved in half a cupful of 
boiling water* one teaspoonful of va­
nilla extract'and stir over the fire 
with a wooden spoon until it thickens. 
Remove from the fire, odd the pulp of 
four ripe bananas and when cool fold 
in one cupful of whipped cream. Just 
before the mixture sets pour it Into the 
prepared mold and place it on ice to 
form. Unmould the shape carefully on 
a cold dish and serve.

Banana Tartlets.—Soak eight table- 
spoonfuls of chopped cocoa nut in suffi­
cient milk to cover, beat up till smooth 
and the thickness of batter, then add 
three tablespoonfuls of melted butter, 
four beaten yolks of eggs, half a cupful 
of whipped cream, one teaspoonful of 
vanilla extract and the stiffly beaten 
whites of two eggs. Peel twelve ba­
nanas and rub them through a sieve, 
then add to the mixture. Line gem 
pans with pastry and fill with the mix­
ture; bake In a hot oven for ten min­
utes. Beat up the whites of two eggs 
until stiff, then add half a pound of 
confectioner’s sugar and one table­
spoonful of cornstarch and mix well to­
gether. Put a thin layer over the tart­
lets and put them in the oven to dry.

Banana Custard.—Peel six bananas 
and pass through a sieve; add two 
tablespoonfuls of sugar, four well beat­
en eggs, two cupfuls of milk and one 
teaspoonful of lemon extract; pour into 
a buttered fireproof dish and bake till 
set in a moderate oven. When cold or­
nament with cherries cut in halves.

A Review of the Work ot the Ex­
perimental Farms

For more than a quarter of a century 
the Dominion Experimental Farms have 
been carrying on experiments to find out 
the best kinds of crops and animals, and 
the best ways of handling them for profit. 
This has been going on not only at the 
Central Farm at Ottawa, but also in the 
Maritime provinces, the Prairie provinces 
and in British Columbia- The benefits 
that have resulted to the Canadian farm­
er from this work are undoubtedly very 
great, but still thousands ot earnrst men 
are not receiving the full advantage of 
what is being done for them. Perhaps 
many do not receive the reports and bul­
letins contain ng the information, while 
o.hers receive these publications regular­
ly but do not find the time to study out 
the lessons from them. In order to help 
especially this class of busy men and 
women there has been issued by direction 
of the Hon. Martin Burrell, Minister of 
Agriculture, a special bulletin containing 
the outstanding conclusions that have 
been reached during the 25 jTears that the 
Experimental Farms were under the dir­
ectorship of Dr. Wm. Saunders recently 
retired.

This review which has been prepared 
by Mr. J. B. Spencer, B. S. A., Editor of 
the Publications Branch, tells of lessons 
that have been learned concerning fertil­
izers, cereals, fodder crops, farm field 
work, live stock, horticulture, arboricul­
ture, chemistry, poultry, weeds and plant 
pests. In addition many of the recent 
developments of the farm system are en­
umerated. It is shown that not only 
have the farms and stations been in­
creased in recent years to fourteen, but 
great advancement is being made in. all 
the older farms. This review which is 
tastefully gotten up has been issued for 
free distribution by the Publications 
Branch of the Department of Agriculture 
at Ottawa.

WHY A BASEBALL CURVES.

For the Same Reason That an Open 
Door Slame In a Draft

All have wondered at some time or 
other why a door opened nearly to the 
limit will close when there Is a draft 
or wind going through the opening. 
Certainly the wind does not get In be­
hind the door and shove It for the 
draft is through the opening.

The explanation of this fact lies In a 
fundamental principle of moving fluids 
and is the same principle that makes a 
baseball curve. Whenever there Is a 
current In the air sidewise pressure is 
least In that current so when the 
draft blows through the opening to the 
door the pressure on that side of the 
door is decreased, and consequently 
the pressure on the other side will 
start slowly to move the door, making 
it go faster and faster till the door 
swings Into the draft Itself and starts 
going In the direction of the draft 
When it does so go In this direction 
of course the draft helps it along, be­
cause It la now hot the sidewise mo­
tion that counts, but the forward mo­
tion.

When a ball Is rotated in tbe air It 
carries around with It a good deal of 
air sticking to the sides. This, then. 
Is the same thing as saying that a cur­
rent of air Is flovtdng round the rotat­
ing ball In the direction of rotation. 
Now, If a wind blows against that ball 
It Is easy to see that the little rotating 
current will be with the wind on one 
side and against It on tbe other, so 
that on one side the velocity of the air 
will be Increased and on the other di­
minished. So the greater pressure on 
the slow side will shove the ball1 
against the low pressure on tbe fast 
side. Now, throwing a ball in the air 
Is the same aa making a wind blow 
against it, so if a ball be thrown and 
rotated at the same time it will neces­
sarily curve.—Chicago Record-Herald.

Many Problems.

SOME THINGS THAT HELP.

Work Mode Ee.y If Qono About Sys­
tematically— Kitchen Closets and 
Pantry Require First Attention. 
Sweep Carpets With the Pile.
Begin the work of thoroughly clean­

ing a room by dusting and rubbing 
up all the articles of furniture which 
may easily be removed from the room. 
Pictures and ornaments should be tak­
en down and dusted and put aside. If 
the curtains and draperies are not eas­
ily removable they should be looped 
aside or else be covered as well as pos- 

, slble with large squares of muslin, 
which are kept for this purpose The 
heavier pieces of furniture also should 
be covered.

Where there Is no vacuum cleaner 
the .ordinary corn broom will answer 
very well

Always sweep with the pile of the 
carpet, never across or against It 

After the room has been thoroughly 
swept slip a clean flannel cover over 
the broom and proceed to.brush ceiling 
and walls. The rule is to work from 
above downward.

After the walls are brushed the wood­
work should be gone over with dusters. 
If there are any finger marks they 
should be removed first This may be 
done very effectually with a cloth dip­
ped In kerosene and then wiped dry. 
Never use this near fire.

The curtains may be brushed or shak­
en, and then the windows should be 
cleaned. Wipe the shades, using a 
very clean cloth for this work.

The sheets which cover the furniture 
remaining in the room should now be 
removed completely and the furniture 
dusted and rubbed up where necessary. 
It should not require polishing—that is. 
If average care Is taken of It—oftener 
than twice during a season. Clean 
mirrors and the glass doors of book­
cases. The chandeliers mast not be 
overlooked. The metal parts may be 
wiped with a cloth dipped in cotton­
seed oil and then wiped dry.

The pictures and ornaments may now 
be replaced, and then turn your atten­
tion to the floor.

If this requires a thorough polishing, 
which Is hardly likely, wipe over with 
a cloth dipped in the crude oil and alco­
hol mixture, taking precautions, of 
course, not to run any risk from fire, 
and then follow this up with a clean, 
dry cloth, robbing vigorously. A 
weighted polisher may be used for this 
work. This may easily be made at 
home, using a brick or an old flatiron 
with a flannel covering. Never use wa­
ter on a hardwood polished floor. The 
result will be most disastrous to the 
finish.

Before cleaning a bedroom remove 
the bedding and If it Is possible put It 
out to air. After straightening closets 
and drawers cover the large pieces ol 
furniture as was done In the library, 
Remove the mattress cover and spread 
a sheet of muslin over the bed. Take 
np the small rugs. With a light stick 
or a rattan carpet beater beat the mat 
tress. The sheet which covers It should 
be moistened to hold down the dust 
Both sides must be beaten, if the 
mattress can be beaten out of doors II 
should be done.

In the kitchen the closets and pantrj 
will require first attention. The shelves 
should be thoroughly washed and al 
lowed to dry before the utensils are re 
placed. This is a good time to tak« 
note of the contents of jars and boxes, 
making a list of those supplies whict 
are running low.

The walls around sink and range maj 
require washing, as they are more apl 
to become soiled than the other parti 
of the room.

The range should be given a thorough 
polishing once in two weeks. This will 
he found quite often enough, provided 
» little care is taken of it day by day.

Tennis Is Played Practically AM Over 
the Earth.

If baseball is Oncle Sam’s national 
game and cricket Is John Bull’s, tennis 
Is certainly the International game.

The United States and Canada are 
dotted with tennis clubs from ocean to 
ocean and honeycombed with courts.

METALS AND MICROBES.

parts off
Canada are familiar with the small lump» 
that appeâr on the backs of their animals 
during the winter months and from 
which white grubs or maggots emerge at 
later date. Many theories exist as to the 
exact life history of the insect, known as 
the warble fly, of which the white grub 
is the larva. The opinion generally held 
that the eggs are laid on the backs of the 
cattle, and when hatched work their way 
beneath the skin, is proved by careful in­
vestigation to be incorrect. Dr. Seymour 
Had win, 1st Assistant Pathologist of the 
Health of Animals Branch of the Domin­
ion Department of Agriculture, who has 
studied the subject, claims that the eggs 
are not laid on the back but on the legs 
of the cattle. This appears to bear out 
the theory that the newly hatched insects 
are licked by the animals and thus takepi 
into the system and ultimately find their 
way to the backs where they develop 
beneath the skin.

The matter of chief importance to thé 
cattle raiser is not the exact course taken 
by the insect within the body of the 
cattle beast but rather the economic 
effect of the grubs upon the business of 
cattle raising. To throw light on this 
phase of the subject Dr. Hadwin han 
written a bulletin, which is numbered 16 
of the Health of Animals Branch, dealing 
with the economic aspect of warble flies. 
In this it is shown that enormous losses 
occur each year through damage to hides 
caused by these insects. Tanners con­
sulted on the subject claim that during 
the “grubby season”, extending from 
January to July, from 25 to 75 per cent, 
of hides are warbled and that about 20 
Der cent, of Canadian hides are more or 
ess damaged. The extent of damage 

is variously estimated by 16 large tanners 
to be from about 50 cents to #1.00 per 
hidd ; the estimate of one Ontario tanner 
was 10 per cent, which is equal to 
$180,000 per annum. The ^author obr 
serves that the man who" undoubtedly 
losses is the farmer ; the tanner does not 
want warbled hides at any price ami 
several of them testify that they buy 
hides only during the season when hides 
at not grubby. He estimates the annual 
loss to be between 25 and 30 per cent.

This bulletin of twenty pages, which 
is the first to have been issued on the 
subject in Canada,is helpfully illustrated. 
Copies will he mailed in response to 
applications made tor it to Publications 
Branch of the Department of Agriculture 
at Ottawa.

MeansIn Some Instances Contact 
Death to the Germs.

Experiment seems to show that there 
are certain metals which are capable 
of destroying microbes that come In 
contact with them.

The microbes experimented with were 
cultivated for the purpose In Jelly 
spread on a plate, and pieces of metal 
were dropped upon the Jelly while It 
was still moist

Any metal that had the property of 
arresting the development of the mi­
crobes destroyed them, not only Just 
under the place where it lay, but for 
a narrow space around it The width 
of this space varied both with the kind 
of metal and the kind of microbe.

Pure gold, when freshly cleaned and 
burnished, had no effect upon the mi­
crobes. Pure nickel and platinum and 
a few other metals also failed to af­
fect the organisms. But cadmlnm, cop­
per. brass, zinc and silver destroyed 
them, the first named metal especially 
acting quickly and effectively.

It has been observed that the metals 
that affected the microbes were those 
that are readily attacked by chemical 
reagents, while those that resist such 
reagents, like gold, had no effect From 
this fact It bas been concluded that the 
action upon the organisms Is due to a 
solution of the metals taking place In 
,ttm tally.—Earner's Weekly.
