Alvin Brooks, a Petrolia oil oper­
ator recently returned from foreign 
fields, died suddenly Saturday of 
heart failure. He had just completed 
arrangements to go to Trinidad to 
follow up oil developments in that 
island. He was urynarried.

The contract for the construction 
of the new hotel in London at a 
cost of about $800,000 has been 
awarded to the Frid Construction 
Company of Toronto. The building 
will be ten storeys high. Work has 
already commenced on the racing of 
the old building on the site.

Mary Ann Perry, a former resi­
dent of Forest, died in Vancouver, 
B.C., on January 18th, aged67 years, 
after a few days' illness. The re­
mains were brought to Forest for 
interment. Mrs. W. Evans, Warwick, 
was a sister and Ben.

The funeral of the late Peter Sal­
isbury took place from his home, 
Egremont Road, Plympton, on Wed­
nesday afternoon, January 19th. De­
ceased was ageij, 67 years and leaves 
a widow and three daughters, Mrs. R. 
Spooth, Mrs. T. Jones and Miss Eva,, 
all of Detroit; also five sons, Ephriam 
of Detroit ; Henry, Richard's Land­
ing; Merkel of Brigden; Alvin of 
Sarnia, and Fred of Camlachie.

Kenneth, the 14-year-old son of 
Mrs. Ellen Symington, of the eighth 
line of Plympton, was found dead in 
the barn Thursday at noon, hanging 
by a rope attached to a ladder. The 
boy was of a cheerful disposition and 
the theory of suicide is not generally 
believed. It is thought that the boy 
had been playing or experimenting 
with the rope and had met with an 
accident or carried his experiment 
too far. Mrs. Symington is a widow.

According to the latest Ontario 
government report issued November, 
1920, there are six schools with an 
average attendance of one; fourteen 
schools with an average attendance 
of two; twenty-seven schools with an 
average attendance of three; fifty- 
three schools with an average attend­
ance of four; ninety schools with an 
average.attendance of five, and 942 
schools with an average attendance of 
ten or under.

INCOME TAX CHANGES

Amendments made to the Income 
War Tax at the last session of the 
Dominion Parliament will be of im­
portance to the Canadian people in 
connection with the payment of tax. 
this year . The main change, so far 
as the administration is concerned, 
is that the first return is to be filed 
by April 30th, and with it a first pay 
ment of 25% of the tax, when the 
return is filed. The balance of the 
tax may be paid in three subsequent 
instalments at intervals of two 
months. An important change puts 
the onus on the citizen to make up 
his own tax returns, and fix the 
Amount he has to pay. The new 
form, which is not yet out, will re­
semble that used in the United 
States. It will be remembered that 
the income tax was increased at the 
1920 session of Parliament by an 
addition of 5 percent, to the tax and 
surtax on inèomes of $6,000 or 
more. Provision was also made for 
the taxation of stock dividends and 
shareholders' bonuses, while the Min 
ister of Finance retained power to 
take action against a taxpayer whom 
he susflpcts is about to leave Canada, 
so that the obligations toward the 
income tâx shall not be evaded. The 
new forms to be filled in by April 30 
will apply to the incomes of 1920.

COUNTY COUNCIL

The Lambton County Council took 
longer—much longer—to select a 
new County Clerk at their initial 
session Tuesday afternoon than they 
did to elect a warden. The cere­
monies attending the filling of the 
position of Chief Magistrate for the 
County occupied in all but about ten 
minutes, while the choice of a clerk 
took over an hour and a half. In the 
former case, after N. Sitter had been 
appointed clerk pro tem, the nomin­
ation of John T. Sproule was pro­
posed by Councillor Higgins and 
seconded by Councillor J. W. Davis, 
No other nominees were named and 
Reeve Sproule was declared elected. 
He was sworn in by County Judge 
Albert E. Taylor, who expressed re­
gret at \he death of the late County 
Clerk, John Dalziel, and also the late 
County Treasurer John B. Woodhali.

After donning the gown and coclc- 
1 ëd hat of the office. Warden Sproule 

addressed the Council breifly con­
gratulating the old members on their 
return to the council board and the 
new members on their success. He 
referred to the two vacancies in 
county offices, caused by death and 
pointed out that the filling of these 
two positions would be one of the 
important items to be considered 
during the session. “Lambton is one 
of the best Counties in the Province 
and we should be able to choose able 
men, said the Warden. In conclusion 
he suggested that the selection of 
County Clerk should be made by 
ballott and this suggestion was sub­
sequently adopted, and J. W. Davis 
was appointed as chairman to carry 
on the ballotting.

The following applications for the 
position were read and the appli­

to give brief' addresses setting forth 
their qualifications etc. D. P. Shaw, 
John Huey, H. Saunders, W^n. Nis- 
bet, E. S. Phillips, George A. H. 
Richardson. Three other applications 
were read but the sponsors were not 
present. The council decided to 
make the selection in camera and the 
aspirants to the clerkship and other 
spectators were requested to leave 
the council chamber. It was not until 
after several ballotts had been taken 
that the choice of John Huey was 
announced at 5.15 o’clock, and the 
covering bylaw was adopted, the sal­
ary being fixed on the same basis as 
his predecessor $1225.00 per annuqj. 
Clerk Huey was later sworn into 
office and took up his duties.

Communications, notices of motion 
and requests by delegations furnish­
ed a diversified program at Wednes­
day’s session of t-he Lambton County 
Council and it also marked the 
assumption of the office of County 
Clerk by the new. appointee, Ex- 
Warden John Huey. The majority 
of the communications received and 
read were requests for financial aid. 
The East Lambton’s Women’s Insti­
tute asked for a grant to carry on 
their work and the Suburban Road 
Commission requested an "appropri­
ation of $7,000 from the County for 
the maintenance and construction of 
suburban roads. These, along with a 
appeal from the Navy League of 
Canada, Ontario Division were re­
ferred to the Finance Committee.

The Legislative Committee was 
handed a communication from the 
Department of Public Works re­
questing that the County Road 
Superintendent and othèr county 
officers in touch with highway work 
be delegated to tattend a Good Roads 
meeting in Toronto on February 28, 
Marchlst and 2nd. A request from 
the Hospital for Sick Children went 
to the Finance Committee and an­
other request for a monetary grant 
-from the Ontario School Trustees 
Association was turned over to the 
Educational Committee.

The following notices of by-law 
were given: By-law to grant aid to 
towns and villages under the High­
ways Act, By-law to aid the school 
fairs in the county, By-law to 
appoint a member of the County 
Board of Audit, By-law to appoint 
a County Treasurer, By-law to aid 
the Women’s Institutes in East 
and West Lambton. Ex-Warden T. 
Simpson addressed the council on be­
half of a grant to the County Branch 
of Ontario Plowmen’s Association 
incidentally announcing that it is 
the intention of the association to 
hold a County ploughing match this 
year at a place yet to be named. The 
grant requested $400.00. J. Gilroy 
also spoke respecting a grant to this 
association pointing out that it aim­
ed to increase interest in agriculture 
The request was referred to the 
Finance committee. He also fictcd as 
spokesman for a deputation advocat­
ing the taking over as a connecting 
link with the Longwoods road the 
road running through Alvinston, 
Glencoe and Petrolea thus aiding 
communication from Sarnia to the 
eastern sections of the county. Mr. 
Moss, Mayor Preston, of Petrolea, 
and Ex-Warden Simpson also spoke 
on this topic and it was referred to 
the advisory board. Further notices 
of bylaw were given before noon 
adjournment as follows: bylaw to 
grant aid to the Petrolea Hospital, 
to raise money for th£ County Roads 
System, bylaw to raise money to pay 
current expenses, bylaw to appoint 
High School Trustees at Petrolea, 
Watford and Forest and. a bylaw to 
provide for the payment of grand 
andpetit jurors for 1921.

Eight ballots were necèssary to 
choose a new County Treasurer frdm 
the nine aspirants to fill the vacancy 
caused by the death of John B. 
Woodhali. On the final ballot, John 
E. Leckie, of Alexander & Leckie, 
real estate agents, Sarnia, a former' 
township and county municipal man 
and an unsuccessful candidate for 
Alderman at the January elections 
here, was chosen.

The recommendation contained in 
the report of the Advisory Board 
that $100,000 be appropriated for 
expenditure on the county good 
roads system was incorporated in a 
by-law which was given the neces­
sary reading sand adopted.

The request of the Suburban Road 
Commission for an appropriation ôf 
$7,000 to be expended in the con­
struction of a permanent road on 
the mileage taken over did not find 
favor, and the bylaw adopted auth-

orized a grant of but $1,000.
The report of the Legislative 

Committee, submitted by Reeve Jen­
nings, recommended that no action 
be taken at the present time on the 
request of the village of Port Lamb­
ton for incorporation as a police 
village.

Chestertown, Md„ Jan .27.—A 
new wage scale for farm labor was 
adopted at a mass meeting of farmers 
here. The scale calls for a day's 
work to be from sunup to sundown 
with the following compensation >—

The maximum was for a month- 
laborer to be $25 a month, with 
board and keep for laborer and horse, 
or $30 a month with board and no 
keep for the horse.

The maximum wage for a day lab­
orer for regular farm work to be $1 
a day and board. The maximum 
wage for a woman’s work in the 
farmhouse kitchen, including wash­
ing, to be $15 a month or $10 a 
month without washing.

SAVE LIFE ON THE DESERT

Nobody knows when this water-stor­
ing vine was first cultivated, but it 
must have been very long ago, for it 
was grown in Egypt and southern Asia 
in earliest historic times and the peo­
ples of southern Europe were well ac­
quainted with the watermelon before 
Christ was born.

The Arabs, the Phoenicians and the 
Egyptians explored South Africa in 
very ancient days, seeking gold, slaves 
and other things tV ^shie, and doubt­
less the watermelon was one of the 
plants they thought worth carrying 
home.

The wild watermelon is of no great 
size. In this respect it has been devel­
oped by cultivation ; and if move at­
tention had been paid to making It 
sweeter and better flavored, it would 
be today far more excellent. Efforts 
In this direction, however, have re­
cently been undertaken by the plant 
breeder*.

A JAPANESE MARRIAGE.

Maiden Never Considers Spinsterhood 
For a Moment.

With the Canadian girl marriage is 
quite a free-will affair-—she has the 
right of either marrying or remain­
ing single; she reserves the privilege 
to choose her husband. With the 
Japanese maiden this is not the cus­
tom. When she arrives at the age of 
twenty or thereabout she is expected, 
as a matter of course, to marry. The 
alternative of perpetual spinsterhood 
is never considered either by her or 
her parents. Marriage is as much a 
matter of course in a woman’s life 
as death, and is no more to be avoid­
ed. In choosing her husband she is 
usually allowed her choice in regard 
to whether she will or will not marry 
a certain man, but the initiative is 
generally taken by the parents. In 
brief, the Japanese courtship and 
wedding are somewhat after the fol­
lowing manner:

A young man, who finds himself 
in a position to marry, speaks to some 
married friend and' asks him to be on 
the lookout for a suitable maiden, 
says East and West News. The friend 
immediately gets busy and makes .a 
canvass of all the young maidens of 
his acquaintance, and finally decides 
that so-and-so—Miss Hana, let us say 
—will be a very good match for his 
friend. He then goes to Miss Hana’s 
parents and lays the case of his friend 
before them. Should they approve of 
the suitor, a party is arranged—gen­
erally in a tea house in a park, or in 
a theatre, where the young people 
may have a chance to meet each oth­
er and exchange salutations. If the 
meeting is satisfactory to all parties, 
the parents of the young people un­
dertake to ascertain that nothing 
wrong exists concerning such vital 
matters as the heredity of the family 
and the character of the young man 
and woman. Should all turn out sat­
isfactory, a formal betrothal is enter­
ed into by the exchange of costly 
presents, and the marriage is arrang­
ed. A lucky day is selected for the 
wedding, and all arrangements be­
tween the contracting parties are 
made by the go-between and his wife 
-.Vho first arranged the happy event 
and therefore hold themselves re­
sponsible for the success of the mar­
riage. The go-between is a voluntary 
affair seldom paid for, but because 
of the happy nature of the office there 
is always no lack of respectable peo­
ple glad to act in that capacity.

The marriage cévemonÿ takes place 
at the house of the groom, to which 
the bride is taken, accompanied by 
her go-between and her relatives. Her 
trousseau and the household goods" 
which- the bride brings with her are 
borne by men, who follow the car­
riage of the bride, forming a proces­
sion, getting cheers from observers, 
as it passes through the streets. The 
ceremony consists merely in the for­
mal drinking of the native wine 
(sake) from a cup, which is placed 
alternately to the lips of the bride 
and groom in the orthodox fashion. 
This drinking from the same goblet 
is a symbol of the equal sharing of 
the joys and sorrows of married life. 
At thé ceremony no one is present but 
the bride and groom, their go- 
between, and a young girl whose duty 
it is to pass the goblet and till it with 
sake. When this is over, the wedding 
guests, who have been assembled in 
another i;oom during the ceremony, 
join the wedding party and a grand 
feast is spread, at which much merri­
ment ensues.

On the third day after the wedding 
thei newly-married couple is expected 
to makes a visit to the bride’s family 
which is the occasion for another 
great feast. The young couple bring 
with them presents from the groom's 
family to the bride's family in return 
for the presents sent on the wedding 

#day. All this makes the Japanese 
wedding an extremely costly affair, 
the expenses often exceeding tens of 
thousands of dollars among the well- 
to-do.

Within the past few years, for 
many reasons, the marriage customs 
have been changed considerably. 
Greater regard is now being shown 
than formerly to the wishes of the 
young people in deciding their part­
ners, and the novel practice of allow­
ing the young people a short period 
of association before the bethroihal 
has come in vogue. The formality of 
the wedding ceremony, too,» has lost 
much of its former elaborateness, 
more stress nowadays being laid on 

j the spirit and significance of wed­
lock. Such reactionary women, who, 
ignoring entirely the customs of thé 
land, follow the American way of free 
courtship, have also appeared of late.

Overcoming u Difficulty.
A consulting surgeon tells many ‘ 

amusing stories about the experiences 
of medical men. It is nothing un­
common, he says, to find a patient to 
whom a doctor has been called suf­
fering from a disease quite different 
from that mentioned in the message 
received by the doctor. On one occa­
sion a certain medical man received 
a note asking him to come at once 
to a case of smallpox, but to his sur­
prise, on arriving at the patient’s bed­
side, he found that it was merely a 
case of rheumatism. “This is very 
plainly not smallpox,” he said to the 
writer of the letter. “Why did you 
say it was smallpox?”

$ Gunmen Kill \l
| Gangster |

N
EW YORK’S crime wave, 
which has been as well ad­
vertised as other New York 
productions, and which has 

promised to be almost a permanent 
wave, has reached its crest, anti now 
may be expected to subside. Hither­
to the victims of the gunmen of the 
American metropolis have been com­
paratively inconspicuous. But death, 
as the poets say, loves a shinins 
mark, and as a climax of this carnival 
of crime one of the most noted citi­
zens has been shot. He was not one 
of the most estimable of citizens, but 
he was known from one end of the 
country to the other, though not un­
der his baptismal name, which was 
William Delaney. To announce to 
New Yorkers that Mr. William De­
laney had been shot dead would not 
create any furore, unless one pro­
ceeded to say that when he was 
found dead lie had $140 and two 
pairs of eyeglasses in his pocket, in 
which case people would wonder 
what a man would do with two pair 
of eyeglasses at four o’clock in the 
morning.

But when it became known that 
Mr. William Delaney was Monk 
Eastman, Americans sat up and 
came to fehe conclusion that the as­
sassins had gone too far, for Monk 
Eastman was perhaps the most no­
torious citizen of New York. Even 
Canadians have heard his name. He 
never reached the bad eminence of 
Gyp the Blood and Lefty Louis, but 
for twenty years he was recognized 
as a sort of uncrowned king of the) 
underworld. It is true that he serv­
ed two or three terms in jail, but his 
record on the police blotter is un­
worthy of his prowess even if it is 
significant of his influence. He was 
arrested a score of time, lie was 
convicted only three times. One was 
for the murder of a detective, a 
stretch of ten years, which the good 
behavior of his political backers had 
cut in half. Another time was for 
operating an opium joint. The third 
was for being in possession of stolen 
silver valued at $10,000. He served 
nearly three years for the last crime, 
and when he was released joined the 
American army and served in France.

He appears to have been <• ;ood 
soldier, having a contempt oy death; 
bred of his Iongt experience as a 
gangster, and his identity not being 
known to his comrades he was re­
spected by them. When he returned 
home and received his honorable 
discharge his friends appealed to 
Governor Smith, asking that he 
should be pardoned for hi!? previous 
misdemeanors and be reinstated as a 
free and independent American citi­
zen. The governor hearkened to the 
request, and Monk Eastman, an­
nouncing thaï he was through with 
crime, became a normal American, 
citizen, with full power to vote and 
serve on juries. Considerable fuss 
was made over the incident, and sev­
eral writers drew morals from his 
career proving that war had a puri­
fying and even ennobljng effect. 
Monk Eastman got a good job and 
Went to work. **

He entered a garage, but the sur­
roundings not proving congenial, he 
got another job-as foreman. In this 
he had a partner, and it is said that 
Monk and his partner quarreled 
over the proceeds. Their quarrels 
usually happened over a bottle of 
hooch, the result being that Monk 
threatened to kill his partner, which 
broke up the company. It. seems; 
only too true that he gradually drift­
ed into his old associations, though 
it is not known that he committed 
any specific crime since winning the 
war. It is hinted that lie was a boot­
legger; it is also hinted that lie be­
came a police. informer and helped 
the authorities mark down some of 
the illicit vendors in drugs. One- 
theory is that he was detected in 
double crossing his associates and 
was killed. Another theory is that 
some new fledged gunman recogniz­
ing Monk thought that he might gain 
a reputation in the underwork! by 
killing him, knowing that Monk, as 
a reformer, would be unarmed.

Eastman was about fifty years old, 
and for twenty years past was per­
haps the best known desperado in 
New Yc k City, if not in the world. 
He had the reputation of being fear­
less, and early in hup career, when 
taken to the hospital with two or 
three bullets in his body, he refused 
to say who had shot him, though it 
appeared that he could not live. 
Shortly after his release a couple 
of rival gangsters were found dead, 
and it was assumed that Monk had 
taken his revenge. Time and again 
after some crime of violence he was 
arrested, but his political affiliations 
were s„ strong that he was released. 
The police may have been con­
vinced that he was an assassin, but 
evidence was hard to get, and easily 
suppressed. He was not an ordinary 
thief. Violence rather than plunder 
attracted him, and at elections he 
was valuable. When he met his 
.,tth he was under the influence 

either of liquor or of drugs. Other­
wise it would have been a difficult 
and dangerous job to bump hi* i«.
