# Pride and janlousy being laid aside,
it would be easy for a clear headed
men, respecting the United States and
the Dominion, to frame a reciprooity
treaty which should secure the free ex
change of Canadian fish and other pro-
ducts for American equivalents and
redound to the great good of both. The
present time is auspicious for reviving
this question, for it is evident to every
intelligent American that something
must be done L0 maintain and increase
our export trade. It requires the con-
stant opening of new markets by the !
adoption of liberal policiea.

We go out of our way to make com
mercial treaties with Servia and Rou
mania. We are careful not to neglect
our interests in distant Corea and Ma
dagascar. A supplementary treaty of
extradition with Spain has been pro-
claimed during the year. But, while
we are linking those remote lands to
our own in bonds of friendship, we are
ddoing absolutely nothing to strength
en the ties an improve the trade be
tween the United States and our next
door neighbor. A reciprocity treaty
with Canada is a very simple nuatter, in
which protectionists ought heartily to
join with revenue reformers as one to
compromise a measure which com-
mends itself for substantial seasons.
The appointment of a commission is
the first thing in order, and we hope
Congress will not delay in their part of
a work which may not be so productive
of good.”

Only about ten inches of
water were in the-cask, and the supposi
tion is, that in leaning over to reach
the water, ehe lost her balance, or had
a fit and fell in.

‘The night previous to the sad event,
the deceased appeared to be unusually
cheerful and was engaged in games
with the family until a short time be.
fore retiring, which was between 10and
11 o’clock. Both Mr.and Mrs. lsrael
Delap rose earlier than usual that
morning being disturbed by a restless
child, and after breakfast was got ready,
Mrs. Delap went up stairs to call her
aunt. Not finding her in her room,
she went down stairs agaia and told
her husband, who went up stairs and
searched through the room of the de-
ceased and the one adjvining and final.
ly proceeded to the bath-room and
found the body as described, but not
before he was passing the cask the
second time. The coroner was imme-

diately notified, and an inquest held, |,

the jury returning a verdict * Found
drowned in a cask.”” No marks of vio-
lence were visible on the body—one or
two slight scratches only appearing on
her face.

The <e-eased was a daughter
of the late James (?) Shaftner, Esq. She
leaves no issue. = Her age was about 50,
In her social life she was justly esteem-
ed for her many lovable qualities. Her
disposition was kindly in the extreme,
and she made numerous friends. Her
distressing death has thrown s gloom
over the whole village.

’ The Breadstuff's Duty.
SOME RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE MONTREAL
EXOQHANGE.

MonTREAL, Jan, 9.—The report of the
committee of the Corn Exchange was is-
sued yesterday. After discussing the
business of the port for the year the re-
port says in regard to the petiticn of the
millers to the government for a reduction
in the wheat duty from 15c¢ per bushel to
73c, that there is no differenco of opinion
as to the unfair discrimination against
millers as the duties are, and as to the
disadvantage to them at the time of the
deficiency, both in quality and quantity of
the wheat crop. Tho committee reaffirm
the opinion that breadstuffs should not be
taxed, and sincerely hopes that the nation-
al policy may not be interpreted by Parlia-
ment to mean disabling one of the most
important Canadinn industries. The com-
mittee advocates the abolition of canal
tolls, but strongl™recommends, in the in-
terest of farmers, flour millers, grain trade
and the people at larve, the abolition of
all taxes on breadstuffs, untrammelled in-
terchange of national productions belween
Canada and the United States, and aboli-
tion of all imposts and burdens upon
shipping by the St, Lawrence,

Circumstantial Eyidence.

A REMARKABLE CASE SHOWING HOW DANGER.
OUS IT IS TO RELY UPON IT.

A remarkable case of circumstantial
evidence has just occured in the English
County of Middlesex. One George Man-
ners having had an altercation with Ed-
mund Lascelles—a morose and sullen fel-
low—alout Lascelles’ sister Mary, to whom
Manners was engaged, was heard saying :

Dear Bm.—I1 notice in your admirable
paper an article on honesty. in the fruit
trade, and if yoa will permit me, I should
likv to offer some observations on that
question, having spent several yecars in
that trade in Kogland. Regular fruit
packers, in fruit growing countries such
a8 Spain, France, etc., are very careful to
put up nothing but really good fruit, well
packed, with the shipping mark upon the
case, aud this mark they ‘never alter, so
that even in a falling market their brands
are suught after and obtain higher prices
than the rest,and I should advise the
farmers of Nova Scotia to do the same.
In the first place to be careful that their
apples are carefully packed by hand,
secondly, that they are packed honestly
and well (i. e., lightly and ‘all the same
size apples in a barrel, not No. 1’s on the
top and bottom and fourth quality No, 2’
in the middle.) False packing may pay
for a time, in selling to speculators, but in
the long run will miserably tail., Thirdly,
that they are put up in good barrels, bard-
wood barrels are the best, as they stand
more koocking about, and are in much
better condition when they reach their
port of destination. Fourthly, that they
are shipped on a well ventilated, fast
steamer.

It belongs to what
Puck so aptly calls the * unsalted gen-
eration;’ the fresh young men. So
put it away and put on manly things.

And just one word more. Suppose
you are given to the habit of profanity,
You enter conversation with a man
who never ewears; in other words a
gentleman. By and by you begin to
perceive that he is the superior man.
Your remarks have a tame, flat, feeble
sound Yo your own ears, Your chéeks
begin to burn ‘with a sense of your
friend's excellence. Your pert little
damns sound rough and coarse and
vulggar, as they are. They begin to
drop out of your sentences; ashamed
to remain in the company of good,
honest English words, until as you dis
cover that you are carrying on your
part of the conversation without
awearing, you feel easier and yoar in-
tellectual stature is increased by a foot.

Frosted Feet.

JOHN M, STAHL,

The farmer olten suffers from frosted
feet, He must be out-of-doors the
greater part of the day, notwithstand.
ing the thermometer may be frozen up
and snow a foot deep. Cattle must be
fed and watered, wood cut and stables
cleaned out. Overshoes are oclumey
and inconvenient, and some of us may
teel that we are not rica enough to
wear them. Thus we get our feet
frosted and, instead of thawing them
out with ice or cold water, we put them
closeto the stove and suffer for it. Not
infrequently the women of the farm
suffer the same torments, I know all
will be thankful for a cure.

For years I so suffered with frosted
feet that 1 am certain [ swore, and am
not certain that I did not pray. For
days and weeks at a time I could not
wear leather boots or shoes at all. And
when Spring came and my feet ¢ thaws
ed out,’ the itching was almost intoler-
erable. I tried every remedy I could
thing think of. I had been schooled to
believe that turpentine was"an effectual
cure; but although I soaked my feet
with it till I was afraid to cover them
up warm at night lest there should be
a confligation, the soreness and itching
seemed to increase rather than dimi-
nish. Then I bathed them night after
night with sweet oil, coal oil, castor oil,
and a other oils. This seemed to only
put the itvhing in better running
order, but it didn’t run away and leave
me. [ tried physicians’ and druggists’
prescriptions, and would probably be
wailing at my lot yet had I not read of
this simple remedy :

‘In agallon of water as hot as can be
borne dissolve all the powdered alum
you can, - In this soak your feet two
hours; adding warm water as the other
cools, The next morning draw on your
boots in comfort.’ >

I tried it the same evening. I res
member that I wanted to go to a pro
tracted meeting that night and could
not get my boots on. My feet were
swollen like the face of a fat boy who
is enjoying the luxury of a toothache,
and were as red as beets. I prepared
the water and sat by the stove, reflect-
ing on what I had lost by not being
permitted to attend upon the means
of grace and sit .under the droppings
of the sanctuary, and soaked my pink

and soreness faded away and they look-
ed like the thumb of a woman who has
been washing blankets all day and
using soft soap. I went to bed and
once more slept the sleep of the just.
The next morning I pulled on my
boots without pain and carcacole
around in the excess of my joy. My
feet bave rarely troubled me since;
and when they have showed signs of
again taking up the old habit, a dose of
hot water and alum brings them back
to the paths of recititude.

Although I can recommend this as
an infallible remedy, it is not desirable
to let your feet be frost-bitten. Boots
or shoes should be roomy. If tight
they retard the circulation of the blood
and your feet will freeze much more
quickly. Wear woollen socks. If you
can get those made bome of home spun
yarn, do so. [Factory yarn is twisted
80 hard that the yarn holds very little
air in its interstices, hence is not so
warm as that so loosely spun. 1f your
boots and shoes are roomy enough to
easily admit of it, wear a pair of cotton
stockings inside of these. Ot, if you
will get some tissue paper and wrap it
around your feet outside of the woolen
stockings it will save your feet very
much. | bave come to counsider it
poor economy to deprive one's-self of
overshoes.— Rural Yorker.

Sor the Ladies,

If the steamer were used in the pre-
paration of meat for the . table we
should have Jess that is poorly cooked,
or balf cooked. During the past Sum-
wmer we have used a great deal of mut-
ton, which was raised and fattened on
our own farm. As we eschew pork in
our family, and can buy very little beef
that we can chew at all, we consider
mutton our dependence for food in the
meat line. Several times the prepara-
tion of it has been commended by:
persons at our table, prefaced by the
remark, ‘1 never did relish mutton
before,” Ifthe Ruman will give our
method a place in its household
colamn, it may induce those who adopt
it to change their opinions in regard to
this most wholesome and excellent
article of diet.

Place a large steamer upon the stoye
with pleaty of boiling water in it, and
also a deep tin or earthen dish to hold
the meat and receive the juices. We
cook half a quarter at once. Rub each
piece with salt and pepper; placeit in
the dish and cover tightly. From two
to three hours will be required to cook
it thoroughly. Keep a steady fire and
try the meat with a fork after an hour
or more; the timq must depend on
the quality of the meat and all sorts
require more time'than beef to be well
done.

When quite tender, remove the
steamer from the stove. Have ready
a dripping-pan with a little boiling
water and flour to dredge ther meat.
Place in this the leg and other parts
suitable for roasting; put intoa quick
oven for a half-hour, basting it. Mean-
time the steamer should be placed
where the cold will harden the tallow,
which must be carefully taked off.
Every particle of fat may be thus re-
moved, leaving a clear jelly, similar to
that obtained from beef, and with pros
perties peculiarly sdapted to the weak
digestion of invalids and aged people.
One cup of this stock should be added
to the gravy served with the roast, also
butter and flour to thicken. The res
mainder make an excellent soup witha
variety of vegetables, or simply the
addition of peas, meal, flour or corn-
starch. The fat may be utilized for
shortening, put with beef dripping;
but do not allow it to wander about in
the soup. George Eliot in an article
on servants, writes thus of soup mak-
ing: * You desire soup but you desire
it without fat. You are perhaps a
genius; the world is in need of your
new poem; or you are evolving a
momentous theory, and the evolution
of fatty acids within yon is a eerious
impediment. An investigation showed
that the cook handled the stock as a
gardener would turn the soil’when dig-
ging for roots; thus the particles of
fat adbering to the spoon were mingled
with jellied soup beneath, she all the
time stoutly aflirming there could be
no fat in her soup, for she took it from
under the fat. * But there's stomachs
that wont stand soup, and there's
where it is,’ was the lucid explanation
offered.’

Ravenons a nos moutons : Portions of
the meat not suitable for roasting can
be used—sliced up cold for breakfast
and tea, with an condiment preferred,
and will be found very delicate. We
think with nice breakfast rolls and
cooked celery it furnishes an excellent
morning meal. Wecook celery as we
do aspsragus: cut fine, boil in water till
soft, then add one cup of cream and
milk with spoonful of flour, pepper and
salt. We prefer it to that so highly
seasoned.— Rural New Yorker.
