After my admission to the bar I was set-
| tled for some time in Corinth, and found
it to be a most exasperatingly peaceful
town, and aside from making an occasioual
deed and one or two wills, I had had no
practice whatever, and but for the kindness
of a maiden aunt, who thought me the best
“wvevvy " in the world, I should have been
in very hard straits indeed. She had more
faith in my fortune thanI, and to my fre-
quent expressions of disatisfaction, and
threats to go about something else, she
always replied:

““ Wait patiently; you have the ability,
and all you need is the opportunity, apd
that will come.”

While waiting for this longed-for oppor-
tunity, I formed the acquaintance of nearly
every one in the village, and among others
was Mr. Ball, the wealthiest man there,
who had a fine farm, with a comfortable,
old fashioned house and capacious barn
thereon, which, backed with a goed bank
account, made him easily the foremost man
of the town.

The will was apparently in the hand-
writing of Mr. Ball, was duly signed in the
presence of three witnesses, two of whom
were prominent people in the village at the
time of its execution, but both of whom
had died shortly before Mr. Ball; the third
witness was o shiftless ne’er-do-well, who
had occasionally worked for Mr. Ball.

Tozier said the will had been given him
by Mr. Ball, at the time of its execution,
with a strict injunction to say nothing
about it until after his death, the alleged
reason being that as he was disinheriting
his only relatives he did not care to have
it known and discussed, and besides, he
wanted Fred to stay with him as long as
he lived, and he was afraid he would leave
if he knew what disposition he had made of
his property. He wished to give him a
home and educate him, but as he was young
and smart he could easily make his way in
the world, while Tozier and his wife were
getting along in years, and had spent the
best ytars of their lives in his employ, and
by their industry and care had contributed
a great deal towards creating much of the
property they were to enjoy.

¢ Mr. Symonds, why are you taking up
80 much timeabout the seal and the time
it was affixed; a seal is immaterial to a
will, and if it 'had been put on later it
would have maile no difference.”

Mr. Page said his evidence was all in, as
he supposed it would be unnecessary to in-
troduce any evidence of Mr. Ball's sanity
and capacity to make a will, other than
the witness who had testified.

Mr. M. was sworn, and testified that he

was a seal engraver, and that making of
seals with heraldic devices thereon was a
part of his business. I showed him the
stamp in question, and asked him if he ever
saw that particular stamp. He said he
had, that he made it for Mr. Ball. I then
handed him a piece of wax, and asked him
to make an impression of it, which he tid.
I then asked the Register for an impression
I had left with him, and the three were
identical, and were shown to the judge,
who still seemed to wonder what I was
about. I then asked the witness if he could
tell when he made the stamp; he said he
could, and referring to his book he said:

«T have here the book of original draw-
ings wade by me for heraldic work. I
keep a copy of every device I make, and I
find that I made this stamp for Mr. Ball in
the week begining January 16, 1865, find
that it was sent to him by express the fol-
lowing week; I have here the receipt from
the express company dated January 23,
1865.”

This was a date about four years later
than the date of the will, and there was a
sensation in the courtroom. Tozier and
his wife and Goudy were as white as sheets.

I said to the judge: *‘ Your honor will
see why I was so particular to have the
seal affixed to that paper at its alleged
date. To mymind the evidence offered is
sufficient to show that this paper is a for-
gery, but if you have any doubt whatever,
I have one other piece of evidence which,
if your honor will hear it, I think will re-
move it.”

I will hear of it,” said the Judge.

I then called the Clerk of Courts for the
county, and after he had been sworn, I took
up the alleged will, and began addressing
the Judge, and said:

“ Your honor will observe that this pa-
per, purporting to be the will of Reuben
Ball, is dated March 10th, 1861, and the
surviving witness, John Goudy, has testi-
fied very minutely as to seeing Mr. Ball
sign the same in the library of Mr. Ball’s
house. Now I will put in evidence a record
of the Supreme Court of this county, and
will ask the court to read that record, and
will then leave it eatirely with your honor
to say whether the thing he has testified to
could possibly have happened.”

The clerk then read that at the term of
the Supreme Court of this county, begun
on the first Tuesday of February, 1861, to
wit, on the first day of March, 1861, John
Goudy, of Corinth, was put on trial for and
convicted of the crime of larceny, and sen-
tenced to two years in the county jail, and
that the prisoner was then and there com-
mitted to the custody of the sheriff of the
county, Asihe clerk finished reading, I
heard a movement behind me, and turned
to see the Toziers and Goudy attempting to
leave the room. The judge also noticed
the movement, and said to the sheriff, who
was present merely as a spectator, the cns-

Ball’s handwriting just for amusement, the
idea of the forgery originated with her hus-
band ard Goudy, and was finally assented
to by her; and had they known law enough
to have left off the seal, and had selected a
date when Goudy was really at home, it
would guite probably have been successful.

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Maine’s Big Ship.

The Roanoke, Maine’s big ship, was set
afloat from the yard of Messrs. Sewall’s on
Monday last. The Roanoke registers a ton-
nage of 3,539 tons; net, 3,400. Her length
is 311 2-10 feet; breadth 49 2-10; depth 29
feet. Counting the poop she has 4 decks.
She is a little larger than any vessel built
by the firm, exceeding the Shenandoah by
200 tons, and will be the biggest wooden
vessel afloat. The ship has four masts, the
tallest rising 180 feet above the deck. The
rear mast is made from one tree. The main
yard is 100 feet in length. The frame is of
white oak, the planking of yellow pine.
The cabin is a beauty, being finished in
guartered oak. A steam engine furnishes
all necessary power.

The Fall River Tragedy.
IT WAS NOT HUMAN BLOOD THE DOCTOR
FOUND ON THE HATCHET.

Fall River, August 29.—Prof. Edward
Wood was the first witness in the Borden
hearing this morning. He testified he ex-
amined the stomachs of Mr. and Mrs. Bor-
den. They were tested for prussic acid,
but none was found. The witness said he
received from Mr. Dolan a hatchet, two
axes, a blue dress skirt, a dress waist, a
white starched skirt, pair of black stock-
ings, lounge cover; and envelope containing
hair taken from the hatchet. The hatchet
contained a number of suspicious looking
spots, but a careful examination showed no
traces of blood. Every spot which looked
like blood was examined, but no traces of
blood were seen. A big smooch on the
blue skirt looked like blood, but he found
it not to be blood. The white skirt had
one spot which looked like blood, and was
found to be such, it was directly in front
about six inches from the bottom. There
was no blood on the lounge cover. The
hair on the hatchet was not human hair.
(Sensation). It was more like that taken
from an animal. There was no blood on
either the shoes or stockings and there was
nothing on the two axes; near the edge of
hatchet were spots, but they were found
not to be blood. Was spatter on blade, but
it was not blood; there was a spot on one
side of the head of the hatchet which
looked like bleod but it was not. The hat-
chet produced and Lizzie examined it with
as much interest as her counsel. The wit-
nest said it would be impossible for the as-
sailant of the murdered persons to escape
getting blood on his body in some way.
The blood would hit thg assailant from the

.knees up, and the blood on the assailant in

the case of Mrs. Borden would be shown

anywhere above the feet.

OUTLINE OF THE STORY OF THE MURDER
OF WHICH LIZZIE BORDEN IS ACCUSED.
The mysterious murder of Andrew J.

Borden and his wife in Fall River on Aug-

ust 4th is still unsolved, and apparently as

great a mystery as ever. The known facts
of importance may be briefly summarized.

The Porden family name is numerous and

wealthy. 1,000 Bor-

dens among the 60,000 people of Fall River,
this name occupying several pages of the
city directory. Andrew J. Borden was es
timated to be worth half a million of dol-
lars. He was a man of 70 years of age,
living very quietly with his wife, two
daughters, Emma and Lizzie, and a single
Mrs. Borden was a second wife,
Mr. Borden had been married

servant.
to whom
some 30 years. The two daughters were
children of his first wife.

« On the night previous to the murder one’

John V., Morse, a brother-in-law to Mr.
Borden by his first marriage and uncle to
the two daughters, stayed in the Borden
house. Matters appear to have gone on
much in the usual manner on the morning
of the murder. Mr. Morse was the first to
leave the house. Later Mr. Borden went
out, returning shortly before 11 o’clock.
All the persons known to be in the house
at that time were Mr. and Mrs. Borden,
Within a
quarter of an hour, Lizzie called to the ser-
vant in an excited manner that her father
was killed, and the servant ran out to sum-

Lizzie and the servant Bridget.

mon assistance. Those who came found
Mr. Borden dead on a sofa in the sitting-
room, and a little later Mrs. Borden was
found dead in the spare room upstairs.
Both had been killed, apparently with an
axe or hatchet, in the most brutal manner,
their heads being literally chopped to
pieces.
vealed 18 distinct wounds on the bhead of
Mr. Borden and 14 01 the head and body
of Mrs. Borden. The latter had been
killed probably an hour before her husband,
as was shown by the medical testlmony.

As is well known, the daunghter, Lizzie
Borden, is charged with the crime. The
seemingly incredible theory of the state is
that in a very brief state of time she per-
formed this double butchery, washed the
axe and concealed it in the cellar, got rid
of all traces of bleod from her clothes and
person and then gave the alarm. A large
portion the general public refuse to believe
this possible, much less probable. Lizzie
Borden was known to her friends and ac-
quaintances as a quiet, cultured and re-
fined young woman. ‘- She was religious,
too, and thought to be a worthy, active
member of the Congregationalist church.
There is an entire absence of any ususual
motive for so unnatural a crime on her
part. The most that can be said is that
she would come a little sooner into . posses-
sion of her share of her father’s estate if he
were dead.

The post mortem examination re-

But the state can find no other to accuse,
So far no reliable testimony can be obtained
of any person entering or leaving the Bor-
den house shortly before or after the mur-
der. Nor can any motive be found for any
person outside the house having entered it
to commit the crime. No robbery, no
other crime was attempted. Mr. Morse’s
time is so satisfactorily accounted for that
he is not even suspected. Hence the sus-
picion that one of the two women who were
about the house at the time of the murder,
and the only persons known to be there,
committed the deed. Neither one of them
appears to accuse or suspect the other.
Neither of them appears to have heard any
unusual sound about the house during the
time the terrible butchery was enacted.

During the morning, down to very near-
ly the time of the murder, Lizzie Borden
was ironing in the kitchen, and Bridget
Sullivan, the servant, was washing win-
dows inside and outside.. Both saw Mr.
Borden after he returned to the house.
He laid himself down upon the sofa, and
had apparently gone to sleep before he was
murdered. One or two suspicious circum-
stances are relied on by the prosecution
against Lizzie Borden. It is affirmed that
some days previous she had made an effort

-to purchase prussic acid at a drug store.

Bridget Sullivan in her evidence tells that
on the r;mrning of the murder Lizzie told
her that Mrs. Borden had gone out to see
a sick friend from whom she had received
a note, but no trace can be found of this
note or of any friend

that the accused lady ‘is innocent. The
time of the murder, the frenzied manner
in which it was done, the previous high
character of Lizzie Borden, her affection
for her father and her demeanor since being
accused, all tend to raise a belief in her in-
nocence. If guilty, she was probably insane
at the time the deed was done, but there
seems nothing in her life before or after the
crime to give indication of insanity.

Projected P. E. I. Tunnel.

The work of t('sﬁng the formation through
which the projected Prince Edward Island
tunnel would have to be constructed is be-
ing carried on by the Electric Mining Co.
of Ottawa, one of whose directors, Hector
McRae, leaves Ottawa in a few days to in-
spect the operations. The distance between
Capes Traverse and Tormentine is 8 miles,
and the test holes will be sunk a third of a
mile apart. This is a simple enongh mat-
ter oo land, but the diamond drilling ut sea
is quite another thing. The depth of wa-
ter in the Strait varies from sixty to one
hundred and sixty feet, and in order to ob-
tain a stationary surface, a tripod of iron
tubing with solid pointing ends is driven
into the bottom. On this at a suitable dis-
tance above the waves a platform contain-
ing the apparatus is placéd, the drilling be-
ing done through an iron casting sunk to
to the bottom. These diamond drills take
out a core about an inch and a half in dia-
meter, the boring being carried down to
one hundred and ten feet. The first hole,
on the New Brunswick side, was drilled in
two days, but rough weather coming on,
only two were sunk during the ensuing
week. So far the forwation has proved to
be sandstone with intervening strata of
plastic clay. Mr. McRae expects to finish
the contract by the 3lst of October.

The following is the report of the foreign
outlook on the apple crop in the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland,and
also on the continent of Europe, received
from the reliable house of John 8. Town-
send & Co., dated August 25th: —

England and Wales.—Fifty-five places
heard from report an average crop, eight
over an average, and one hundred and one
are under the average.

Scotland.—Five places report afi average,
three over, and twenty-nine ung;'.

Ireland. —Four places report an average,
three over, and six nnder.

The Chaunel Islands report under an
average crop.

In France the crop is very good: some
parts heavier than for many years past.

Holland.—The quality is good, but the
quantity considerably under an average.

Belgium. —There will be an abundant
crop of all sorts of apples.

Germany.—A poor crop generally and
very few winter apples.

The apples generally on the continent
will be only of medium quality. Pears are
almost a failure.
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Hay Wanted in England.

The Minister of the Interior has received
a letter from a friend in England in which
he states that Canadian farmers have a
grand opportunity for finding a profitable
market in Evngland this year for their sur-
plus stock of hay. While the hay crop of

%Ontario this year has been extraordinarily
large, in the mother country it has been
very poor and hay is selling there to-day
at.£7, or $35 a ton. Contrasting this with
Ontario prices, in Toronto hay is selling
for from §9 to $10 a ton; in Ottawa, from
$6 to $8, and Mr. Stevenson, M. P. for
West Peterboro,’” says it is selling in his
town as low as $6 a ton. Surely men of
enterprise never had a better opportunity
for earning an honest penny than is afforded
them by exporting hay to England.

Sir Charles Tupper in recent letters to
Hon. Mr. Foster states that hay is fetching
from £6 to £7 in England and says it is a
favorable opportunity for maritime province
farmers lo dispose of their hay, (good
quality) in the mother country.

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A Period of Calamities.

It is doubtful if 2o many calamities have
occurred for many years past as have been
crowded into the first half of the present
year. And it would appear as if the end
were not ‘f'et, for every day reports by tel-
egraph add to the awful record. About
one half of the Russian Empire has been
suffering the horrors' of famine, and now
pestilence, following in the wake of starva-
tion, is sweeping off thousands of human
beings. The deadly typhus and cholera
are making terrible inroads, entire towns
and cities in South-eastern Russia are de-
serted, and many victims of disease are
left to suffer and die without a ministering
hand. Ignorance and superstition have
given rise to infuriated mobs, as if the hor-
rors of pestilence were not sufficient for the
woes and miseries of the suffering people.
War and revolution have been doing their
worst in Dahomey and other savage Ytribes,
while South America has been in. turmoil
from ocean to ocean. Chili and Central
America have paseed through all the indes-
cribable horrors of the fire and sword of
bloody revolution. Brazil is shaken from
center to circumference with the throes of
revolt and bloody conflicts, while yellow
fever and smallpox have swept with devas-
tating fury in many South American ports.
In China, floods have played sad havoe,
and rebellion in many provinces has been
followed with bloodshed and devastation,
while hundreds of forcigners have been
slaughtered and their houses razed and
burned. Earthquakes and volcanic distur-
bances have caused frightful loss of life
and property in Japan. The Malay Archi-
pelago has been visited with one of the
most disastrous upheavals of the year by
which an island has been submerged with
its fruitful fields and teeming population.
Other islands are reported blotted out by
the great volcanic disturbances so prevalent
in that region. Disastrous earthquakes
have visited the Mediteranean. Etna is
in a state of violent eruption, and the entire
island of beautiful Sicily is in a state of
panic. The inhabitants are terrorized, and
tho cultivation of the fertile fields is sus-
pended. Entire villages have been wrecked
by earthquakes. I'he recent Mount Blanc
horror was one of the most appalling of
the century. A glacier with a sluggish
movement of a few feet yearly suddenly
lets go and hurls down the mountain in an
awful avalanche, burying villages and hun-
dreds of human beings in its resistless
sweep of destruction. Cyclone, fire and
tempest are amongst the most destructive
calamities in America. The Oil City dis-
aster of fire and flood and the great fire at
St. John’s, Newfoundland, are among the
most prominent on this side of the Atlantic.
Ohio, Iowa, Kansas, Illinois and other
Western States have beeén visited with de-
structive tornadoes, while millions of dol-
lars worth of property have been sacrificed
in floods that have devastated large districts
in the South and along the turbulent Mis-
sissippi. It is to be hoped the balance of
the year will be less fruitful of calamity
and disaster.

ONLY ONE BLOOD SPOT.

AND NOT CERTAINLY HUMAN BLOOD, IS ALL
THE DIRECT EVIDENCE AGAINST LIZZIE
BORDEN.~—SENSATIONAL DAY IN
THE MERDER CASE.

Fall River, August 30.—Lizzie A. Bor-
den will not testify in her own behalf at
the hearing now going on at Fall River.
That ‘was decided by her lawyers—Messrs.
Adams and Jennings—this afternoon after
Dist.-Atty. Knowlton had finished reading
the statement made by the accused young
woman at the inquest held two weeks ago.
The lawyers were helped in their decision
by the startling evidence given by Prof.
Edward Wood, showing that but two al-
most infinitesimal spots of blood were found
on, everything submitted to him which
came from the Borden house having a di-
rect bearing in detecting the guilty person.
The case of the goverment was closed - this
afternoon, and the defence commenced put-
ting in its evidence. The state fhought it
had a bit of direct evidence in the claw
hatchet found down cellar, with two hairs
and spots that looked like blood on it. The
state was so positive that the very weapon
had been found that the warrant for Liz-
zie's arrest read that she killed her father
with ‘“a certain weapon, to wit, a certain
hatchet.”
HOW QUICKLY THAT BIT OF DIRECT

DENCE FADED INTO THIN AIR /
when Prof. Wood got his microscope on it.
He found that the supposed blood stains
were merely rust spots; that of the -two
hairs on it, one came from an animal, pro-
bably a cow, and that the other had disap-
peared in transit. The evidence regarding
the hatehet was really the most important
featare of his testimony, for, with the
weapon not in the house, the question
naturally arises: ‘‘ Where did Lizzie, if
she is guilty, put it?” And if she is guilty,
and didn’t use one of the four such weapons
known to have been in the dwelling, an-
other follows: * Where did she get the
death-dealing implement?” The state, at a
trial, will be compelled to answer those
two questions. It thought it had them an-
swered. The opinion has been changed
now and another hunt will be commenced.

Still, Prof. Wood put the mat-
ter entirely at rest by his convincing state-
ment that there was no trace of prussic
acid or any other poison in the stomachs;

the digestive organs géemed in a perfectly
normal condition. “Prof. Wood established
one point for the state in fixing reasons
close the difference in the times of
deaths of Mr. and Mrs. Borden.

Denominational Progress.

Dear Epiror,—1 would like to say a
few- words anent the article bearing the
above heading which appeared in the Moni-
tor of the 31st ult.

It is a source of pleasure for any christian
to read the statistical reports of the denom-
inational progress of any church in_ carry-
ing on the great work of moral and spiri-
tual reform. But under this heading “‘Ve-
ritas " is misleading, as the statement seems
rather to be a ‘‘ fling” at the theology and
polity of other denominations, and especi-
ally the Methodist.

Now any one who is acquainted with the
official religious statistics of the United
States knows that, while the Baptists had a
start of about a hundred years ahead of the
Methodists in America, that the latter to-
day outnumber the former by over a mil-
lion members, and have an adherence of over
twenty-two millions. So much for *De-
nominational Progress.”

““ Veritas,” however, seems to be estimat-
ing the rate of progress by the number of
ministers who go over to the Baptist church
from other communions. He says ‘ forty-
seven ministers of other religious bodies
have united with Baptist churches. Twen-
ty-three of the above men were from the
various branches of the Methodist Society.”
I do not contradict the statement, as in all
probability it is correct. It appears, how-
ever, in an altogether different light, when
we take into consideration the fact that
there are in all denominations those who for
various reasons leave the ministry of one
church to enter the communion of another.
When we remember that we are speaking
of a country with a population of sixty-five
millions, forty-seven seems like a very small
number who seek admittance to the Bap-
tist fold. Now, if a balance were struck,
by considering those who leave the Baptist
church, (and notable instances could be
quoted), the denominational progress would
be in the wrong directions.

The twenty-three who are purported to
have come from the Methodist church may
be accounted for, in the fact that every
year there are a large number who through
incapacity are disqualified for the Metho-
dist ministry. These, mostly young men on
probation, do the next best thing—viz, join
some other communion, not so much from
a point of principle as for a matter of con-
venience.

When we biow our denominational trum-
pets, it would be as well, while we give due
place to true progress, not to sound too
many of those notes which speak of

A FAIRLY SUCCESSFUL EXPERIMENTAL TRIP
IN THE N BALLOON.
|San Francisco Chronicle, Aug. 17.]

Aeronaut Woodward of San Diego, ac-
cording to previous plans and specifications,
made an ascension this morning in his new
balloon, with 16,000 feet of gas in the silk
sack, the capacity of which is 197000 feet.
He explained before leaving the earth that
the only objeet of to-day's trip above the
clouds was to try the lifting power of the
balloon and determine whether the wings,
as he calls them, were of any use in raising,
lowering and guiding the palloon. The
wings in question are attached to the small
wire basket in which the aeronaut made his
ascent, in the same manner as oars on &

How to Get Earth-Worms without Digging.

Walter Sawyer, a professional fisherman,
says: ‘‘Nobody need work at digging
worms for bait unless he is fond of exercise,
for they can be procured in almost any

sacks of sand as ballast. The surface cur-
rent of air was from the west, and blowing
at a two-mile rate. When Prof. Woodward
gave the command ' to let go, the balloon
rose gracefully and slowly, leaving the
earth at an angle of about 50 degrees, till
it reached a height of several hundred feet,
when its rise was more direct.

There he descen-
ded almost to the water, but throwing out
all of the ballast, rose rapidly and was soon
high in the air and the wind blowing south-

east, opparently with good prospects of

landing in the monntains of Mexico.

At the height of a mile the ther-
mometer had reached the point it touched
at the former ascent, 86°, but when he went
higher it grew cooler, and at 10,240 feet,
the highest altitude reached, it was quite
chilly.

When he reached ground he found the
balloon much stronger than he expected,
and his light anchor was straightened out
as though it were wire. He was dragged
some distance, and the batket was badly
broken, and only by the assistance of some
ranchmen was he able te hold it to the
earth. He is perfectly satified with the
experiments thus far, and will repair the
balloon and try it again.

Harvesting Potatees.

The harvesting of the potato.crop should
not be undertaken until growth has en-
tirely ceased. The general date at which
early or late varieties are ready for digging
is pretty well known, but it is of course
regulated more or less by the meteorological
conditions of the season. The raising of
the tubers should always be delayad to the
latest limit, if the maximum weight is de-
sired, but frequently growers dig their
crops too soon and consequently lose a ben-
efit which is sometimes important. When
all the lateral foliage of the plant is faded,
and there remains at the top of the stock a
bunch of leaves, it may be concluded for a
certainty that the plant is still working
and making a quantity of organic matter
especially destined for the tubers, which
even in a fortnight sensibly increases the
weight and richness, but as soon as this
bunch is faded wcre is no gain, and the
digging of the crop should begin.

—Don’t imagine that it makes no differ-
ence how your chickens have been brought
up. Don’t suppose that they will be good
anyhow. Chickens have been carefully
dressed, deliciously stuffed, and yet they
were not fit to eat. There was a flavor
about them that no soda rinsing could
cleanse and no seasoning conceal. These
were chickens that had picked up their liv-
ing around a pig sty and other unclean
places. A chicken may be spoiled in dress-
ing it to cook. If killed with a full crop,
and allowed to lie for hours before it is
«drawn ” (or relieved of its internal or-
gans), it gets an unpleasant flavor. Fowls
should be caught and shut up without food
for twelve hours or more before they are
beheaded. Then the crop and intestines
will be empty, and the task of picking and
dressing will be greatly lessened. Oold
fowls are not necessarily tough—enly cook
them long enough. They are more tender
twenty hours after they are killed than if
eaten immediately.— T'he Leader.

Thousands of people have no choice what-
ever about their hour of rising in the morn-
ing, says a writer in Harper’s Bazar. Later
or earlier, that hour is fixed for them by
the requirements of the office, the shop or
the class room; by the time table of the
railroad; by the arbitration of their em-
ployers or the necessities of their employes.

Jut in the cases' manifold where personal
liberty is enjoyed, it should not be thought-
fulessly restricted simply because of the
domestic tradition that early rising deserves
and late rising blame. Breakfast may
often be a movable feast without materially
disturbing the routine of an orderly house-
keeping day. Invalids, mothers whose rest
has been broken by teething babies, and,
above all, rapidly growing children “should
have their sleep out. Nature demands this,
and violence is done to her when sleepy
people ave rudely aroused from their "beds.
Early to bed is the single safe prescription
to insure early to rise.

We need to repeat it over and over to
our hurrying, anxioas, toiling American
men and women. Rest, rest, and again rest.
Do not think time ill spent that is spent in
repairing the ravages- of our wellnigh in-
cessant activity.
