* The owner of the store was absent at the
time, and the clerk, remaembering the box
upstairs, fisally, after much pleading on the
part of the boys, told them that there was
some upstaira, but he couldn’t gell it. The
young men proposed that they would g up'
and get some of it, and then he could tell his
employer that he didn’t sell it: The clerk
was finally persuaded into this arrangement.
In a few hours both young men wére dead.
When the owner of the swre heard of the
deaths and the action of the clerk, he kept
his own counsel. He knew, but the clerk
did not, that the deaths of the two sets of
brothers were cansed by that ginger.

“ Quietly he went into an investigation.
He discovered, after so long & time, that the
ginger was made by an up-country firm,
who, in order to produce a cheap grade of
the so-called ginger, had used wood alcohol
in the preparation of it. This wood alcohol
being a deadly , death was sure to
follow the drinking of it. The siorekeeper
was 80 miserable over what had occarred,
accusing himself of being the canse of the
deaths of the four men, that he finally told
a friend about the whole transaction, and
then drank & bottle of the ginger, the last
of the caze, having destroyed all but one
bottle he had reserved for his own use. Ib
ended bis misery.”

This is a peaccableand
law-abiding communivy, where, crdinarily,
the householder may safely sieep without
locks and bars to protect his property, and
8o it should be maintained, but if criminals
are to be allowed the freedom of the land,
then the people who have been accustomed
to rest comfortably vnder the protection of
the law must learn to protect themselvee.
In a few months, with a gang of thieves
playing fast and loose in the county, every
man will be armed and ready to shoot his
neighbor or anyone else who may approach
his premises at an unseemly hour. It will
be far easier to destroy the confidence of the
people in the adcquate protection of the law
than it was to establish it, and the results of
such a loss of confidence would be most
serions. All this talk of Frank Sabeans and
his prowess at this time is nonsense, as it is
not at all likely that that notorious character
fs in the county at all, but some lesser lights
are certainly abroad, and they should be
captured and summarily dealt with. Io
permitting Sabeans to enjoy freedom, when
an organized effort would have effected his
capture, the law officers have shown an in-
capacity that is an open encouragement for
criminals to locate here. It is high time
that the machinery of the law were over-
bauvled and put in proper motion in this
county snd, in fact, all over the province, if
our fair land is not to become a refuge for
maurderers, housebreakers and highwaymen.

And what then? What will he have to re-
place the childish ideals? Unleas there is
something for a standard, we shall see a
faithless, cynical, pessimistic man or woman
with warped and narrow views of life.

‘The soul must ever fight ite own battles,
and not even the most intimate friend can
know its deepast thoughte and feelings, but
that will be the time when the care and toil
of those who trained the scul wili bear fruit
in the actions of the msn or woman. One
cannot say with what fallness that seed will
bear fruit. The memory of a childhood and
the lessons learned then, will grow richer as
the years roll on, and no one dare place a
limiv on the influence of even a memory.

Coal Near Hantsport.

(Hantsport Advance.)

Another find of coal, the best struck yet,
was discovered a few days ago by Chas.
Sweet, on his farm at Lockbartville. Last
February, in following up a creek, he came
across a seam of coal, The epecimens taken
out then were very good, and some were
taken by Ezra Churchill, of this town, to
Halifax, to be examined by experts, Mr.
Churchill paying expenses. The mining ex-
perts pronounced the specimens coal.- The
latest find is much better than that tested,
and Mr. Sweet is confident he has struck it
in paying quantities. The signs for coal are
excellent—slate, red sandstone, fire clay, etc.
It is expected that the coal ridge runs from
Blue Beach, on the Avon River, up along
the range through Lockhartville, and is
probably a continuation of the Springhill cosl
areas. If it should be proven to be a good
coal deposit, the shipping would not be diffi-
cult—only one and & half miles to the Avon
and three miles to Hanteport.

All
departments of the Association work will be
represented by delegatea at this Convention,
including leaders from city and town Asso-
ciations, as well as from the organizations
for students, railroad men, soldiers and
sailore; colored young men, and other special
classes. It is already certain that the Con-
vention will be the largest and most represen-
tative gathering of Associaiion men ever
held on this Continent. It is expacted that
about one hundred gentlemen who are deep-
ly ioterested in Association work will be
present from Europe, Asia, Australasia,
Sovuth Africa and South America.

A Canadian Mint.

¢ ¢The earth hath bubbles, as the water
hath,’ and this is ove of them,” quoted Mr.
Clouston, general manager <~ the Bank of
Montreal, in the course of ! is presidential
address at the annual meeting of the Cana-
dian Bankers’ Association, when bhe was
dealing with the proposal to establish a
branch of the Royal Mint in Canada. “‘Our
currency system is unique,” he continued.
¢« It has stood the test of time, the tempta-
tions of prosperity ; stable, safe, elastic and
convenient, it adapts itself most admirably
to the commercial requirements of our people,
to the ebb and flow of trade, not only in re-
curring cycles of contraction and expansion,
but in the changes of each passing year.
Founded at its inception upon sound financial
and banking principles, it has been strength-
ened from time to time by the introduction
of safeguards suggested by practical experi-
ence, until it has become about as perfect a
system as the wit of man can devise. It is
better than a gold currency, because with
¢qusl safety and stability, there is conjoined
greater convenience.” Mr. Clouston also
quoted a distinguished American statesman,
who said, “He who tampers with the cur-
rency robs labor of its bread.”

«1 am more than ever convinced,” eaid
Mr. Clouston, *““that the establishment of
this mint will be & grave mistake. In the
first place, our present .system has worked
admirably, and it is always a blunder to
tinker with what already has been-well done.
Then the alleged benefits that a mint will
confer are conceived inerror. Itispretended
that trade will follow the gold as it i sup-
posed to follow the flag, but as.the banks
even now are prepared to pay the miner as
much for bis bullion as he can realize for it
by shipping the metal to an American mint,
or by converting it into coin in this country,
it is difficult to see how a mint will even
benefit general trade. If bankers could con
ceive that such a result would follow, they
would naturally be the first to support it.”

A Vanishing Island.

The Dominion government is trying an
experiment on Sable Island. It is known
that that great bank of sand that constitutes
such a menace to navigators is being gradu-
ally washed awsy by the action of ocean cur-
rents, waves and the wind. Colorel Gour
deaun, Canadian deputy minister of marine,
when he was in- Fraoce a year ago, heard
that on the coast of ttacy a& specie
ghrub had been found valusble the
sandy region in preventiog the changing of
the sand and in preserving topography of
the country. On his report the government
ordered 80,000 of those shrubs from France
to be set out on Sable Island in the hope of
stopping the encroachment of the elements
there and preventing the eventual disappear
ance of what remains of the island. The
deputy minister returned from Sable Island
yesterday—after a week spent ia superin-
tending the planting of the shrubs. They
are temporarily *‘heeled in” near the central
station. The island is now reduced to 28
miles in length by one mile in width—not
much more than half its siz> a century ago.
The government, acting on the principal
that as a great choal it would be more dan-
gerous than as the present Sable Island,
decided on tiying to preserve it by planting
many small trees to bind the eand and keep
it intact. It these ehrubs succeed on the
island more will be imported. The first
house of refuge was built by the govern-
ment on the west end in 1803 To-day tte
spot where i stood is eleven or twelve
miles out in the ocean west of the present
island.

Conseription in England.

London, May 27. —The veiled hints of the
Secretary of War, Mr. Broderick, and other
members of the government in the direction
of establishing compulsory military service
in Great Britain, were surpassed by a speech
made last week at the United States Club
by Lord Raglan, under secretary for war.
He defended the government’s army reforms
as the best that could be achieved under the
present system, and, in answering the fre-
quent criticism that men could not be ob-
tained for the army, he said that if this
proved to be the case compulsion must be
used. Great Britain, he added, had im
pressed men for the army and navy vgithin

Our Grabbing Combinesters at Ottawa.

(Montreal Witness.)

It was rather a pitiful spectacle which wae
presented in parliament when the leader of
the government moved an increase of thein-
dempity paid to members of psrliament, and
the leader of the opposition seconded the
motion. They acted as the respective rep-
resentatives of two great associations which
have been competing for public favor, but
which have come to an agreement to set
aside competition in order that they might,
without hindrance on the part of eicher one,
or without giving either an undue advantage
over the other, transfer a certsin amount of
the public moneya from the treasury to their
own pockets, 1t was in fact & combination
of the two political parties to increase their
own salaries paid by the public without the
consent of the public. They assumed that
the public would not willingly grant the in-
crease, and that therefore if one party pro
posed it and the other opposed it, the latter
party would have the appoval of the public
at the elections. In consideration of the
amount of five hundred dollars per annum
paid in hand the members of the partics
agreed to forego the advantage of making
political capital out of this raid of both
parties upon the public. Possibly the mem
bers believe that the pnblic, after the matter
has been duly considered, will coincide with
them in the view that the payment is not
unfair, none of them, however, showed
confidence in his powers of convincing the
people of this by bringing the matter before
his constituents on the hustings, and the
time chosen for action is the firat session of a
parliament when responsibility to the peo-
ple is remote. The raid of the combination
did not escape cr sm and denunciation in
parliament. Oae or two men outside of
party trammels found themselves free to
speak, and no doubt spoke the mind of their
constituents. ‘They spoke in sorrow, indig-
nation, scorn and even anger, and they were
listened to doubtless by many who felt the
position in which they bad placed them-
gelves. As each of these members of parlia-
ment gets home with his five hundred dollars
in his pocket to meet the reproaches or per-
haps worse, the scornful toleration of his
constituenta, somo will perhaps comie to thiak
that five hundred dollars was too small a
compensation for such a humiliation, while
thelr constituents will perhaps think that
men capable of such methods are dear at
any price. Canada has more parliamentary
representatives per head of her population
than any other nation under the suv, and if
she is called upon to pay them all at their
own overvaluation ehe will be inclined to re-
siet,
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Colonial Naval Report.

St. John's, Nfld., May 20.—The experi-
ment of inaugurating a British naval reserve
among the the younger Newfoundiand fish-
erman has been successfully launched, and
great things are looked for as an- outcomie of
the project. In November last fifty-seven
stalwart fishermen, from eighteen to twenty-
two years old, were chosen to form the initial
contingent, and they embarked on Nov. 10
in the craiser **Charybdis’ for a six monthe’
voyage in the West Indies. They returned
yesterday, having completed their term of
service, and the satisfaction which they ex-
press at their treatment makes it certain
that hundreds will follow thewm next year.

The outcome of this ¢xperiment is that a
reserve on a large scale will be established
in this colony. The  cruizer *‘Culypso” is
already being fitted out at Portsmouth for
service as a paval drill ship in our waters,
and she will have accommodation for three
thousand volunteers. The three ships now
engaged in fishery protection work around
our coast every summer will each take a
contingent south next fall, and the drill-ship
will be the rendezvous for those who have
taken their sea-course and for supplementary
forces. It is proposed to take into the ser-
vice orphan boys with no relatives willing
to care for them. In a maritime colony such
boys are very numerous, unfortunately, as
their bread -winners are snatched away, and
the caring for them is not over welcome to
friends. The boys thus have ahard upbring-
ing and their admiseion into the pavy wouald
solve the problem of existence for many.
The drill-ship will be stationed here all the
year vound, sailing south in winter with the
reservists, and cruising round our shores in
summer with the boys and regulars.

110 Miles an Hour.

London, May 21.—A bill passed the House
of Lorde on Friday for the construction of
Bebr's electric mono-railway, connecting
Maachester and Liverpool. The distance of
33 miles is to be covered in 20 minutes, at a
speed of 110 miles an hour. The train runs
on an inverted V, of which the mono-rail is
the apex, with a car hanging on each side
like the pack saddle on the backbone of a
mule. There will be a ten-minute service.
Each car is its own locomotive, and will run
separately. Instead of a train of six cars
every hour, there will be one car six times an
hour. The only obstacle not yet overcome
is the difficulty of obtaining an efficient
brake for a car travelling at such a high rate
of speed.

Ottawa, May 21.—Mr. L. V. Labelle, of
St. Jacques, Que., bas been authorized by
the Miuister of Agriculture to prepare for
shipment to Antwerp several cases of tobac-
co in the varioue conditions in which it is
sold by farmers here. The intention is to
learn whetber such tobacco grown in the
province of Quebec is suitable for the Euro-
pean markets; what alterations, if any, in
the mode of growing and packing will be re-
quired te snit the preferences of these foreign
markets; also what types of tobacco grown
in the Province of Quebec will be the most
acceptable on these markets. Mr, Labelle,
moreover, has been authorized to resume for
this year his work of illustration and inves
tigatiod in the growing, curing and sweat-
ing of tobacco.

Practical Talks and Plain Precepts
for Farmers.

Edited for the Farmer readers of the MONITOR by an Anna
polis Valley Agriculturist.

Plant Food.

One of the problems confronting young
farmers is what food to feed different plante.
Different kinds of manures are at his com-
mand containing plant food in different rela-
tive quantities, and we naturally want to
apply to a crop the food or kind of manure
best suited to it.

For much the same reason a certain rota-
tion of crops, one crop taking different kinde
or different quantites of the same kind of
food from the soil, is found to be beneficial
and saving of ‘manure,

Prof. Shatt, of the Central Farm, Ottawa,
has kindly anewered questions of this kind,
in the Uo Operative Farmer, and we give
them in fuil for the benefit of our readers.

Solls and Rotations.,

Ques. 1.—As a young farmer I am anxious
to find what kind ‘of food and in what pro-
portions each particular plant needs it B0 a8
to supply manure more intelligently. Is it
practicable to publish a table showing the
kinds and approximate proportions of plant
food in the principal natural manures, and
in what proportion the same elements enter
into the staple farm products such as pota-
toes, apples, oats, turnips, beets, mangels,
beans, clover and timothy.

Ques. 2.—I have about fifteen acres of
upland, six acres in orchard outside the fif-
teen acres of upland, and about twenty-four
acres of good dyke, besides about one hun-
dred acres of good pasture. I am giving at-
teation chiefly to three sources of income;
spple culture, hay and beef raising. Will
you with the above data kindly help me, by
wuggestions, to establish a suitable rotation
of crops, or at least an approximate one in
which hay may be raised for at least three
successive years. The other crops in the
rotation being potatoes, mangles, turnips,
oats, buckwheat or barley, the later per-
baps, with peas or perhaps corn and beans.
I am not sure about how best to have the
above follow one another 8o as to insure the
best results and to use the manure to the
best advantage. My laad is well drained
and a medium loam, not clayey or sandy.
I raise nothing in my orchard except clover
as a clover crop after thorough cultivation
during first of summer.

Quss. 3.—I would like to learn more about
clover as a renovating crop. What is the
best fertilizer to give a good catch? If
sowed as a renovating crop may it be sown
with grain? If the latter is done should it
be ploughed under in the fall or left to give
& crop the next year in the rotation and then
plonghed in the second fall.

Axs. 1.—In the following table, which I
have taken from *‘Chemistry of Soile and
Fertilizers,” by Snyder, your correspondent
will find presented the approximate amounts
of the chief fertilizing elements abstracted
from the soil per acre by some of the more
common farm crops:

The intelligent use of this table, when com-
pounding manures for the various crops re-
quires some knowledge other than that
which it conveys. Thus, the legumes gen
erally are very rich in nitrogen, but it would
be folly to give them heavy dressings of a
pitrogenous fertilizer. If furnished with
potash and phosphoric acid (and especially
the former) they will respond readily, being
able to appropriate nitrogen from the atmos-
phere through the agency of certain micro-
organisms that reside in their roots. Again,
though wheat contains but little nitrogen,
its foraging power for this element is slight
and hence available nitrogen, particularly if
accompanied with scluble phosphoric acid,
should be the predominating element in a
fertilizer for this crop. Corn and root crops
generally, usually require a manure contain-
ing all three of the essential constituents,
but with potash as the chief ingredient.
Tarnips, however, are an exception to this
rule, for they respond more readily when
esoluble phosphoric acidg predominates.
Grasses frequently require but a top dreesing
of nitrate of soda, and orchard and fruit
trees, on the other hand, an application of
potash with a small amount of phosphoric
acid. These statements are only indications
or illustrations of the fact that the foraging
power of crops varies greatly and that it is
not always safe to use such a table by itself
as a guide to the preparations of special
fertilizers.

Then, again, the character of the soil, its
past history and cropping, must be also tak-
en into consideration. The continued culti-
vation of any one crop, especially if plant
food has not been returned in adequate
quantities, will result in a partial exhauation
of one or more of the elements of fertility
-and necessitate their return for prodactive
yields.

With respect to that part of the question
referring to the amounts of plant food in
farm manures, I would submit the following
table taken from Bulletin No. 31, Experi-
mental Farm Series, which I wrote in De-
cember, 1898, and a copy of which I should
be glad to send your correspondent.

with Nova Scotia farming that I am not con
versant with.

First, the orchard treatment as to clover
cover orops and cultivation during the early
part of the summer seems to me to be the
correct one. Itisnow largely practised, and
practical orchardists speak very highly of it.

With regard to dyke land, used for hay
only, I think both the quslity and quantity
of yield would be better for an occasional
summer fallowing of the soil, which means
in such a oase ploughing shallow, keeping
well cultivated to destroy weeds and seeding
down to clover and timothy in the antumn.

As to rotation. On bottom lands, probab-
ly a five years' course (iucluding three v sars
of hay) might be followed, but on the up-
lands I should imagine a four years’ course
would be the best; hay two years, hoed
crop, such as roots or corn, then grain seed-
ed down with timothy and clover. The
manure should always be applied to the hoed
arop.

Both barley and oats make good grain
feed, and I am of the opinion that your farm-

ers will do well to snbstitute them more and _

more for buckwheat, unless the land is very
poor. There is no reason why they should
not give remunerative yields. This muat
not be conetrued as saying anything againsd
buckwheat, but I am aware that by some it
is almost exclusively grown for feed and we
know that & mixture of grains with nearly
all classes of stock, gives the best results.

Ans. 3.—The chief value of green manur-
ing, as the system of ploughing under a
growing crop of clover is called, lles in the
addition of nitrogen, otherwise unobtainable.
By the subsequent decay in the soil of the
turned-under clover, this nitrogen is set free
and converted by nitrification into available
food for future crops of grain, fruit treee,
roote, etc., as the case might be. The
growth and harvesting of the nitrogen-con-
sumers leave the soil poorer in nitrogen, the
growth of clover and other legumes—even
when the crop has been harvested and the
roots .only left—leaves the soil invariably
rich in this constituent. But there are other
advantages, though of less importance, to be
obtained by this method. Humus in large
amounts is formed in the soil from the or-
ganic matter of the clover. To the great
value of this constituent we cannot attach
too much importance. All that can be said
respecting its functions and importance
might be repeated with emphasis for this
method of manaring with elover. There is
the mechanical as well as the chemical im-
provement of the soil, the addition of food
materials, and the encouragement of microbic
life within the soil.

Further, considerable amounts of potash,
and phosphoric acid are, during the growth of
the clover, aborbed and built up into it stis-
sues. These, in part at least, are obtained
from depths of the soil not reached by the
roots of other farm crops, and, therefore, the
turned under clover crops can be considered
as adding largely to the mineral supply of
the superficial soil layer. But the feature

5 | clover, there has not been until lately any

intelligent appreciation or application of
the truth involved.
The practical question as to the best time,

5| from & manurial standpoint, to tarn under

the clover, must, necessarily, take many
factors into consideration, and is capable of
many answers, according to conditions of
soils and crep requirements. I may add,
however, that the practice now generally in
vogue for some years past is one that re-
ceives support and commendation from labor-
atory and field results. It consists of sowing
eight to ten pounds of clover seed with the
grain crop of the rotation; if the crop of the
succeeding year is to be Indian corn or po-
tatoes, the clover is allowed to remain until,
say, the second or third week in the May
following (when there is an unusually strong
growth, the plants reaching a height possibly
of two feet) and then ploughed under; if an-
other crop of grain is to follow, the cloveris
turned under at the close of the first season
of growth, say in October or November.

Where a crop of clover hay would be an
object the best practice would certainly be
to take off a crop and then plough under
the aftermath.

Note in the maritime provinces no great
growth of clover could be expected before
the middle of June,

The Fonsehold,

The Woman Who Tries.

“I know two girls of nineteen,” remarked a

woman who had been discussing soclal ethics
with a friend. *“Both are good looking and
healthy, and have presumably the same de-
sires for youthful pleasures. One is as cheer-
ful as the day is long. She goes about the
house with a face like a sunbeam. She isal-
ways neat and attractive looking, and ap-
parently never gets out of temper. The
other girl who lives in the same house, is by
no means happy. She is continually finding
fault with the conditions of her life, and, al-
though her natural excitement and change
keeps her ever seeking for pleasure and dis-
traction, she induges constantly in what she
calls fits of blues, but what are really only
the outcome of selfishness and egotism. One
of these girls has all that seems necessary to
make life pleasant—kind parents, a charm-
ing home, money enough to gratify all rea-
sonuble desires, and plenty of recreation and
gayety in the way of society. The other is
separated from her family by the broad At-
lantic. She is very poor. She works hard,
whether she is feeling well orill, from morn-
ing until night. Her future is precarious,
her present is a round of monotonous duties,
and she seldom if ever sees a friend. Which
of these girls is the happy one? Naturally
one would suppose the former, who is sur-
rounded by all the conditions of an enjoy-
able existence, rather than the latter, whose
lonely position and life of toil certainly do
not seem conducive to good spirits, but odd-
ly enough, it is the one whe has least who
seems to enjoy existence the most—the little
Swedish servant, who has nothing, not the
young woman of the house, who has o much
to make her happy. I was visiting at the
house recently, and I could not help being
struck by the coatrast. The little maid
bronght me my breakfast every morning on
a tray, and it was a pleasure to see her pret-
ty emiling countenance and tria little figure
in its neat, fresh cotton frock. Between 9
and 10 oclock the other girl would saunter
into the dining room in a dressing gown,
generally in one of her ‘moods,” as the fam-
ily called them which consisted of an un-
pleasant dieplay of enappinese and irritability
and full of her own plans and requirements
for the day. Which of the two would you
call the higher type of womanhood and
which fills the best place in the world’s
economy—the mistress or the maid? Al-
though the former attends service every Sun-
day, and is charitable in her way, I think
old Bishop Heber, who tells us that sweep-
ing a room can be made ‘an action fine’ if
done with cheerful conscientiousness, would
not take long to decide.

Girls Who Should Cultivate Courage.

In her “Talks with Girle” in the Woman's
Home Companion, Ada C. Sweet gives the
following excellent advice to nervous women
and to girls who believe that to pretend to
fear is a feminine virtue.

“Without courage a fine, high character
is impossible. Girls need to cultivate this
magoificent virtue. To be afraid of nothing
is enviable. It is too much the custom to
excuse girls for cowardice, which is the low-
est form of selfish fear. Yet it is not un-
common to hear a girl say. ‘I am an abject
coward.

“This confession should be rebuked, bat
out of deference to custom we only smile
when we hear it from girls or women. A
boy or man is achamed of yielding to fear.
He conceals his weakness if he is afraid, and
in concealing it half cures it, for he is ob
liged to battle with his abject love of self in
order to keep the respect of the people around
him. In the end he asserts his own power
and ceases to be ruled by fear.

“Nervous, impressionable girls should
cease to slander themselves by announcing
that they are cowards. It is dangerous to
play with the vital source of character. The
girl who thinks or says: ‘Oh, I should be
frightened out of my wits by a fire! Ishould
throw myself out of the first window,’ ete.,
will, it is more than likely, do something
foolish should a fire occur where she is.
The girl who thinks and says that in case of
a fire she will first of all strive to keep‘her
mind steady, and then do all she can prac
tically and quickly for others and herself,
will probably turn out a genuine heroine
when her time of trial comes.

“To assume voluntarily the attitude of a
helpless weakling is dangerous.
