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T l1rE appeal frotu the Atliletic Associationwvhicli appears in this wvcck's issue af the
OUTLOOK is certainly a niost important

one, and demands the careful consideration, flot
anly af cvery student, but of cvery College
authority wvho is interestcd in the administra-
tion of the finances af this important Associa-
tion. Those who wverc at the University last
year %vilI remember that a similar petition %vas
circulated in order that the opinion af the
studcnts iniight be expressed ta the College
authorities. Tihis petition tvas throivn out by
the Gavernors af the University on the grotund,
N'e arc told, that it wvas signcd niainly by the
students af the senior years. The reasan for
titis, prcsumiably, wvas that the students of thecse
years wvould saon bc Ieaving the University and it
wias flot righit that aniy innovatian should be made

an a representatian af titeir apiniion. But, if sucx
tverc the case, arc wve nat justified in asking the
question :is it righit that the students who arc
only hiere for a few ycars should be asked ta
pay for same af the permanent inipravemients
that aîrc made on the grounds of the Univcr-
sity ? Whiile we ail takze pride in the iieat and
well-kept appearance af aur Callege grotind s,
daes it scein fair that, while the liberal fricnds
afI" Old MicGill" are adorniiig lier with splen-
did buildings, te -rounds, by no mneaxis the
Ieast attractive part, shou!ld be kept, in part at
Ieast, by the fees ai the students ? If sonte
otlier source couild be foutid for the ntoncy spent
in this direction, the financial condition af aur
Athilctic Clubs mnigltt not bc in such a deplor-
able state as it is at the present tinte.

We hear santie conxplainixîg thiat aur Hockey

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teani is not hkccping up the record of McGill in
this linc. A similar complaint is ofteîî urged
against the various institutions cirricd on by
sorte of thie students withouit reniuincration.
Sucli conîplaints mîa, bc justified, but there is
certaiiily littie encouragemient to students %v'hen
thicy are cxpi..ctecl hotu to give thecir tinme anrd
to pay thicir owii cxpenses.

These inatters are niuuch niorc seriously (lis-
cussed by nîany of thre students than perhaps
sonie of aur Collegre authoritics are awarc. \Vc
look, liowvcr, for sone irnprovcrnint to bc
mrade in this connection ; in tire rncalile, let
evcry student do Iii!- duty by signing the puti-
tion %viicli iill bc precnted ta hii in tire ncar
future.

fT is a deplorable fact and a cryig sharne that
this great Utnivcrsity of McGill is at the
prescrit nioment, -as far as 've Inow, withoiut

any successful and c.pable musical oanization
%viiich miglit bc dignificd by the naie ofa Glue
and Banjo Club. XVc biave an idea that a Cluib
,.vas startcd early in thre auturn, and aftcr several
practices under an apparciy capable leader
cssa-yed a rathcr difficult and naot altogether
apprapriate picce af music which did not corne
up ta thre standard set in former ycars. Tire
leader, altlroughi an accomplishied rausician, %v'as
probably not suitcd to conducting a College
Glc Club.

Since that time na furtirer word or note lias
cniaiatcd froni the musical deptlis of tis
organizatioi', and tire Muse of Old McGill scems
tunelcss and 'Iaut ad lilter.»

Nowv ta enquire into the inatter more closcly,
the first question prcsenting itself to the edi-
torial mnid is, why this shlould be so ? Is it
ibecause the material for a strongr and capable
Gice and Banjo Club is nat attainable or tixat
the Club is riot inanaged i an altogcthcr
enthusiaStic zuan uer?

We venture to state it is the latter, but it is

to be licped no ill-féling wili bc occasioncd
tiiereb)y. Conscicntiolusly, %ve niust Say some-
thing, for ta out mmnd tlîc is hardly anytlring
miore enjoyable and profitable in College life
thian beiing a niciiber of a successful College
Glue or Banjo Club. Aniongst tire list of the
officers for the present year arc noticcd a
number of prominent nanies, but, we ask iu ail
fairncss, would not ai) outsider or, say, a Fresh-
mnt wislhiig ta join thc Club, bc struck, and
possibly repuilsect by tîre fact thiat therc w~as
a inarked predorninance of tire Science Faculty
in the list ? Of course, tis is a mere casualty
but iietvrthiess truc. Thli stranger would
naturally conclude it ta bc a Faculty Club and
not a University organization.

We would litze ta sec a fair division of the
spoils of office in the first place, and tire best
mcnii l the responsible positions iii tIre second.
Theciiiemibcrslîip should nat exceed 30 mcet',
and tire nurnerous trips muade should citîrer
allow every mani ta have anc3 or the systeni of
conipetition as cniployed iu Anuerican College
slîoul'J be inistitutcd, and only tlîc best mnîc
sent away. ïMen should be canvassed per-
sonally nat once but again anîd again if it is
fouîîd tlîcy are %vorth 'the trouble. Their ta
inîsure confidence, mîonîthly concerts nlit be
given, if possible, within the University.

It inust be reiiieimbcredl that therc is a debt
Of soîlc $400 Still hanging over the Club, wvhich
rvas redluced ta its prescrit size fram a rcally en-
orînous figure, on ly by inîcaîs of strcuuous efforts
on tire part of last ycar's Executive, and for
wlriclr it deserves great crcdit.

Doubilcss it is too late tis ycar for any
stops ta bc takecn iu recruiting tire Gc and
Banjo Club, so wc can only hope that tliese
hîumble rcmarks will reacir tire eyes and enter
tire brains of inltelligenCjt individuais ivlio, we
trust, ivill formn the management of ncxt year's
Club. If tItis be so, tic editorial inid will flot
hiave relicved itself of a fcev ge'ntlc remarks in
vain.

REMINJSCENCES 0F STUDENT LIFE
AND PRACTICE.

The cloquent appeal addressedi by the Edi-
tonial B3oard to the OUTLOOK'S subscribers
prompteci the folloiving attempt to, introduce to
the readcr a volume, largcly autobiographical,
publislied for the benefit of the Sherbrooke Pro-
testant Hospital from articles contribured by
the late Dr. Wvorthington, of Sherbrooke, to the
Detroit Médical Age. The volume possesses
ail that dashi of youth wvhich fascinates the
average man, and is concerned chicfly wvithi the
medical side of student life in Quebcc and
Edinburghi fifty years ago. Thc interest aroustzd
among the menîbcrship of the Undergraduates'
Medical Society at thc last annual lecture, by
a few personal anecdotes of a kindrcd nature
fromn the Professor of Anatoniy, leads to the
hope that curiosity may Iead not a fev to openl
for thcmselves Dr. Xorthington's short volumne,
"'Reminiscences of Eanly Student Life and
Practice."

First of the nman, then of the book. We are
told in a biographical notice, publisliec by the
Detroit ilfedical .Age, that Dr. Worthington wvas
born in Queens county, Ireland, inii 820, wvas
indentured for seven years to Dr. James

Douglas, of Quebec in 1834, studicd at Edin-
burg ifl 1843. H-e took his M.D. at St. An-
drew's, became licentiate of thc Royal College
of Surgeons and of thc Faculty of Physicians
and Surgeons at Glasgow. On his return to,
Canada, Dr. \Vorthington began practice at
Sherbrooke. McGill granted hini an ad cun-
dum C.MN., M.D. in [865. It is also interesting
to lcroiv that Dr. Worthington wvas the first
surgeon ini Canada to perforin a capital opera-
tion under an anoesthctic, the first to use ether
and chilorofrirm. It wvas only in February of 189 5
that Dr. XVorthington died at Shîerbrooke, the
scelle of his activity.

In Eastern Canada cities oi Montreal and
Q uebec ivere the only centres of population fifty
years ago. At that tinie medical facvlties %vere
but in a nasccnt state ; Quebec city indeed
afforded none. Active practitioners, hovever,
often took students; into, thecir oîvn familles for a
consideration, and gave theni a specified
amount of instruction at leisure intervals and
allowcd theni to, dissect the chance cadovers
wvhich their owvn ingcnuity mighit provide. The
absence of a proper medical, act made practical
anatonîy virtually an illegal science, yet students
were rcquired tc, prepare themnselves for an

The second article, '-Medical Student Life
fifty ycars ago iun Qucec we sec Dr. jas.
Douglas at the opcrating, table.

«Dr. Jalles Douglas %vas the niost brilliant
aperator I ever saw-and I have scn sanie
gaad meni iii mny tinie, biere and iu fthc aid
country. It ivas ilat onty that hie did Ihis %vork
quickiy, but lic did it well, and bis aperatians
wcerc sinmply splendid. I reineniber a poor
feilow iii the Marine and Emigrant Hospital at
Q ucbec, %v'ho fromn frost bite was obligcd ta liave

both legs rcmiovcd jnst above the kzncc.. It was
dccided ta have the double event cie off at
the saie timic-T1wo tcgs-twa operators-ivith
tlîe abject of saviiîg the patienit as nîuch as pos-
sible. Frmni the instant the paint of flic knife
eîîtered, iinUtl thle Ieg -%vas an the floor, wvas anc
minute and iarty-twao seconds in Douglas' case.
Thue vessels wec tie(l and the wvounds dressed
iniside of thre minutes. 'l'lie ather amputation
wvas not quite finishied inu haîf an bour, %when
saine of us had ta Icave! The case did wvell.
No ana.sthietic wvas knowîî iu those days. It
wvas shecer p'.nck on the side ai bath patient and,
(lactor."

Ou anc occasion the approach of the Medicai
Board, exaînination found the Englishi students
in nceed af a hicad, the French of a thorax. A
subject %vas ait biaud in the vait af the Hotel
Dieu Hospital. \Vorthiington anid a chum vol-
uiîîccred ta secure ttîe neccssary licad for a
conîrade, ta wvbicli they succeeded in accam-
p;isliing befare ine o'clock aftcr running the
fire af a ivatchmîan. Later iii the night the
Frenchi students attempted ta secure the ir need-
cd inaterial, and in the foliowving imarner :

l"About two o'clack in the înoruiug a dozen
yauing genteniemi nîarcbedi iii Une down St.
jahins ,:trect, passed the cemetery aid inta
Palace street, singing, nîaking tlîe detour two or
tinte tiîncs ; thoni, teaving three of their number
autside as a coqys d'observation, thîey boldly
cnitered the graocer-iii.in's yard, passcd over the
low watt inta the cenîetery, and took possession
or the vauît en masse. It %vas a lovcly April
nighit, and the ' stars above were brighîtiy
shiuing ' at the maonienit-' tiiy liad nathiug
ctse ta do.' Tlicy-1 don't inean the stars-lmad
been hiaviiîg a good tine iii anc or maorc of the
' salons ' iii the Faubourgs, anid %vcre glad of a
chance ta sit clown, sa dlo,.n ttîey sat-an the
coffins! there wvas nothiing else ta sit upon
-not evcn an arni-cmair or an aid sofa. They
then iighted np anîd liad a joiiy good smoke, fol-
lawved by a festive £ chanson ' %with chorus, iu
the iiddle af whiich ai persuasive vaice fram
above echaed inita the tonib beiov, as the trap-
door wvas raised : Moniez messiLures-« Came
up, genitihmas,'-and( tlîey canîc up ! It ivas
a rude interruption ta tlîe hilarity of tle meeting,
but nighlt-watchilncn are not famcd for a fine
sense of feeling.

"IAs they camie up out af the vauît they ivere
Iiandcuffed, two by two-Noali's animais enter-
cd the ark ini the sanie arder, except that they
werc not hiandcuffed-amîd marchied throngh the
graocer-man 's yard inito the street, feeling very
mîîuctî as Adam and Eve did when they were
' servcd %vitl an eviction 'from Paradise. Tieni
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thc corpts dobservation put in an appearance,
and one of thcmi-a big ovcrgrown baby, wvitIî
a highi-sounding patronymic-the son of an
honorable legisiative couincillor, said to the
officer in charge : \Vhlat do you niean sare ?
These arc iny friends ! Libcrate themn instantly,
or I-I-îill tel] nîiy father.' To) îhich thc
chief replicd :' Here, Tom, put thc bracelets
on him.' Handcufféd lie w~as in a moment,
and niarched off witli the othecrs to the police
office in tic Jesuits' Bai racks. Next nîorning
at ten the>, w'ere escorted in state to the court
bîouse and tried.

- Whcn we ivere seciu to ]eave-apparently
etmpty.hianded-it ivas tioucglit ive wvould returii
later; accordingly policemen were placed as a
îvatch lu the dry-goods mîan's uipper roomi and
in the grocer.man's shed. After a wveary wvait-
ing tle second armny of students were seen to
enter ; so, giving tlîen timie-as they thought
-tc, bcgin operations, the policemen niarched
to the door of thc vault and ordered them up,
one at a Urne. Strange to say, tlîey had flot
disturbed anything, and wcre discharged wvitli
a reprimand. During the day 1 called in one
of the party, and takzing Iiiii upstairs said, < Did
you ever sec that face before?' 1-e was as-
tounded. ' Whicn did you get tîxat ?' ' Oh,
we .vent at ciglit in the evening-you %vent at
two in the mîorning.'

Turning fronm Quebcc we may followv the
younig Irish.-Canadian to the surine of Scotch
lea-.ning. Here wue are plunged, into a three
days' snow-balI riot twixt town and gown ; we
also get a glirnpse of the Edinburgh tenor, B3urke,
and his modits operandi.

The impression made on Edinburgx society by
the sight of a snow-shoe suit, capuchon, cenfiure

flic/id prevokes a hîearty laugi' iii this chapter
on Student LiCe in Ediniburgh fifty ),ears ago.
It is really difficult to select a typical passage.
Perlîaps the description of the third day of tie
snow-ball riot [A.D. '43] nîay suffice.

««The thîird day told the same old story. The
Senatus liad called upon the authorities ta put
down the riot. They rcpresented that this
could be donc by preventing crowds froni
assemblingr and loiteringr in front of the Univer-
sity, as a perpetual challenge, and that this
crowvd had no legitinmate business there; that on
the other haud tlîis %v'as tue place whiere the
students did daily and lawfully assemble; that
if in going to the Cellege, as his daily custom
wvas, the studerits wvas Hiable to, be beaten, and,
wvhen he got there to be insulted, it ivas only
natural that he should retaliate ; that to, expect
him, as soon as he reached the College gatcs to
îvalk in -likea little lamb-and leave his friends

outside to take care of tiienîselves, wvas to expect
too nîuch. The Lord lProvost protnised to 'at-
tend to it,' but he ivas rather slov-provcrbiailly
slow. About the middle of the day, as notlîing
appeared ta bc donc, or doiog, and as this
nîerry wvar wvas getting nionotonous, tlîe students
fornied inl solid coluinn across the street, and
cleared everything before tlîem dowvn to the
1ligli street just lu time L'o lîcar the Lord Pro-
vost-surrounded by lus baillies, ail in fuîl
feather-reading the Riot Act, w~hule a strang
force of H iglîlanders wvas iii ceadiness, îvith fixcd
bayonets, waiting for tlîe order to « charge.'
The reading of the Riot Act %vas just completcd
as the students carne down, tîxe croîvd flying
before tlîem. Thieorder ta <charge' was given,
afid down came thie soldiers. ]3ut O'Brien ivas
equal to the emiergency. Taking off lus cap,
and turning to his legions, lie slîouted, 1 Open
out your ranks 1' and 1 Take your time from
nie!' The rush af the Hligllaliders was too im-
petuous to be stopped lu an instant ; thie students
opened out, and the soldiers charged down the
mniddle of the street, O'Brieni giving the wvord
'Thrc cheers for the Quicen!' The effcct wvas
likec magic ; even the soldiers could tiot refrain
fromn a smile, contrary as it wvas to discipline.
Eveii the enemy cheered, tbe wvhole tluing ivas
Sa unexpected. The ivar ivas over 1 and it re-
rnained an open question, whio dcserved the
laurel crovn-tlîe Lord Pravost or O'Brien!
Tlîat night the officers af the Highiland regi-
nment, in a festive marnent, dcclared O'B3rien ta
bc ' a jolly gsood fcllow%.'

In the light of Dr. Albutt's recent lecture the
falloiwing anecdote has ccrtainly its intcrest;
"IThe relations betwveen the Edinburgh student,

the lecturers in the schools, and the medical
staff af the Royal lnfirmnary, %vere alnîost of the
mast friendly character; the teaching wvas flot
confined ta, tic lecture rooni, but wvas carried
into social life.

«IImagine one of the great mcxi meeting a
student lu the street, taking bilm by thie amni, in-
quiring into, lis viewvs on certain theories, or on
cases of luospital practice, and ai so kindly, as
if secking instructions hîiniself; givirug bis viewvs
modestly and draîving tue otlier out. It made
Ulic youngster thîinksornicthiing aihirnself. One
mani, remarkable for thîls courtesywas Christisan.
Wlîen a student lie liad beeni 'plucked' on
iîîedical jurisprudence ; and, as lie wvandered
about the gates, broken-liearted, one af the ex-
aminers corning outtook, him by the arm, say-
ing : «'Came, Robert, corne along and have
dinner with me.' < No, 1 won't ; l'in gaing ta
read my jurisprudence.' The Professor repeated,
'Robert' so reproachfully that the lad burst
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inito tears, apologized, and %vent todinnier. 1lc
did rcad up hlis suibject-so cffi.ctually titat lie

1'ecamic Profcssor of Medic;il Jurisprudence In
the University', andi the greatest autlîority of his
day on poisons! Sir Robert Christisoi; ! and
lie nlways spo1zc of thiat kilid S)ympa).tll of his
teachcr as what hand saved ii."'
