% yecent English writer refers to this
Reformation as follows : “Tbhe paradise
‘our country is Wales; and wemust
tribute its condition to its eloquent
preaching and its efficient Sabbath
schools.” That Reformation continues
in its influence over Wales because the
two agencles mentioned above are for-
tered among the churches, on the lines
of their prstine development. The
preaching and the teaching acted :oge
ther, and the hittory of the one miiit be
written with that of the other, The
pulpit prepared the way for the tesch.
ing, and the teaching supplemented avd
consolidated the work. of the pulpit,
The preacher, with the Gospel axe in
band, undertock to clear the dense for-
est of ignorance, superstition, and frre-
ligion, but it was left to the Sabbath
School teachrr to cultivate the cleaied
patches,and turn them into “a gardenof
the Lord.”
It must be borne in mind that Wales
was converted, not from Popery, but
{ftom Christian Pagenism. Well su
plied with churches undsr the oversight
of clergymen who bhad subscribed to &
Protestant creed, still a dense darkness
covered the land. Religious to a cer.
tain extent the Welsh have always been,
but their religion at this time consisted
in attending church once a week, and
in paying tithes when due. Aphletic
spotts and spiritual exercises’ were
strangely mized together. = Sabbath
motnlng was spent lo church, afternoon
and evening in jumping, wrestling, and
football playing. The time and place
where these games were to be played
were announced at church at 'the close
of the morning service.

The name of Chatles should have a
place of honour amonf theforemont pro-
moters of true Christianity over .the
world. The Sabbath schools which he
foundedin Walesproduced theinsatiable
demand for Bibles ln the vernacular
which led to the formatjon of the British
and Foreign Bible Society, Tho first
efforts of tbat Society was to furnish
3,000 Bibled for Wales ; and while do-
Ing this one of the members asked, * If
we ere called upon to supply Bibles for
Wales, why not for the whole world.”
Charles was also on® of the most active
members of the first Missionary Society
that was started In London. In this
connection wé find him extending his
abours (o Ireland.

WOMEN AND MARRIAGE
AMONG CHINESE CHRISTIANS.

In China women are not expected to
take any part in public society, or to
mingle 1n any gathetings of men, but
to be “ beepers at home,” not necessar.
ily * workers at home,” as the Revised

ersion hasit.  They are not expected
to receive 2ocial calls from men, except
rarely from thew parents and brothers,
No man would think of calling at a
house and asking to tee an uomarried
or manied young womas, unless upon
special business, and ordinatily he
would not have any business with them.
The families of Christian converts are
obliged to conform to these social ideas
to agreat extent.  All Chinese society,
except that among the membérs of the
same family at home, is (or the most
part deprived of the refining and eleva.
ting influences of the common social
life of Western nations. The few
public gathenings, usually theatrical
petformances, in which some wonien
are seen in places set apart for them,
are not recognized s really propé
places fot young womea of respectable
families to appear at.

"Even In many of tbe churches, a
separate -plice, screeted off from the
sight of ‘the men, i3 assigned to the
women, $¢ a8 not to offend the préju-
dices and customs of heathen soclety.
The mote wealthy and refined the
family the mote confined and secluded
the ’emales. Herice marriage, which
is almost the only means by which the
men are brought within the range of
female society, 13 even more necessary
to men 10 China than in America. For
best iofluence and efficiency our

reachers must be mareled men. Btides

ere can always be obtained by the use
of sufficient money; and every China-
man who has money enough gets maz-
ried.

From the beginning of the mitsion-
ary work in this couatry up to the pre-
sent time, converts have had great difh-
culty in securing Christian wives for
themselves. Heathen parents were
unwitling 10 have their daughters mar-
ried to Christians, even at' a higher
price. As most of the first converts in
every place are men, and often single
nien of course marriageable Chris
~.omen are very few. Foundling asy-
lums and gils’ boarding-schools have
helped to supply part of the deficiency.
In the older mission fields Christian
families have now grown up, most of
whote daughters are educated in our
schools and ate much sought after for
wives. ‘Their parents are not usually
avaricious, as the heathen are, in insist.
ifg upon a high price for therr daugh-
ters from the husband’s parents, But
their girls are insisting upon having
some choice themselres as to whom
they will have for husbauds, and hence
the poorer ot older men, and those
living faz away in the country, still find
it difficult to marry Christian girls or
women. Some of our preachers have
felt constrairied to marry, and not being
able to do 30 otherwise have been * un.
equally yoked to unbelievers.” Two

teschers of our missiun recently, not

ing able to secure suitable Christian
wives, have been betrothed, and one of
them married, to girls whose parents
are hesthen.  n the case of the one
already married, the young bnde in a
few imonths gladly accepted her hus-
-band's religion.

The custom of infant betrothal,
which is very common among the peo-
ple, is being more and more discon-
tinued among thc church-members,
aithough some of them have living in
the family with their sons, those who
have been betrothed to their sons,
walting until they shall be old enongh
to- be' martied.  This saves much of
the expense for brides, who cost at
sdult age from $100to over $300. The
missionaries all try to discoursge both
these practices, ant to reduce the price
of brides to as low & sum as postible;
and it {3 evideat that the conscicnee of

ly 10 the right in these matters. Al
most all of them agree that It is wrong
for Christians to betroth their daughters
to heathen, but it is done by them
sometimes under pecuniaty pressure,
Recently a young Christian, who
had been several years studying In
Awmetica, mamed a graduate of the
Female Seminary here, and both of
them wished to imitate the Amcrican
custom and sct up a home for then
pelves, fustead of following Yhe nathve

[custom and becoming wholly subor

dinate to the Lridegroom's father and
mother. So they are stili living at the
bride’s father's, instead of moving tothe

be still retnains to be seen.

WOMAN'S FOREIGN
MISBIONARY SBOOCIETY.

AS we go to press the thirteenth

annual meeting of the Woman's
Foreign Missionary - Society (Western
Division) is in session in this city. The
gathering is, we are informed, in all
respects equal to those of former years
in interest and entbusiasm, As the pro-
ceedings of the meeting thus far have
not yet been made public, we can give
only a few facts, gleaned from the
prnnted Reports, but these are suff.cient
to indicate that the Society continues
to make the phenomenal progress which
has characterized it since its beginning.
The total membership is now 14,356—
an increase over last year of 1,§02—
repiesenting 405 Auxiliaries, and 166
Mission Bands, united in twenty.five
Presbyterial Socicties, there being now
no Presbytery in Oantario without its;
Presbyterial organiration. The contn.
butions for the year now clossd hawe
reached the magnificent totaf dﬂ‘i
096.40—an increase over last yéar ’of
$3.418.86—an average of somewhat
over $2.00 per member.  These figures
are eloquent as to zeal, selfsacrifice
and devotion to Foreign Mission work
on the part of the women of the
Church. The thought suggests itself
that if the Foreign Mission Committee
could only feel, frora year to year, a3
secure in regard to the other moneys
for the prosecution of Mission work, as
they bave reason to feel with regard to

THE JESUITS ESTATES:
BILL.
IIE (eeling of Indignation at the
refusal of the House of Commons
to signify its disapproval of the Jesuity'

DOES IT MEAN DEFEAT?

’I‘HE voting on the petition for the

repeal of the Scott Act took place
{ast Thursday in seventeen constitu-
encies, and resulted in the petution
being carried all along the line, the
majoritics tanging from 125 in Brantto
1700 in Kent. The immense change
in public feeling with regard to the Act
whichthevoteattosts, isevidentalso from
tha fact that the majorities in favour of
repeal were not incidental in the con-
stituencies, but almost without excep-
tonthe rule. In Carleton, for instance,
onlyone place tepotts & majority against
tepeal ; in Lennox and Addington only
two, while in Wellington every place
gave a majority against the Act, as was
the case also n ity county-town,
Guelph.

The reasons lot this wide-spread re-
vulsion of feeling are unquestionably
the disgust felt by those who formerly
voted for the Act at the extremely un-
satisfactory maoner in which its prowvi-
sions were generally adminustered, and
the impossibility of obtaining such
ﬂﬁtioul legistation ax would tead 10
take the Act zaore effective, Added
to this, tbe liquor party, well organ-
ized everywhore, spared no effort to
carry the petition, Badly adminu.
tered as the Act was, they nevertheless
felt it to be some check upon the traffic,
and therefore to be fought against, and,
if possible, swept awsy, What with
the disgust and apathy of the friendsof
temperance, and the activity of the
liquor party, it 15 not much wonder the
vote for repeal preveiled,

It now remains for the friends of
temperance to decide between High
Licenseand Total Prohibition. Believ-
iog that the latter is the only effective
method of dealing with the drink evil,
we hope that an effort will be made
without delay to bring about such iegis-
lation. A pleblicite, we think, would
show that the country is overwhelmiogly
in favour of Total Prohibiticn. If the
vote of last Thursday should tend to
hasten Probibiticn, then the rezult ean
scarcely be called a defeat,

SITTING, the other evening, on the
deck of the steamer Aameses, after
most of the passengers had retired to
zest, and watching the stars in thejg
courses shining beilliantly. in the clear
sky of the Egyptian night, I began to’
reslize, when 1 saw Arcturus low
down In the north, and the Southern
Cross tising over the Desert of Arabia,
that I was far from home.

yoked abreast, We through
the newer, or West End, of Cairo,
where the streets are wide, the houses
chiefly detached and very elegant
They are constructed on & semi-French,
semi-Oriental style, and are sutrounded
by irondfenced gardens containing
palms and many beauliful flowerin
trees.  Many of them were fatoones
with the flowers of a magnificent
blood-ted creeper. At the garden
Rates were to be seen one or two gate-
keepers in robes and turbans of many
hues. These houses were chiefly the
residences of persons of various na
tionalities in official positions, and they
indicate the possesslon of considerable
wealth and taste. ‘The contrast from
these boulevards to the Ambian houses
of Old Cairo and Boulak was violent.
The Arab houses are there built of
’mn:a-‘ilﬁed brick, ol’t’he :oilo:r of the u:;l,
usually one storey in height, frequen
without windows of agy kind, ant{
roofed with a few stalks of dura, They
are here, as all over Egypt, of the
most cheerless and dismsl appearance
imaginable. At the doors might be
seen veiled women clad in dark-blue
robes ; and the narrow streets were full
of ¢hildren, clothed in the scantiest of
garments. A pervading odour of
leeks, garlic and onlons tes this
quacter.  Everything indicates want of
money, yet the people seem wellfed
and cheerful Many of the faces are
