Fine winter wheat was 35@ 6Id
per quarter ln 181, as against «Ils Cd ln
l«9; and ine 9prIng wheat 35s, against
30Os, other qualities showlug proportionate
advances, while rye rose front 229 te 3le 3d
per imperiai quarter. On barley and maize
the increase ln price was much the saine
as ln whcat. whilc oats, which arc of littie
accouint ln Rtussie, were actually 3d per
quarter cheaper ln 1891 thtan ln the preced-
Ing year. WVile every other species of
grain showed a decrease in exporte (romn
Odessa the %hipments of oats Increaaed, no
doubt because this le the crop which
ripens etrîlest, sud was tiierefore ready
for expert before the necessIty for forbid-
dingz the ex port of griu beamue apparent.
