No. 62.—HOX. JOSEPH HOWE, P.C., M. P,
SECRETARY OF STATE FOR THE PROVINCES.

If age has weakened the vigour, it has cbrtm'nl_v detracted
little from the humour of the Hon. Joseph Howe. Witha
public career longer than the average span of human life, he
stil_l preserves a singular freshness and geniality of manuer,
and a faculty for repartee that makes him a power in Parlia-
ment.  His course on the question of Confederation has given
a tinge of inconsistency to his public life—Dhas, in fact, to the
eyes of many people, thrown a shade on its ¢vening, which,
we believe, a more minute examination would dispel. A lttle
too much confidence in his own influence led him to believe
that he could, when backed Ly his Province, defeat the dele-
gates in the Tmperial Parliament, but he found, as probably
he had learned on former occasions, that colonial influence
had to give way to Imperial policy. In this plight, and see-
ing that the Union would certainly be maintained, he went
to work to obtain better terms for his Province, in which he
was so far successful that a large party in Ontario has since
tried, through the Local Legislature of that Province, to invoke
Imperial action against similar proceedings, With Mr. Howe's
successtul negotiations between himself and the Ottawa
Cabincet, came the not unreasonable stipulation that he should
accept office; and thereby take his full share of the responsi-
bility for the attempted pacification. The course then followed
was in exact imitation of that adepted at Quebec in 1564,
whun the Hon. George Brown entered the Government;
ministers wisely refused to assume for the measure a responsi-
bility that all the partics to it did not share. Thus it came
that Mr. Howe cuntered the Cabinet, first as President of the
Council in succession to the Iate Mr, Blair, and Iatterly as
Secretary of State for the Provinces, which office he still
holds,

From Mr. Morgan's ¢ Parliamentary Companion ™ we learn
that Mr. Howe's family emigrated from the South of England,
and in the days of the ¢ Pilgrim fathers ” settled in one of the
New England States. His father wasa loyalist during the
revolutionary war, and at one time conducted the Massuchusetis
Gazeitr and Boston Leiter ; but in the triumph of rebellion he
removed to Halifax, where his loyal devotion to the Crown
was recognised by his being made King's Printer and Post-
mwaster General,  Mr. Howe was born in Halirax in 1304, and
is now consequently in his 67th vear. After the completion
of his education he, like his fatber, devoted himself to news-
paper life, and in 1827 Lecame editor of The Acadian. His
association with the press of Nova Scotia, saving a slight in-
terruption, continued from that date until 1856, when he
finally retired from journalism. The papers he conducted
during that period were, The <dcadian, The Nova Seotian, and
the Morning Chronicle. His Parlinmentary carecr commenced
as far buck as 1836, when he was elected for Halifax County,
for which he sat until 1851 ; from that year to’55 for Cumber-
land, and bence for Hants until 1863, and from that year until
the abrogation of the Reciprocity Treaty in 1866, he held the
TImperial office of Commissioner of Fisheries. During  this
long public carcer, Mr. Howe has been frequently in Ministe-
rial office: almost from his first entrance into public life he
was the acknowledged leader of the Nova Scotia Reformuers g
and to him is dus, to a very large extent, the concession from
the Imperial authorities of % Responsible Government” to
the British American Provinces. He was also one of the
carliest advocates of British American Union; and though
the plan of Confederation did not at first meet his approval,
he gave his adhesion to it when he had secured from the Cana-
dian Government an alteration in the financial Lasis of the
TUnion equal to a capital sum of about two millions of dollars
in favour of Nova Scotia.

3Mr. Howe has not only been an active public man and pro-
lific newspaper writer, but also a pamphleteer of considerable
note.  Some of his productions under the last named head, as
probably many under the other, will hardiy sustain the
charncter of consistency, but they all bear the impress of
carnest thought and warm desire for the good of his fellows,
and especially for the glory of the little Province of which he
is proud to be a representative man. He has also established
his title to honourable rank on the roll of British North
American poets, Tn fact he has been, in the fullest sense of
the terms, litteratenr, journalist, politician, statesman, and
diplomat ; and we believe in the latter capacity only has he
achieved the chief failures that mark a carcer of unusual
duration and brilliancy.” On questions innumeruble, and at
various times, he has visited the Provinceand the Scat of
Empire; but when he attempted to thwart the efforts of the
Colonial Conference in London, he found his influence totally
inadequate to the task. Even this failure he handsomely

otoned for by his successful negotiation with the Dominion

Government for Nova Scotia’s * better terms ;" and though,
at his prescnt time of life, his most ardent admirers can
scarcely hope for him any ntw achievements, the whole
Dominion, and especially Nova Scotia, may be proud of his
well-carned laurels, and cannot but recognize in the genial,
witty, and ¢loquent member for Hants, one of the greatest and
most patriotic of British Americuus,

No. 63.—HON, ALEX. CAMPBELL, Q. C, P. C.
I‘OST.\(AS‘;‘ER-GB.\'RR.\L OF CANADA.

It has probably militated much against the popularity of the
Hon. Mr. Campbell that his public life has been confined to
the Legislative Council and the Senate, for # charm they cver
50 wisely ” thie members of the Upper Chamber have never
enguged much of the popular aitention. Their duaties nre,
nevertheless, no less important than are those of the members
of {he more popular branch of the Legislature, and it would
seem that their labours deserved all the more appreciation
that they do not reevive that ready incense of public applause
that ever nttends the active member of the House of Commons.
Mr. Campbell’s duties as a Legislative Councillor and Senator
have, however, been of an exceptional chareter, At one time
Speaker, o President at another, virtual, and then again aetunl
leader of the Government, his duties have been especially
onerous and have brought him something like a corresponding
share of public notice; while the departments over which he
has presided, have exacted from him the exercise of no little
administrative talent. Indeed, some cight or ten years ago,
he was invited to assume the post of leader of the Conserva-
tive party of Upper Canads, and M. John A. Macdonuld, nt a
public dinner in Toronto, virtually resigned in his favour.
But Mr. Campbell, thinking, perhaps, that the new honour
would hardly compensate for the increase of respousibility, de-
clined the role, which, at the time, wns one of cousiderable
difficulty and little promise. He continued, however, to vecupy
a prominent position in the party, and since his entry into
public life has shared largely in Ministerial dutics.

Mr. Campbell, though of Scotch descent, was born in York-
shire, England, in the year 1821, When in his infancy his
father, Dr. Campbell, removed to Canada and for a time settled
at Lachine, and afterwards removed to Kingston.  After con-
pleting his education, part of which was acquires] at the Col-
lege of St. Hyacinthe in this Province, Mr. Campbell studied
law and was called to the Upper Canada Bar in 1843, He
completed his professional stndies in the oftice of (now Sir)
John A. Macdonald, with whom he subsequently became a
partuer. A successtul practice soon led to the acquisition of a
solid competence, and Mr. Camplbell served his apprenticeship
to public life in the modest capacity of a City Alderman. The
office is indeed one of much Importance in a loeal sense, but
it is terribly dwarfed when compared with that of a member
of Parliament and Miunister of the Crown,

The Legislative Council having been made elective in 1856
and the Cataraqui division, embracing the city of Kingstow
and county of Frontenae, having by legal arrangement come in
for its turn to elect & member in 1838, Mr. Compbell offered
himself in the Liberal Conservative interest, and was returned.
In the Council he soon achicved a commanding position,
Courteons in manner, and very facile, withont being long-
winded of speech, he became a favourite with the body, more
venerable than venerated, to which he had been ¢leeted, and
io the early part of 1863 he was chosen to fill the important
office of Speaker of the Council, which position he held until
the dissolution of Purliament in the summer of that yuar,
During the Ministerial crisis which cosued in March, 1864,
Mr. Campbell was invited by the Governor-General to furm a
Cabinet, but declined the task. He, however, aceepted the
office of Crown Lands Commissioner in the Ministry then
formed by the late Sir E. P. Taché and Sir Jobn A. Mac-
donald ; and over that department Mr., Campbell continued to
preside until the Union, when, in the first Dominion Cabinet,
he was assignerd the Pustmaster-Generalship, which he still
vetains.  He, of course, was called to the Senate by the
Queen'’s proclamation, constituting the I'rovinces into the
Dominion of Canada, and since that time has been the leader
of the Government in the Upper Chamber, in which capacity
bis tact and courtesy are alike conspicuouns.  The department
over which he presides is an important one, but AMr, Campbell
is apt at business, and during the oceasional absence from the
capital of Sir John A. Macdonald, he has also temporarily dis-
charged the duties appertaining to the Ministry of Justice.

TERRITORY.
No. 18.—Vavcouver's Isnaxp—CLINATE, &e
By the Rev. /En, MeDD, Dawson, Ottawa.

THE

Captain Vancouver gives e glowing description of the island
which he discovered. “The scverity of the climate, the in-
numerable pleasing landscapes, and the abundant furtility

that unassisted Nature puts forth, require only to be enriched

by the industry of man with villages, mansions, cottages, and
other buildings, to render it the most lovely country that can
be imagined; while the labours of the inhabitants would be
amply rewarded in the bounties which Nature seems ready to
bestow on civilization.”  Since thess words were written,
seventy years ago, many travellers have visited the island,
and colonists, who may now be counted by thousands, have
contributed to enrich the Jand by their indusgtry, and have
built not only villages, but towns, ns well as mansions, col-
tages, and various other kinds of buildings that are Hecessary
now in order to meet the manifold demands of trade and agri-
culture. 'The interior of the island has not, as yet, been much
explored.  But neither settlers nor explorers, however rocky
and rugged they may have found many parts of the country,
have ever ealled in question the accuracy of Vancouver's

description. The island is mountainons, indeed ; but if there
be mountains which, by their great height and varied eutline,
only give beauty und graudeur to its scenery, there are nlso
plains and valleys of remarkable fertility that present other
and more pleasing kinds of beauty, and so vary the lundseape
as to justify the language which describes Vancouver's Island
as ‘“the most lovely country that can be imugined.”

Captain Vancouver appears to have been more struck by the
serenity of the climate thun by auy other peculiarity of the island

which he discovered In more unorthern Intitudes  than

‘Canada, it is a stranger to the extreme cold of the Canadian

winter, as well as to the excessive swmmer-hent which is found
to be so oppressive in Canada,  The iden too generally pre-
vails that the climnte equals in severity that of Canada,
Statistics, nevertheless, which nre stublorn things, shew how
erroreous this fwpression is, and prove, heyomd donbi, that
while Canadians are sullecing from their scoreking summer-
heat, which, even in the shade, raises the thermonmeter to 90 ©
and 93 2, sometimes to more than 100 2, the favoured inliahi-
tants of Vancouver's Island enjoy an agrecable temperatnree of
T2 . This is cight or ten degrees below the greatest suminer-
heat which prevails for a few days in southern Eugland.
Comparison with the south of Englund is not inapproprinte,
as the latitude of Victoria, VO 1., is pretty much the same,
There are fewer rainy days throughout the year than in the
former country, aud it the spring be a little later, sutnmn is
much longer, and winter is thus robbed of its fenuth, whilst
other cnuses tend to render it milder than that of the most
southerly parts of Bouth Britain, It hins been observad that
at Victoria, V. I, in the yeur 1860-61, there wore fower than
118 rainy days, whilst the average number in England is 178,
Dr. Rattray, R.N. in a report to the Admiralty, shews the
stute of the weather from the st April, 1860, to the end of

March, 1861, This interesting table is s follows ;—

Contrst the wonderfully dry atmoaspliers of Octoler—their
wettest wonth in Vancouvers Island—which may be inferred
from this wable, with the more huwid, positively damyp, mow
cutting weather, which prevails throughout Enclind in tie
beginning of winter,  The wind blows so maderately that its
tmean strength, distributed throughout the year, would hardly
amount to a light breeze. High winds are rure, and occur
mastly in April, blowing from the south and sonth-west, The
riny winds are from the south, bringing the moisture as well
as the warmth of the South Pacific
taken account of those winds, or zephyrs rather, which face
the island.  Frowm the learned dovtor's statemcnts it appears
that there were only vighty-three

days of the yenr in which
the wind was, in my degree, perceptilile. Sontherly, mostly
south-westerly breezes prevailed on fifty-six of these cighity-
three days, which represents 6747 per ceut; northerly, ¢leven
days—13.25 per cent; casterly, six days—7 23 per coent ; woes-
terly, six duya—7.23 per cent; varinble, four days.  Another
table shews the state of the thermometer from 1st April, 1860,
to the end of March, 1861 :

The fertilizing rains of March which usher {n the Spring
are varied by long intervads of clear dry weatlier.  Meanwhile
the warm Spring breczes promote vigorous vegetation, and
whilst Canada still remaing buried under hard and ponderous
snow-drifts, the expanding folinge of the trees in all the
varicty of forest hues, and the Lright verdure of the fields
present o Lruly cheering appearnnee.  Add to this the shel-
tered valleys, the borders of lakes and the banks of stronmm
richly enamelled with innumernble wild flowers luxuriating
in the brightest, and, at the seme time, the most deliente
colours,—Collinsiay, Erythoninms, Trilliums, and scarlet
lilies —whilst the tender grasses, the humble fern, and the
lordly onk, together with a rich growth of indigenous fruit
trees, put forth their leaves and buds of promise,—all hasten-
ing to their summer glory ,~—and you have an iden of the carly
and powerful sdvance of Spring in the temperute but genial
climate of Vuncouver's Island, Later,—in the month of May
—nature sssumes a still miore delightful aspect. New varictios
of flowers enliven the wcenery—wild roses in boundless pro-
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fesion, butlercups and doisies of bright nnd endless hues cover
tho plaing  The warbling of birds, meanwhile, the fresh
balmy aiv, the clenr nzure rky, the glorious prospect of scas
nnd islands, with the grand snow-peaked mountuaing in the
distance, gladden the mind and impart sensetions that no
language can deseribe. By the end of June all fruits of the
eurth have attained maturity, and the harvest is ready for the
sickle. :

The remarkahle serenity and equability of climute peenliar
to Vancouver's Island may be asceribed to seversl cnuses, First
of all, its position on the: consts of the Pacitie Qcean places it
within the extensive regions, the atmosphere of which is tem-
pered by the warmer winds which blow from the great South
Sea. Such is the power of these winds that the rigours of
winter are softened by them even to the extreme north of the
western cousts.  This cannot be better illustrated than by
observing that the climate of Fort Simpson is equally mild
with that of New York, the isothermal line which passes
through the Atlantic Ocean at 40 S North latitude, interseeting
the Iacitic at 552 north,  Heing an island, Yancouver de.
rives more benelit, as regards climate, from the surrounding
senad than the neighbouring mainland,  The coast exactly op-
posite, on the Gnlf of Georgia, is well known to be subjuct to
somewhat more rigorous. extremes of weather.  And yet it i
nat beyond the moderating influences of the South Seas,

Iu necounting for the extraovdinarily moderate summer heat
of Vancouvers Islund, we must have reconrse to the doctrine
of meteorologists who ingist upon the action of cold under-
currents which flow from the Arctic Ocean. In the height of
summer these currents rush against the rocky foundations of
the Island, and cause their terapering influence to be felt in
the waters of the Joeality, nnd above the surface of the waters,
in the atmosphere of the Vancouver region,  The high mouns
tain ranges on the mainland alsv exercise a moderating power,
particularly the lofty Olympiau range in the territory of
Washington,  These mountains streteh out to 4 great extent,
both in un easterly and westerly direction, presenting to the
eyeane af the grandest spectactes of monutain scenery. Their
snow-cappoed summits, peering through the bright summer
sinshine, modity the heat which, otherwise, must e intense,
The warm winds from the South, that prevail throughout the
summer season, charged  with humidity and heat, coming in
contact with their perpetual snows, lose both their heat andd
maoisture, the Intter being alasrbed and the former condensed,
g0 that the inhabitants of the nagbbouring plains and Tslands
are exempt from that sultriness which is found 1o be s op-
pressive in the atmosphere of wmeore Eastern longitudes,

The vigonrs of winter are moderated by an influcnce similar
to that which modifies so much the climate of the British
isles, and which is fult as faras the extreme north of Scotland,
the climate of which is mare temperate than that of more
wouthern parts of continental Europe. A warnn stream, sup-
posed to originate dt the Equator, rushes northward with great
impetnosity and produces climatical effects of the same nature
as those resulting from the action of the Gulf current in the
Atlantie,
against the consts of the celestint Empire. Reveding from
thence it follows a curvilinear route across the Pacific Ocean,

1t is ealled the China current, beenuse it first strikes

and, finally, breaks upon the shores of YVancouver's Island,
thus moderating the winter cold in that region, as the Borean
influences already alluded to, are belivved to effect the sminmer
heat, and to produce that ngrecable temperature which renders
the climate of Vancouver's Island so delightiul.

CANADIAN PARLIAMENT.

SENATE.

Mounday, March 6.—Hon. Mr. Wark moved for a Committee
1o inquire into the management of the Intercolonial Railway,
Hon. &fr. Tessire contended that the work on the road had
been unnccessarily delayed, and attacked the Commissioner
systemm as productive of jobbery and uscless expense.  The
North-West Government Bill was read a second time, after
which the House adjonrned at 4:15.

Tuesday, March 7.—The House sat for some time with
closed doors, after which the North-West Government Bill
wis passed through committee, Hon, Mr. Canepein explaining,
in answer to o question, that the volunteers wonld be brought
back from Red River early in May,

Wednesday, March §—The Fishery by Foreigu Vessels
Amoendwent Bill passed through committee, with an unim-
portint amendment, and the Novth-West Government Bild
received its thind reading,  Hon. Ar. Wimor ealled attention
to the language used by Hon. Mr, Minner reflecting on Mr,
Macdongall,  The galleries were then cleaved, and after n
debate with closed doors fur half an hour the House ad-
journud, " '

Thursday, Mareh 9, —After reading for the third timo, and
passing the Fisheries Amendment Bill, the Census Awmend-
ment Bill was reeeived from the Commons, and vead a first
time,

Friday, March 10.—"The Bill for the extension to Manitoba
of the provisions of the Criminal Lauws was resd n first time,
and the House then adjourned till Monday.

HOUSKE OF COMMONS,

Monday, March 6.—"The estimates for the current yoar were
brought down and referred to Committee of Supply. A motion
made by Mr, Masgon (Soulanges) for docmments relating to
the North-West Kxpedition was eanrried, after which Hon, Mr.
Macooveany, in room of Mr Qoxxent, moved for the instrue-
tions given to Mr, Moylan ns Dominion emigmtion agent, and

alro for papers relating to the newspaper controversy with Dr,

Ryerson respocting emigration. He severcly criticised Mr.
Moylan's action in addressing o letter to Mr. Gladstone re-
specting the trestment of tho pardoned Fenians, and more
expecinlly for undertaking to convey the opinion of the Dom-
inion Government. He also animadverted upon Mr. Moylan's
expressions regarding the cdueation system in Upper Canada,
Flon. Mr. Duxsin retorted that the hon, member was a mem-
Ler of the Government atl the time the instructionr were is-
sied, and in making this motion he wag throwing n boomerang
which returned and struck the thrower, e stated that he
(Mr. Dunkin) had addressed o Tetter to Mr, Moylan, desiring
him to confine himself strictly to the duties laid down for him
in his instructions.  Hon. Mr. Dorinoy moved for a Committee
of the Whole for Monday next to take into consideration the
Arbitration resolutions. Sir G. I, Cantier said before the
motion was put, he wished to refer to o point of order, The
object of this resclution is that all the surplus debt of the
Provinces of Ontario and Quebee should he assigned to the
Dominion. Such resolution and such address can not be made
without an address from IHis Excelleney the Governor-Gencral,
He referred to the fifty-fourth clause of the British North
Awmeriea Act, which forbids the appropriation of any part of
the public revenue without an address from the Governor-
Genernl,  The same provision existed in the Union Act be-
tween Lipper and Lower Canada, T'ng Spraker ruled the
motion out of order. Mr. Bapwgsn moved for a Committee of
the Whele to consider certain resolutions with respect to rail-
ways under Government contract in Nova Scotin and New
Brunswick. He maintained that such railways never paid,
and that they should therefore cither be sold or Jeased to pri-
ate compunicg,  After an animated debate the motion was
adjourncd,  Hon, Mr. Macnorcavl brought forward a question
of privilege, alluding to the strong language in reference to
him employed by Senator Mister a day or two previous in the
Upper House  He said he merely called attention to the case,
but if the other House took no notice of the matter he would
use his privilege.  Sir G. E, Captier moved the adjournment,
and in reply to Hon, Mr. Hortox, who asked if the leader of
the House had nothing to say respecting the breach of privi-
Yegre, explained that the member for North Lanark had not
desired any action to be taken in the matter. Hon. Mr. Hor-
tox raid that as the leader of the House had decided to take
no notice of the matter, he, as an indepemdent member, would
in the strongest terms express his opinion that it was a gross,
wanton, and unprovoked assault in no way warranted by the
conduct of the hon member for North Lanark. The House
ndjourned ot 11:10.

Tuesday, March 7.—The bill to amend the Censns Act was
rened a third time and passed.  Sir Frascrs Hixcks then maved
concurrence in the resolutions for the Assimilation of the Cur-
veney.  Alr, Comesax moved in umendment that the Nova
Beatia curreney b not changed, and read o telegram from the
lewder ot the Provineial Government stating that a numerous-
Iy signed petition against the change had been forwarded, and
that a feeling of intense hostility to the assimilation prevailed,
A discussion ensuad in which it was urged by the Nova Seotian
merobhers that the conenrrence shonld be delayved until the
prtition huad been received, in order to see what were the argu-
mints brought forward,  Sir Fraxcts Hixess said that the
whole Dominion could not yicld to one Provinee, to which
Sir G. K. Cantise added that the petition would arrive in time
for thu future stages of the bill, Theumendment being pressed
wus lost on a division, and the resolutions being concurred in
Sir Fraxas Rixers introduced a bill founded thereon.  Sir G,
E. Car7ier then moved the second reading of the Temporary
Election Bill, which. after some disenssion, was read a second
time.  'The House then went into Committee of Supply, and
passed a few items under the head of Civil List. The resoln-
tons respecting the payment of $200,000 for expenses ineur-
ved in repelling the Feninn raid were passed through com-
mittee, nfter which the resolutions respecting Savings Banks
and the issue and Redemption of Government Notes passed
through Committee of the Whole, aud the House adjourned
at 10:15.

Wednesday, March 8.—But little business of importance
was tranzacted to-day in the House, the whole time until the
recess being taken wp with motions, mostly of a private
nature.  Mr, Mitrs then moved the sccond reading of his
LExtra ition Bill, which excited quite a lively discussion, but
subsequently got the six months' hoist on a division of 61 to
33. ‘'he House adjourned at 11:15.

Thursday, March 9. —Mr. Kigratrick’s Bill to amend the
Railway Act of 1868—continuing to completed railways power
to acquire lands which they have by the present law while in
process of construction—was read a first time ; and also Mr.
Gowix's Rill to nmend the Insolvent Act of 1869, providing
thnt the interim assignee be paid for his services bLefore the
estate pusses out of his hands,  Hon. Mr, Domoxy moved for
an address to Her Majesty for an nct to amend the British
North America Act, g0 as to altow the Dominion Parliament
to dead with all questions relnting to the surplns debt of the
late Provinee of Canada.  Sir G. E. Carmisr contended that
the motion was bostile to the interests of the Province of
Quebee, nnd was, moreover, an insult to the honesty and fair-
ness of the members {rom the other provinces, e therefore
moved an amendment setting forth the refusal of the House
to express any opinion on the awared. Hon, Mr. Cuagveav

moved an amendwent to the -amendment, expressing a desire -

for the settlement of the Domivion Parliament ot the award.
This, howuever, was lost, and Sir G. BE. Cagmien’s amendment
cnrried, after which the House adjourned,

Friday, Marel 10.—In this House the whole sitting was
occupicd by the delivery of the Budget speech.

the Agricuttural Department. e next made quotationa from

statistics showing the rapid progress™made by the couatry,
significantly proved Ly the fact that in the last year Conada
had risen, with regard to business transactions with the mother
country, from 11 in the list to 8. He then went on to show
that while the expenditure had increased, the revenue, espe-
cially that derived from the customs, hiad also very materially
increaged. He then spoke of the estimates for the coming
year, which, he said, were unusually large on account of several
extroordinary expenses, such ag that for the Census, the in-
creased vote for Militia and Defence, the Boundary Line
Survey, and the increase under the head of Public Works.
Though the prospects for the future were highly satisfactory,
yet the Government did not think themselves justified in
making any great reduction in taxation. Some few reductions
would, however, be made, among them the abolition of the
additional 5 per cent on the duty imposed last year upon all .
articles. SirA.T.Gavt,in a long gpecch, criticised the finan-
cial policy of the Government and concluded by making a
want of confidence motion which, after some debate, was lost
by 36to 91. The House then went into committee, and after
adopting a motion taking off the 5 per cant. imposed 1ast ses-
sion on the duties previously in force, rose and reported.
The House adjourned at 11.10.

LA DEBACLE.

“TORONTO MARKETS"” AND ¢ A WOODLAND SCENE.

We have reproduced in this number two of the paintings
which were on: view last week at the Exhibition of Canadian
Artists.  Both these pictures attracted no little attention and
were the subjects of much praise for the genius and the talent
they displayed, though belonging to a ditfvrent class and exe-
cuted in o very ditferent style. The first of the two, the view
of ¥ Toronto Markets” which occupies our two centre pages,
is from the pencil of Mr. Henry Sandham, an artist well known
in Montreal circles, and whose fame has extended far and wide
inthke sister provinces. The painting is most happily arranged,
and all the difficnlties offered by the somewhat unusual subject
chosen for deliveation have beenavoided in a most remarkable
manner. Au uncouth—not to say positively augly group of
buildings-—flanked by a grim, square, rule-and-measure clev-
ator, was hardly, one would have thought, a subject to attract
the painter's eve. Yet our painter saw that, with a little man-
agement, a success might be made of the unpromising subject ;
so down went the market-place, elevator and all, on the can-
vass, and with a judicious arrangement of white sails, and the
introduction of a few enlivening details, he produced one of
the most meritorious of the many excellent paintings that
adorned the gallery of 1871. :

Of Mr. Allan Edsoun’s picture there is but little to be said.
He is an ariist widely known, as we had occasion to remark
last week, and his paintings, faithful reproductions of quaint
woodland scenes— mossy tree trunks and broad patches of
sunlight that brighten up the forest gloom——are studied and
appreciated by numbers of charmed admirers. Asa contem-
porary happily observed the other day—D>Mr. Edsonr is the
Wordsworth of Canadian art.

We may remark, before dismissing the subject, that both
these illustrations are produced from etchings by the respec-
tive artists, and though neither of them had much experience
in that branch of the art, it will be seen that they bave com-
pletely succeeded in the experiment. The reproduction of
these pietures by the process, which as yet is peculiar to the
Canadian Illustrated News, will shew both artists and the public
how much is gained in the dissemination of artistic proluc-
ticns by the invention we use. Had it been necessary for the
wood engravers to have intervened between the etchings and
the printed copivs we should not have had the pleasure of
giving cither Mr. Sandham or Mr. Edson the access to the
public which we find so readily available by our process.
Tt is only those who are actually engaged in pictorial printing
and wko have had explained to them the rapidity and cheap-
ness with which we reach the final result, who caa fully ap-
preciate the value and importance of our mode of reproducing
pictures.

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OnTaRIO’S ¢ elephant ’—the Arbitration award—has
been trotted through the House of Commons and dis-
missed with much discourtesy. In fact, Her Majesty’s
¢faithful Commons’” were more impolite, or, at least,
more reticent of their opinions concerning it, than were
the ¢six blind men of Hindostan,” who found an equal
number of resemblances when they examined a like
animal, for they utterly refused, and by a very large
majority, to pronounce any opininn whatever upon its
merits. It is relegated to the uncertain fate of a Privy
Council decizion, with little assurance that either party
concerned will care to take the trouble of carrying it
thither for judgment.

The subject of the Arbitration is unfortunately not one
for merriment. It affects the pockets of two partners,
who, though in business together for twenty-five years.
never ceased to watch each other with a jealous eye, and
seldom spent a week without mutual accusation and re-
crimination, on the ground that each was trying to over-
reach the other. It would be a mistake to look at the
Arbitration without the light which the old time jealousy
throws upon it; but it would be no less of a mistake to
overlook the palpable disregard of the cenditions on
which, both in law and equity, it ought to have been
based in order to command the assent of the parties
affected by it. The Union Act is exceedingly significant
upon this point; it leaves no room to doubt but that the
intention of its framers was to secure a mutual agreement
—that is, a settlement of assets and liabilities which both
parties, without the pressure of legal compulsion, would
accept. Now, the majority of the Arbitrators rendered
that impossible by proceeding with their consideration of
the question at issue after the withdrawal of one of the
contestants. This point ought to be thoroughly under-
stood and estimated as distinct from the money value or
practical result to cach Province of the award made.
Whether the conclusion of the two Arbitrators was just in
itself or not, it was clearly in violation of the spirit of the
Act, which undoubtedly, as {requently asserted both be-
fore and after the appointment of the Arbitrators, was
designed to result in a mutual agreement. This agree-
ment has not been reached, but several ineffectual at-
tempts were made in the House of Commons to find a
solution of the difficulty.

The opposition members, through Messrs. Dorion and
Holton, sought to shirk the whole trouble by transferring
the surplus debt of old Canada to the Dominion, and
compensating the other Provinces, pro rata. This is, by
itself, a fair proposition, but in its ultimate consequences
would be a serious drag upon Canada for all time to come.
Both Ontario and Quebec receive already quite as much
money as they need to carry on their local governments, and
if New Brunswick and Nova Scotia find themselves some-
what cramped, it is only because of a too extravagant
legislative machinery, which a little self-denial and in-
genuity on the part of their public men might readily
simplify and reduce so as to bring the cost of government
largely within the Provincial income. If the eastern Pro-
vinces desire to be rich as Ontario, they have only to do
as Ontario does, pay for their roads ard bridges, their
other local public works, and at least half their educa-
tional expenses by municipal taxes. But let the Domin-
ion assume ten and a-half millions of debt for Quebec and
Ontario, with about three millions more as compensation
for the Maritime Provinces, and the incomes of the local
governments would be unnecessarily large. whiie the
taxation of the country would be as necessarily increased.
For these reasons it is to be hoped that the respective
legacies of debt owing by Quebec and Ontario in virtue of
their former associations as moieties of the old Province
of Canada will be amicably determined and honestly
assumed.,

Passing by the rather extra-judicial motion of the Pre-
mier of Quebec, we find the motion in amendment intro-
duced by Sir George E. Cartier, and which was carried by
an immense majority, practically affirming the principle
already sanctioned by the Canada Privy Council on the

report of the Minister of Justice, that until either one of
the contestants shall secure the judgment of the Queen’s
Privy Council, or some other competent tribunal, it is
inexpedient to pass any opinion on the award.

It will not be doubted that the course of the Dominion
Government is a correct one in this particular. The Go-
vernment holds a claim of about ten and a half millions
against the old Province of Canada, for which Ontario
and Quebec have been made legally responsible, and for
the interest of which (all that is stipulated to be paid) it
can always indemnify itself from ome or both of its
debtors. It further did its share towards a settlement
and equitable distribution of assets and liabilities by ap-
pointing an Arbitrator to act conjointly with the repre-
sentatives of the two Provinces. We have never heard
that it commissioned its nominee to act and adjudicate
with one other arbitrator only. Further, as we ventured
to remark when the award was first made public, the
Canadian Government has no legal authority to pronounce
upon its merits one way or the other. Obviously then, its
policy was to avoid the expression of un opinion to which
it could not give effect.

In this extraordinary dilemma the Minister of Justice
suggests that Ontario may appeal to the Queen’s Privy
Council for a contirmation, or Quebec for a condemnation,
of the award made by the two arbitrators, which has, as
yet, received no legal sanction. There can. of course, be
no question as to the jurisdiction of this final Court, as
it may reviewany judgment which by statutory enactment
is not made final before an inferior tribunal. With re-
spect to the arbitration, the law, in accordance with the
intent of its framers no doubt, has omitted all provision
for enforcing the award, and thus, though it may fairly
be assumed that the Queen’s Privy Council can pass 1t in
review, and pronounce upon its legality, it does not, there-
fore. follow that the decision can be enforced. It would
surely be un-British to permit any Court to create ma-
chinery for the enforcement of its decisions,—uud, up to
this date, there is no legal machinery extant to compel
the submission of either Province to the award of any
two of the arbitrators. Must not the question, therefore,
go back, as we remarked it would have to go, to the
Imperial Parliament, unless the Provinces can come to
an amicable settlement? The compulsory settlement
can, we think, only be enforced either directly by Im-
perial legislation, or vicariously through the Canadian
Parliament’s being authorized by Imperial Statute to dis-
pose of the matter. At present it is quite unlikely that
Quebec will risk a verdict on an issue, the consequences
of which she can, under existing circumstances, afford to
defy, and Ontario is almost as little likely to jeopardise
a decision so manifestly in her favour by appealing to a
tribunal which may, perhaps, confirm, but has no power
to enforce it. The lock is as much of a *dead ” one, as
before the award was made, and the most feasible way
out of it is reconsideration of the whole question.

It is a significant feature in the British North America
Act that it provided tor a division, &c., between * Upper
Canada and Lower Canada,”’ which two Provinces ceased
to exist after the Union in ’41, and were only reconstitu-
ted under new names in 1867. Yet, though the use of
these terms must, constructively at least, be held to have
been for the purpose of including within the range
of the arbitrators’ cognizance the condition of each Pro-
vince at the time they entered into partnership, the
majority of the arbitrators refused to consider that very
material point; and this, substantially, was the ground
on which Quebec withdrew. We are not now going to
discuss the merits of the award, however, as its manner
and its result—that is its failure to be mutually satisfac-
tory—amply prove that it has not fulfilled the intention
of the Statute from which it professedly derives its war-
ranty. It might, perhaps, be questioned, since the
majority of the arbitrators refused to recognise ¢ Upper
Canada” and “Lower Canada,’”’ but persistently confined
themselves to the consideration of ¢that part of the Pro
vince of Canada formerly called”’—Upper or Lower Canada,
as the case might be, whether their action can at all come
wiihin the meaning of the 142nd section of the Union
Act. A reference to the Gth section of the samo Act
clearly shows that the sense attached to the terms “Upper
Canada,” and ‘‘Lower Canada,’” is the respective Pro.
vinces anterior to the Union of 1841, and as it was
between these two reconstituted Provinces, with all their
separate interests in the Union dissolved in 1867, that the
arbitrators had to judge, it would hardly require a Phila-
delphia lawyer to prove that they had fallen short of their
duty, when they refused to consider what each brought
into the Union, as well as what each might be permitted
to take out of it. The case is one which earnestly calls
for reconsideration and—for what it has seldom yet re-
ceived—calm and conciliatory discussion on both sides.

In this way we have contidence that Ontario and Quebec
might arrive at a satisfactory understanding without the
intervention of further Parliament or Privy Council.

Only
tho native races practise this mode, and they cannot do so
with much success except after a heavy fall of snow, when
the birds become very tame.

The ptarmigan on the Labrador const changes colour
in sununer, and becomesa greyish brown not unlike the swamp
partridge,

JONES' GREATNIESS.

My friend Jones started in life with the intention of achiev-
ing Greatnesy, adhered steadily to that determination through-
out, and at length, it is almost needless to say, was suceesstul.
Mankind, who flatter success ¢ven more than they hate it, are
in the habit of assigning to the gainers of it a reputation for
genius, talent, or shrewdness: whereas what is far more re-
quisite (except in rare instances) to its attainment, is self-
denial—that is to say, the subordination, from the very begin-
ning, of all natural pursuits to the proposed end. This is
easier with some than with others, of course; but it can be
done by almostall. Who can doubt but that any human male
creature, coming naked into the world, and living seventy
years in it with his mind fixed oo the acgnisition of money,
will die with at least his plum ! Getting as lareely as possible,
but despising no gain however small ; spending as sparely as
he can; with eyes ever alive to the gleam of gold ; with hands
greedy to cateh, tenacious to hold—such a man may have had,
indeed, to sacritice all that is best in this life; may have lived
without luve in the world, and died having made o friend of
neither God nor Man; but he will have made (in compensa-
tion) his plum, or even his en plums, his Million of Money,
t“And a very preity sum, sir,” as has been before ubserved,
4 to begin the next world with, too.” Whether it is pussible
that such a oue may have been a foul after all, is a question
which, fo some minds, would scemn next kin to irreverential,
considering the amount of money acquired; but he needs not
certainly to be considered a wise man.

Similarly, although less easily, considerable distinction be-
sides this one of mere wealth can be obtained in many walks,
by diligent application and the concentration of all faculties
to the one object. The enquiry to be made upon setting out,
however, is but .too apt to be delayed until it is too late—
namely, ® Will it after all, be worth my while?”
part, bave no experience of the matter to place at the disposal
of the public; but I bebold Jones' Greatness, and that is
sufficient for me.

Have you ever watched a persevering parrot climbing pain-
fully up the outside of his gilded cage, never advancing one
perpendicular inch but by a wearisome, tentative process of
beak and claw; and at last, having reached the ring at the
summit, have you seen him swaying himself backwards and
forwards in a self-congratulatory manner, and yet not lovking
altogether comfortable in his mind, even then?  Whether it
is that, Alexander-like, he regrets that there is nothing more
to conguer, that he can get no higher ; or whether he would
really feel safer if he were at the bottom again, which, as he
well knows, be can never more again except by the headfor-
ward method, I do not know ; but the general expression of
his features, in spite of hisgorgeous attirc and exalted position,
Is certainly not a 'appy one.  And I cannot conceal {rom my-
self that his case finds something like a parallel in that of the
Greatness of Jones.

In the next ed.tion of The Boyhood of Great Men, that of my
friend will doubtless be chronicled, and I do not intend to dull
the cdge of its interest by any anticipation. I will merely
state, that as, on the one hand, he did not distinguish himsclf
in athletic sports, on account of that early application to the
pursuit of his greatnuss at which I have already hinted ; so, on
the other hand, he was not a notorious “ muff” or *spoon.”
Throughout his lify, indeed, he has been a quict, well-behaved
person, almost necessarily debarred from the extravagance
and follies of his contemporaries, and if remarkable at all,
remarkable for his nuiscless unobtrusiveness. What has been
reported of him, therefore, since his distinguished elevation,
is, as will be seen, the more extraordinary and unaccountable.
He went to bed upon a certaiu night, a hard-working, deserv-
ing person in good repute; he awoke in the morning, and
found himself a public character, and infamous,

Jones is a painter, and his last pictur: was announced by
the Thunderer and all its Echoes as being a credit to any age
and any country. It-was Michael Angelesque, said some; it
would have been g0, said others, but for its decidedly Claudian
character. It was the Picture of the year, and for all time;
and if only the colours were durable, he might be certain that
mankind would not willingly let it die But, the very
next day, poor Jones had tears in his eyes on account of what
was the whole talk of the studios, concerning his atrocious
conduct to the model of his Iphigenia; and on the second
mornipg it got into the newspapers, and came to the angry
eyes of Mrs. Jones. Moreover, it then appeared that he had
not in rcaiity painted any of the pictiires which were atiributed
to him, but had kept a colour-mixer, of very great talents, at
half-a-crown a weck, to do them for him, who was bound over
to that service, by alegal document, for a very laong serics of
years. He had picked the poor fellow up in the humblest cir-
cumstances ; observed, with a vultare eye, his extraordinary
gifts ; and from that moment had battened upon his unlucky
brains in the above unprecedented manner,

Or my friend Jones, the subtle lawyer, but herctofore ob-
Beure, vxcept among the profession, has just been appointed

I, for my

Lord Chiaf-Justico 'of the Common Plens. A fitting capital
to a life-long pillar of legal devotion,” say the judicinl organs,
becoming almost poctical in their enthusinsm. The right
man in the right pince, as is admitted by all who wore not

-expeciaut of the high office in question for themselves.

¢ But how sad it is,” says Rumour pravely shaking its in-
numerable Heads, ¢ to think that, in early life, this man sheuld
have stolen a horse!” It turns out, also, that there are two
clients of his, formerly in nflluent circumstances, nnd to whom
he introduced himself, it seems, without the medium of an
attorney, who are now Leggnrs, sir—beggars.  IHis persuasive
talents were indeed at all times very remarkable,  His clerk
(who is poorly clad, and not well fed) is equally wicked, bnt
not equally successful ; and if either of them chose to tell
tales, it s said, they could hang onc another. Morcover, it is
probable that the truth will, some day, out, since everybody
knows them both—motion as of turning a liqueur glass bottom
upwards—to excess,

Or my friend Jones is a divine, and attaing a very wide
celebrity for pulpit eloquence. His sermons, in their third
extensive cdition, combine the most fervid eloquence with
the truest teaching; possess n rare and genuine vein of the
most liberal charity, and exhibit an array of lenrning, modest-
ly indicated in their foot-notes, which is an honour to the
church which hails him as her son.

“The greater the pity, therefore,” sighs Univeesal Report,
s¢ that the reverend gentleman should be unable to write ex-
cept under ihe direct influence of opium.”  Although that
circumstande is, after all; of the less consequence, sinee it is
alleged that he buys his discourses at an establishment in
Cleapside, long famous for its possession of a certain theolo-
gical writer, who, but that h+ prefers to sweep a crossing, and
cannot be kept from drink, might be Archbishop of Canter-
bury.

Or my friend Jones is o physician of most meritorions cha-
racter, who has done more towards the mitigation of pain,
perhaps, than any wman in his generation, A doer of number-
less unknown acts of good, a beneficent apostle of healing, snd
an unadvertised RBlessing to Mothers.

How unaccountable it is, then, that such n person should
not appreciate the value of a moral character! 1t is moru
thau hinted that, when he has a mind, Dr, Jones will do al-
most as much harm as good, and is not always such a blessing
to husbands ns he is to mothers.  He could not, clearly, have
been thinking of his professional business when he (accident-
ally, of course) gave poor SirJoseph Geven Belladoni instead
of Balm-tea. How such matters manage to get hushed up in
the medical profession is very remarkable, He visits, how-
ever, rood Lady Green as usual, who has forgiven him his
little mistake in a truly Christian spirit.  Being so generous,
as some would have one believe, it seems inconsistent that
the brown footman who shews you into his sanctum happens
to Le his father, who thereby prevents the bribes paid for ad-
mission into the popular physician's presence from going out
of the family. . His grandfuther, who is still alive (though
in pitiably indigent circumstances), would doubitless have
had an appointment of a similar nature, but that he is un-
fortunately o man of colour, and was formerly a slave in
California.

Or my friend Jones is n comic actor of such intense humour
that he cannot appear upon the stage swithout one roar of
langhter from boxes, pit, and gallery, Nor, indeed, for fow
broad farce is there 8 mau to touch Lim upon the British
stage,

And yet, do you know, the private peculiarity of poor Jones
is melancholy!  Deep-svatud, continuous, and funeral gloosm !
He may die any moment with that disease of the heart he has,
and is especially lable to such an accident when singing,
which perilous performance he has (poor fellow) to go
through e¢very night of his life. Although a player by pro-
fession, he is by conviction a strict Calvinist It iz said he
learned his most telling laugh of a donkey looking over a
village-pond in Essex, and that he instantly killed the too
talented quadruped with a pointed stick, lest it should ever
give the idea to another person. It is also worthy of men-
tion, that although we always rec himn as the grave-digger,
his own impression is that he acts  Hamlet)” and solemn
characters generally, better than any tragedian dead or alive.

Or, lnstly, my friend Jones is an author of acknowledged
genius, whose books have the healthicst of circulations from the
most natural causes. ¢ The delightful pathos of his writings,”
as you may read as you run in the daily press, ¢ is enriched
by the highest religious principles” while his touches of
nature are such as to have brought tears, on more than one
occasion, even iuto the eye of a publisher. ’

But, alas, what hypocrisy 18 so great as that of the writer of
Fiction! It is but too well understood that Jones is at heart
an atheist, and opposed to the celebration of the Sabbath. His

My poor friend Jones' Greatness having, in a word. so many
drawbuacks, | have never much envied Jones, Whether 1 ever
possersed the talents, virtues, self-deninl, or what you will, 1o
achieve his eminence, had T desired it, is an open question, of
which the world takes one side,and T the other. Avall ¢vents,
I am content withmy lot. I prefer to paint portraits from ten
shillings apwards; w pick up mny guinen in the conrts when
opportunity and an attorney offer; to preach to u congregation

which. has never vet requested mo to publish my sermons; to
practise physic without n brougham; to consider the second
comic countryman n good part, nud one which exhibits my
talents suthiciently 3 ov fo write unonymously, ns now, and
never to wed my name with immortal title-pages. When [/
ride into the lists of ¥ume, Hke my friend Jones, with visor
up, the good Time will have arvived, which has been so long
in coming, when Greatness ceases to havo its Libels ng wall as

he saw and wrote of had all disappeared from his letters when
published in the paper sent to. He vouches fur having scen
thirty-tive franctireurs stripped naked Ly the Prussian captors,
and laid upon their faces in the snow,  Sentries were placed
over them, with orders to shoot them if they stirred. This
wuent on for o whole night, and in the morning they were all
turned over, when three were found still to show signs of Lifi:,
The terribie drama was then finished by the Prussian sentinels
deliberately passing their bayouets through the bodies,

Much of the success of the German armivs is attributable
to the exeellence of their maps, and a Bavarian officer, in a
letter to the Welitary Journal, gives some particulars of them.
At the beginuing of the campaign more than 100,000 maps
were served but to the Bavarians by the Topograpliical Depart-
ment,  As the troops advanced into the vnemy™s country; and
wherever a new strategical combination occurred, maps were
supplicd showing the pesition of the smallest hamlet which
they would have to ttaverse, The seale of these was 1in
80,000 The army investing the capital Is stili in possession
of a plan of Paris on the scale of 1 in 40,0000 There is also
o map giving a general and detailed view of the most distant
spots, traced from the Freneh official atlas, on the seale of 1
in 320,000, 'The Topographical Departrmaent at Berlin had
been engaged for years in reproducing thix map on the original
scale, and the Prussian Staf were consequently able to distri-
bute more than 2,000,000 copies at the beginning of the
war, Hemp paper was employed, in order that they might be
put in circulation immediately after they were printed, and
they occupy scarcely a quarter so miich space as maps pasted
on canvas, besides saving the expense of mounting.  Worn-
out or lost maps are promptly replaced by others, which are
supplied at a low price Ly the Staffs.

The thriving town of Bowmanville ‘is
the headquarters of the Ontario Bauk, one
of the most flourishing of Upper. Canada
wonetary institutions. The Ontario Bank

There are, perhaps, few Canadisn towns
that present so many evidences of energy
and presperity than the county town of
Brantford. Not only is it a thriving com-
nrercial seat, celebrated alike for its manu-
factures and its agriculture, and possessing
great natural and geographical advantages,
but it also possesses considerable attrac-
tions to the lover of natire and art.  The
sitvation of the town is admirable, and its
streets are decorated with numerous ele-
gantly designed public buildidgs, the pum-
ber of whichis being continually increased.
In this respect it is, perhaps, unsurpassed
by any Canadian town of its own size.
With a population of 9,000, it possesses
as many &s ten churches, besides neat
county buildings, including Court House
and Registry, all stome built. There is
also a Widows’ Home and & Girls' Orphan
Home, besides a number of extensive
manufactories. To this list must now be
added the Institution for the Blind, of
which we give a
view in this issue.

into n centre building and wings. The
centre bulldinyg will be seventy feet in
depth, fifty feet in width, and three storoys
in height, The centre projecting tower
will e seventeen feet square and four
storeys in height, ninety-five feot from the
ground line to the cornice, and forty-five
feet to the top of the iron vane—in all one
huadred and forty feet. Each wing will
be seventy feet by forty feat, and {wo
storeys in height, connected with the
centre by Intermediate buildings, forty
feet in length and @fty-four feet in depth,
and three storeys in height. The front
building will contain the reception, ma-
tron's, stewani's, teacher's, and class-
rooms, libraries and Iavatories on the
ground floor ; Superintendent’s apartments,
teachers' class-rooms and dormitories
baths and water-closets, in the second
floor, and the music hall, dormitorics,
tank-rooms, &c., in the Mansard roofs, ay
belore stated, on the third floor. The dor-
mitory accommodation will be sufficient
for on¢ hundred pupils. A staircase will
be constructed for visitors to gain wecess
to the fourth storey of the tower, from
which an extensive view of the surround-
ing country can bo obtained. The rear
will consist of a centre building, 75 feet
by 33 feet, and wings 50 feet by 20-—the
whole throe storeys high Iaid out in dining-
rooms, pantries, store-rooms and other
domestic offices. The Institution will,
when completed, afford accommodation
for one hundred pupils, which is counsidered
sufficient for the present, and, when in-
creased accommodation is required, it is
intended to construct separate¢ dormitory
buildings, on the cottage system, the
centre building to be then used oniy for

educational pur-

poscs. The build-

Our specisl artist at Qaebec conceives
that the ancient Citadel furnlishes the
t ccldest sentry walk in the British Em-
pire.” Perhaps he is right; but then the
sentries have not walked, as they will yet
have to do, mayhap, on the shore of the
Manckenzie, the Nelsen; the Albany, and
the Moose rivers, with the thermometer
from ten to thirty degrees lower than ever
it reaches on the borders of the St. Law-
rence, It may happen, however, that these
North-western points will never be garri-
soncd gave by Canadian soldlers, and, in-
deed, so far as our feelings go, wish that
none othor may ever be required there. The
citadel of Quobece i, undoubtedly, a cold
place in winter. Itsgreat ¢levation above
the level of the surrounding country makes
it cspecially cold in winter. The point
sketched js near the ¥ Hog's back,” a very
cold apot certaiuly, where the wind, from
every point of the compass, has full play.
In very scverc weather, the military
autfiorities relieve sentry every half hour,
and, which is rare, when the thermometer
gets lower than thirty degrees below zero,
the sentry is withdrawn altogether. The
magazine which iy thus guarded is of
considerble importance, containing large
quantities of gunpowder, &c. The sketch
represents a sentry of the 60th Rifles on
duty.

People
of all classes there still look upon the
Italian annexation as only temporary, and
believe the day is not distant when the
Pope “will have his own again.” This
keeps everything unsettled.

A young British officer purposes visiting
the battle-fields of the late campaign, with
& view of compiling a series of plans,
illustrating several of the most important
strategical manceuvres performed by that
eminent general, Moltke. The public will
have much to thank this officer for, as up
to the present time nothing of the kind
has been sent to the press.

There are all sorts of contradictory re-
ports about the Marquis of Lorne. It is,
on one hand, confidently said that he is
to be immediately raised io the peerage.
There is quite a controversy as to what his
title and rank in the peerage is to be. He
cannot, as is the custom in the case of the
eldest sons of peers, be called to the Upper
House by a barony of his father, because
tbe Duke has only one barony in the
peerage of the United Kingdom, and by
that alone he sits in the House of Lords.
It is all guess work, of course: but it is
assumed that he will be either creuted a
baron of the United Kingdom as Lord
Inverary, or be made a marguis complete
by his present title. Iuo the latter case he
would have precedence of his father in the
House of Lordy, unless that anomaly were
cured by making a United Kingdom peer-
age of the dukedom of Argyl. All this,
bowever, is summarily disposed of by cer-
tain persons, who are equally corfideni
that Lord Lorne will remain just as he is
