(QUEBEC. —— S7.  Matthew's.—In removing the
injurious impreesion that the Reefor and Wardens
and congregation of St. Matthew'’s Churell have
| beers wanting in proper regard to the resting place
jand the vemains of the dead and for their memorials
erected in the St. John's Street Burying-ground, 1t
has been ghown that although the ground is not the
propexty of St. Matthew's Chureh, and the respen-
sibility of caring for it does not accordingly rest
with the congregation, vet they appointed at an
Easter mecting eome vears ago a committce to issue
a circular to all the living friends of the dead lying
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in the grave yard, reprcseuting to them its wild
and neglected condition, and offering to expond
any sums of moncy which might bu entrusted to
thom, either for particular lots or for the ground
generally, and to render an accounl annually. This
circular was signed by the commitice, whoss names
are widely known and respected. Two hundred
copies sent to addvesses both in England and
Canads elicited very fow replies and only $40,
which wore expsndad on the lots of the contribu-
tors. The olfers of annual sontributions wers av
limited that the hope of accomplishing the object
aimed at was abandoned.

Tho Victoria Hall was filled to its utmost capa-
oity with a very select andience or the occasion of
the concert in aid of the barmonium. fund of St
Matthew's Church. Altogether the concert was
an ilnmense success, and groat credit is due Miss
MacAdams for her sxertions in arranging and con
ducting it.

The twelfth annual meeting of the Committee of
Mothors and Daughters in connection with St
Matthew’s Church was held Ngvember 20th. The
following officers were elected lor the ensuing year:

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DIOCESE OF NIAGARA.

Loteer.—On the 23rd October the village of
Lutber was ez fere an the occasion of the visit of
the Bishop of Niagara to hold Confirmation, to
consecrate a graveyard, and to consecrate the church
dsdicated to the glory of Gop and in memniory of
the British martyr, 8. Alban. Therv were present
besides the resident ministers, viz, Rev. R. 8.
Radcliffe, Mission priest, and Mr. Webb, the lay
reader, clergy from the Dioceses of Huron, Toronto
ond Niogara. The first function was the consecrn-
tion of a spacious and well elevated piece of land,
as a plot set apart for ever for ihe decent burial of
the departed, in accordance with the Rites of the
Chuieh of Ingland. A cireuit of the cemetery
wag made by the Biehop, clergy and congregation,
chanting in solemn strains Psalms Ixiii and eiii.
At the north-east cornor the Bighop, by his chap-
lain, promulgated the sentence of Consecration;
the hymn “The eaints on sarth and those above”
was sung, and the procession returned to the church.
The patition for ccnszecration was read at the porch.
Tho Bishop, preceded by his chaplain bearing the
pastoral stalf, then proceeded np the aisie to the
chancel, where the esrvice wus completed and the
sontence of Consecrstion rend and signed by ths
Bishop. Evensong was then said, and ten eale-
chumens received the Holy and Apostolic Rite of
Confirma' ‘on. The DBishop eddressod the con-
firmees and the conzregation, speaking very feel-

DIOCESE OF RUPERT’S LAND.
NLEEDS OF THE CHURCH.

In tho course of bis sermen at St. Johw's Catherd-
1ol en Thankegiving Day, aud at Holy Trinity,
Winnigeg, on the ~unday following, when appeal-
g for funds for the extension of the Chnreh of
Enuland in the Nor.h-West Tervitories, the Van
erablg Arehdeacon Pinkham said :—Our peeds are
inimense, and they are always inerensing. Drawing
s0 largely from the population of the eastern Pro-
vinees, we nattirally thoughs that our fellow Chureh-
wen there would rendar us a corresponding degree
of assistance in establishing the means of grace and
laying the foundation of these instituticns which
are necessary fur the Church's expanzion. But
practicslly we have lovked in vain. The help given
has been ridiculously out of proportion to our
needs, and such ag it is, it has come most fitfully.
[ think I am correet in siating that during the two
yenrs just ending, the total amonnt received from
Oil Canada was $3,000, Meantime our wants
increase. IRReviewing the past year we huve reason
to thank Gop and tnke courage. Several elergy
hava been aldderd to our numher; and uew inissious
tuve haen upened under vesidonu clergvmen at
Irandon, Turtie Monntain, Pembina Crossing and
Shel] Itiver. Ibp a weel or so there wi'l bea clergy-
man resident at Regina.  Minuedusa has been pro-
vided for, leaving High Bluff and Poplar Point tu
be filled shortly. We are urgently requested to
place a elergrman at Gladstone, but have been
obliged to refuse for want of funds. We also need
clergyinen at Rt Purtage, Beaconsfiold, Qu'Appelle,
Cartwright, and several other places. Al the pro-
sent momers our mission fund is overdrawn. W
capnut pay the stipeads of the clergy who are work-
ing under the divectivn of the Mission Board for
the guarter that will end on Christmas day in full,
unless in tho meuntime the fund is replenished.
Through the kindness of the 8. P. C. K., we havo

a fund of £2,000 sterling from which grants in aid
of the erection of ghurches up to oue fifth of the
cost, and in the case of more expensive bhuildings
olie sixth of the cost, are devuted by the Executive
Lommittee of the $ynod. Giants from this fund
have been vuted to' Christ Church in this ity and
for churches of Stonewnll, Brandon and Portage la
Prairie, Then thers is need of a fund for the
erection of pareonsges in new sottlements. It is
hard to send a clerayman whero theroe {8 no church
or parsonage. If the mission is n wew one, it ig
almost impoasible for him to get ludging, the
houses, as & Tule, bring not enly small, but crowdad.
In the esrly duys of & mission the peymont of a por-
tion of the clergynun’y stipend and the ereciion of
a church is ths utmost mensure of sell-help to be
looked for. The Mission Duard has deciiled that a
fund for this special purpose, and from which
grants 2an bo given towards the arection of churchos
when the preseut fund for that ohject is exhausted,
to ba cilled the Bishop Mechray Building Fund, is
a pressing necessi'y.

Tha Rev. Mr. Pentreath is kepi
busy at his office iz ths morpings obtai ing cm-
pleyment for, and advising the now arrivals, The
defect in the emigration system is that propla are
inducad to emigrate, but no proper provision is
mado for meeticg them on arrival, and providing
work for them. At the rams time with the ex-
ception of boukkeepers and p:ersons of mo p rticular
trade nud not acoustomed to manual libour, work ig
plentiful and wages higii. In the morning when
this wus written a machinist, a cutler and a groeer’s
assistant, recent arrivals, applisd at our office, and
work was realily found for them. Ono brought &
letter from the Archdescon of Bsdford, and one
from a Viear nasr Manrchoster.  This kind of parish
work is nunique but very important in a city like
this. The parish liat of Christ Chureh has now on
it 1748 faruilies. aud the list is beicg constantly en-
larged. ILarge nnmbeis of these are English fam-
ilies, The prospects for Spring work are very ¢n-
¢oursging. Alrendy the plans of & large pumber of
hlocks anel buildings are prepay d, amd it is esti-
mated that fully as much building will he done
next year as in 1872, Qne crent drawhack to the
city is the enormous rent extorted hy the Jandlords.
[ pay 845 & month fora house in a terraca with
6 roems and a kitchen. Houses at 30 would be
dear in any Exstern city at $8.  This has the effect
of keeping many families in the Fnst. Tt is ctual-
ly cheaper for the husband to keep his family there,
than to bring them here. It is estimated that the
population would ba inercased by 10,000 if wmen
could conveniently bring their families to live in
Winnipeg.

‘We inadyertently referred to the closing of the
tession of the Imperial Parliament in ocur last,
which however did mnot occur until Saturday.
The Queen’s spesch is interesting and declares
that England’s relations with other powers is of
the most cordial kind. It gives warm praisc to
the English Egyptian forces, and thenkfully recog-
nizes the value of the English victories in pre-
venting further and greater disturhances in the
Esst. An unusual and unexpected reference is
made to the subject of the sa:e and use of intoxi
cante, which leads us to hope thai in the peur
Tuture it will be 2 prominent national question be-
fore Parliament. Refervence is also made to Ire-
land and it atates that a great sovial improvement
iu noticeable in that country, while regretting the
distress which exists in some portions of it. The
House was prorogued to meet again L'ebruary 14th
next. The adoption of the “closure” will enablo
fature sessions to transact much more business
than Parliament has of late heen able to o, and
wmany questions of importance .ill come hefore it
after the holidays.

It is rather amusing, althougl uel a help to the
settlement of the afiairs of the country, to lemrn
that the Egyptians da nat heliove that Envlaud hoe
heen succossful in the recent war. They lbave had
only the reports which have appearcd in the Arabic
papers and the statesnents of unprincipled and
designing emissaries of the Mosque, all of which
are not calenlated to convey much truth to the
people. The genoral impression in tho country, g0
a recent Englisl writer who has scquainted him-
self with the facts says, is sltogether to the effect
that Arabi was the vietor and the logliel the
vanquished until, by command of the Sultan, Arabi
permilted our troops to oceupy Cairo.  They say
thet as the Bedouine who performed the cuipoat
service of the Egyptian army had 1o be paid hefore
thay could be got rid of the English general paid
them £100,000 to go awey.

Wo do not suppose our
brethren of the pen will heed any sdvice upon the
gubject from us, but it would be well if they ere
not 8o anxious after sensationalism, and when giv-
ing the news of the kind referred to confined them-
selves to o sintement of facis snd kept their
headlines and elabarate articles for other purposes.

A very Daportant decision has heeu given by
Judge Peters of Charlottetown in econnection with
the failure of the Islend Bank. Tle ruled that
sharcholder ean when a eall in made upon hiwm for
his double liubility
against it any moount which the Baok at the iime
of its failure owed te him. The result of this
judgment is, that all sharcholders will obtein pay-
ment of their debts or deposits in [ull in prefe-
rence to other ereditors of a bank who will only
get whatever the dividend ol the asscts can pay.
If this law is sustained by the Court of Appeals it
will materially affect the position nf' depozilors
nanke, and will incroass the distrust of small Tank-
ing instituiions in the public wind.

The coming change of Governmecut in the
Inited States and the cousequent clean sweep of
officials 0! every grade from the highest to the
lowest, whicl such a change invariably brings
with it, is causing much distussien in the Repub-
lican papers respecting reforms in (ke Civil Ser-
vice.

A sories of interesiing experimentz have recently
taken place in the United Stetes with an invention
which seems destined to be of great practical ugse-
fulnees. It ia called & ship bruke, and is to do for
a ship what the brake does for a railway train—stop

under the Charter, ssl off

it, only accomplishing its purpose in much shorter

time. The invention consists of a pair of iron

shutters or {ins, the.area of which is in direct ratic

with the gize of the ship, and hinged one on each

side of the stexrn post. They shut close to the

sides of the vessel, and are kept so by a simple

apparatus on deck which is conunected with the
pilot-house. When the signal is given to “let go,”
the stays connected with the. fins allows them tu
open at right angles and causo the stopjage of the
vessel almost instantly. The invention bids fair to
prove especially valuable in cases whero there is
danger of collision, and will, it i to be hoped, pre-
vent the loss of lifo which has hecome s0 frequent
and 50 large of late years. Many of the collisions
reported show that the pilot had over five minutes'
warning to allay the speed of his vessel and aven
divaster. but was nnable to do s¢ in that space of
time. The presenl contrivance is gunaranteed to
stop any vessel, no matter what size or rate of
speed, inside of her own length at least,

The Canadian Paeific Rnilway Company having
decided to increase their stock from §25,000,000
to 100,000,000 justifics us in coming to the con-
clusion that they have met with unexpecied sue-
cess, and are in public favour, and also that they
contemplate entering more largoly into businesa
connecterd wiith their undertaking than was con-
teraplated.
