The
late Bishop was educaled at Trinity College,
Cumbridge, and took his degree in 1435, After
holding several curacies and benefices in this
country, he accopted the Archdeaconry of
Adelaide on the formation of that diocese in
1847, a position which be occupied until his

consecration. Dr. Hale was in his 84th year..

ments of their adversaries. No one would argue
against the power of the State to deal with
property s it pleased ; but they recognized also
that the Stale must exercise its powers for the
bighest good of the nation. Pointing out that
Nonconformity also possessed endowments, his
Lordship said that endowments had never im-
paived the geuerosity of the Church; for during
the last fifty years forty millions of money had
been spent in building and restoring churches
alone, besides other kindred work that had been
accomplished,

TrE report of the Society for the Propaga-
tion of the Gospel states that the income from
all sourcos in 1894 was £122,327, being £9,248
more than the gross total for 1893, During the

past year the Board of Examiners considered
the applications of eloven clergy and twenty-
nine laymen for work abroad.nud recommended-

nine clergymen and twenty-three laymen to the
society. Twelve of these were for Africa, 11
for America and the West Indies, five for Asia,
and four for Australia. The number of ordained
missionaries on the society’s lists, including
nine Bishops, is 719, of whom 233 are in Asia,
173 in Africa, 13 in Australia and the Pacific,
209 in North America, 38 in the West Indies,
and 39 chaplains in Europe. Of these 125 are
natives working in Asia, and 45 io Africa,
There are also in the various missions about
2,900 lay teachers, 3,200 students in the so-
ciety’s colleges, and 38,000 children in the mis-
sion schools in Asia and Africa,

memorial, lately presented {0 the Arehbishop of
Canterbury, describes the consecration as ¢ the
deliberate action of the freo and independent
Reformed Church of Ireland,” We have grave
apprehensions as to the results which may fol-
Icw from this action ; and in view of the con-
struction thus widely put upon it, we feel
bound, in common loyalty {othe Church of Ire-
land, to deny that it was hers. By no process
known to the constitution of the Church of Ire-
land has she mado this consecration her owao, or
authorised anyone to porform it on her part,
The General Synod refused to do so. His
Grace tho Archbishop of Dablin has uniformly
declared that, in porforming the function, he
was acting uot as a Bishop of the Church of Ire-
land, but as & Bishop of tho Catholic Church at
large. Nor is there in the published resolutions
of the Irish Bishops any commission to His
Grace to act for them, We doom it of the ut-
most importance that these undeninb'e facts
ghould be before the public mind in all discus-
sions of the subject, While we deeply sympa-.
thice with the Spanish Reformers, we especislly.
regrot that the step was taken without wailing.
for tbe next Lambeth Conterence and for the
examination of the Spanish formularies by com- .

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THE - STATED MINISTRY OF THE
CHURCH AND HER SERVICES AS
MEANS OF SPIRITUAL BLESSING. .

ParER RrAD BY VEN. AROEDEACCN GOTE, D.D,,
Ar THE CrurcH oF IRELAND CoONFER-
ENCE, SEPTEMBER, 1894,

I sball not be doing violence 1o our subject
if I venture to change thae title, or the order of
words 1n the title, very slightly. I would read
—The Church ihrough her Stated Ministry
and her Services, the means of Spiritual Bless-
ing.” The change will place the ministry and
the services in the subordinate position, which
is properly theirs, and will lead us w think of
the Church herself as the channel through
which the blessings flow, '

The Church is the body of Christ, endowed
with His life: because He lives, she lives also.
She is His body : her structure is dae to him as
well as her life. She is filty framed and knit
together by bim, God tempered the body to-
gether ; God had set the members, every one of
them, in the body; the place of each is not self-
chosen, but assigned by God. Tha frame-work
and the life are both alike from Him,

And as the body is one, 8o the lifv is one, It
is not the aggregate—not the sum total of lives
ofmembers. The natural body does not live be-
cause the eyes, ears, hands, feet are alive ; they
are slive bscause it lives, The life in them is
nothing less than the ome body-life, Naither
does any part receive life direct from the head,
but through the joints of supply according to
its place-in the body. So the spiritual life of
the individual is not an indepondont lite, nor is
it & Ife given to him immediately by the spirit-
ual head, Christ. Itis asharing in the body-life.
And as with life, 80 with all that life involves:
all comes indeed from Christ, but comes by
means of the organ which He constructed for
this very purpose—Christ the primal source,
His Church the channel of the life and the
spiritual blessings which each member enjoys,
There is no religion of individualism, and there
is no * coterie’ religion in Holy Seripture,

But now, let us distingaish. Life is one and
the same in all: but actioz varies from one to
anothor, Life is the same in oye and ear, but
the eye sees, the enr hears: life one in the
whole body, but by the eye the whols body en-
joys the blessing of sight, by the ear the bless.
iug of hearing : ench blessing through one organ,
- its own proper orgsn, aud through that oaly.
And this, becouse He who tempered the body
together, construeted and set the eye and the
ear to stuted ministers of sight and of hearing
toall. You will see that in the natural body
there are cortain members which occupy a

osition, that is, which perform vertain functions

or the good of the body generally; and the
duty which each has to discharge cannot be ful-
filled by any other. So also in the spimtual
body ; when God tempered it together, He con-
structed and set certain members on whom He
imposed, and to whom He entrusted, public
duties, the qualifications for which are peculiar
and rroper to themselves, but which are to be
be fulfilled for the body at large. ** The Stated
Ministry” was of His structure and is His gift
8. Paul puts it very emphatioally :—* He Him-
self guve the apostles, and the prophets, and
the evangelists. and the pastors and the teach-
ors,” And in another epistle he insists that
the ministerial power is not lodged in any but
the ministry, * Are all apostles?” he asks ;
“gre all prophets ? are all tenchers?” Surely
not, It is not more true that no other organ
than the eye can see, no other organ than the
eal bear, than that no.other than the bishop
pan do what belongs to the bishop, no other

than the priest the funotions of a priest, no other
than a deacon the things of a deacon.

But what are these miniaterial functions or
for what purpose are they bestowed ? First of
all, we anawer, in the words of our present sub-
ject, they are for the conveyance of *Spiritnal
Blessing,” as S, Paul teaches us, He gave
them for the perfecting of the saints, unto the
work of ministering, unto the building up of the
body of Christ till we all (the whole of us)
attain unto the fmeasure of His fnlness, till the.

.Chorch be the fuloess of Him that flleth all in

all.

But the question will repay a closer unswer-
ing. Some peravns are afraid either to ask or
answer it, because these exclusive privileges
and functions of the clergy seem to them to

point to a priestly caste and to a dangerous.

sacerdotalism, Of course, our fears must not
make us shrink from accepting what Holy
Scripture teaches, but it ought not be difficult
to relieve its teaching from such misepresen-
tation, We have but to recall what has been
ssid. Ministers are members of the body; they
are sharers in' & common life, By thai life
they live as all the members live, If they are
ministers why every member has some ministry
of love and blessing to fulfil. 1f they are public
ministers, public officers, they are so, not only
for the Church, but of the Church. Itia the
Church herself, corporately, who acts through
them. It is not the eye, apart from the body,
that sees, nor the ear that hears, but the man.
 Mind, it seeth ; mind it hearsth,
All the rest isdeaf and blind.”

It is not the bishop apart, nor the priest
apart, who blesseth ; nor the deacon who minis-
Lereth, but the whole Church 1n the bishop, in
the priest, in ithe dencon, and Christ in the
Church. There is in very trutha specific grace
of orders; the wozas of ordination, with the
laying on of hands, are effective words, not pre-
cariously invoking, -but certainly conveyine
specific graco and power, since they ara ulti-
mately spoken by Christ Himself, who is the
giver of all good gitts, and whose divine prov-
idence has appointed these divers orders in
His Church ; but the gifts do not set up a 8ep-
arate priestly caste. Tho priesthood, as we
lknow, resides in the whole corporate body, the
Chureh, and this of nevessity, bocause the
Churech is the mystical body of the Great High
Priest, To the Church the Lord entrusted the
trensures of * spiritual blessing,” and in the
stated ministry” He furnished the Chureh with
the organs by which the blessings are conveyed,

The subjects committee have done well in
adding the “services” to Lhe “stafed ministry”
as the means of “spiritual blessing.” Whatis
in our mind when we speak of spiritual blessing ?
A blessing straizht from Christ Himself, enter-
ing iuto the very soul and spirit, quickening,
enrichtng us. And, perhaps, a blessing which
shall exnctly meet our needs in the several
epochs and in the manifold and varied experi-
ences of life. Are such blessings to be fouad in
our Prayer-bovks? *“Iam with you always'
is Christ's most sure promise to His Chureh, = If
Christ be with us the spiritual grace must ac-
company the prayer which invokss it, the action
which expresses it. If to any man the Church
gervices are ‘‘ mere forms,” *“ cold forms, void
of spiritual blessing,” it is his own fault his own
grievous sin. Christ is in them; has his part
1u them 58 we have ours; and He, for His part,
will, and dces, most surely, make good the
spiriteul blessing to every wiliing soul, The
services have no other than a spiritual signifi-
cance, Christ by His rpirit is active in them,
every one. Christ is with us at the font, and in
and through our service conveys the blessirg
of the new and spiritual life, With us in con-
firmsation, giving the sevenfold strength of the
Spirit to His young soldier and servant; not the
hand of the bishop alone, but the fatherly hand
of God resting upon the heud, With us in holy

communion, breaking, giving spiritudlly - the
very body, the very blood which is the food and
the lifo of man; and accepting that saerifice
of ourselves, our souls and bodies, which we are
permitted to make in the sacrifice which He onea
for all made for us upon the cross, Upon this
great Liturgy. this Divine Service, I must dwell,
for here truly blessings are plentifal and rife,
Think of it in its origin—the fellowship with
the apoatles in the breaking of the bread and the
prayers, the prayers which ever since have
been thesagred treasure of the Church,and which
to-day she offors thronghout the whole world ;
which she offers, not indeed repeating bat
pleading the sacrifice which the Lamb of God is
now pregenting before the throne of His Father,
Lift up your eyes to the heavenly temple, to
the ange! with the golden censer, and the much
inconse which he offers with the prayers of all
saints upon the goldun altar. Realise this great
prayer moeting, this one unceasing voice ascend-
ing 1n the way, and in the words of God's ap-
pointing. Where is there its like? las it no
prevalence ? Do no angels of blessing descend
to us upon the Son of mun? Cousider the con-
tents. Reflect upon the opening of thecanon,
the prayer for the Church Militant. Whois
forgotten init? Ib is the whole Church pray-
ing for the whole Church, and for every partic-
ular member of the same, 1t is every member

. praying for the whole Church, and for every

brother aud sister in it. The Liturgic prayer
ia not, indesd, to be lightly or carelessly said,
but to be reveréntly offerad; and it would be
woll if worshippers were encouraged to send in
beforehand requesta fer intercessions of thanks-
givings, not alone with reference to sickness and
recovary, but to all our needs, and to the bless-
ings which comfort and strengthen in every
time of need, Hud I time T would agk you to
apply the same considerations to our daily
prayers and Litany, and our conviction would
still be—*" No otber prayers are equal to the
prayers of our Mother the Church.” Sufler a

-brief word conceraing the oceasional offices. We

solemnize matrimony ; Christ is with us counfer-
ring spiritual benediction and grace, joining man
and wife together as weclasp their hands, We
visit the sick; Christ is with us giving the
great spiritual blessing, the full assurance of
of the torgiveness of sins, the absclution which
we by His anthority minister. We lay the
body, whlch was the temple of the Holy Ghost,
to rest in the acre of God, Christ is with ns by
the grave—*1 am the resurrection and the llfe.
He that believeth in me shall never die.”

Do you ask any longer—Is the Church in her
stated ministry and services the means of spir-
tual blessing ?

Bat you will charge me with idealising, Not
80 ; Chriat's ideal is real, If to any of us it is
still on'y what might be, not whas is, the fault
is not with Him, After all we confess it might
be. Why 18 it not? Becauwse of our uufaith.
That is the reason why mauny seek tho spirit-
ual blessing outside the Church, in the private
prayer meeting, in the undenominational as-
sembly, where distinetive Church doctrine has
to be sappressed—suppressio veri. Had we faith,
we should perceive that it is in His Church
Christ is to be found in fulness of gpiritual power,
Had we faith we should seek Him thers. And
what a difference this would make., What &
diftarence it is making, for faith is reviving,
The fabrics of our Churehes are being more re-
verently cared for, These we testify are no
other than houses of God, gates of heaven.
They are more oftea than a while gince houses

- of daily prayer, and even of private prayer, On

Sundays they are more than preaching houses,
though I, for one, will never disparage the pul-
pit. Why should it be disparaged ? The rever-
end demeanour, the very attitude of tho con-
grogation, signifies a growing sense of the.
spiritnal presence of the Saviour, The great
prayer meeting of heaven and earth in the
Liturgy is now & irequent observance, and

-
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though it be not- yet thronged, still our com-
manicants are multiplying in numbers, and are
most tertainlydeepening in spiritusl intelligence.
In'evey direction therv is ample evidence that
the members of Christ’s body are gaining faith
in the means of grace provided in His Church
by their Lord, and in proportion as they use the
means they receive the grace, Believe it, we
Churchmer. need not go outside our-Church,
Within her we have the fountain of living
waters; within her the Lord has commanded
His blessing, even life for evermore.— Irish Ec-
clesiastical Gazette.

THE IDEAL CHRISTIAN A CHURCHMAN
It is poticeable in the Sermon on the Mount,
which has been called the charter of the gospel,

how that no sooner has the Lord progressively |

developed the ideal Christian ckaracter in the
Beatitudes, than in the next section of His dis-
course He goes on to describe him as a Church-
man. Hebelongs to a ‘‘city,” Heis a citizen.
It is & city set on a hill, A city having its walls,
and towers, and guards and an organized govern-
ment and Temple, And the succeeding illus-
trations, the salt heap beside the sacrifice, the
light, the candlestick, the council of judgment,
the altar and its gifts and offerings are all con-
nected with the Temple and its worship. We
see by the continuily of the illustrations,
what was before the mind of Christ. Christ's
idesl Christian is first of all a loyal Church-
man. So also we find this truth shadowed
forth in the Parable of the Good Shepherd.
Christ comes to the ancient Jewish Church
symbolized by the lightfold, surrounded by
its wooden palisade of which John the Baptist
was the porter, and the porter recognizes His
voice, and His sheep know His voics, and follow
Him. Buat He does nit leave them to browse
where they please, and unshepherded to follow at
their own aweet will the speculations of their
human fanoy ; nor are they to be unprotected or
uncoralled, by being left withoust a fold. Only
the temporary wooden nightfold of the Jewish
Church war 10 be replaced by the permanent
walls of the great spiritual Temple of which
Christ declares Himself to be the door. He
says,“I am the Door,” and he was the Door
because thers was the Living Temple behind it.

But not until the whole work of Christ had
been displayed in the Crucifixion, the Resurrec-
Lion and the Ascension, could the deep hidden
significanco of that completed work and its far-
reaching consequences possibly be explained.
All of Christ's teaching during His public
ministry was therefore necessarily partinl. To
the common people it was chietly to lead them
to & beliefin Himself. To the Apostles, by par-

able and miracle and personal intercourse, it.

was something more. But the religion He came
to establish is only found partially revealed in
the Gospels and -only there in a preparatory
stage. For so He expressly declared to the
Apostles, at the end of His public mninistry, say-
iog, 1 have yet many things to ssy unto you,
but ye cannot bear them now.” During the
forty days after the Resurrection, when He
had shut the world out, He indeed revealed
something more of Himself and the Church to
the Apostles, and spoke to them “ of the things
pertaining to the Kingdom.” Bat it was not
till the illuminating gift at Pentecost of the
Holy Ghost that the Apostles were led into all
truth and conld understand the previously
hidden import of Christ’s actions and words.
Not till they were made Living stones of the
Temple, could they understand the meaning.
Not till the day of Pentecost were they theimn-
selves made complete Christians, Then He,
though iuvisible, took up His abiding presence
in the midst of the Church, He became the
Sun of that new creation He was forming, Nay

more. As God is immanent in the natura]
universe, 8o did the God-man, Jesus Christ, be-
come presont in the new creation. He lives in
ie. His presence in this new vreation does not
depend on mun's recognition of it, any more
thun God’s immanence in nature depends on
human faith. Christ's presence in His Church
and in His sacraments is secured by His own
act and word, Thus He guards, protects and
rules the Church. And He completed through
St, Paul and St. Jobn the revelation of His
religion, and ostablished His Church. More-
over, he made St, Johna special organ of com-
munication with His Church after the Arcon-
sion, The Book of Revelation may be called
the Gospel of the Ascension. So the Church is
soon seen after the Pentecost at Jerusalera with
its ordered apostolic hierarchy, its councils,
goneral and diocesan, With the three-fold order
of ministry, its local presiding Bishep in the
ﬁerson of St. James, with its holy order of

resbyters and Deacons, with its diseipline and
its Baptismal Trinitarian Creed and its Sacra-
ments and Eucharistic Offering, and growing
Liturgy. Pentecost is the birthday of the
Church, and it is as idle to expect its repetition
a8 to look for another Nativity of Christ, Chris.
tianity bogan as & Church, and we read huw
the Lord added daily to tbe Church such as
should be saved, Well, is it then, to remember
that the four Gospels record Christianity only
partially and in its primary stage, and that
there was not even & complete Christiun in ex-
istence till the day of Pentecost.

It is a mistake to assume that in establish-
ing the Christian religion, God overthrew Hie
previously ravealed principles of worship, and
abolishing the Jewish Church, established &
new religion without Church organization,
without a priesthood, without a Liturgy, with-
out & sacrifice. Yet our Lord emphatically de-
clared He did not come to set all this aside. He
did not come to destroy the law but to fulfil it.
He fulfilled it in two ways : First, in His Own
Person, by an absoluteand perfect obedience to
all of its requirements; and secondly, by
elevating, glorifying and endowing it with a
higher life, e changed the water in the jars
of the old dispensation into the good wine of
the new, He destroyed not the law, its fensts,
its priesthood, its ordinances. They were bare
figures of outlines of good things to come. The
substance, the body which they shadowed forth,
was Christ. So Hecame and tilled these empty
outlines full of Himself. The old feasts were
trangformed into Christian feasts. The Iass-
over hecame Easter, Pentecost Whitsunday.
The Sabbath passed into the Lord’s Day. The
Jewish priesthood propagated by & natural

descent from Aaron, gave way to the priest .

hood spirilually propagated by prayer and lay-
ing on of Apostolic hands. *The priesthood
being changed,” not abolished, the order of
Aaron is succeeded by that of Melchizedek.
The eight functions of the Jewiskh priesthood
passed over into the spiritual functions of the
Christian, The prophecy of Isaish that under
the grestest gospel of God, *“ I will take of the
Gentiles for priests,” is fulfilled. The worship
of the Synegogue is continued in our choir of-
fice of Matins and KEvensong; that of the
Temple, in the worship of our Altar and Sanc-
tuary. For as St. Paul declares, and our Prayer
Book affirms,* we have an Altar,” and we have
& Priesthood. As all Israel was impressed with
a royal and priestly character, 5o it is written of
Christian Israel, ** Ye also, a8 living stones, are
built up & spiritnal house, an holy  priesthood,
to offer up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to
God by Jesus Christ.” The spiritual significance

of the Jewish burnt offering, peace offering, sin -

and trespass offering, is summed up in our one
Christian offering of the Eucharistic Sacrifice of
Chbrist's Body and Blood. Herein is the prophecy
of Malachi fulfilled, ““and in every place from
the rising to the setting of the sun " is the “ pure

_natural life,

offering " of the gospel pleaded before God, The
Christian Church is thus the enfolded fower of
all whiot. in the Jewish Church was in the bud.
It is & higher stage of the same Temple rising -
oo the four square, or eross-formed foundations
of theold, ltis something more, for 1t is filled,
as the old was not, with the Holy Spirit and
enshriues the Presence of the God-Man Christ.

He
does not tell them to seek the things which are
above in order that they may be risen with-
Christ ; but takes it for granted truth that
they are risen with Christ, and since ye are,
therefore seek those things which are above.

The resurrection of Christ is the resurrection
of the Christian, and he is expected to live the
risen life while be is here in this world, He
need not trouble bimself about theories of the
resurrection, or things connected with it that
seemed to be mysteries bayond his definite
knowledge; he has only to live as already
risen with Christ. And this is his proper and
“If a man Lein Christ, he is &
new creature.,’ He is in a new world, in a.
different atmosphere, with higher motives,
nobler purposes, assured hapes, at rest now, and
the meaning of life made plain, For present
use in personel religion, this view of the resur-
rection is anfficient, whenever it becomes a real
thing in experience, Thinking un things above
is the evidence of our resvrrection, and it also
fiows out of the truth that we are risen with
Christ. If while living in the world, fulflling
the duties that belong to us, at the same time,
the dearest most precious, most delightful thing
that can engage the soul is tha thought of God
—what He is to us and what we are to Him—
then this is clear evidence of ihe risen lifs,
whieh is our true and natural life. Likewise,
out of this spiritual resurrection there natural-
ly flows this gracious and uplifting dwellirg on
God aund things beyond, which gives to the
weary soul radiant glimmers of the fulress of
life with Christ in Heaven,—Church News.

The rector reports the growth in membors dur-
ing tho past neur as remarkable, more new
names baving veen added to the Church lists
than ever before. This he attrivutes to the
work of the clergy and lay evurgelists in visit-
ing, and the discovery ibereby of families and
children, 1 7 names hsving boen added to the
Sunday echool list since April 1, 18¢4, This
visitation also brought to the attention of the
Hualifax Bunday Schoo] Association the namos
of 112 peoplo ssid to bo attending St. Paul's
church, of whom the authorities have never
heard before. There are now enrolled in the
register of the parish over 600 familics,. The
parish visiting is ovidently well done, as wo
tind 874 vigits reported as paid by the Roctor

during the year, 1533 as pajd by the Rev, Mr..

Perry, 3,125 ‘systematic visits', and 2,075 inci-
dental visits, made by Mr. Winfield, the parish
lay missioner, On Iaster duy there wore 210
commuuicants at the 830 service and 233 at
the noon celebration, making 443 in all, and

the Rector reports a steady increase in’ the
number of those who attend Holy Communion,
though the number is stil} far short of what it
should be. He pays a tribute to the valusble
body of ‘men and women, and especially of
young men and young women connected with
the parish who cheerfully and capably carried
on Church work, being of the opinion that few
parishes have as valuable assistance,- As tothe
Sunday school the report says that its progress
has been steady ; in the last four years it has
increased from an average altendance of from
175 to 200 to from 400 to 420, It congists of
eight different parts, the main and primary
school, four Bible classes, Mission adult class,
and the library, and there are now 555 scholars
on the roll, 47 teachers and ten officers. The
report contains this good advice to parents:
¢ Do all in your power to help in this most im-
portant cause.
morning and evening. Teach them to read a
few verses of the Bible daily. Teach them to
come to church at least once a Sunday. Teach
them above all the love of God and the beauty,
glory, and reality of life.”

The St. Paul’s Chapter of the Brother hood of
St. Andrew has also worked diligently during
the past year, viriting the holels and leaving
invitation cards for the services; also the ves-
sels alopg the water front every Sunday moron-
ing before sorvices, and distributing tructs and
leaflets to the sailors, with invitations to the
gervices. A weckly meeting for men during
the winter senson has also been held, which ha
proved of great benefit. :

The report also notes a fuir increase during
iLe year in the offerings, over $200 more hav-
ing been given through the envelope system.
Some $1,200 had been puaid off of the indobted-
ness of the parish, The total amount given
for current expenmses was $6,212.12, and for
other purposes $6 325.77, making a total raised
within the parish of $1253789. The purish

OUR HYMNS AND THEIR WRITERS.
(No. 2.)

By Mary E. Laoy.

Metrical .Versions of the Psalms.

i He set singers also before the Altar, that
by their voicas tbey might make sweet melody,
and daily eing praises in their songs. He
beautified their feasts .and set in order the
solemn times until the end, that they might
praise His holy Name, and that the temple
might sound from moroing,"—Eecles. xlvii.,9,10.

The Book of Psalms must possess for us an
interest far above any modern collection of
hymns, when we consider that it has been the
song-book of the Church in all ages. Saints and
Martyrs, the Apostles and Evangelists have
used these beautiful poems in mnoments of praise
and penitence ; nay more, did not He who sent

the Apostles and inspired the Evangelists, the
King of Suints and Crown of Martyrs, join in
the chanting of these same pealms when He
stood in the tlesh in the Courts of Hiz Father's
House at Jerusalem ?

We know from the Old Testament that
among the Jews much attention was devoted to
the musical portion of the service of God. A
certain pumber of the Levites were set apart
as singers by David, and it was arranged that
they should be exempted from other duties, for
‘they were employed in that work day and
night, Some of thess men accompanied the
rest on ¢ insiruments of musick, pralteries, and
harps and cymbals,’ After the construction of
the Temple by Solomon wo read that the sing-
ers, srrayed in white linen, occupied a plave at
the east end of the Altar, and with them wera
priests who sonanded the trampets, In' the re-
storation under Nehemiuh singers were ap-
pointed for the sancluary, and it was ordered
that they should be free from taxes, and certain
cities seem to have been assigned to them. It
is remarkable that the sons of -Korah, who
probably refused to join in their father's rebel-
lion, and were spared his dreadful fate, are men-
tioned among the families of the smngers, and
that the anthorship of the psalms is aseribed to
them. ‘It wns the will of God to raise up
saints where they could have been least looked
for ; who would imagine that from the poster-
ity of him who said, *Ye taka too muvch upon
you, ye sons of Aaron,’ should have risen those
whore sweet psalms would be the heritage of
the Chureh to the end of time '

The Hebrew title of the Book of Psalms eig-
nifies ‘ Praises;’ the word ‘Psalm' comes from
the Greek, and means a song with a musical
accompariment, Although inour Prayer Book
the Psalms are collectively called * Psalms of
David,’ it is probable that comparstively a small
portion of these poems can with any certginty
be claimed for the Royal Poet. The Psalter was
doubtless formed graduully; it is divided in the
Hebrew text into five books, the first being the
most ancient. The joyous chorus of tbe multi-
tude who welcomed Christ as He entered the
Holy City in triumph on Palm Sunday is talen
from the 118th Psalm,-~used on the oceasion of
the Feast of Tabernacles,—aud therefore asso-
ciated in the minds of the Jews with the waving
of branches and a season of rejoicing. The
‘Hymn' sung by our Lord and His Apostles,
betore leaving the upper chamber and going
forth to the garden acens of the agony and be-
irayal, was probably one of the Passover
Pualms, We see by the muny references to the
Psalws in the Epistles of St. Paul that they
were much used by the early Christians.

In the middle ages the Psalier was the part
of the Bible with which the laily were best uc-
quainted. Monks were bound to know it by
heart, and mary devout souls repealed the
whole of it daily. Tho ‘ Psalterium’ was one of

- i
the service-books of the Church; it contained
the Psalms arranged in the order in which they
were chanled in the Breviary .offices, At one
time the recitation of the Psalms was con-
sidered a great and speocial means of interces-
sion, Ip France, in the eighth century, an or-
der was given that 100 Psalters should be. sung
on the occasion of the death of a Bishop, and &
few years later the Bishops were enjoined to
sing three Psalters, one for the king, one for
his army, and one for the present trouble, Dur-
ing a famine, A.p, 810, ail priests were bound to
sing fifty Pealms & day,

After the Reformation, rhyming translations
of the Psalms became very popular in England ;
it hag been calculated that there are.about 65
metrical versions of the whole Psalter in the
English Janguage. Among other notable people
who endeavoured in this manver to ‘gild re-
fined gold,’ Sir Philip Sidney and hir accom-
plished sister, Mary, known tous by Ben John.
son’s epitaph as ‘Sidney’s Sister, Pembroke's
Mother, may be mentioned. The Presby-
terians rhowed a special liking for this class of
eomposition, At the Savoy Conference they
sent in a request for an improved metrical ver-
sion of the Psalms ; to' which the Episcopalians
made answer that “ Singing of Psalms'in metre
is no part of the Liturgy, and by consequence
is no part of our commission.” Oune of the pro-
posals of the Committee of the House of Lords
before the Commonwealth was that ¢ these
Psalms shoald be publicly sung before and after
sermons, &nd sometimes instead of the hymns,’
[Canticles] *of morning and evening service,’

Cloment Marot, groom of the bedchamber to
Francis I., was the author of a rhyming edition
of the Psalms in the French language, whick
was aflerwards, with additions, adopted by
Calvin,

Sterohold, a native of Hampshire, educated
at Oxford, was the original writer of our ¢ Old
Version® of the Psalter. He was groom of the
robes to Henry VIII, who left him a legacy of
one hundred marks ; and he held a similar office
under Edward VI. He had rendered fifty-one
Pualms into Eoglish verse at the time of his
death, and had also paraphrased ¢ Certayne
Chapters of the Proverbs of Solomen.’ His
enrly efforts gave great delight to the young
King, Edward, The Psalter was afterwards
completed by Hopkins and others, and pub-
lished in 1562, John Wesley spoke in after
years of the * miserable scandalous doggerel of
Sternhold and Hapkins,' and there is no doubt
that the ‘Old Version’ had but small poetis
merit; it was superseded by the New Version
ot Tate and Brady at the end of the sevenieenth
century.

Nauhum Tate was 2t one time poet laureate
and a friend of Dryden's. He wrote dramas,
and ‘'improved’ those of Shakespeare, His per-
sonal character was not high, and he passed his
life heavily in dobt. In addition to his labours
on the Book of Psalms, he wrote the Christmas
hymn, ©While shepherds wailched their flocks
by night.) The Rev. Nicholas Brady, co-
worker with Tate, and also an Irishman, was
chaplain to Willam and Mary, and Recior of
two churches. The best specimens of the pro-
ductions of Tate and Brady are perhaps their
paraphrases of the twenty-fourth and forty-
second Psalms, ‘Through all the changing
acenes of life,” and ' As pants the hart for cool-
ing stresms,’ which are included in many
hymn-books of the present day. The baldness
and lack of poetry which characterize this ver-
sion do not tend to make ns regret the oblivion
into which the grenter part of it is sunk. To
some editions of this Pualter rhyming transla-
tious of the Te NDeum, Magnificat, Nunc Dimit-
tie, and even of the Creed and Lord’s Prayer, -
ure uppended, in which the besuly and gran-
deur of the original English are completely
lost, and tame and uninteresting verse substi-
tuted for it,

The Scotoh paraphrases were published in
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the year 1773, and a few notable hymns were
Jincluded in the sume volume with the Psalms,
Some of the best of these, the work of Michael
Bru_ce. & young Scolchman who died early of
rapid consumption, wcre the subject of a liter-
ary fraud. Afterthe denth of their author they
appesar to have been entrusted to John Logan,
one of the compilers of the paraphrases, who
published them under bis own name, The best
known of these compositions are, ¢ Whete high
the beavenly temple stands,’ &nd ‘Behold the
mountain of the Tiord.’ ,

Some of our finest sacred songs are para-
phrases of the Psalms, The grand ‘ Old Huu-
dredth’ was written in the siXteenth centuly.
1t was probably the work of anotber Scoteh-
man, Willism Kethe, an exile with Knox at
Geneva. Kethe ias the author of seversl other
pataphbraeed, and assisted in the translation of
the Geueva Bible. The * Old Hundradth’ owes
# ceftain aiount of the favour it has for so
any years enjoyed to the magnificent tune of
the sathe name, with which it is always asso-
‘ciated. This tune is said to have been contposed
by a bative of Rouen, Guillautne Frane, who
get many of the Psalms used by the Swiss Cal.
vinists. to music. , . ,

The verdes beginning ¢ Praise the Iiord ! ye
heavens adore Hira,' founded on the 14sth

salm, have been traced to ‘ Psalms, }Hymns
and Anthenis for the Foundling Chapel.’ They
are supposed to date froth the early part of the
19th century, and have been ascribed,but with.
out good reason, to the Rev. Jobn Kempthorno,
a clergyitian of Gloucestet.

The 23rd Psalm, ¢ The Lord is my shepherd,’
has natnrally been a specinl favorite with
hymnists. A recent and singularly beautiful
yersion is that of the late Sir Henry Williams
Baker, Vicar of Monklands, who assisted in the
compilation of Hymns Ancient and Modern, be-
gioning ‘ The King of Love my shepherd is.’
1t is said that the author passed away while
quoting some lines of this lovely hymo.—Tke

DULL SERMONS.

[Church Belis |

——

1t may be eaid that as a rule, English peoplo,
and Scottish, too, like a sermon with their wor-
ship; like it if it be gocd. And there's the rub.
For how rare an article a really good sermon is,
Ido not mean a grand sermon. No,just a good
germon. JInteresting—we would almost put this
qualifieation first, becnuse all the others are of
little ure without it, People are not likely to bo
rofited when they are bored, and the euiraare
east attemtive when the mouth is kept at its
widest. 'Interesting, then—earnest, simple, but
not shallow ; clear, without buldness; instruc-
tive, edifying. stirring. A sermon thatcomes into
a man’s daily life, that meets the askings of the
week, that gives the hearer someihingto take
away with him. That is what men want; not a
banquet necessarily—just a wholeseme meal.
And this they rarely get. Let auy ope con-

sider among his acquaintancoe in the neighbour-

hood about him, how many good, or evea fair
preachers, tested as above, he can counton his
fiagers, and the dearth will be made known to
him, Stupid sermons too much abound. The
preacher of a really good sermon i8 & rara avis.

A story, old enough, perbaps, to be new,
may comein here to the point.

Dramatis Persmez: A group of parsons’
¢ general men,’ outside a clerical meeting, wait-
ing for orders to ¢ put to.’

First (loquitur: * T wonder why our measters
meet together once a month like this ?’

Second: ‘ Why, don’t you know that? Of
course they meet to change sermons.’

PFirst : *Oh, thats it, is it? I never thought
o' that. Why, then, they does my master un-

common, for they gives he all the stoppid "uns /

Indeed, it must be owned that, to folk of
reading and education, the average ordinary
sermon must be a trial. Many, itis to be fear-
ed, cut the Gordian knot by staying at home—
wrongly. For there is still * worship® which
ghould attract them, not to speak of dear old
George Herbert's famous compensation. But
this is not understood asit shouldbe, And so
they do hot cometo church at all.

Thers should be, and is, a remedy for this
condition of things, Let us briefly consider
the matter, ,

Row, the first thing to be done is to make
the préacher aivdreof the deficiency, not in
these aboitt hint, bis brethren, which is easily
done—but in himself—which is a difficalty. For
is it too much tosay that almost every cleric
thinks himself to be s good—at any rate, a fair
—preacher ? And so long a8 he thinks so, why
should he take steps fur reform? He hds Bis
little clique of praisersin his parish ; it may be,
in his home, Personal adherents who love the
sermon because they love the man, and his face,
and his voice,and his manner, And those lall
him to a falze peace.

Or, no ove likkes to speak. Even concerning
little tricks and mannerisms, and too often re-
curring words or phrases, the preacher is not
always wise enough to suffer, much less to in-
vile, useful and kindly konie criticism,

¢Ain't, and * shan't,’ and isn’t,” and ¢ doesn't
—1 have known such coiloquialisms, unsuited
to the dignity of & sermon, thus corrected. I
have known & man who could hardly preach a
sermon without the sentence, *fleshly tablets
of the heart.! His hearera smiled at iis recur-
rence; but no one veatured to tell him of the
trick, ¢ Here comes ** Death and the Grave” a
child said, in an audible voice, as the preacher
passed to go into the pulpit, This man took
the hint, and avoided thencoforth the noticeabls
repetition. 1tis not meant that the proacher
should be on the fidget to find out what people
think of hissermors, He may get a well-earn-
ed snub if he does. ‘AVhat did you think of
my sermon ?' a curate solicited his vicar, before
evor they had entered the vestry, and would

not be put off; so he got his answer. ‘I liked-

it well enough—as much as I understood of it.’

No; but it should be woll understood vhat he
is always ready to weigh sugrestion and to ac-
cept criticism, The touchy man soon finds
himself* left alone in his glory.' .

1To should keep his eyes open and sea. Ther
will bo for the observant mansigns which come,
unsought, and to whether or no he is or i2 not
an aceeptable proacher. [ do not, of course,
mean & ‘ popular preacher.” Let the necphyte
think it at least possible that matter, manner,
style, all may be (to put it mildly) capable of
improvement.

Especially should a man find out about him-
self, if, us is now 80 common, he preaches ex-
tempore. Of course, ia the first place, it should
not be ‘extempore —or an offering made to
God of that which costeth a man nothing. In
my young days an extompore preacher in the
Church of England was s phenomenon, Now,
every one presches without book. but not, there-
fore necessurily aeceptablyor well, Most educnt-
ed hearers prefer, I imagine, writtet sermons,
for reasons which will be obvious, Undistillad
thonghts, unpruned verbiage, these are lilcely to

be more frequent in a product which has not

gone through the sober discipline of the pen. A
Bishop Carpenter may venture ou oven the

* bumptious,’ without buok. Non cujusvis est

to be a Bishop Carpenter. [Fluency is not
eloquence, nor ready verbiage effective preach-
ing.
I remember Dr. Jacobson, when Regius Pro-
fessor of Divinity at Oxford, saying (after he
had given some rules concerning the writing of

sermons), ¢ Of course, these rules will not bind.

one who possessed the gift of extempore Ereach-
ing, Then, looking up, he added’ in his dry

way, ‘He'd better make sure that he Aas if,
though V'

In & parish (eountry) of which the morning
congregation includes some families of the more
educated, it has been found a good plan to
preach & written sermon in the morning, and to
talk, ps it were, exlempore (7 ¢, without book)
to the country folk in the afterncon. Thus the
view of each class is counsidered, also the two
styles give variety in the preaching of the one
man placed to praach, it may be for many years,
in the one patish.

But suppose that s parish priest has found
out, to his own dissatiafaction, that his sermons
topol, rather than atttact,—that he is, in fact;
a ditil preacher. Can anything be done ? Sitely
yes ; sometiries diended filander may do muob;
and somé teaching on yoice miansgement, sud
on how to preach, may be of gréat use, A man
may preach, pot read, his sermop, even, from
MS,, Uanon Liddon, eg., and Bishop Wilber-
force, and teany smaller twien, There is much
in a ciear and edrnest delivery. I iecall the mlor-
tification of a preacher once (who had Lebu
asked by alady for thb logh of his seruion),
upon having it returned with the remiark, ‘I
did not know that preachigy a sermon could
make such & difforence!' Thore shion'd bo &
difference il the manner of a lecturer on cook-
ery and of a pleader torsouls, There should be
an electric afflnity ot earnestiiess and loving:
ness between preacher dnd hedrer, The sermon
may not be very profound, nor very eloguent,
but if he who preaches speaks ‘as one who
na'er may preach again,’ and as ‘a dying niad
to dying men,’ his simple words will tell.

Thep, in preparing a sermon, if & man hds
found out that he cannot, by his 6wn sermons;
intorest, lot him seek aid from others—from the
preachers on his sholves, I do not mean b
preaching their sermons. * What's your tap ¥’
I was asked, to my amcze, by & brother
curate in a curacy in Kent. I awaited his in-
terpretation. e feared I might be going to
preach from the same books whence his own
sermons were copied ; which might bave been
awkward. I reassured him by the statoment
that I drew from mine own barrel | ‘

But a man dissutisfied with his own sermons
might take from Blant, from Bradley, from
Newman, from I{surtley, from Neale, from New-
bolt, a sermon appropriate for the day. He
might master it, its arrangement, its point, its
illustrations, its earnestness. And (his own
heart responsive 10 the earnsstness, at least) he
might take the plan and the point of the sermon,
and write his own sermon on the same text in
bis own words,

Or, if exiempore speaking be his aim, he
might ke theskeleton of the sermon, and place
on it flesh and sinews from his own earnest
heart and knowledge of his people’s needs,

Lot thore be o humble wind and a vehement
spirit, and let the means bo taken, and trust God
for the rest. * That man always fascinates me:
he seems so in earnest” This may be said of
germons by no meuns eloquent, but that come
from the heart, I think it is Bishop Wilson
who says, ¢ Moro souls are saved by holy men

‘than by learned men,’ But why not combioe

the two ?

And this leads to the questivn: ¢ Does the
avorage sermon come from tke heart, to the
heart 7'

Is there, when he is preparing for the pulpit, -
this passion for souls and for Christ in the preach-
er’s heart ? I durosay—no cold lava counld come
from such a volcgno. .

But one last word ad populum. If youa desire
really good sermons, see that you make it pos-
sible for tbe preacher to produce them, Do not
Jot the heart of his week, and of his being dur- -

ing the weelk, bo eaten out by hard driving work

for bread aud cheese, and education of his cbild-
ren, and support of his position as a gentleman
—and then go home on Sunday and revilo hiy

EASTER AND ASCENSION DAY.

(The Church Advocate, Boston.)

These fostivals are iwins, like Christmas and
Epipbany. Christmas is the day which com-
memorates the first birth of our Lord irto this
world and this mortal life, to share with us, as
one of ourselves, our earihly career from the
cradle to the grave. Fastor is the day which
commemorates His second birth into the worla
which is to come and to the life everlasting, to
preparc for us to share with Him and as His
brethren, tho bliss and glory of heaven,

Epiphany shows forth the omnipotence lodged
in the Holy Child Jesus, and sheds upon Him
the glory of the skies, in the shining of thostar
which goided tho wise men to the place of His
birtk. The angelic choir of Christmas and the
colestiai light of Epiphany proclaim, as twins,
to the two fold division of mankind—Jew and
Jontile—the presorce of the Saviour, the Word
muade flesh flesh in swaddling clothes lyiog in a
manger, and God with us, receiving, us was
his due, offerings and worship. Humility and
exaltation are blended in the shepherds in their
poverty and the wire men with their costly gitts
—in tho stable and the manger oa one hund
and the Star of Bothlochem and the gloria in
oxcelsis on theother, These two festivals bring
to us the Saviour, one of us, to go with us along
the journay of lifs, poorer than tho poorest of us,
and yet the King “ mighty to save,” “illed
with oll the fulness of the Godhead bodily "—a
child, a youth, o man armed with the mighty
power of God.

Eastor and Ascension too are twins, Haster
roplaces Christmas, and gives us the garden for
the stable, the tomb for the manger, and the
Rosurrection Jor the nativity, Ascension re-
places Epiphany, and gives us the Apostles for
the wige men, the open hoaven for the star, and
the uplifted. gates and doors (with the glory
which is within) for the symbols of gold and
frankincense and myrrh, Easter brings into
view the beginning of the endless life. Ascen-
sion revoals the perfect consummation of that
life at God's right hand in heavon. What would
Enster be without Ascension? A beginning
without a sequonte a commencement and then
a sudden stop. Our Lord risen from the dead,

and life cut short, disappearing in mist and -

darkness, Without the Ascension we would he
io doubt and uncertainty as to our Lord's fate,
and in igorance touching the end and aim of His
birth, and death, and resurrection, What ac-

count could we give our Tiord without the As-
cension ? If asked where He is what could we
say ? The Ascension tells us in heaven, at the
right hand of God- If asked with what did He
8o up into heaven ? tho Ascension informs us
with His resurrection body intellect and soul.
If asked how does He appear in heaven, at the
right hand of God ? the Ascension pointe to the
Mount of Transfiguration and says, *“See your
Lord in His glorifed bumanity in heaven."
And if agked what does the merciful Saviour do
for us in heaven? the Ascension explains the
statement in the Epistle to the Hebrews, that
in hoaven “ our Lord ever to intercede for us.”
Now we know what His perpetusi intercession
moans—not only prayer, but the perpetual
presentation to the Father of the one full, per-
fect and sufficient snerifice made for all man-
kind on Calvary, Wkat would wo do, what
could we do, without the Fesst of the Aecen-

. gion? Without it you leave Christ upon the

earth. The resurrection is not the end. Our
Lord did not stop in His careerof trinmph with
human nature (wedded in indissoluble union to
His divine Personality) beside the tomb. He
made our manhood worthy of glory and honor,
and did not stop until He bhad ascended and
sealed Himself as man upon the throne of God.
The Ascension chronicles this faet, and is the
ouly adeqnate explanation of the joy of Christ-
mus Day. The beginning is explainod by the
end. You look off from the birth in Bathlehem
to the King of glory passing through tho ever-
lnsting doors. Calvary and the vacant tomb
are not enough to satisfy the claims of Christ-
mag Day. Where is our Lord in bodily pres-
ence now? Noton the cross; not within the
closed doors, or on the lonely mountain, hut in
heaven, at the right hand of the Eternal Father,
where St. Stephen and Saul of Tarsus saw Him,
He went thither on Ascension Dsy, when He
left the wondering disciples to go to His Father
and our Father, and to His God and our God.
Accension Day is the correlative of Christmas
Day. They stand at the beginning and theend
of mun's cgreer, The one explains the other,
and slone explains the other. All that comes
betweuon, the life, the death, the burisl, the re.
surrection of our blessed Lord, are steps in a
progress which has its grand consnmmation in
the exaltation of man to glory and honor in the
Ascension, That is the stupendous result of
the birth of Jesus ot His Virgin Mother on
Christmas Day. The light of the great white
throne shines down upon the manger. The
angeis’ ¢ gloria in excelsis ™' fills the depths of
earth's misery and destitution with hope and
joy, and ‘‘Merry Christmas? leaps from the
lips of all as they hail tho new born Babo, and
soe 1n Him the rea] Blijah, who will ascend into
Heaven first Himeself, to make ready a place for
uy, snd then come back aguin for us, and take
us with Him to our home in our Father's house
with many maneions, How senseless is it to
keop Christmas duy, when our Lord was born,
and Good Friday when He died, and Euster
when He rose from the dead, and not keep As-
cension whou He consummated His trinmph and
went up into heaven, How inexplicable is it
to go within one step of the end and then stop!
To go with our Lord from Bethlehem to the
open tomb, and then refuse to accompany Him
to Bethany, where o asconded. We plead for

-a_better observance of this glorious Festival,

Wo beg you to remember that we have more to
do with the Ascension a8 a fact, than any other
festival. Christmus and Epiphany, and Easter
are past and gone, and the original facts which
they commemorate will never again enter into
human experience, but the Ascension will come
back to us all. Jesus will come again with
power and glory from heaven to judge both the
quick and the douad, and every eye shall see
Him, yours and mine, We did not see Him
when Ho entered iu, but we shull sec Him coma
forth, Lot us then keep the feast: let us train
our hearts to love our Asgended Lord, and onr

eyes to look for Him, and then when He comes
wo shall rejoice to behold Him, for we shall be
like Him, and ascend with Him to glory.—

prayer days. They were instituted in the
year four hundred and sixty, by Mamertus,
Bishop of Vienne, at a time when his diccese
was in great distress from the effects of the
last eruption of the volcanoes of Auvergne.
Afterward they were continued as days of

prayer to Almighty God for fruitful seasons
and a prosperous harvest. There was original-
1y & wspecinl Iitany for these days, and the
present American Prayer Book conlains a col-
lect ' to be used on Rogation Sunday and the
Rogation days,” which will be found in the
* Prayers upon Special Occasions,”

Ascension Day comes forty days after Easter,
We have no distingt history of these forty
doys after our Lord's rosurrection. St. Luke
tells us that Jesus was seen of the Aposties
forty days, speaking of the things pertaining to
the kingdom of God, We are told by St. Paul
that He was also ** seen of above five hundred
brethren at once ” of whom the greater part
were still alive when the Epistle to the Corin-
thians was written (I, Cor. xv.6), In fact
there is uo event of histary more clearly proved
than our Lord’s resurrection.

It seems from St Luke's account of the
great event that the Apostles were the only
witnesses of the Lord's Ascension, which took
place from some point on the Mount of Olives
not far from Bethany (St, Luke zxiv, 50, 51 ;
Actsi. 9). Weanre told that after giving to
His faithful followers His last counsels, wnud
comforting thom with the promise of the Holy
Ghost, *“ He was taken up, and & cloud received
him out of their sight.” Our Lord’s resurrec-
tion body was carried up into Heaven, where
Hestill remaios at the right hand of the Faihor
to intercede for men, whore He will remain till
He shall come againin glory accompanied by
hosts of angels to judge theliving and the deuad,

TFor the Lord Jesns has not gone forever.
His going was with the promise of His coming
again. He had Himself spoken of His second
coming more than once, He foratold it to His

“Apostlos (Matt, xxiv. 30). He declared it to

His enemies boldly at the time of His trial
(Matt. xxvi. 64). And pow while the Twelve
watched with strainivg eyes the disappearance
of their beloved Master, they received a new
assurance, “Two menstood by them in white
apparel, which also said, Ye men of Galiles,
why stund ye gazing up inlo heaven? 'This
same Jesus, which is taken up from you into
heaven, shall so como again 1n like manner as
ye have seen him go iato heaven” (Acts i. 10,
11).

Yes, the Liord will come again, not as at the
first in humility and lowliness, butin His glory
and all the holy angels with Him ; not in the
manger, but on the throne of His glory ; ot to
suffor and die for the world, but to judge the
world ; not unknown and neglecied, for every
eye sball see Him. There will be no ignoring
of His claims then. It depends upon our choice
now whether that great day shall ba to us &
day of urutterable wos, or of joy unspeakable
and full of glory. Reader, which -shall it be to
you ?—2Parish Visitor N. Y.

WE read in the firat chapter of Acts that
duriog the ten days which passed hetwesn our
Lord’s Ascension and the coming of the Holy
Ghost, the Aposties *continged with one ac-
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cord in prayer and supplication with the women,
and Mary the mother of Jesus, and with his
brathren " (Ae'si. 14)—nboutone huadred and
twenty poraons in all,

There are twe things noticeablein this rela
tion, We find in it the last mention of the
Mother of our Lord ; and we learn that His
brethreo, who at one time did not believe in
Him (Jobo vii, 5), were cow numbered among
His followers. lrom what St. Paul tells us in
(L. Cor.ix. 5) we may fairly infer thut they
were engaged afterward in proachicg the
Gospel.

But we read also how the Apostles and other
disciples Rpont the interval botween o1r Lord's
Ascension and the outponring of the duy of
Pentocost. *‘They ull continued with one ac-
cord in prayer and supplication.” Suppose the
whole Body of Christ were now to follow their
oxample. Suppose that the ten days between
Asrension Day and Whitsurnday should be spent
by the Lord's professed followers in earnest
prayer tor a new day of Pentecost, for a new
outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon the Chareh,
Might we notexpecta blessing to follow? Weo
know that nothing is impos-ible to Gud.
Suppose we put [1im to the proof. Wo hear
much of mistions in these duys and some of us
havo seen their blessed results. Why should
not every church in the lund make this wailing
season a mission, with public and private
prayer for this rpecial blessing ? Is not the
%pe}'imenh worlh u trial ?—The Parish Visitor,

SURSUM CORDA,

The Ascension of Christ is one more event in
His life which is typical of what shall be the
experience of His followers, His glorified
Body pasees the line of sight, and transcends in
its flight the orbit of the mostdistant planets,
and mounts to the prosence and throne of God.
The first appearance of the Son of God on earth
wasg supernatural, and quite ont of the course
of ordinary human birth. Iis birth was un-
precedented, His coraing futo the world unex-
ampled, and so also His going away from the
world was unexampied. But as Hoe in bodily
form ascended on high, so shall His suints be
caught up at the last day to meet their Lord;
the dead from their graves; the living, first
changed and transfigurod, from their terrestrial
homos and haunts,

The Ascension points to the fact that there
is a great beyond, from which He cume to suf-
fer and to die, and to which He returns to
reign in glory. Tho return was a 'act attested
by chosen witnesses. This fact is u confutation
of the materiulistic teaching that no mundans
transaction bas any influence beyond the
earth’s atmosphere. Beyond that circle, how-
evor, Christ has passed; beyond that circle
lies the hope of bumunity,the home of humanity,
the prescnce of the hving God, who is the
Father of humanity,—Churciman,

THE “HISI'ORIC EPISCOPATE.”

The Historic Episcopate can be none other
than that which real and true history presents
to our view. And the most unbistorical thing
that can be said about the Episcopate of the
Chureh Catholic is that it may be considerod
desirable though not strictly necessary. There
is o much quoted dictum of St. Cyprian which
shows what was thought about it 1n early days.
Episcopatus unus est cujus a singulis in solidum
pars tenetur. . The Rev. Honry Furrester, at the

Church Congress in 1893, put this into moders
phraseology. It means, 48 ho very succinctly

expressed it, that the Episcopate is a trustee-
ship in which every Bishop bas a part. It will
hardly be disputed that this is tbe historicidea.
It would be difficult to find a closer anslogy
than that which exists between the ecclosiasti-
val and perennial episcopate and the moderu

and secular office of trustee, Thereis, of course,

the ditterence arising from the fact that the
Bishops are clothed with a living and divine
power, wherens trustees cannot have powers of
a higher order than those which a scoular au-
thority is able to confer; but the differenco of
spheres does not prevent great exactness of
analogy.

Co-trustees are responsible to the power which
created their office for the tull and faitbful ad-
ministration of all that is ontrusted to them for
the beuefit of the cestuy-que trust, They caunot
renounce or delegute their functions. They
cannot make any porsonal use, for their own
purposes, of that which is entrusted to them,
nor can any one of them bind his co-trustees by
his individual acts, because the office is exer-
cised by all of them jointly. What would be
lone to trustees who would say that while the
existence of their board is certuinly desirable,
yob as o matter of fact any person who might
feel bimuclf possessed of gifls for the adminis
trution entrusted to thewm could enter upon their
functions, especially if the cosluy quo trust
wished to have him do so? What would bo said
of an individual trustee, who,instead of keeping
in his own hands the portion of the board’s com-
mon duty which bad beon assigned to him,
should enmmit somo ot it to an outside perron?
Such persons would be found guilty of violating
a trust roposed in them, even thoush it were
in no way upparent that the cestuy-que trust
had suffered in their arrangements; and any
acts done by those who wore not Lrustoes would
be declared null and void.—The Church Advo-
cate, Boston.

THE CONTINUITY OF THE ENGLISH
CHURCH.

[Irish Ecclesiastical Gazette.]

The learned and saintiy Bernard Gilpin, Ree-
tor of Houghton-le Spring. n the Bishopric ot
Durham, known as the Apostle of the North, is
a witness Lo the unbroken continuity of the
Church of Fogland during the Reformation in
the sixtcenth century. He had often to find
fuult with extromo men on both sides, and yet
was able to serve as s parish priest during the
reigns of Edward VI, Mary, and Elizubeth,
without forfeiting his reputation as one of the
most honourable and conscientious mon in Eng-
land, No new creed was added io those which
had been recited for cenluries, and men were

not bound in conscienco to accopt the private
views of Cranmer on one side, or of Gurdiner
on the other., We have full permission to cite
the following important statement made by
Lord Solborne, twice Liord Chancellor of Eng-
land : #Tor myself, I am entirely of Bernard
Gilpin's mind. To me all such differences of
ritua] as those between the first and second
Prayer Books of King Bdward's reign scem to
be of no importance whatever with respect to
either faith or practice. And, as I cannot bold
that a man oughl to saparate himself from the
communion of the Ciurch to which he organi-
cally belongs, on account ol popular errors,
oither of teaching or of practice, which the
Church has not made its own by sny formal
act to which its membors are required by its
public auvhority to assent, I think conformity
in Queen Mary’s reign, before the decrees of the
Couacil of Trent had become binding upon tbe
Roman Communion, was pot inconsistent with
fidelity to the truths, with which some of those

docrees were at variance,—[ From a letter to

Rev. G, H. Ross-Lewin, Vicar of Benfleldside,
dated September 1st, 1892.] The creed of Pope
Pius IV, was not drawn up until several years
after the accession of Queen Klizaboth, and has

naver been raceived by the Church of Hugland,
Qur Church sent ng reprosentatives to tho
Council of Trent, and was not bound by its de-
cisions. The instruction “ Concerning the Ser-
vice of the Church,” which follows the Preface
to our Prayer Buok, together with that  Of
Ceremonies, why some bo abolished and somo
retaived,’”’ shows us how our Rsformers naver
dreamt of attemptiug to found a new Church,
We read, “ The sorvice in this Church of Lng.
land these many years hath been read in Latin
to the people,” or again, * And whoreas hereto-
fore there hath Dbeen great diversity in saying
and singing in Churches wilbin this realm;
some following Salisbury Use, some Heroford
Use, and some of the Use nf Bangor, some of
York, some of Lincoln; now from henceforih
a1l the whole Reulm shall have but ono Use.”
We muy refer also to thoPrefaco to the Ordina-
tion Sevvices, and indeod to the whole Book of
Common Prayer. The unbrokon continuity of
our Church was not a new discovery of the
Oxtord truct writers. Archbishop Ussber,
one of the moxt learnod men of his time, preach-
ing before King James 1. on the 20Lh Junoe,
1624, could say, * Wo bring in no new fuith nor
no new Church, 'That whichin the timo of tho
ancient Muthers was accounted to be * truly and
properly Catholic,’ namely, ¢ that which was
beheved everywhore, always, and by all,' that
in the succeeaing ages huth evermore been pre-
served, and is at this day culirely professed in
our Church.” His successor, Archbishop Bram-
hall, declared thut “ wo do not chullengo a new
Cuurch, a now religion, or now Holy Orders;
we obtrude no innovations upon othecs, uor deo-
sire to have any obtruded on ourselves; we
pluck up the weods, but retain all the plants of
saving truth,” Still carlier, an English travol-
ler of high charactor—Sir Edwin Sandys—
writing in 1599, tolls us how intelligont Romun
Catholics on the Continont were impressed by
the conservative character of the Enghsh
Church. *No Luther, no Calviu, the square of
their faith. What public discuassing and long
deliboration did persuade them to bo faully,
that taken away, the succession of Bishops and
vocation of ministers continued, tho dignity and
stute of the clorgy proserved, the honour and
golemnivy of the Word of wod not avuczed, tho
more aacient usazes ot cuncelled,” [*¢ Relu-
tion of the Religion used in the West part of
the World,” by 3ir [dwin Sandys.] Hurlier
gtill, the sumo Convocation of 1571 which en-
forced clericsl subseription to the Articles
[which are not of the nature of a creed, aund
may not be compared therofore with that of
Popo Pins 1V.], declared, in its instruction to
preachers, thay * nothing was to bo taught us
o matter of faith religiously to be observed but
that which was agroeable to tho Old and New
Testaments, and collected out of the same doc-
trine by the ancient Fathers and Cathoiic
Bishops of the Church.” This canon has been
frequently cited by the groatest writors of the
Church ot England ; we come upon it at evory
turp. The learned Ifrench writer known us
Ferdinand Dalbus has recently shown what erro-
neous views were held by sume men of high
position in the Church of Rome ut the time of
ihe Reformation. Muny of the Contlinentul Re-
formers, too, held sirange opinions, and it wus
the wisest course to follow the advice of Bishop
Cuthbert Tunstall, of Durham, who wrote in
1536 to Reginald Polo: *That time in the
primitive Church of Christ, when the blood of
Christ and the martyrs was yot {resh,the Scrip-
tures wero best undorstood, faith most firm,
and virtne most in the ascondunt, the customs
then used in the Church must needs be bettor
than &ny contrary use sinco,either by ambition -
or eovelousness, any ways cropen in,”
