Gurr prolesty, in the name of deceney, ngainst the tone of the
Cunadian press.  The desive of editors seems to be to go as close ns
posgible to libel without overstepping the bounds, As usual in eas s
where limits are not strictly detined, therve is a broad debateable spar:¢
between the legal and the moral crime; this is being taken posses.
sion of by the press in the supposed interest of the publie, and in de-
fianee of all privale rights,  The vesndt has of Jate been a sneeession
af disclosuves with which the public have absolutely no concern,
Nob only have facts, which should linve remained unknown, except to
thosi coneerned, been velated in the manner ealenlated most to dam-
age cerlain individuals; but the grossest falsehoods have been in-
vented eoneerning the private lives of meauy prominent men.  'We ave
becoming surronuded with o social atmosphere as foul as that of the
United Stades, vitiated by the breath of slander, in which no pure or
holy ov vatmed thing ean exist.  The Ameriean press, inflnenced by
the denweradie idea of the exclusive vights of the majority, has long
treated the private life of public men as pablic property. A totul dis-
rvegard for individnal rights has produced the vilest press the world
has ever seen, saturated  with valgarily, {eeming with slanderous
ilems, peering impudently into the family cirele, pandering to the
lowest appetites of o half-educated mob, aud leaving to publie men
no moment of privacy. Tho law of libel 18 a dead letter, and en ap-
peal to it is considered ridiculons and almost an offence against the
public.

The resnlt has been, that cvery noble nature has slunnk from enter-
ing political lite—the Governument is cavried on by rings of swindlers
—the sight of infamoens men tilling high places, has reacted injurious-
1y upon public opinion, which is now sceptical of all virtue, and pri-
vale life has been deeply afiected by evory deseription of viee.

Unless the Canadian press is Lo sink to the level of that of the
United Stales, and in its degradation drag our people with it, there
must be an immediate reformation and a reformation from within.
‘The press is too powerful to be mmzzled by any libel law, and in offect
nmst define ibs own privileges.  Tho discussion of any cireumstance
whatever, not o legal offence, the revelation of which can be produc-
tive of no benelit to the community, and which must injuriously affect
individuals, should be tabooed.  With private life, newspapers have
nothing to do; no man shonlt be abused for opinion’s sake, and in
the treatiment of publie atfuirs, n decent courtesy should be main-
tained {oward opponents.
