BALKAN STATES

Tension Between Bulgaria and
Servia is Such That Early
Break Now Seems Inevit-
able—Both Sides Appear

Absolutely Fixed in Deter-
mination Not to Yield.

JLONDON, June 9—(Can. Press.)—
With both sides stubbornly refusing to
make the slightest concession, war be-
tween the Balkan States is hourly be-
coming more imminent. If Bulgaria
sends a negative reply to the Servian
note—and nothing indicates that she
will answer otherwise — Servia and
Greece will proclaim the annexation of
the occupied Macedonian territories,
thereby establishing a definite casus
belli.

The only hopeful feature of the sit-
uation consists in the belief that Bul-
garia, is lacking the sinews of war.
Servia and Greece are not only better
situated in this respect, but also occu-
Py superior strategical positions. These
facts probably account for the calm-
ness with which Servia apparently re-
gards the prospects of war.

BELGRADE, Servia, June 9.—(Can.
Press.)—Gen. Radomir Putnif, chief of
the general staff of the Servian army,
arrived here today by special train to
attend the war council, which will be
held .under the presidency of the king.

Dr. R. Campbell, Montreal, senior
clerk of assembly, brother-in-law of
the late Rev. D. J.Macdonnell,is a repre-
sentative man in the Presbyterian
Church. One of his recent utterances
will indicate his position more than a
chapter of prose. “My voice,” he said,
rising to a point of order, “will not per-
mit me to speak on church union at
this assembly. Neither will my High-
land -temper.”

That was on Saturday, and we have
had a Sabbath day’s worship since, but
still the words echo in one's soul. The
man who spoke would be counted in any
list of six great Presbyterians, whether
listed for their scholarship, service to
the church, or character. For eight con-
secutive years he has come before the
assembly with both voice—a rare one
for rhetoric and. temper. = This latter
quality is also well known. He can
boil over and cool off without bitter-
ness. - What has made him afraid of
his Highland temper?

Dr. Campbell, as has been said, is a
representative Présbyterian. What we
are troubled about is: How representa-
tive also js ‘his temper?

disgust and discouragement in the
rank and file of the ministerial party.

There is profound disappointment that
Lloyd George should have been even
indiscreet in such a matter. When a
party, after having been seven years
in office, gets inte the disgruntled
frame of mind now prevailing among
Asquith’s followers, it nearly always
portends a smash-up, and no one in
the house of commons wouid be sur-
prised if the government should find
itself in the minority any day as a re-
buke to the present conditions.

Asquith’s power and reputation have
steadily grown thru all the trouble,
for he was as& much in the dark as
anybody else about these transactions,
and now he is the sole hope of his
party. He knew nothing either of
Murray's Marconi investments on his
own or his party’s account. But the
people ask: “What can Asquith do to
revive the hopes and courage of the
Liberal party?’ There can be no. de-
bate on the subject in the house of
commons until the Marconi committee
reports, and the Unionists are not go-
ing to permit the report to be adopted
as long as they can prevent it.

: On the Defensive.

This Marcoui obusiness supplies to
them the lact of either a policy or a
leader. It puts tae ministerialists on
the defensive una diverts attention
from the disscensions in the Union
party, so th.

"‘The authority of the state to prescribe

what shall be reasonable charges for
interstate (world-wide), unless it be
limited by the exertion of the const]-
tutional power of congress with re-
spect to interstate commerce and its
instruments.

“Congress, in the act to regulate
commerce, expressly provided that the
provisions of the act should not ex-
tend to transportation ‘wholly within
one state”’ Having regard to the terms
of the' federal statute, the famillar
range of state action at the time it
was enacted, the continued exercise of
state authority in the same manner
and to the same extent, after its en-
actment, and the decisions of this
court regognizing and upholding 'this
authority, the court finds no founda-
tion for the proposition that the act
to regulate commerce contemplated
interference with the authority of the
state to prescribe reasonable rates for
the exclusively internal traffic thru-
out the extent of the territory. Nei-

W. A. MclLean, Provincial
Highways Engineer, Will
- Spend Some Weeks There

WILL ATTEND CONGRESS

Special Atténtion Will Be Paid
to French Road
Systems.

As a first step in the promulgation
of the government good roads scheme
for o©la Ql}-_ta;io. Provincial Highwayv
Engineer W. A. McLean leaves tomor-
row for-a tourof the highway system
of Great Britaid and Furope. Hie
purpose is to gather ccmplete data re-
garding the organization, construction
a_nd financial management of Buropean
roads, and it is understood that this
material on his return will be turned
over in the form of a report to the
government, which will largely direct
the future policy to be instituted.

Mr., McLean will represent the On-
tario Government at the third inter-
national good roads congzess. which
convenes in-London from June 28 to
28, and will participate in several ox-
cursions thruout.the Bnritish Isles at
its conclusion. This assembly calls
together from all parts of the world
recognized experts in construction and
management and the expectation i to
' place the province in a leading posi-
tion in this field on the American con-
tinent.

Special attention will be paid to the
French method of road building and
an extended visit will be made to the
French School of Roads and Bridges
at Paris. Here, at the present time.
the efficiency of tar and asphalt pro-
ducts to lay the dust and at the sama
time provide a strong binder under
-automobile traffic is being subjected
to severe examination. Up to date On-
tario has avoided any extensive use of.

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FRESH STOCK = ;
FROM CUTTINGS

There are conntless plants, mostly
perennials, from which cuttings may
be taken now: and planted to increase
one's stock for next yé‘af. A careful
observant. and economical. gardener
will not wait until late'in summer or
the last days of fall to seize the ever-
present  opportunities that sturdy

bushy plants' are evén this early in
tl;xe s%a,g)on offering him to increase the
number of favorite plants. -

For instance, the Bweet williams,
perennials of sturdy growth, are al-
ready headed up, the heavy heads
spiky with tiny green florets that will
show up in a few days, now, as gorge-
ous blotchys of color: If one looks
closely it will be seen that the plant
is composed of usually one strong,
thick stalk, topped by the great flow-
er-head, but, besides this thick cen-
tral stem, ther: are also a number of
smaller side stalks, issuing from the
base of the root, topped with their
several flower hecads which help to
form a bushy plant more or less
symmetrical in form. There will be
found also several lesser stalks. also
from the hase root, but which show
no sign of a flat-topped flower head.
These wiil not flower this year, or, in
fact, at all. Many gardeners, especially
those who ave  -striving to produce.
especially fine flower heads, simply re-
move these side‘snoots. because they
require for their nourishment food that
might be dirsctcd towards the more
perfect development of the main flow-
erhead. In ‘fact it will often be no-
ticed that in this plant especially all
the side shoots are remgoved, leaving
but one central stem, In this way some
enormous blooms’are produced: -

But it is to those small ngu-flower-
ing side shoots that we wisH to direct
your attention,” Simply ‘plant them
with the usual care that is.given to
the transplanting of seedlings. Where
the stem can be stripped down close-
ly to the veary. root so t a 'thread
or two of the original rooet is secured.
the wee plant will do finely. But even
if this cannot be aged the shoot
will take root of itself in a short time,
provided plenty of moiature is given.
This new plant wili -flower next year,
Do you.see what | _been gained?
One whele year in the plant's life. Be~
cause, you will' remefn that 'sweet
williams are perennials, the seed be-
ing sown one ycar, the seedlings trans-
planted in the early fal the same
vear, and the fellowing year, bloom
may be experted: But in this case
where the shoot hae ‘been taken from
the flowering nlant of this season,
blooms will be secured next year.
There is practically no time in the
summer. when one may: not remove
these sidelings frem this plant ‘and
still be sure that rooting will occur.
Of course. ons musi not leave this
too late; because the new plant should
be given plénty of time to grow strong
for the winter.

I find a good plan is to remove the
side shoots and plant them just be-
hind the old plant. They will not be
forgotten or neglected because each
time the original plant is cared for
there are the wee shootlings taking
shelter behind the mother plant.

For-get-me-nots may be treated in
this same way, from now on. But since
the stems of this plant are much soft-
er -and contain more water in their
make-up. they wither down for a
time after planting, presenting a yel-
low and ragged lcok. Therefore plant
the shoots in somc sheltered corner,
where they will not be seen—but do
not forget them. Last year we plant-
ed all the withered stalks from the
Fouse bouquets from time to time in
odd corners here and there—and you
should just sse the miles and miles of
bordering we have this season.

MISFIT STANDARDS.

Rev. T. T. Shields has had recourse
to the somewhat feeble and hoary joke
about “the world, the flesh, and the
devil.” in order to discredit: one of the
city papers. Ie ought to be aware of
the other professional story of the re-
porter at the revival meeting, who was
approached by a zealous exhorter and
asked was he saved. “Oh,” he replied.
“I'm a Globe reporter.” “Young man.”
warned -the exhorter, “it will not do
for you to get up on the day of judg-
ment and ‘say you are a Globe re-

Mr. Shields thinks there should be 4
fixed standard of morals, and because
the editors of five of the papers, who
had not seen the play “Deborah.” most
of whom ddisagree with their own
critics, have declared in favor of Mr.
Coburn’s standard. Mr. Shields would
persuade us that it is the standard
that should he adepted. ’

The standard of morals is fixed in
‘eternal law, in ecthical causation, in
spiritual living. But to Judge by the
words of Messrs Coburn, Shields and
others, active in the “Deborah” pro-
secution, they arc not  femiliar with
these things. Mr. Shields probably
prides himself on holding aloof from
the world, the flosh, and the devil.
The Scn of man, we are told. came
cating and drinking, and they said,
“He had a devil.” The standard of
morals was as much of a misfit then as
now.

Mr. Shlelds, ilike many men of
neurotic tendencics, yhes Ilurid lan-
guage. He describes “Deborah” as com-
ing “from the depths of hell.” Where
then, do the picces come from, in which
as we said on Saturday, “mockery of
the marriage reli:tion and contempt of
barentage, arc the leading motives,
while the whole sex relation is turn-
ed into indecent jest?” Yet Mr. CoBurn
and Mr. Shields pass these over, and
condemn a play in which marriage
and motherhood is condemned with
all the force of a great dramatic sifu-
ation.  Mr. Shields, we fear, has no
true sense of moral values, and it is
just this weakness in the pulpit that
leads to the conditions ‘in soclety
which he illustrates so pitifully in his
sermon.

“T have in mind,” he states, “ a case
now, where a mother came to me and
begged me to stup her daughter from
going down the siippery path.,” If Mr.
Shields’ moral standards. and clerical
remedies were-effective, he would not
have such cases, and he is not alone,
there are hundreds of them, in mind.
He asks if “Deborah” will help such a
case. “Deborah” illustrates the weak-
negs of the “morai standard” position,
and should help Mr. Shields to remedy
that weakneks. " But he can only per-
ceive the indictment of his own fallure
and is unw'il'ing. apparently, to learn
the lesson se foreibly set out by Mr.
Howland. Mr. Shields clearly tried to
leave the impression, that MY, How-
land, and those¢ who defended his play,
were engaged in an attempt to pre-
vert young peoplc to immorality. Mr.
Shiclds’ standurd of morality permits
him to distort the truth to an extent
which., whil: ne does so, weakens his
ewn charzeter, aims the light in his
own soul. and robs hisg pulpit of just
S0 much powcr. Unless he preaches
what is true. he will have little in-
fluence with thoge who -are slipping
away, 5 2

Mr. Shields should remember that he
is not dealing with “nell” or “heaven.”

ENCOURAGE THE FARMER.

consequent restriction of credit for
Speculative purposes suggests the ad-
visability of assisting the farmer, who
after all is the primary producer, by
:means of state loang. This is becom-
ing a very live subject in the United
States and it is even invading Canada,
judging by the policy pursued by the
Canadian Pacific Railway in connec-
tion with its land holdings. The Aus-
tralian .dominions have led the way
in this matier. but, of course, repre-
sent a progressive movement that ‘has
no parallel in Canada,

Between 1894 and 1912 the Dominion
of New Zealand loaned $60,000,000 to
assist farming development and out of
32,000 loans had only 83 foreclosures.
The department handled. this ‘business
at a cost of only fifteen-hundredths of
one per cent. and in the year 1911-12
earned a profit of $300,000. Australia
proper has not been 8o forward in this
respect, but the results show that
ioans to farmers are equally advanta-
geous. No reason can be adduced why
the call of “back to the land” should’
not be similarly helped in .
