LONDON, July 2.—The trade union­
iste of Great Britain today dismissed 
with contumely the suggestion that a 
vote of sympathy be given to their 
German fellow-unionists in trade at 
the annual conference of the federa­
tion now in session at Derby.

"Drop such sentimental bosh," was 
the prompt demand , made by Ben 
Tillett, the fighting head of a number 
of leading unions. "This is a scrap," 
he added, "and must be fought out in 
that spirit. Whoever heard of two 
prize-fighters stopping In the middle 
of a fight to kiss each other?"

One of the other delegates declared: 
"British workmen whose sons are at 
the front are so bitter on account of 
German outrages that they would 
hardly be content with anything less 
than the wiping out of the German 
people."

Some trades union delegates who 
were in Germany in June, 1914, said 
they had found the German workers 
in full sympathy with their govern­
ment; that they had openly boasted 
that “when the great war came Ger­
many was going to crush France and 
then England."

Loud cries of “next business" buried 
the proposal to pass a vote of sympa­
thy with the German trade unionists.

After that they Mill have 
about $16 a month, entirely for spend­
ing money, because food and clothing 
are all furnished them.

If e man comes in and says that his 
wife does not need his $16 a month, 
he is told that she does not need the 
$20 a month separation allowance 
which the government gives in addi­
tion to the soldier’s pay.

It is a very effective way of avoid­
ing imposition upon the government 
with regard to the separation allow­
ance and seems to be more satisfac­
tory than the provision that where 
men marry a certain time after they 
enlist, their wives are not entirely to 
the separation allowance. It is felt 
that if a man is prepared to give half 
his salary to his wife, the government 
ehould be ready to give the separation 
allowance.

Winnipeg. July 2.—Sir Rodmond 
Roblin. on the stand this afternoon 
before the commission appointed to 
investigate the charges made by C- P.' 
Fullerton, K. C., on behalf of 14 pri­
vate members of the Manitoba legis­
lature, declared he had no knowledge 
of any matters on which the charges 
were alleged to have been based, nor 
had he anything to do with the pub­
lication of the charges made.

LONDON, July 2—Three British 
steamers, the Caucasian, Inglemoor 
and Welbury, the barque Sardozne and 
the schooner L. C. Tower, were re­
ported- today to have been sunk by 
German submarines in the vicinity of 
the" Scilly Islands and off south Ire­
land.

The Caucasian met her fate south­
west of Lizard Head, on the coast of 
Cornwall, on Thursday morning. While 
engaged in picking up her crew the 
Inglemoor fell a victom to the 
submarine.

The Caucasian, when the submarine 
opened fire, was given full steam in an 
endeavor to escape. Not until the 
steamer was struck by several shots, 
one of which demolished the wheel, 
did her captain surrender. The 
of the steamer took to the boats. The 
submarine hauled alongside and fired 
eight shells into the vessel- A dog be­
longing to the captain of the Cauca­
sian jumped overboard and the cap­
tain plunged from one of the boats 
Into the rough sea and rescued his pet.

Picked Up Beats.
A few hours later the Inglemoor ap­

peared on the scene and started pick­
ing up the Caucasian’s boats. The 
Inglemoor had taken the occupants of 
the email boats on board when the 
submarine emerged a'nd opened fire on 
her. Escape-ibeing hopeless, the crew 
took to the boats and the submarine 
then torpedoed and sunk the Ingle­
moor, subsequently returning to the 
Caucasian, which was still floating, 
and sending her to the bottom.

The crew of the Inglemoor and part 
of the crew of the Caucasian were 
landed at Penzance, but one of the 
Caucasian’s boats, with nineteen men 
In her, was being rowed toward 
France when last sighted.

The steamers Inglemoor and Cau«- 
oaslan were sunk by the U-89. This’ 
was the submarine which torpedoed 
and sank the Cunard Line steamship 
Lusitania off Old Head of Klnsale. 
Ireland, on May 7, with the loss of 
more than 1,160 lives.

According to the correspondent at 
Plymouth of the Exchange Telegraph 
Co. the submarine sank the ingle­
moor while that steamer was rescuing 
the men In the lifeboats from the 
torpedoed Caucasian.
