2 WAR SUMMARY

THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

In Lorraine yesterday the American
attack succeeded in flattening out the
St. Mlihiel salient to a ‘point twelve

miles northeast of its former apex at
St. Mihiel. By nightfall the Ameri~
cans had established a straight front
between the Meuse and the Moselle
Rivers. Their new line yesterday af-
ternoon ran above the following vil-
lages: Herbeville, Thillet, Hatton-
ville, St. Benoit, Xammes, Jaulny,
Thiaucourt and Vieville. They have
thrust the enemy back upon the Hin~
slenburg line, constructed in the winter
of 1917 In expectation of a general
allled offensive last year. In the St.
Mihiel salient the enemy had expected
an attack and had planned a strong
yesistance, but the American stroke
was too powerful for him to withstand,
‘Up till noon yesterday the Americans
had taken 13,300 prisoners. They had
also reached a point within four miles
of the outer fortifications of Metz,

L] L *
This success puts the allies well
astride the watershed between the

Meuse and the Mosclle Rivers and af-
fords them a convenient fleld for an
advance past Metz on the western
side. It affords them facilities for
driving a wedge in the German lines
between Verdun and Metz, and thus
has opened the roads for an advance
towards the celebrated Briey iron
basin. It has also freed an important
railway between Verdun, Toul and
Nancy, and thus immensely improves
the lateral cqgmmunications of the
French. Sincel the Americans have
now come to g¥point within easy can-
nonshot of the Metz outworks, they
can proceed forthwith to lay siege to
this vast entrenched camp. They will
probably not beleaguer it, but will ef-
fect a breach and on a favorable op-
portunity carry the fortress by assault.

It ig
part of the enemy policy to avoid a
hopeless resistance and even to reduce
his counter-attacks. This comes from
growing shortage in man-power. In the
present region, however; the enemy
has only a limited field for a retirement
and must fight his hardest to save
German soil from invasion.

FRENCH WRITERS
" PRAISE PERSHING

Military Critics Dwell at Great
Length on American
Success.

Paris, Sept. 18.—All the military
commentators dwell at great length
on the importance of the first large
scale operation by the Americans on
the western front.

military writers, says:

ANGLICAN LAYMEN
* WILL RAISE FUNDS

Great Movement to Make

Mission Work Independent
of England.

WORK IN ARCTIC CIRCLE

Wonderful Story of Labors
Among the Blonde Eskimo
- Tribes in Northland.

“The laymen haVe today shown a
wonderful spirit of idealism,” said
Dean Liwyd last night at the meeting
of the synod in St. James’ parish hall.
‘I think it would be a great mistake
if we do not allow it full play and
encourage them to raise whatsoever
sum they can,”

The reference was made to the de-
cision in the afternoon to appeal to
England for help to carry on the work
among the Indian and Eskimo mis-
sions, altho there was a strong feel-
ing that it should be done by the
church people at large in Canada. E.
J. Fream of Calgary brought forth a
round of hearty applause when he
sald last night: ““We, as laymen,
have offered ourselves whole-hearted-
ly to do what we could and now is
the psychological moment for action.”

G. B. Nicholson of Chapleau brought
in a resolution, which was passed un-
animously with much cheering,
affirming faith in the people of the
church in Canada to take over the
work of the Indian and Fskimo mis-
sions from the mother land, and ask-
ing for a laymen’s committee to dis-
cuss organization at once. Archbishop
Matheson said he would appoint such
a committee in the morning and a
meéeting of all laymen is called for
this morning at nine o'clock to talk
over ways and means for a great cam-
paign to raise funds.

i Work in the Far North.

The Bishop of Mackenzie River,
who is leaving today in order to cateh
the last scow from Fort McMurray
on the Lower Athabasca to his home,
told a thrilling tale of work among
the Eskimos and Indians in the far
frozen north, In a diocese over 600,-
000 square miles in extent, ten times
the size of England, with no raflroad
in the whole space he and a few mis-
sionaries labor.

“I hear them talking here abou* the
shortage of fuel and the high price of
coal. Our missionaries often go thirty
miles with dog teams and dig cotton
wood out of the snow to burn. Coal
costs us $160 a ton and our mission-
aries say they can do with five tons,
altho the Hudson Bay factor near
them uses ten,” He told of the heroic
work and the unselfish lives lived by
the men and women who work in his
diocese and made a plea for 100 per
cent. of the allotment of salaries and
expense money so the work might go
forward.

The missionary labors among the
Orientals on the Pacific Coast was also
touched by several speakers. The
Bishop of Columbia said all the Chris-
tian bodies were trying to co-ordinate
the work in British Columbia as far
as the East Indian was concerned:

Jewish Missions.

An interesting story was told by
Rev. D. J. Neugewirtz of Montreal of
the work among the Jews. “War has
brought the matter of Jewish repatri-
ation in Palestine before .the world.
The church should not be behind in
bringing the message of Jesus Christ,”
he sald. “There are 160,000 Jews in
Canada, mostly in the eastern parts.
This afternoon finances were discussed.
I say to you, get the Jews and you
will get the money,” He sald the Jew-
ish mission work was still in its in-
fancy, but was showing great pro-
gress. Many leaders of Jewry were
coming out boldly for the Christian
religion. He told of the work in Mon-
treal, of the open air services held
and of the copies of the New Testa.-
ment that had been circulated. “The
clergy in all the cities ought to seek
out and visit the Jews and see how
willingly will be the response, Their
interest in Christian work is great if
some interest is taken in getting them
to come into the church.”

rainfall! will do an incalculable

amount of good. The farm lands have
not been deeply soaked for a long
time and wstockmen and dairymen
have been longing for just such a
downpour. Now thev have got it and
Zrom what can be gathered it seems
to have been pretty general.

On Tuesday night the ensilage corn
crop came. within a shade of being
frosted, but reports indicate that ab-
solutely no damage has been done,
and the growth during the last three
weeks has been phenomenal,

Tho a little late in the season, yes-
terday’s rain will increase the area
sown to fall wheat by thousands of
acres, the hardest clay lands having
been rendered soft and workakle. The
spring meadows, the clover and
timothy fields will be given a great
impetus, while the root crops, such
as the mangolds, turnips, and carrots,
with nearly a month %o grow, will be
immensely benefited.

But above all, “he pasture lands
will be most greatly helped, and
drovers coming on -the Union Stock
Yards on Thursdayv and Friday %=ay
that the rains of the last few days
will have the effect of holding back
much of the immature and half-fatted
cattle and finishing them off more in
keeping wi‘h the requirements of
the packing houses and the demands
of the trade.

Many large
cities in the United States and Great
Britain have already solved the short-
age of houses, and today we find many
thousand homes for the working peo-
ple have been erected on similar lines
to what I advocate. Great Britainy
alone has already spent $750,000,000 in
housing its people since the war be-
gan, so surely it's not contrary to
Canadian ideals to build homes for its
people on a similar plan. Have not
the working class responded most
nobly to the many nation’s demands,
whether it be purchasing Victory
bonds or fighting the barbarous Huns
over in Europe, or helping to shoulder
the burden of taxation caused by this
awful war? Then surely they are en-
titled to live in a home under decent
conditions, and not boxed up in flats,
Premier Hearst recently stated that
$25 per month he thought would be a
suitable rent for the working man to
pay. The writer contends this is an
absurdity, as no working man with a
wife and family can afford to pay this
sum. Fifteen dollars per month is the
most he should be asked to pay, and
homes can be built by the city to rent
at this figure. It would be better for
the ecity to sink a little money in
homes if it had to, thereby benefiting
many families, instead of sinking
$180,000 in the civic abattoir, which it
has done in the last filve years—and the
working class have borne their share
of taxation thru this deficiency with-
out a murmur. If our city council do
not consider the matter of sufficient
importance to take up the question of
housing the working class, immediate-
ly then it’s up to the electors to see
that men who will shall be elected at
the next municipal election.

It is stated that a delegation of re-
turned soldiers will be on hand at the
Trades and Labor Congress at Quebec
to counter the movément against the
alleged policy of the returned soldiers'
vocational training commission in
allowing manufacturers to accept re-
turned men for educationa! training
without paying uhe;m for work accom-
plished. i

“The wunions generally and of the
boot and shoe workers in particular
feel very keenly in this matter,” said
Waiter Brown yesterday. “We are
second to none in our sense of pat-
riotism, and we take the stand that
the manufacturer will continuously |
exploit the returned man under the
conditions imposed by this voecational
training commission. As matters stand
the employer can say tothe vocational
student after six months’' training
‘There my man, you have progressed
amazingly. Go out now and earn your
own living.’ Having said that the
manufacturer wiil get in a new batch
of students, and will continue to get
large orders completed without pay-

service of the men,

“We are perfectly willing to pay the
government the tax which will enable
it to pay $40 or $50 a mqnth to the
returned man while in training. We
believe emphatically: that this ,h same
returned man should be paid by the
manufacturer a wage in accordance
with his continuously increasing abil-
ity. The present system works against
the returned man himself and tends
to generally depreciate the value of
labor.”

BUYING LONG WAY OUT

City Dealers Endeavoring to
Get Supplies From Dis-
tant Points.

No definite action has so far been
taken by the Toronto Milk Producers’
Association relative to the refusal of
the city dealers to accept the altered
schedule of prices agreed upon by the
Producers’ Association at their meet-
ing of Saturflay ‘last in Foresters’ Hall.

Edward Stonehouse, Weston, presi-
dent of the association, old a reporter
for The World last night that the mat-
ter had not been under consideration,
following their action of Saturday and
that the contract now ineeffect would
not expire until Oct. 1 in any event.

“In all probability there will be a
meeting of the executive next Wednes-
day in the city, but.as to what action
will be taken I cannot forecast,” Mr.
Stonehouse said. “Some of our men
were in favor of a $3.50 rate, others
$3, and I think that the $2.80 compro-
mise was a fair and equitable one and
justified by the high price of all kinds
of feed outside of grain, which is very
high.” $

He said the city dealers were try-
ing to buy long distances out away
beyond the range of wagon delivery,
but that he was hopeful that an
amicable arrangement would be arriv-
ed at between the two interests. There
were 100 branch associations and many
of these were represented at Satur-
day’'s meeting.

Farmers Want More.

Out thru the country thé farmers are

naturally strong for the increase, but
the opinion is general that nothing
but a government investigation ‘wiil
settle the annual or semi-annual
squabble over the rate for the next six
months, They base their demand for
an investigation on the high and gtead-
ily increasing price of gluten meals,
without which they say they cannot
maintain the high flow and quality of
their dairies. Grain and ensilage alone
ate not enough, and must be supple-
mented by bran, shorts and other mill
feeds.  Stablemen are said to be scarce
and not every farmer is a good stable-
man.
The city dealers, on the other hand,
say there is an abundance of milk in
the country, that pasture costs no more
than it ever did, and that the low
price of cheese fixed by the govern-
ment is not likely to divert much of
the milk into that channel.

|RESISTANCE PROBABLE

Riots of Bolshevik Tréops
Occur Because of
Exports.

e

Stockholm, Sept. 13. — German de-
spatches received in Sweden speak of
the commercial agreement between
Germany and soviet Russia in the same
general terms as those employed by
the Bolshevik press. These despatches
maintain the same degree of secrecy
concerning the detalls as that which

| M. Joffe, the Bolshevik ambussador,

preserved when he made his flying
trip from Berlin to Moscow to coni=«
plete the agreement. 3

The masses in Russia were displeas-
ed by the arrangement, because thoy
knew it contemplated the sale of goods
#0 badly needed by the Russians, and
especially the transfer to Germany cf
the fabrics which the soviet govern-
ment had confiscated in great quanti-
ties in Moscow and Petrograd.

. The Germans also are apparently
dissatisfied with the agreement because
their efforts to ship goods have been
s0 fiercely resisted, and they believe
Germany will have the same trouble
in this case that she encountered in
the Ukraine. In other words, they
seem to feel that the Bolsheviki do
not expect to abide by their treaty.

Checking Exports.

Even before adrid Spiridonova
made her exposures concerning the
German plans to deprive Russia of the
cloth, leather and food it needs so
badly, the Russian laborers and rail-
way men were effectively checking
large movements of goods to Germany.
In Petrograd the dock laborers refused
to load ships with goods that were
billed for Sweden, but clearly intended
for the Germans.
tracked suspected cars and refused to
haul them to Pskov,

Less than a month ago Bolshevik
troops at Orsha rioted because a train-
load of cloth was about to pass across
the German lines, asserting that they
would advertise the fact thruout Rus-
sia if the Germans persisted in taking
away Russian fabrics. .

The situation became so grave that
the Germans abandoned their plan to
ship the fabrics. Small shipments may
slip thru, but the large consignments
escape the laborers with difficulty and
the circumstances are 80 widely dis-
cussed in meetings that even the close
press censorship does not prevent wide
publicity.

Prisoners’ Exposures.

For some time the officials defended
shipments to Germany on the ground
that the foodstuffs and cloths were for
Russian prisoners, but the returned
prisoners told such terrible stories 'of
their privations that the Russian mass-
es refused to accept the explanation
which -was denounced as a pretext of
corrupt officials charged -with passing
goods for a consideration.

Millions of yards of cloth are locked
in the Moscow and Petrograd store-
houses, : closely watched by agitators,
and the soviet government risks its ex-
istence if it allows the Germans tg ship
wholesale lots at a time when the
masses are clothed in rags and are fac-
ing the approach of winter thus and
without bread and fuel,

Gold Shipments.

The Russian public¢ is in the dark as
to the gold payments the soviets agreed
to make to Germany. The rumored
amount varies from 3,000,000,000 to 5,-
000,000,000 rubles. The whereabouts of
the Russian gold reserve i{s a mystery
and many bankers doubt whether any
considerable amount remains to meet
the German claims. The state bank
has not made a complete report since
the Bolsheviki seized the government
and the statements of the minister of
finance made so far are described by
Russian bankers as “a list of liabilities
on one side of the sheet and printing
presses on the other.”

No authoritative statgment is avail-
able as to the aotual amount of paper
money in circulation, but the sum is
probably not less than 50,000,000,000
rubles.

When the Bolsheviki evacuated Pe-
trograd last February a train was sent
to Nizhni-Novgorod, carrying various
securities - of the state bank and
and money; the whole being said to
amount to 72,000,000,000 rubles, The
Bolsheviki boasted that this was the
richest train on record. These securi-
ties undoubtedly have been scattered
widely because of the reported political
uprisings in Nizhni-Novgorod, and the
value of many of the securities i{s pro-
bably doubtful because of the absolute
industrial paralysis of the country.,

BAD WEATHER PREVENTS
BRITISH FROM FLYING

London, Sept. 13.—The following of-
ficlal communication dealing with
aviation was issued tonight:

“On Sept. 12 a strong wind, low
clouds and heavy rains prevailed thru-
out most of the day. Enemy aircraft
were not active,

“Our own machines engaged in pa-
trol and artillery observation work
had to contend with most unfavorable
weather conditions and could fly only
at low altitudes. During the brighter
intervals some photographs were
taken and several reconnaissances
were successfully carried out. One of
our machines is missing.

“At night no flying was possible.”

| RUSSIA OF FABRICS

Trainmen side-’

HEVIKI HOLD PRINC
ON CONSPIRACY CHARGE

London Sept. 13.—Prince Peter A,
Kropotkin has been arrested at Petro-
grad, charged with participating in an
English conspiracy against the Bol-
shevik government, according to an
Amsterdam ‘despatch to the Exchange
Telegraph Company.

Prince Peter Alexeivitch Kropotkin,
femous as a scientist and geographer,
was arrested in 1874 for his revolu-
tionary activities, and confined in the
fortress of St. Peter and Paul, from
which he made his escape in 1876,

After living in many countries, mostly |.

in England, Prince Kropotkin was en-
abled to return to Russia in 1915 by an
amnesty ukase of the then Emperor
Nicholas. i

The prince has since been outspoken
in his antagonism to the Bolsheviki,
and early in January of this year a re-
pert was received in New York that
he had been arrested, but this report
lacked confirmation.

ANTLLOAFING LAW
WILL BE EXTENDED

Order-in-Council Gives Chief
Commissioner of Police

Wider Powers.

/

Ottawa, Sept. 13.—Steps were taken
by the government today to secure
wider application of the anti-loafing

law. By order-in-council, the chief
commissioner of Ddminion police is
charged with the enforcement of the
law in all localities where, in his
opindon, the provisions of the law have
not been effectively and uniformly
enforced.

The chief commissioner is empower-
ed to appoint such special officers
thruout the Dominion as he may con-
sider necessary for the purpose of
assisting him in the discharge of this
duty. It is further provided that
“such special officers may be chargod
with such other duties in connection
with the functions of his office as ne
may from time to time determine.”

Nothing in the néw regulations, it is
expressly stipulated, is to take away
or affect the power or duty of any
province or local authority to enforce
the provisions of the anti~loafing law.

Many local authorities thruout the
Dominion, it is pointed out, have
failed to enforce the anti-loafing law
effectively. More efféctive and uni-
form enforcement is considered neces-
sary for the purpose of securing
greater production of goods and sup-
piles urgently needed for the prosecu-
tion of the war. :

PROVISION MADE
FOR AN APPEAL

Commissioner Says Order
Will Be for One Month,
Renewable Till July.

" Ottawa, Sept. 18.—A more detailed

and definite statement by Commis-|p

sioner Pringle as to his intention to
issue a new order before October 1,
fixing a new price for newsprint, and
the announcement that the inquiry
would be adjourned from today until
Monday, Sept. 23, when the commis-
sioner hopes that the publishers will
be represented, were the features of
the resumed newsprint inquiry this
morning, The commissioner explained
today that the new order would be for
thirty days, but that it would be re-
newable from month to month, prob-
ably until July 1, 1919. The order, he
said, could not constitute a hardship
for anybody concerned, because of the
fact that provision has been made for
a reference to an appeal tribunal in
case either the publishers or the
manufacturers are not satisfled with
it.

It was agreed to recgive the reports
made by the accountants who had
conducted an inquiry as to the cost of
producing paper at the half-dozen
mills selected for this purpose some
months ago, A They showed that the
highest cost of production was at the
Fort Frances mills, the figure being

IN THE POULTRY YARD

: By R. R. Hannas——

Just at this time of the yéar, when
the poultry keeper is ready to begin
& new year, when the old birds are

about to be disposed of and the new|

birds or pullets placed in the laying
houses for their first year's work, the

pouliryman turns over a clean page
in his account book and is i1eady for
whatever the year may brivg forth.
Why not also start the pouitry year
wvith a clean house and yard?

The value of giving the houses and
yardp a thoro. cleaning was explained
by an experienced poultryman with
whom I talked recently.

“l find it almost a necessity to
start my pullets off in the fall in
‘clean, holesome surroundings,” he
said. “I plan to give my chicken
‘houses and yards a thoro cléaning at

Jeast twice a year—in the fall and

spring—but especially in the fall; I
mever miss cleaning in the fall, altho
1 do occasionally in the spring, owing
to the rush of work. I consider the
fall cleaning very important, for,
aside from the fact that thcre may
be traces of disease and vermin from
the previous season’s birds, I like to
see my pullets that I've spent the
whole rearing season to bring to ma-
jority;, go into a clean building and to
know that they are given a good
start.”

I asked him just how he went about
his house cleaning.

“Well,” he said, “I generally remove
everything that can be moved in the
house, taking all these movable parts
out in the sun. Perhdps I should
have told you that I choose 1 bright,
sunny day for my cleaning process. 1
then brush all these parts, such as
pebches, nests, hoppers and ernklng
fountains or pans, and scru» them
with warm water and oap. This pro-
cess is followed by a thoro spraying,
after which they are left to dry in
the sun until the house is ready for
them.”

Use Plenty of Spray.

In reply to my inquiry concerning the
materials to be used as sprays, he re-
plied that nearly all the commercial
preparations gave satisfactory results
and could be relied upon.

“After all the fixtureg are taken care
of, 1 remove the old litter and sweer:
out the house, ‘for further orders,
brushing down cobwebs and getting
into corners, cracks and crevices. Next
1 supply a liberal dose of disinfectant,
using a fine mist spray and getting
into every place that could possibly
harbor vermin. It doesn't cost any-
thing to be too careful and sometimes
saves a big loss later on. If for any
reason I cannot obtain a commercial
disinfectant, I use kerosene on the
droppings boards and roosts and give
the house a coat of whitewash+

“The house is then given a“chance
to dry out and air thoroly, after which
elean, fresh litter is put on the floor
to a depth of ten inches or a foot, I
generally use rye Stray, because 1 have
lots of that on hand. I believe rye
straw and wheat straw make the best
litter, The fixtures are then replaced

and everything is in readiness for the
birds,’

1 asked if his cleaning stopped there.

“Not a bit of it,” he said. “It ex-
tends to the yards also, You may think
my yards look clean, but as a matter
of fact 1 do not’ consider them clean
till 1 have pluowed them up and sown
some crop .to supply green feed and
a scratching place for the birds in the
spring. Wheat or rye do very well,
giving a luxuriant growth and arriving
at about the proper stage for the birds
in the spring.

“I am very particular to have all my
fences in good repair at this -season,
because the' pullets just coming in
from the range are very wild and will
get thru or over anything if they are
given half a chance. Then, too, if the
fences are fixed now, a great deal of
labor will be saved in the spring, altho,
to be sure, holes are apt to be opened
thru weak spots during the winter, due
to the severe weather, However, if
the fences are fixed properly in the
fall, much time will be saved in the
busy season.’'

Clean the Flock, Too.

Le’. the house cleaning not rest
with the cleaning of the laying house
and yards, but let it also extend to
the rirds. Have a house cleaning of
birds in which the flock is cleaned
of undesirable and unprofitable fowls.
Keep as the old layers or breeders
only the birds that are healthy or
have been healthy and vigorous thru-,
out *he year. Any bird that has
been sick during the past season i
apt to be sick again and wi!l prove
very unsatisfactory as a breeder.
Only those birds that show evidences
of high vitality, such as erec‘: car-
riage, Iright eye, and bright, healthy-
looking comb, ghould be retained as
breeders. If weak, sickly hens are
used as breeders, low ferility in the
eggs that do hatch will result in weak
and scrawnys«looking chicks, The
room taken up by these unprofitabl-
hens may very easily be used to good
advantage by the pullets, So don't
sacrifice p':-oga.ble profits from the
pullets for impossible profits “rom
worn-out or unhealthy hens., '

The fall cleaning may very well
be ex‘ended to the new birds or pull-
ets, weeding out all the poor-appear-
ing ones—that is, those that do not
glve the appearance of high vitality,
health and capacity for production,
A pullet that s small-proportionei,
having narrow body and small pro-
poriions in hér “laying Tregions,” as
well as a pullet that is all neck
and legs—in other words, a pullet
haying an awkward appéarance—is
very seldom a good and persistent
layer. i

There is another phase of the poul-
try house cleaning which should re-
ceive some attention, and that is the
cleaning of the feed room. A poul~
tryman should, if he is able to, lay
in as much of his yearly supply of
feed ag he is permitted to. get;
will save him money, as feed s
cheaper in the fall than it/is during
the rest o’ the year, and it will save
him anxiety, particularly if the same
difficulties arise this year.

| GROWING RHUBARB
DURING THE WINTER |

Fresh rhubarb during the middle of
the winter is easily obtained by any-
one who has a few gpare rhubarb
roots in his garden.

Just as the ground is about to freeze
at the commencement of winter, dig
two or three roots, lifting them with
as littley damage asg possible, Put
these roots In an outside shed or'some-
where else where they will freeze
sol'd but will not be buried with
snow. After they have been frozon
for two or three weeks, take them in-
doors, put them into the bottom of
barrels, filling in around the roots with
soll, sand, sawdust or other moisture-
holding material; set the barrals in
the cellar or some other place where
there is some artificial warmth, keep
the roots dampened, and cover the
barrels with a sack to darken the in-
slde, :

Under these conditions a root of
rhubarb will grow almost as many
shoots as it would during the next
summer, and by darkening the atmo-
sphere the shoots will be tender and
well blanched. The amount of earth
surrounding the root is not very !m-
portant, as the growth is largely jndeé-
pendent of any feeding upon the soil,
the material for the shoots being tak:n
directly from the stored food in the
rceots. :

‘When spring comes the roots may, if
desired, be again planted in the gar
den, but they will sbe so well ex-
hausted as to require about two or
three years to come back to their
normal condition,

Prepare for Winter Quarters

The season is rapidly approaching
when pullets will be moved to their
winter quarters. BRefore this event the
house should be thkoroly cleaned, es-
pecially if old hens have occupied it
during the summer. Sweep down the
reilings and walls, the nests, foors
and all odd corners where dirt may
collect and provide a breeding place
for vermin. Give the house a coat of
whitewash and thoroly spray the
floors, roosts and nests with some
good disinfectant., This will destroy
all vermin, and any disease germs
which might be lurking about.

It the floor is of earth, remove the
top couple of inches or more and re-
place with sand or fine gravel. It will
keep the straw clean during winter,

At the =ame time, I would advise put-

ting a few barrels of sand where they
will be dry, to use during winter
months on cement and wooden floors,
It aids greatly in taking up the ex-
cesslve moisture,

After the floors are attended to, 2x-
amine the windows. Replace all
broken glass and put hinges on the
window, so that it may DPe opened in
winter to admit freeh air. If there
are two windows in the house, tack
cotton ‘on a frame for one of them
and leave the window open all win-
ter. Fresh air is an excellent germ
killer. Empty all the hoppers and
fill them with fresh material, Thoroly
cleanse the drinking .fountain with
boiling water and a (dlsinfectant. Af-
ter this is done put fresh straw in the
nests and on the floors and the house
is ready for occupation.

Cost of Living Report.

Ottawa, Sept, 13.—The cost of liv-
ing branch of the department of labor
lius handed to Fién.

It 18 not true that the
whole trade is involved n this hoard-
ing, but certain members of the trade
are holding largsr amounts tkan s
right and the law allows It is
gratifying to note that the food board
bug already talen steps to force this
butter into channels where it will be
uxed, s

The amount of cheese in storage
at the first month is less than a
wonth ago and vefy much lzss than
a year ago. ‘There s very little
change in the amount of eggs in stor-
age. It is not yet th» time of year to
move eggs from storage, and ap-
parently very few were put in during
August. The stocks of oleomargarine
have declined. 'This will beét a source
of gratification to all ccncerned, The
total stocks of pork are about the
sume as last month, but a larger pro-
portion of it ix complately cured and
immediate shipment,
The stocks of beef have increased.
This fact agrees with other evidence
that no new high records of prices
should occur in the near future,

Evidently the stocks of mutten and
lamb on hand a month u1go have been
sold for consumption, as we suggested.
The stocks have declined very decided-
ly. The stocks of fowl, which in-
creased last month, are still insignifi-
cant,

The stocks of fish are greater than
a month ago and much greater than a
year ago.

| LVESTOEK NARYE |

The week just closing has been mark-
ed by a good deal of activity on the local
live stock market at the Union Yards,
and, taken all round, has been more than
ordinarily strong,

On Monday they had a run of 4962 cat-
tle, a big day, but at the close so strong
and insistent was the demand that pretty
nearly everything was cleaned up, Heavy
steers and heifers and good fo choice
cattle of all kinds were in good demand,
and prices in some cases were generally
considered to have advanced a good 25¢
per cwt., and bulls, some classes of them,
went up more than that, Butchers’ cat-
tle were active and wanted; good to fat
cows met with a good market, and breedy
stockers and feeders were quickly taken
up at the market price, This applies
especially to Monday, but all thru the
week trade held steady, and, owing to
the light run, after Monday, prices may
possibly have stiffened up a little.
