HIS TENTH ANNIVERSARY.

Rev, Dr. McTavish’s Success—Strie-
tures on Some Church Schemes
for Raising Money.

Central Presbyterian Church yesterday
celebrated the tenth anniversary of the
pastorate of Re¥. Dr, McTavish. Two in-
teresting discourses were delivered by the

pastor, who gave an account of the progress
the church had made since his induction.
When he took ‘charge in 1888 the member-
ship was 432, and out of this number only
170 remain; 333 have been received into
the church on their profession of faith and
535 by eertificates, making a total of 868,
or 1038 together. The average attendance
is 608 members, Out of 13 elders in 1888
nine remain and six additional ones have
been appointed. In the Sunday School and
Bible Class were 30 officers and eight re-
main. In the matter of finances the re-
celpts have been encouraging, showing a
large balance to the good.

In the course of his sérmon the pastor
referred to the means adopted by some
churches to raise money in the way of hold-
ing garden parties and socials, which were
merely gambling affairs and raffles.

LA BOURGOGNE VICTIMS

Halifax, N. §., Aug. 7.—The steamer Hia-
wotha returned to Halifax to-night, after
a search oceupying ten days, for the re-
mains of Mrs, John F. Dillon and Mrs.
Oliver Dillon of New York and Mrs. John
Perry, the three Misses Perry and Muster
Perry of Kansas City, who were among the
victims of the Bourgogne-Cromartyshire
tragedy, The Hlawatha party, which was
in charge of George 8. Clay of New York,
with Dr. H. 8. Jacques of this city as
medical assistant, failed to accomplish its
first object, though it succeeded in finding
a large number of bodies, some being’lden-
tified, and all given burialat sea dfter the
clothing on them had been closely examin-
ed and marks of identification removed,

The Hiawatha returned with many grue.
scme relics of the Bourgogne horror, includ-
ing several dozen life belts takem from the
bodies found floating, pieces of broken
spars, oars and other wreckage, and a col-
lection of written and printed "documents
ot various kinds, such as letters and pmw0
ports, to the examination of which Dr.
Jacques devoted much of his time during
the expedition, when the inspection of
bodies did not occupy his attention.

Six Bodies Identified. .

Six bodies of those found by the Hia-
watha were identifiled by letters and other
papers taken from clothing on them, ° hich
documents are now in possession of George
8. Clay, manager of the expedition for ex-
Judge Dillod and John Perry. These six
bodies were thogg of Eugene Dubost, E. E.
Hundell, Pedro J. Sosa, Marcell’ Gliliatt,
Peter Barratt and Joannis Lados. P

The first three names are to be found in
the list of saloon passengers of La Bour-
gogne, published after the disaster, The
other three names are not in the list, and
. they were elther unregistered passengers
or employes on the steamer.

Pedro°J. Sosa, who was accompanied on
the voyage by his 12-year-old som, also a
victim, was a clvil engineer from Panama,
who had been closely associated with De
Lesseps in Panama Canal affairs. He wns
journeying to Paris on La Bourgogne as a
member of the commission appointed by
the French Government to decide on what
measures should be adopted for the com-
pletion of the Panama waterway.

. NAVY LEAGUE CONFERENCE.

We have received 'a ecopy of the
minutes of proceedings of this meeting,
which. was held at the Royal United
Service Institution to consider the posi-
tion of England, if involved in war, with
regard to the adequacy of the navy and
of the food supply. Many of the speeches
made, or rather of the papers read, were
by gentlemen who were not members
of the Navy League, and that body does
not hold itself responsible for dny of the
opinions expressed. It would be incor-
rect to call the proceedings a discussion,
because the speakers merely stated
their own views, and there was no time
for reply by possible opponents. Very
many subjects were touched upon be-
sides the inadquacy of the navy and food
supply. The deficiency in seamenjthe in-
surance of ships, the protection of com-
merce, signalling, coaling .stations, tele-
graph BN%::Z. were also talked of
It fact, it to us that the Navy.
League went too far out to sea, In-
stead of adhering to modern methods
snd concentrating its objects and efforts,
it has diffused these over too wide an
area, and becgme correspondingly shal-
low as regards possible results, Instead
of shooting with a rifle it prefers to
blsze away with a shotgun. pas

- Now that Mr. Goschen has agreed to
spend all the money on naval armaments
which the Navy League desires, we
should have expected that body to de-
vote its attention specially to the man-
ping of the navy, for the best authori-
ties are of opinion that when the battle:
ships now in course of construction are
completed, it will be impossible to find
for them a sufficiency of trained seamen,
engineers and gunners. This matter was
not squarely faced at the cohference.
One speaker proposed a conscription; and

for the navy, but the most important
means of recruiting it were passed over
unnoticed, Nothing whatever was said
aboyt the British Mercantile Marine;
nor anything proposed to make it what
it was once, England’s nursery for man-
ning her fleet. The following extract
from an article by Captain Nicholetts,
R.N., describes its present -condition:
There is no question that our mercan-
tile marine, once well called the backboae
of the nation, upon which we depend for
our wealth; our commerce and our food
supply, and the navy for its reserves in
time of war, is, so far as its personnel
is concerned, in a highly unsatisfactory

cemposed of foreign sailors to the dis-
placement of British seamen, And this
alarming state of affairs shows no sign
of improvement; as a matter of fact, it’
is getting worse year by year, masters
of merchant ships in many instances
preferring a foreign to sn Hnglish crew.
Ship owners apparently do not take any
serious steps to obtain a continuous
supply of British seamen, the wear and
tear ds chiefly made good by the ready-
made foreign sailor, who is attracted
by the' higher rate of wages id the
British mercantile marine. Clark Rus-
gell, in one of his nautical stories, puts
his finger on the blot with truthful pre-
cision when he makes one ¢f his prin:i-
pal citaracters affirm that “with a
fok’sle go full of fired Dutchmen—why,
when they hoist the English red ensign,
the flag's the bitterest lie since Anny-
pniws and Sophia.,” ;

It is still more strange that nothing
was heard at the conference of the pro-
posal to train the fishermen and sailors
of the Maritime Provinces for the Naval
Reserve. This is the more surprising
because oir fellow-townsman, Mr, H. J.
Wickham, secretary of the = Toronto
Branch of the Navy League, has been
most untiring ‘in his efforts to get this
plan put into practical operation.

The subject of the food supply for the
British islands was treated in the same
step-motherly way. The advocates of
the national granaries were most in evi-
dence, nothing was proposed to stimulate
the growth of wheat in England itself,
ond, as for the colonies, only a mere
mention was made that “a third partial
remedy is to give preferential treatment
to colonial wheat imports, and so do
away with our present large dependence
on foreign imports.  Even Mr. Ernest
Williams, the author of “Made in Ger-
meny,” threw in all his arguments in
favor of the graneries, and failed even
to mention preferential trade.. It is
much to be regretted that Col. G. T.
Denizon was not present,» for no ome
understands this subject better, or could
have given the conference better advice.

We fear that the Navy League is not
likely to sagcomplish much unless it
adopts simpler aims and stronger mea-
sures. It seems to be merely another
of those institutions in the Capital of the
Empire at which Londoners find it pleas-
ant to air, their eloguénce.

It will be remembered that a representa-
tive of The Grocer visited the Produce
Exchange In Manchester, England, a year
ago, and was informed that large quanti-
ties of raspberries were imported annually
from New Zealand and other distant points,

One large English preserver, when asked

if be imported from Canada, explained that |

they could not be got there. He was so
,informed by the Canadian offices in Lon-
don. He was told that Canada imported
large quantities of preserved goods from
England, and, therefore,.could not be a
shipper of them. This wrong impression
was at once corrected, and the representa-
tive of The Grocer gave him the ‘nd-
dresses of a number of Canadian houses
who could supply these goods. Raspberries
being scarce and dear, it was noticed that
several packers, who had a display of
samples at Manchester, put up a very pala-
table compound of raspberries and apples.
