| take over the N.P.R. in Manitoba, giving a
10-cent rate on grain t¢ Duluth, and making
other reductions, giving the Governmexnt
certain coutrol over fates. The company
agreed to butld up to 700 miles of new raii-
way, If necessary, im the province. The
New York men were ready to sign so goon
as the Government could feel itself on a
firm enough basis to guarantee a perma-
nent and binding contract, which at the
moment the Government could scarcely do,
owing to impending bye-elections, protests,
Dominion elections and the umsettled state
of the political world generally. The Gov-
ernment on its part agreed to guarantee the
bonds and interest thereon at 4 per cent.
for 20 years on the actual cost of the con-
struction, to exceed in no ease more than
$15,000 per mile, Provision was made for
control of the compamy’'s property in the
United States, etc, ¥

There Was a Leak Somewhere.

The informant goes on to say, and a sen-
sational statement ‘it is: “‘Hverything
seemed: satisfactorlly armanged, aud .the
province appeared on the verge ot haviug
a big scheme .of independént
when the Dominion ¢leetions were announc-:
ed. At that time meither Manu & Macken-
zie nor the C.P.R. had been approuched
on the matter, but a rentty had obtain-
ed secret information of what wus being
formulated.

The Hague, Feb. 7.—Wilheimina, the first llnent place in the row, with only the

ruling Queem of Holland, to-day married
Duke Henry of Mecklenburg-Schwerin, who
becomes: Prince of the Netherlands by proc-
lamation in The Court (Gazette this evening.

The marriage was a series of brilllantly
colored pictures, but the severe sumplicity
of the Duteh form of marriage, which was
followed to the letter in the civil contract
before the Minister of Justice (Dr. P. W.
A. Cort Van DerlLinden), apd in the old-
fashioned religious service 'in Crocte Kerk,
gave it a democratic tinge.

A happier surrounding no bride ever had.
The weather was crisp, sunny -and inspirit-
ing. Muititudes of country people, all
prosperous and happy looking, many of
whom wore the gala costume which their
ancestors for several generations employed
for like holidays, cheered the big, black
horses of the state carriages, with red and
white liveried postillions, and the waiting
escort of 12 noblemen, in maroon and
black, who were ali d on horseback, six
on _each side, at attention.

A Noteworthy Spectacle,

The procession, as a gpectacle, was note-
worthy. Fifty Dutch Hussars rode ahead,
then eame & handful of gourt officials, with
the Grand 'Master of Ceremonies on horse-
back, then a coach with the Queen and
Duke Henry. The Queen’s mother's coach
followed, and then the chief milttary offi-
cials of the palace, the Governor of the
eity, two adjutants on horseback, ani, last-
1y, a group of 50 mounted artillerymen.

Green and green and orange decorations,
with thousands of Dutch flags hanging
acros sthe streets, gave the Toute a bril-
liant appearance. The costuming of the
crowds was equally highly colored.

Emerged From the Palace.

At 11 o’clock the marriage party emerged
from the palace to proceed to the Palace
of Justice. Queen Wi'helmina passed down
the steps on the arm of the Duke, with the

train of her white wedding dress sweeping |

behind her; then the Queen’'s mother, in
purple. The Grand Duchess Maria and
half a dozen ladies of the cowrt followed,
then the generals and
gleaming with gold lace and medals, at the
galute on both sides, making & fruly 1egal
picture.

The gilded coach pr ted by the peopi
of Amsterdam was drawn by eight horses,
bedecked with orange colors,

In the White Hall of the Palace of Jus-
tice, six high officials waited, as witnesses.
They, with the Minister of Justice, Dr.
Van DerLinden, were the only persons be-
sides the Queen’s mother and the Grand
Duchess Maria and two or three clerks
who saw the signing of the contract.

The Religious Edifice.

The religious edifice In which the final
ceremony was held is a great bare structure
of gothic type, with white valuted arches.
The body is filled with plain box pews. The
scene when the wedding guests assembled,
however, was most - magnificent. There
was an acre of many-colored uniforms and
beautiful gowns, with flashing jewels and
glittering orders of the royal personages
and pobility, and the feathers and flowers
of a thousand wonderful bonnets in the
centre,

On one side of the church was a space
about 50 feet square. From the back rose
a big white column, with an ancient puipit
of carved oak built upon it, 10 feet above
the floor. Banks of palms and white lilies
surrounded the pulpit, and were arranged
back of the railing. A plain red carpet
covered the floor.

A Gorgeocus Rug,

On the space before the pulpit was a
rug presented by 60 noble ladies of Amster-
dam, a square of crimson velvet and gold
embroidery, with a border of
arms, worked on white drapery, the dark
bine emblazoned orange lion rampant of

the Netheriands. Surrounding the square
between the pulpit and the rug was a short
ovaken raiiing, with a smali table, covered
with greea velvet.

On the lert, six chairs reserved for the
marriage party faced the pulipit, beyond the
rug. Behind them were some 20 chairs for
the ladies of the court, who wore gowns of
emerald and orange, pearl biue, white and
pink. It was a handsome array.

The World can be obtalned In New York
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THE CONSERVATIVE PARTY.
The. first striking feature of the election

of Mr. R, L. Borden as leader of the Con-
gervative Opposition in the House of Com-
mong Is its unanimity and the resultant
thereof that the party is once again solidl-
fled, and anything of a disagreeable nature
in the past is forgotten. Under Mr. Borden
every section, every faction . of the party is
united. ,

Conservative members of the caucas had
no easy task before them, and that at varf’.
ous stages of thelr two nights’ deliberation
they had serious difficulties to overcome
can easily be imagined; but the good sense
of the eighty odd men who sat down to
thresh the situation over never failed them,
and they came out of it, as we sald above,
a united and aggressive Opposition. Ane
other feature of the caucus was the demand
for new blood, for A man who would start
fresh and untrammelled by the past. It was
the new men returned to the House who
were especlal'ly strong n this respect and
who were not afraid with the mandate they
had from their constituents 'to come out
boldly for a new departure, for beiter me-
thods and a young leader. They spoke
earnestly when they sald that the men
thruout the party all over the country want-
ed this fresh start.

Gonservatives in Ontarlo politics will re-
jolce to hear of this unanimity at Ottawa,
and 't ought to strengthen Mr, Whitney's
hands and unify the Conservatives of the
province in the task of turning out the
Ross Government. The way to Ottawa is
thru the Queen's Park, Toronto, and the
sooner the party take this road the sooner
will they reach the goal. Reorganization of
the party from one end to the other wiil
be taken up at once, and after that the
formulation of a new and progressive plat-
form. 3

The unity of the party will inaugurate a
rigid discipline within the ranks, organiza-
tion will give the opportunity, and a pro-
gressive platform both in provincial and
Federal affairs will meet with a victori-
ous response from the people.

IRON PRODUCTION IN ONTARIO.
With the beginning of the new century
Capada starts in earnest on i's career as
an {iron-producing country. True  is,
we have made iron in Canada for several
years, but the output nas be~n yoite Insig-
nificant: During the past iwo years we
have been making preparations to emgage
in the industry on a large scale, and the
first year of the new century will ‘witness
a wonderful increase in our output of pig
iron. By the end of the present year Can-
ada will be producing more than enough
iron to supply the domestic consumption,
and even béfore 1902 we will be seeking
foreign markets for our surplus. In view
of the coming importance of the iron in-
dustry- in this country the Governments
interested ought to publish regularly sta-
tigtics of the output of ore and of pig iron.
These reports should be dssued quarterly
or monthly, They would be of great serviee
in advertising Canada in her new capacity
as an iron country, We hope to be able
to open the eyes of the world in regard to
our iron resources during the next year
or two, We cannot begin the publication
of these statistics too soon, so as to let
the world know that Canada will.very soon
be in a position to supply Great Britain
and Burope with iron as well as with pulp
paper and timber.

It is highly satisfactory to know that ¢his
province is going to play am important part
in the dron industry. At the present mo-
ment there are three furnaces in operation
in Ontario, one each at Deseronto, Hamil-
ton and Midland, The latter was opened
only a couple of months ago. During last
year, with ¢wo furnaces in operation, the
production of iron ore in Ontarlo was about
65,000 tons. During the first half of the
year 1900 there were mined in Ontario only
0680 tons of iron ore. During the last
half the production of Ontario ore was
about . 80,000 tons, of which 70,000 tons
was the output of the Helen mine,
Michipocoton. While it was necessary to
import two-thirds of the ore smelted in
Ontario during the first six months of last
year, practically the whole amount used
during the last six months was obtained
in Ontamo. It is no longer necessary to
depend on the United States for our iron
ore. We have three furnaces im operation,
another extensive one will be ready by
July at Saplt Ste Marle, and a fifth will
probably- be in operation at Collingwood by
the first of next year, Ontario will supply
the ore for all these furnaces. Ontario
alone will soon be able to supply the Cana-
dian iron market, to say nothing of the
output of the furnaces at Sydney, which
promise to be among the biggest producers
on the continent.

Ontario has unlimited resources in Iron
ore. The distrfets in which iron is Dbeing
mined in Ontario incinde the Hastings
country, Michipicoton and the Mattawan
district, a few miles west of Port Arthur,
Ore s being produced in these localities a
the present time, and the Atikokan fron
range, 20 miles in extent, will be opened
up in a year or two on the completion of
the Ontario and Rainy River Rallway. It
will be seen that Ontario is bounmtifully
supplied with iron ore. The mines in the
districts referred to are very extensive,
and from the present outlook the question
of ore supplies wil] not enter into the
problem of iron produetion in Ontarlo,

The situation of the fron Industry In
Ontario is, briefly, this:

We have three furnaces im operation.
The Sault Ste Marie plant will be running
in a few months and the Collingwood one in
about a year.

We have practically ceased Importing
United States ore and henceforth we will
rely entirely on the product of our own
mines.

The people of Ontarfo do not yet realize
the significance of these facts. When the
iron Industry gets in full swing in Ontario
i ought to add a million to our population.
This'it promises to do within a decade.

ONTARIO AND BEET SUGAR. 3
The people of Omtario enthusiastically
tavor the idea of this ¢ountry manufactur-
ing its own sugar. Canada is just as suit-
able for the production of sugar as of
wheat, oats or barley. Sugar is an agri-
cultural product, and this is,par excellence,
an agricultural country. The consumption
of sugar in Canada is 300,000,000 pounds &
year. Eveérything is favorable to ¢the pro-
dunetion of every pound of this in Ontario,

Bdltor World: Some ‘eight years since
1 had the honor to suggest in the columns
of certain Canadian newspapers that the
name of our country ought to find a place
in the title of its Boyvergign, In various
forms the same ided now appears to occupy
inent - place in. the public mind,
especially in your columns, It is not an
original one. In the early drafts of the
Confederation measure, Sir John Macdon-
ald used the words and style of “King-
dom of Canada.’’ At the Colonial Con-
ference of 1887 some general addition to
the royal titles was proposed, and the
same statesman telegraphed Sir Alexander
Campbell that ‘“‘Canada will be ‘honored
by being represented in Her Majesty's
titles,””
The time would mow seem to have come,
however, for a specific consideration of this
subject,and for its settlement in due course
at the coronation of King Bdward. The
advantages are obvious, the objections not
gerfous. Only Canada and Australia need
at present appear, and the .latter country
is already taking steps toward the proposed
end. It will raise colonists publicly and
officlally imto what they now are practi-
cally, an equality with their fellow-subjects
of Greay Britain and Ireland. In placing
the name of Canada after that of Ireland
in the royal title it will appear as a dis-
tinet’ nation of the Empire in a myriad of
public documepts and am infinite number
of languages and newspapers all over the
world. It would make the name better
known abroad and more publicly dis-
tinguish and separate Canada from ‘“‘Ameri-
ca’’—as the United States is known—than
amy event in history, short, perhaps, of
our recent participation in the South Afri-
can war., Our identity as a kingdom with-
in the Empire, as a country of free and
equal citizenship, would be revealed to
millions who now only believe us to be
an insignificamt dependency of Great Bri-
tain—not ranking with Ireland in imi
portance and far bemeath Ireland in pride
of position.
Foreign amd FEuropean nations do not
and cannot understand British constitu-
tional colonies and their pecullar place
in Imperial polity, but they would very
clearly understand that new powers had
arisen in the world when King Edward
VII, was proclaimed and crowned King
of Great Britain, Ireland, Canada and
Australia, Emperor of India—not because
of specific virtue In the title itself, but
because of what they would thus compre-
hend as lying behind the title.

the Grand Duke Viadimir of Russia.
The bridegroom’s brother, also in uniform,
sat on the Queen's right. On his right was
the Queen Mother. The other ‘mémbers of
royal famtlies were seated in rows of chairs
to the left of the aitar, while the court
chaplain, Dr. Van Der Vlien, rose ln the
regulation black gown behind the ralling
and offered a long prayer in earnest tones.
Then the choir sang & Dutch hymn: ‘‘God
Bless You.” “Blessed Be Your Earthly and
Eternal Portlon.”

Chaplain Addressed the Couple.

The Queen bowed her head low and the
chaplain addressed the bridal couple for
ten minutes, earnestly and solemnly. The
only sound which marred the impressive
gcene fwas the sharp clicking of photograph
cameras in the press gallery, facing the
royal sextet, all of whom noticed the dis
turbance and looked annoyed. The Duke
fidgeted mervously and biushed under the
gaze of the congregation, hundreds of opera
glasses being turned In his direction.

The eholr sang another hymn, during
which the congregation stood, according to
Dutch custom, as those present aid during
all the hymns. After this the Quecert and
Duke rose and the Queen removed her
right glove, dlsclosing an immense jeweled
bracelet on her wrist. The minister
stretehed out his arms and the couple step-
ped forward a few paces, directly in front
of the altar railing.

The Queen had handed her bouquet to an,
aged lady in waiting, who laid it on a chair
and arranged the folds of her mistress’
gown, which tralled across the velvet rug,
with the gauzy vell hanging over it.

Duke Henry took the bride’s right hamd
in his left hand resting on the hilt of his
gword, while the deep, impressive tones of
the chaplain’s voice rang thruoumt the
ehurch as he repeated the marriage service.

Duke Henry shifted his feet nervously and
played with his sword. The responses from
the bride or groom could mot be heard.
