r London, Feb. 23.—High prices of 
necessities and the rate of exchange 
Will be taken up soon by the supreme 
council in conference with the finan­
cial experts. Today’s decision is 
separate from the earlier London de­
cision to call the finance ministers of 
the powers together for a discussion 
of the financial situation of the world.
. it is believed that the members of 
the council have not determined what 
the council might do toward stabi­
lising exchange and reducing the high 
prices, and will not reach a decision 
until they hear what the experts have 
to say.

The proposition to take up the 
financial matter came after Russia had 
occupied most of the day’s discussions. 
In this connection it is considered not 
unlikely that the members took under 
advisement the demand of most of 
the British newspapers that some' 
settlement with Russia Is necessary 
Jn order to reduce prices. It has been 
pointed out that if Europe could get 
food and raw materials from Russia 
It would cut down purchases in the 
United States against the adverse 
exchange.

• In dealing with the Russian ques­
tion today, the members of the coun­
cil are represented as recognizing an 
entirely different state of affairs than 
When the question was lafct discussed 
at the Paris meetings.

James O'Grady, who represented 
the allies at the negotiations with M 
Litvinoff, the soviet representative at 
Copenhagen, was not called to the 
Conference. It is still maintained offi­
cially that he has been merely dis­
cussing the question of prisoners 
with Litvinoff, but it is noted that he 
temporarily ceased these negotiations 
and came to London and conferred 
with Earl Ourzon, the foreign sec­
retary, a few days before Russia was 
taken under consideration by the 
council, and Bar! Curzon is in daily 
attendance at the council meetings.

CITY HALL NOTES
For Pr?Br E I. ROGERS Hastings, Impressed upon

the local board of health yesterday the 
necessity for raving a new and up-to- 
date hospital for communicable diseases 
in Toronto. In h.s report he recom­
mended tnat the city purchase the old 
General Hospital site, on Bast Gerrard 
street, and erect a new bul.dlng there.

This report was presented in compli­
ance with ttie request expressed recent­
ly by the board of health for a full state­
ment from the M.O.H. on the question 
of further hospital accommodation.

Altho there is absolutely no doubt now 
in the minds of the local health authori­
ties that the Influenza and pneumonia 
epidemics are rapidly on the wane, a 
comparatively large number of deaths 
attributable to these infections occurred 
over the week-end. One hundred and 
seven deaths in all occurred during Sun­
day and yesterday—51 from Influenza, I7 
from pneumonia, and the rest from 
other causes.

A week ago the mortality list showed 
112 deaths—48 from Influenza, and 21 of 
them from pneumonia.

The Ontario Safety League is petition­
ing the city council not to issue a per­
mit for a pubkfc garage at 29-36 St. Al­
bans street. I The proposed building 
would be almost directly opposite Wel­
lesley School, and, with so many small 
children about, the operating of a gar­
age would not be safe.

City Architect Price explained the ob­
jections to the proposal made by Prof. 
C. B. Sissons before the Open Forum on 
Sunday to remedy the housing situation. 
The professor's proposal was that the 
architect’s department should refuse per­
mits for other buildings until enough 
homes are built.

“That could not be put into effect," 
stated Mr. Price. "We have not the 
power to refuse permits for buildings if 
the plans conform to the building by­
laws. The statute says that we shall 
Issue a permit where the regulations are 
complied with.”

China h* 400,000,000. Of these 250,- 
000,000 were packed in the seaward 
half of the old southern eighteen pro­
vinces. In five ot the most thickly 
populated of these provinces the peo. 
pie were as thick as 810 to the square 
mile and upwards.

The Japanese, left to themselves, 
have always been a seapower of great 
Importance in. the Pacific. Japan 
governed for 2,000 years, not by the 
emperor, who lived in seclusion, but 
by the chief of "the most dominant 
clan. This chief Was known as the 
shogun." A great struggle took place 

over the question, when the country 
was to be opened, to the world, whe­
ther the shogun should rule, or whe­
ther the emperor should represent the 
government to the western world. 
Prince Ito, who was a great man and 
should be regarded sympathetically, 
went out among the western nations 
to find what was best to support the 
government of the emperor. He se­
lected the United States banking sys­
tem as the simplest, but it nearly 
ruined the Japanese nation. He found 
the German military system ready­
made, and adopted that. If they we're 
not now getting rid of it, Sir Edmund 
declared, he would not speak as he 
did in praise of Japan.

"Why our money is at a discount" 

was the subject of §m address which 
was treated in a vçry interesting man- 

by Prof. at. A. MacKenale before 
the members of the club for the study 
of social science at the Margaret 
Eaton Hall yesterday afternoon. The 
subject was naturally abstruse and its 
demonstration in a great degree 
technical, but the lecturer succeeded 
in giving his audience a good deal of 
practical information and many new 
Ideas on* the things that prove to be 
contributing factors in influencing the 
money markets of tiie world.

That much .confusion exists regard­
ing the matter which formed the ad­
dress, was a preliminary statement. 
There is a conviction in the minds of 
many, said the speaker, that a dollar 
is some standard of value, whereas a 
dollar is simply a short name for a 
definite weight of gold. Money gen­
erally is something that gives one the 
right to some of the money • ipetal 
called gold. The unit of value for all 
money is gold. Twenty-five or fifty 
cents in silver Is good because it re­
presents so much gold. So with the 
post office order; Its value is that it 
gives the holder the right to get so 
much gold in exchange on presenta­
tion. When It is a question of trading 
between different countries, as for 
example, if a man in London had to 
make payment to a man "in Paris, he 
would buy the right to a definite piece 
of gold in Paris, and there would be 
nothing international about the tran­
saction, except that the men happened 
to live In different countries. Ex­
change has nothing whatever to do 
with nattqnalities, said the speaker.

"Gold Point*"
Before the war England was buying 

from America wheat, cotton and to­
bacco and America was buying tex­
tiles and other manufactured goods, 
the Importer In each case receiving a 
piece of paper which gave him a right 
to receive so much gold. This paper is. 
sold and when there is more papdr on 
the market than there are ' buyers 
prices must go down; if the supply of 
goods exceeds the demand prices must 
fall, said the speaker. But as the 
value of gold Is always fixed the ex­
change In normal ‘times could never 
rise or fall beyond "gold points."

Main reasons for the present diffi­
culties in the matter of exchange are, 
first, the failure of the governments to 
keep their promise of paying the nor­
mal value of the dollar in gold and 
secondly, the inflation of currency. 
Canada has been trading with the 
United States and has bought more 
from that country than she has bought 
from Canada. We cannot get the gold 
to pay and no one knows the value of 
the Canadian dollar; therefore we 
must sell it to our Yankee cousin for 
what he thinks It worth, said the 
speaker. This condition, has often 
occurred before in the history of the 
world, as for example, In the time of 
the Emperor Diocletian, who placed a 
nominal rather than an intrinsic value 
on coin, and then up went prices. A 
second case quoted was when Wash­
ington placed prices and in some 
cases hanged people for not selling 
according to his schedule, yet the 
people who refused to so sell were 
right, for no act of any government 
can create value where no value ex­
ists, said Professor MaoKenzie. The 
phrase, “A thing is not worth a con­
tinental," has come down from the 
time when Washington sent his cur­
rency over the continent, but it proved 
of no value, tho the speaker gave 
Washington credit for thinking he 
was right in hie financial methods.

That the American government and 
the American people have nothing to 
do with the present condition, was the 
statement of the speaker. The crux 
of the situation is that ad the value of 
the dollar is not known, buyers have 
to take a chance, and as the proba­
bility is that the dollar has really de­
preciated owing to the war, the buy­
ing price Is lowered. That taxation 
will be the ultimate solution was ex­
pressed when Professor MacKenzie 
said, "We are going to be tremendous­
ly taxed but we’ll pay our debts." 
That the profiteer should bear the 
burden of the taxation was the view 
of the lecturer, who also gave as a 
partial remedy increased production 
and less buying of luxuries in Canada. 
Canadians should also buy as much 
as possible in the Dominion, not as 
something in retaliation, for which 
there Is no ground—but that the 
money mag circulate either in Can­
ada or England with a view to paying 
Canada's debt.

"It has beep noticeable amongst 
officials that during the past month 
or'so imports from the United States 
have decreased and imports from 
England have increased," declared. J.
H. Bertram, collector of customs for 
thè port of Toronto.

The above statement was made in 
reply to an inquiry bv The World as 
to the actual relative imports of the 
United States and Great Britain and 
,how ultimately It would effect the ex­
change rate.

I Jobless About Pen- British member of parliament, has rrotcst USC1C88 CADOUl ren
just arrived in Toronto from England.
In an interview he declared that an 
unprecedented amount of trade was 
coming to Britain and that the present, ► 
exchange situation was going to hurt 
the United States in the long run more 
than England. The situation, he said. 
was forcing production in the empire 
in cases where before, Britain was 
content to buy in America.

Colonel Morden’s words seem to hit 
the bullseye, 'so far as our Canadian 
purchases are concerned. Merchants 
in the Dominion are not ordering 
goods from the States as hlthertofore, 
add many orders that had been placed 
are being canceled. The reason given 
for the former fact is that buyers 
prefer to purchase in the empire, and 
for the cancellation of orders the 
exchange rate is responsible.

It is impossible, for the moment, to 
get the relative proportions of • im­
port values or the nature of the mer­
chandise as between Great Britain and 
the States, as all such details are 
sent to Ottawa for classification, the 
Toronto collector only keeping records 
of the moneys he receives. All the 
officials, however, have noticed a dis­
tinct falling off In American Imports 
and a big rise in English imports.

Customs House Figures.
Up to last Saturday the amount of 

customs dealt with .in Toronto was 
$2,802,610. If this average Is kept up 
until the end of the month the value 
will have Increased to something like 
$3,744,000. In February last year the 
value was $2,387,106. In February,
1917, when the “war was on, the value 
was- $2,940,162. During last January 
the Imports were very large, t>he value 
being $4,337,112, which constituted a 
record for the port.

The February of this year will show 
about $356.890 excess imports over .the 
corresponding month of 1919. Such 
being the case, and if American im­
ports are on the downward grade and 
the British on the upward, it clearly 
shows that that portion of Canada 
regulated by the Toronto customs house 
is buying extensively In England.
Colonel Morden’s words, “The ex­
change rate will hurt the United States 
in the long run more than England,” 
seem to toe coming true earlier than

Aid. Hlltz did rot think this recom­

mendation a good one. “To my knowl­
edge there are not many landlords 
pioneering," he said. “There maÿ be 
a few isolated cases, but the position ot 
the average landlord today Is not exactly 
a Led of roses."

“It Is of the children wn should first 
think," said Aid. Hamilton. “In many 
cases working men are no*» making en­
ough money to pay the bight rents and 
keep their families' In comfort.

must cut down on his children’s food 
supply. It does not augur well for the 
following generations if the children cl 
today are underfed."

Two motions made by Aid. Singer met 
with rather tough luck, as council adopt­
ed- the committee's suggestion to have 
them struck out.

The first was in regard to the declara­
tion of land valtib and bul'dlngs In con­
nection with assessments. In effect,
It was that the Architect who held the 
contract for any building should, on Its 
completion, turn in a report to the assess­
ment commissioner. This report was 
to contain the value of the land on which 
the building wn situated and the cost 
price of the completed work.

Aid. Hlltz objected to the motion on 
the grounds that It was Impossible to 
get all architects to value land and 
buildings on a standardized plan. "There 
are not two men In the city who would 
place the same valuation on work," he 
declared. "Their opinions would nat­
urally vary."

In defence of Ills motion, Aid. Singer 
stated that $47.000 would have been made 
by the city if this had been in effect 
last year. The alderman’s other mo­
tion wipe In regard to an amendment to 
the assessment act.

Staples In Coxwell Avenue.
The board of control reported that 

tenders had been received for the erec­
tion of stables on Coxwell avenue for 
the street cleaning department. The 
site for these stables as suggested is 
almost opposite those of the T. Eaton 
Company, and Is favored by Commission­
er Wilson.

Aid. Baker rose and heatedly proclaim­
ed that the Coxwell avenue site was no 
fit place for street cleaning stables.

Paris, Feb- y—Tie final documents 
annexed to - the Hungarian reply to 
the allied peace terms were presented 
to the secretary of the peace con­
ference on Saturday last.

The French press hew Intimated that 
the London conference would take up 
the Hungarian reply, but It is learned 
that no official notice to this effect 
has been riven to the Hungarian dele­
gation, headed by Count Apponyi.

The Hungarian attitude has been 
represented here as an uncompromis­
ing rejection of the proposed detach­
ment of Transylvania and, other ter­
ritories and the economic terms et 
tae treaty. It became known today, 
however, that the reply is based rather 
on the principle of self-determination.

It questions the exactitude of the 
representations made to the peace con­
ference by neighboring countries re­
garding their ethnological, historic and 
territorial claims. It savs that Hun­
gary is willing that the populations oC 
all the contested regions should de­
cide by an impartial plebiscite, not 
dominated by troops of occupation, 
whether they wished to remain Hun­
garian.

It is contended by the Hungarians 
in -their answer that the boundaries 
proposed by the treaty are strategi­
cally and economically favorable tx> 
the adjoining countries, but are un­
just to Hungary and not defensible 
on either ethnological or historical 
grounds. It is pointed out that, in 
addition to Transylvania, the boun­
daries proposed leave outside of Hun­
gary a strip of territory from 85 to 
40 miles wide, and entirely surround­
ing Hungary, in w.itch the Hungarian 
population is in the overwhelming 
majority. ’’

It is also alleged that the treaty 
cuts off a large population in the 
Carpathians, which in the past has 
depended for its existence upon the 
work given

Washington, Feb. 23.—Determination 
of the federal reserve board to exert 
the full power of the reserve bank­
ing system In regulating and con­
trolling the credit situation—a course 
designed to aid commerce and industry 
in restoring a pre-war equilibrium— 
was disclosed in the board's annual 
report made public today.

Recommendations also were made to 
congress for amendment of the reserve 
act, which would permit reserve banks, 
with approval of the federal reserve 
board, to establish normal maximum 
lines of credit accommodation for 
member banks. An ascending scale of 
rates would toe provided in event 
money was borrowed above tjie maxi­
mum line. This, the board believed, 
would induce banks to hold their own 
large borrowers In check and thus 
work to the end that credit expansion, 
on a large scale would be stopped.

"There need be no apprehension, as 
to our ability to ftfect the transition 
from war time to peace time condi­
tions If reasonable safeguards against 
the abuse of credit are respected,” 
the report declares. "Our economic 
and financial position is, at the bottom, 
safe and sound. Extremes must be 
avoided, the processes of adjusting 
the volume of credit to a normal basis 
should be effected in an orderly man­
ner, and its rapidity must be governed 
entirely toy conditions and circum­
stances as they develop. Much will 
depend upon the co-operation of'busi­
ness. Without such co-operation front 
the general community, progress can 
be neither rapid nor substantial."

The specific of greater production 
was urged again as one of the methods 
toy which the "proper balance" might 
be materially aided. But the board 
directed attention to dangers which, 
lie in the path of great production 
unless that production immediately 
followed by distribution and avoidance 
of wasteful consumption. It empha­
sized that hoarding must not be prac­
ticed or the stimulant of production 
will avail nothing.

Promise is made in the reply that 
even should the plebiscites proposed in 
Translvunia reject the alternative of 
annexation to Rumania, complete pol­
itical autonomy, with economic union 
with Hungary, would be given to 
Transylvania.

The reply declares that while 4* per 
cent, of the population of Transylvania 
is Rumanian, the territory has belong­
ed to Hungary for a thousand 
and the Rumanians who moved 
were exiles who found asylum there 
when they fled before the Turks. It 
is added that the Rumanians in that 
territory had never demanded annexa­
tion to Rumania, but they were divid­
ed, one party favoring autonomy and 
another remaining loyal to Hungary. 
The reply asks for the appointment of 
a commission to investigate atrocities 
alleged to have been committed in 
Transylvania by the Rumanian troops 
of occupation.

P. Gerow. a Canadian officer, whose 
home is in St. John.

Captain Gerow walked Into a 
local newspaper office this morning 
and explained to friends there that he 
left New York in the ordinary way of 
business two weeks ago and went to 
Philadelphia. From there he went to 
Boston^ where .he was sick for a few 
days. On his recovery he came to 
Mtintreal. Captain Gerow stated ho 
was returning to New York tonight.

The captain has been engaged in 
the United States in buying material 
from knockdown houses to be used in 
reconstruction work among army vet­
erans in England.

Baltimore, Md., Feb. 23.—Herbert 
C. Hoover, former food administrator, 
declared today in an address at Johns 
Hopkins University his opposition to 
making the ratification of the treaty 
vvRh Germany an issue in the presi­
dential campaign. He insisted the in­
jection of» the arguments for and 
against reservations would "obscure 
our pressing democratic issues by con­
flict over a question in which the 
country already has made up its 
mind," and added, “It is my impres­
sion that there is no party credit in 
this position."

The present danger Europe is fac­
ing, Mr. Hoover said, is not so much 
a revolutionai y cataclysm as the 
"steady degeneration of the standard 
of living and the slow decay of the 
forces of stability." Restored produc­
tivity, he insisted, is essential if the 
allies are to receive the maximum 
reparation. “Until then we shall not 
have real peace," he said. "It will be 
delayed as long as wo hang the treaty 
m the air, for we ore a part of it.

“I do not believe the adherence of 
the American people to the league 
requires any demonstration,” he con­
tinued. “It has been under discussion 
for eight months. It has been given 
able debate and consideration in Us 
every complexion. I believe that the 
majority of our people are convinced 
of the -necessity of reservations with 
the league. Both parties to til®, con­
flict appear to concede this. The con­
flicting groups over the character of 
the reservations have gradually aban­
doned their extreme ground and have 
come closer and closer to a common 
mind. It would appear to an outsider 
,nat both sides were in agreement on 
all the great major ideals of the 
leaguè and the major ideals of re­
servations, but that they are. In dis­
agreement mostly over 
questions in the reservations. In the 
meantime the world is held in sus­
pense. Infinite misery goes on accum­
ulating. Forces are sat in motion that 
may yield new conflicts. Already the 
distrust and undermining of confi­
dence and credit in the world has 
crippled our export market."
