London, Sept. 7—A German attempt to regain possession of
Leuze Wood, on the Somme front, last night, led to hand to hand
fighting with the British. The War Office announced today that the

Yermans were beaten back. The announcement follows:
“Under cover of darkness the enemy made a

counter-attack

against our position in Leuze Wood. After hand to hand fighting
the enemy was driven back, leaving two officers and seventeen men

prisoners in our hands.

‘‘The fighting at Ginchy continues. There has been considerable
artillery activity on both sides during the night and this morning,

the enemy using gas and lachrymatory shells. -
East of Neuville-Sevaast the enemy exploded a mine.

évening we carried out a very effective bombardmnt of the enemy’s

trenches west of Lens.
BIG GAIN AT VERDUN

Paris, Sept. 7—The French have captured the German first line
trenches over a front of one mile on the Verdun front, the War Office

announced today..

The breach in the German line was effected on the front north-
east of Verdun, between the Vaux Chapitre region and the town of

Chenois.

They took 250 prisoners.

The statement adds that a powerful effort made by German
troops to dislodge the French from Hospital Farm on the.Somme
front was without success, and that the Germans were dispersed

with heavy losses.
BRITISH NOW NEED BUT GINCHY

“Must Make Truce With Enm

Peace Cry More Insistent Than Ever In
Germany; Note of Defeat In
Newspaper Articles

Yondon, Sept. 7.—(New York Times
cable.) —The Daily Express prints these
extracts from the Berlin Socialist organ
Vortwaerts: “If the Central' authorities
still have any doubts as to the real sen-
timents of the people in regard to the
continuance of this frightful struggle,
they should personally attend some of
the crowded meetings now being held in
various parts of the empire. At all
of these gatherings the demand for
speedy peace without any annexation is-
received with thunderous cheers.

“At one of these gatherings, Deputy
Kappler declared that the only real
guarantees against the repetition of such
a catastrophe lay in the disarmament of
all states and the establishment of an
international arbitration court. In the
meantime, however, he -added, a truce
with Great Britain must be arranged,
even if at the sacrifice of some of Ger-
many’s chief ambitions.”

The Schwabische Tagwacht of Stutt-
gart 8 quoted as saying: “Even if the
Russiens. Italiape and all of the con-

tinental allies were beaten, England’s
naval supremacy would not be destroy-
ed, and we may go so far as to say that
unless a miracle happens this object will
never be realized, not even though the

war lasts thirty years. Prolongation of

the war can only plunge us into deeper
misery and expose us to the gravest per-
ils.”

The Berlin Post says: “The recall of
Von Falkenhayn is equivalent to an
admission by Germany of the defeat suf-
fered before Verdun, an admission which
comes more than six months after the
beginning of this gigantic adventure.

“It was said that Falkenhayn would
be fully justified in the sacrifice of half
a million men if he could capture Ver-
dun. He has lost the elite of the im-
perial army and now Verdun represents
a mild defeat, the consequences of which
are now seen in northern France, in
Russia, in the Trentino and on the Is-
onzo. It further constitutes a moral de-
feat of which the reaction is at this mo-
ment felt so seriously in the Balkans.”

On Tuesday Miss
Palmer returned after her vacation and,
on reporting for duty at the offite, was
informed that her services were no long-
er required.

He did promise, however,
to assist her in securing a position in
some other department. Later she saw
Premier Clarke, who described her ease
as “unfortunate,” and intimated that the
government might possibly do something
for her at its October meeting. He
would not even give assurance that her
salary for September would be forthcom-
ing in lieu of notice.

Miss Palmer is a daughter’ of the late
John Palmer, an ex-mayor of this city,
who for years conducted a manufactur-
ing industry here. He met with finan-
cial reverses and' since his death Miss
Palmer has been the principal support
of her widowed mother. Her summary
dismissal has caused much indignation
about the city and people are at a loss
to discover a cause for it.

ullY GRANT FOR-
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HARBOR SUSHEYS DISCUSSED

Commissioners Want Government
to Undertake’ Work—Talk of
Further Huﬁor Improvements
and Harbor Commission

After hearing a delegation which pre-
sented the claims of the Tourist Associ-
ation, the common eouncil, at their noon
committee meeting today voted a renewal
of last year’s grant of $562 to enable
them to carry on:their work.

Commissioner ‘Russell’s resolution for
a harbor survey and revision of harbor
laws and rates at a cost of $2,500, was
laid over until the commissioner could
find what dominion surveys are “avail-
able and also if the'dominion gevernment
would undertake the additiona{ surveys
which may be needed. In the course of
the discussion anmpuncements were made
that additional hatbor improvements are
to be undertaken by the government
next year, and thdt placing the St. John
harbor in commission is likely to be con-
sidered by the government after the war
is over.

The meeting was held at twelve
o'clock, Mayor Hayés presiding, with
Commissioners Wigmore, Russell and
Fisher and the common clerk present.

A delegation congisting of F. A. Dyke-
man, R. E. Armstrong, F. C. Smith, H.
W. Rising, H. G. Marr and H. L. Gan-
ter, r:presenting the Tourist Association,
appeared before the council to request a
grant for the purpose of carrying on
their work. No grant ‘was made this
year, but in other years a grant of $750
had been made, and last year the amount
was cut to $562. The claims of the or-
ganization were laid before the council
by the president, Mr. Dykeman, and the
secretary, Mr. Armstr-ng, who pointed
out that their funds are exhausted and
a new issue of booklets was needed.

After some disctssion, Commissioner
Russell’s motion that a grant of $562,
the same as last year, be made, was car-
ried. |

Harbor Matters

Commissioner Réasell then moved that
he: be empowered to enter into a con-
tract with an engineer for a complete
and adequate survey of the harbor and
harbor facilities, the engineer also to fur-
nish a revision of the schedule of harbor
fees and the harbor by-laws, at an esti-
mated cost of $2,500. He urged the need
of such & survey in connection with im-
provements, and additional - improve-
ments, he said, are to be undertaken soon
in the main harbor as well as in Courte-
nay Bay.

The Mayor:—“Have you definite in-
formation that improvements are to be
made?”

Commissioner Russell:—“Yes, T have.”

In reply to Commissioner Wigmore,
the commissioner said that the govern-
mert surveys do not meet the needs of
the city, and he had been advised by the
government that the new surveys would
be valuable.

Commissioner Wigmore:—*T feel con-
fident that it will not be very many
years before the harbor will be placed
in commission, and F believe that, if a
survey is needed, all that is required is
that we should ask the government to
undertake the work.”

Commissfoner Russell said that Hon.
Mr. Hazen had informed him ’that the
matter of putting the harbor in com-
mission would not even be considered
until after the war. He had been told
by a government official that the govern-
ment has no survey of the coast from
St. John to Lepreaux, while there are
comprehensive surveys of every little
harbor on Nova Scotia.

Commissioner Fisher upheld the sug-
gestion that the government should be
asked to furnish the survey and he felt
that the council and city officials eould
lcok after the revision of rates and by-
laws.

Commissioner Wigmore suggested that
the commissic ner of harbors he request-
ed to commuaicate with Ottawa, asking
what iiformation now is available and
ale) if the government would be willing
to make further survevs if needed. This
was agreed to, and the original resolu-
tion was allowed to stand over.

Owing to the absence of the commis-

Ride of Walk Was Question
For Million This Morning

SITUATION WAS SERIOLS

Subway and Elevated Trains Run-
ning With the Aid of Nearly
Three Thousand Strike Breakers
Under Police Protection

SURFACE

New York, Sept. 6—A million or more

residents of New York left their homes
this morning not knowing whether they
would ride to work or walk. The first
test of a strike declared last night by
the union employes of the elevated and
subway railways came with the morn-
ing rush hours on these main arteries of
travel between the two ends of Manhat-
tan Island.

If the car-men can carry out their
threats to halt surface as well as sub-
way and elevaied traffic, New York
faces the biggest and most vital strike
in its history. The geographical form-
ation of Manhattan Island—long and
narrow—the wide distribution of popula-
tion of the greater city and the concen-
tration of the business make New York
peculiarly susceptible to any interrup-

tion_of-street car traffic. °
When the workers of the city started

the Amalgamated Association of Street
and Electric Railway Employes which
is conducting the strike, had been un-
able to tie up the subway and elevat-
ed lines, but had succeeded in crippling
some of the most important surface
lines. With the aid of nearly 8,000 strike
breakers and under police protection, tife
Interborough Rapid Transit Company
was running its trains in subway and on
“L” almost on normal schedules. The
strike of the Interborough employes has
spread, however, to the carmen of the
New York Railway Company, which
operates all but 'two of the important
surface lines in the boroughs of Man-
hattan and the Bronx lines in Brooklyn,
in the system of the Brooklyn Rapid
Transit Company.

Approximately 18,000 employes are
affected. The imminent cause of the
strike is the refusal of the Interborough
Company to release the men from an
agreement to seek no further improve-
ment in working conditions for a per-
iod of two years after an advance in
pay which the men received last month.
Behind these demands, however, is a
contest over the unionization of the
street car workers of the city, among
whom the Amalgamated Association has
gained a strong footing only during the
last few months.

Some Rough Work.

Several instances of elevated trains be-
ing bombarded with stones and bottles
thrown from roofs were reported to the
police a little before nine o’clock.
Police reserves rushed to the scenes of
disorder, entered the buildings and
chased from the roofs garzs of men said
to have been seen carrying missiles.
At nine o’clock the Interborough re-
ported that express and local trains were
running on normal schedule on both
subway and elevated lines and with but
few changes from the regular crews.

Russian General Confident; He is Wear-
ing the Enemy Out; Three Lines of
Enemy Trenches Along 20 Mile Front
Captured in Few Hours

London, Sept. 7—(Toronto Mail and
Empire cable)—Writing from a “town
in Southern Russia,” George Mewes
says, in a despatch to the Daily Mirror:

Value of Roumania In
 The Work of Her Allies

The National Geographical Society, in
a bulletin . just issued under the caption
“Resources of Roumania,” points ~out
that Roumania will be a valuable ally
to the Entente. The bulletin says:

“In the present struggle it has been
easier on many occasions to secure men
for the firing line than to control the fa-
cilities for transporting them, and to
find the necessary food for them after
their arrival in the trenches. Roumania
possesses the means to solve, in part,
both these problems.

“With an area about equal to that of
the State of Arkansas, but with a popu-
lation nearly five times as great, Rou-
mania is essentially an agricultural coun-
try, producing vastly more wheat in 19156
than Bulgaria, Serbia, Greece and Mon-
tenegro combined. Its crop last year
(89,000,000 bushels) equaled the joint
production of our two fertile wheat
states, Minnesota and Iowa. The yield

of barley, corn, oats and rye is also

large, and during the two years of war
the country has waxed rich playing the
role of an Egyptian Joseph to starving
brother nations—the well-paying Central
Powers. - Before the war the value of
Roumania’s grain exports exceeded
$100,000,000 annually, and second in the
list of her international sales was petro-
leum, valued at nearly. $8,000,000 a year.

“In the transportation of Russian .
troops, as well as in -handling her own
forces to the Austro-Hungarian and
Bulgarian borders, Roumania’s 2,300
mile railway system, nearly 95 per cent.
of which is state owned, will play an
extremely important role, as will also
that great water highway, the Danube,
which flows out of Austria-Hungary at
the Kazan Pass, and in its . eastward
course to the Black Sea forms the nav-
igable southern boundary of Roumania
for nearly 850 miles. The 1,806,000 miles
of national roads, criss-crossing the
country, will also greatly facilitate the
dispatch of troops.”

BIG RESULTS IN THE
WHITE PLAGUE FIGHT

Reduction Frem 117 to 70 Deaths

Per Thousand in:Few Years—|

Dr. Townsend Talks of the
Work

“A reduction in the deaths due to
tuberculosis from 114, as it was when I
first came to New Brunswick, to 70 per
thousand, as it is now, shows very de-
finitely the result of the campaign which

has been waged in this province,” said
Dr. David Townsend, superintendent of
the River Glade sanitarium, who is in
the city today.

“While the sanitarium plays an im-
portant part in this work, much of the
credit must be given to the work of the
association for the prevention of tuber-
culosis, in their efforts to. improve con-
ditions and to educate the people. If
everybody lived under the proper con-
ditions and observed the rules of health,
no one need ever contract the disease.
But as long as people are taking the
disease the sanitarium is needed.

In our institution we are taking men
in the early stages of the disease and
restoring them to health and earning
capdcity, effecting an economic saving
far greater than the cost of the work.
Your St. John ceunty institution is do-
ing equally valuable work in a different
way, by taking the most advanced cases
away from surroundings where the con-
tagion might be spread, and thus saving
the community from the sure result of
having other cases develop from the
first.

“There should be many more institu-
tions such as the St. John County, Hos-
pital, and I would like to see the ar-
rangements on somewhat the same basis
as the care of the insane, the institutions
managed by the province with each com-
munity paying the expense of the pa-
tents it sends.

“At the same time I do not believe
in making all the treatment entirely free;
the patient appreciates it more when he
is paying for it and he gets better re-
sults.”

In the Balkans

London, Sept. 7—An official statement
reporting military operations in Mace-
donia was issued by the British govern-
ment as follows: :

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\ Signal Victory Over The Enemy

Paris Reports sreaiest
Victory Since Offensive
On The Somme Began

Paris, Sept. 4—“Not a success merely,
but a victory—the greatest victory since
the offensive began”—is the way a dis-
patch from the Somme front describes
yesterday’s operations,

According to the Echo of Paris, the
French have administered a smashing
defeat to crack German corps, under
the eyes of Field Marshal von Hinden-
burg himself, in a negular pitched battle
of ' five hours’ duration.

The weather had greatly interfered
with General Foch’s plans. Twice a
postponement was necessary, owing to
a driving rain. which prevented aerial
observation. ‘Twice the artillery ceased

re from the sheer impossibility of
knowing whether its objectives had
been attained, only to begin again as
soon as a gleam of sunshine pierced the
low-lying clouds. 1

It was not until yesterday that the
French commander could be certain that
his " preparations were adequate an®
gave the order for the attack, which,
lacking - that knowledge, he would not
risk.

The delay had given the Germans time
to mass their forces in the threatened
area. From before Guillemont to the
fomme no less than two army corps of
the finest troops the German FEmpire
can boast were waiting to bar the ad-
vance of the Chasseurs "Alpins and regi-
'y'#-ﬁts of Normandy-and Brittany and
tWeir allies. z

The Kaiser’s heroic Brandenburgers

were not again to cross swords with thcl

French regiments which had torn the
Iouaumont crest from their grasp on
Saturday in February. To the Branden-
burgers fell the task of holding Guille-
mont against the British, and they fail-
ed, as they failed at Verdun.

Next to them, at the point of the Al-
lies’ junction before Guillemont and
Maurepas, the Third Division of the
Imperial Guard, under command of the
Prince of Prussia, linked up with a half
division of Saxons. They, too, tried in
vain to check the rush of the chasseurs
and “the hardheads” from the north-
western fishing villages.

Between Maurepas and Clery, where
the bloodiest fighting occurred, was the
f2cond Army Corps of Bavarians, ever
in the forefront of hattle, so that the
r'lied assault was met by little short of
£0,000 men. -

Although last night’s official bulletin
spoke of counter-attacks, it is doubtful
whether “simultaneous attacks” would
notbe a more correct phrase, for, as the
French left their trenches in waves,
cheering and singing after their long in-
action, the German masses moved to
meet them, as if actuated by a common
impulse.

In the fierce melee which followed,
giant' howitzers and field fortificationg
were forgotten and the battle was won,
like Jean, by French bayonets and light
artillery, backed by the genius of French
commanders. The French, too, have
learned to excel the Germans in the use
of the'quick-firers, which have become
a deadlier weapon in their attack than
ingghe German defense.

At 480 o'clock in the afternoon the
German lines began to waver. By five
o’clock they were in full retreat, stream-
ing helter-skelter back across the open
country under the fire of the victors. To
many of the latter it seemed as if the
victory might be followed up immedi-
ately, but General Foch’s orders were

' absolute—there must be no advance be-
*¥ond the objective defined.

“The net results were of the highest
fmportance. . The French reached the
outskirts of Combles and were firmly
established on the plateau overlooking
the Bapaume-Peronne State road. Fur-
ther south they gained a footing on Hill
St. Quentin, dominating Peronne itself.
‘The whole line north of the river has
been brought level to that at the south,
which no longer forms the salient. Most
important of all is the moral effect of
the victory, which shows that not even
Germany’s best troops in equal or su-
perior numbers, fully expecting and pre-

ared for an attack, can check the
French offensive. For further progress
nothing can be more significant.

Flower of 6erman Army
Had To Give Way Before
Kitchener's Fighting Men

With the British Armies in France,
Sept. 4—(Via London.)—As fuller re-
ports come in ,there is general elation at
the Army Headquarters over the results
of the British and French attacks yester-
day against the German positions in the
Somme region, i

It was “by the right flank” in the con-
certed assault with the great battle which
never has ceased for two months flam-
ing up into a geperal conflict. |

The army heads are gratified because
south of Ginchy to the Somme, despité
the immense: German preparation; the
drive has been the greatest success of
any since the offensive began, unless it
was that of July 14, when the British
broke the German second line,

Kit:hener’'s new army charged the
flower of the German army—the Prus-
sian Guards—four divisions of = which
were concentrated before the British to
stay the offensive. In places the Ger-
man emperor’s favorite troops were
driven back, counter-attacked, and had
to yield their crimsoned, shell-wrecked
trenches to stubborn English and Scotch,
raost of whom two years ago did not
know how to form fours, and who
fought all the harder because of the
known p{tstige of their foe.

It hardly seemed possible that more ar-
tillery cculd be concentrated against
given areas than had been already, but
more was concentrated today, by . both
British and Germans. Never had so
any guhs been in action.

The attack was not simultaneous, nor
‘was it along the whole line. Different
isections were timed with clock-work
regularity, each suiting the purpose of
the commanders, while the French and
English acted together as if one army.

By the roar of the guns in the early
hours of the morning along the whole
front no observer could have told where
the blows were to fall. Against '"Thiep-
val, that redoubtable position which the
British have been gradually approach-
ing, no effort was made. But just be-
fore dawn their infantry rushed the
old first line of trenches at certain
points both north and south of the
Ancre.

The first stage of the infantry action
was entirely on this' flank and at Mou-
quet Farm, where the Australians were
at it again. They had been wanting
that farm, these lean fellows from un-
der the Southern Cross, and had taken
and lost it once. This time they pushed
through it and beyond it. Nothing more
picturesque had happened in the Somme
battle than these hardy ranchmen who
can shoot and ride, smooth shaven,
laconic, bred out-of-doors, going against
the Prussian Guards. :

Guillemont the Prize

Later in the morning the .big busiress
of the day begun from Delville Wood
southward through to the Somme. " All
the murderous power on both sides,
guns and machine guns, were exerted to
the utmost.

Guillemont was the prize the British
sought. Two weeks ago, this village was
the most completely devastated of any
on the front, and the British had been
pounding it day after day with eévery
calibre of gun. Guillemont no longer is
a village, but an iron and- lead mine.
Twice the British had carried their
charges into it and even through it, only
to be forced out. It is estimated that
200,000 shells were fired into
that 8,000,000 bullets traversed it.

Sapping forward and connecting up
shell craters into trenches, the British
worked their way, aided by occasional
charges, to the village, but the Ger-
mans established themselves in a small
trench salient, southwest of the village,
where they were only thirty or forty
yards from the British and so near that
the British guns dared not fire on them
for fear of hitting their own men. Here
the Germans had a machine gun so
placed that it swept the space between
the trenches, but the British managed
to get across and, about midday, swept
through the village of Guillemont,
cleaning up nests of machine guns, and
across the ﬂelds’on the other side, es-

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tablishing themselves  in sunken
road.

But south of Guillemont one section
of the Prussian Guard resisted desper-
ately in Falfemont Farm and Wedge
Wood, and here all the afternoon bomb-
ing and hand-to-hand fighting were pro-
ceeding. Here the guard had high
grounds, which they had turned into a
fortress, and they were evidently deter-
mined to keep faith with their prestige.

No sooner had the British taken Guil-
lemont and swept through it than the
Germans turned on it a tornado - «f
shell fire from their immense concentra-
tion ‘of guns in this section.

The whole movement was like that
of July 1, with the army swinging on
its position north of the Ancre as its
pivot.

The French, between the Somme and
the British right, under the protection
of an amazing hurricane of shell fire,
co-operated in a brilliant advance. From
a hill, the blue of their soldiers and the
khaki of the British could be seen side
by side as they charged and, as the
trenches were taken, the green figures of
the Germans filing back to the rear-as
prisoners completed. the spectacle under
an unbroken stream of shells overhead.

The guns were so thick behind both
the  British and French infantry, and
their action was so furious that it ap-
palled imagination.

Prussian Guard prisoners taken said
the German emperor had let it be known
to his troops that there would be no
winter campaign. They believed the
decision of the war was coming in this
suimmer’s fight and in the fighting of the
next month. As for food, they had
never wanted for it. The Prussian
Guard always had plenty.

The fiercest struggle of all was for the
possession of Ginchy, that commanding
high ground. When the Associated' Press
corres{)onden‘t left the Corps Headquar-
ters at night the British had more than
kalf the village.

Fought All Night

In most parts of the line the night
was one of continugus fighting.

The Germans, who had massed great
forces against the British, responded
with® prompt counter-attacks under the
cover of an immense volume of artillery
fire. British guns laid their sheets of
crashing blasts on the German trenches
up to the very moment that the British
infantry reached them, and no sooner
were the infantry in the trenches than
the Germans turned the same kind of a
hurricane on them.

With every action the artillery seems
to become more powerful and accurate
and the infantry more cunning in work-
ing in co-operation with it.

Probably the British took about 1,000
prisoners who reached the collecting sta-
tions alive through the successive cur-
tains of fire. Nearly all the Germans
in the Guillemont sector were killed by
shell fire. The wounded who sought
cover in shell craters were killed by the
bursting of other shells.

The British carried their light ma-
chine guns forward, and with these fac-
ed ‘the German counter-attack under
cover of their artiflery. At Mouquet
Farm the Australians had to yield part
of the ground gained with the Germans
at last accounts in possession of the
farm itself.

One of the most formidable German
counter-attacks struck southward, ‘try-
ing to catch the British who had en-
tered Ginchy in the flank. Guillemont
lost, Ginchy became all the more vital
to the Germans,

The Germans' brought up reinforce-
ments. So did the British, Amid these
ruins, with the guns of neither side dar-
ing to fire because of fear of hitting
their. own men, machine guns and rifles
rattied when they could be used and
bombers worked from the cover of any
remaining trenches, shell craters, and
piles of mashed brick and mortar.

Aviators, scouting for information,
who looked down on the scene saw it
as a mad football scrimmage of strug-
gling figures.

The British are still_holding fast: to
the sunken road -beyond Guillemont and
in a pelting rain this morning .fighting
continued around Falfemont Farm and
the wedge of wood where a section of
the Prussian Guard still held out. With-
out cessation German guns kept up a
terrific volume of shell fire on Guille-

With the fifth wave of Germans the
British gave up & line of trench, and
those who still survived fell back into
shell craters on the edge of the wood
and scattered here and there in these
holes, which became strong points. They
took a savage toll of Germans in the
fifth wave. Surviving Germans who
were also forced into shell craters were
unable to advance or retreat as dawn
appeared. Thus foes were literally inter-
woven, a man or group of men in one
shell crater not knowing whether the
neighboring one was occupied by friend
or enemy. The guns from neither side
could fire, not knowing the location of
its own men. Thus it became a mgn-to-
man fight in that area of fragments of
dead mixed with torn earth.

Using their light machine guns, which
are carried forward readily and having
a distinct advantage over heavier Ger-
man guns, and bombing persistently
while their artillery had kept impas-
sable a curtain flre against German re-
serves, the British have gained a good
portion of the ground lost.

Professing his admiration for
courage with which the Germans
vanced, a British officer said: “If these
are Hindenburg tactics we welcome
them.”

There is no evidence of any German
forces having withdrawn from this
front since Roumania entered the war.
On the contrary, German gunfire has
been increased.

Our position on this ridge enabled us
to see, in its entirety, the awful maug-
nificence of a modern artillery bom-
bardment (as well as feel it.) The rattle
of rifles and machine gun, mingled with
the roar of the heavy guns .and the
rending of metal and the crashing of
old giant trees, as they fell to the earth,
like grain before a scythe, drowned the
cries and groans of the wounded and
dying; and over all the flashing of mil-
lions of star shells, made the night as
bright as day.

When things were at the worst Fritz
threw over two giant flare shells, which
burst in the sky and blazed forth into
millions of vari-colored lights, which
looked as if hell indeed had at last broke
loose and taken a hand ih the awful
carnage.

Four Days Unconsclous.

Private Howard Ginder, who enlisted
in Fredericton and went overseas with

“ .| the 26th Battalion, being wounded while

in the fighting with that unit, has had
his left foot amputated at the ankle. In
a letter to his wife, Private Ginder states
that he was seriously wounded, receiving
four shrapnel wounds in the legs, while
the base of his skull was also fractured.
He was a stretcher bearer with the 26th
Battalion and the same shell that wound-
ed him killed three of his comrades.
When Private Ginder was found the
three men were lying across his body
dead. He remained unconscious for four
days after reaching the hospital and for
a time his condition was considered
critical. It was necessary to amputate
the left foot about. six inches above the
ankle, but according to his letter he is
now progressing and hopes to be able
to return to Canada within a short time.
Private Ginder is now in hospital in
England.

GROCERY MARKET
N

The following comment on the mar-
ket situation as regards food stuffs ap-
peared in Canadian Grocer last week:
Office of publication, Toronto, Aug. 31.

The announcement of the entry of
Roumania into the war on the side of

the Allies came just a little too late
to forestall ap advance of 80 cents a
barrel in the price of flour. Flour is
now at the highest point in twenty
years. Graham flour and wheat flour
advanced in sympathy with first patent
flours. There was a fluctuaticn of 93
cents a bushel in the price of whedat on
Monday of this week. The demand for
flour has been good. Business is being
done on a 80-day basis. If the price
goes down in the meantime, the buyer
will get the benefit of the decline, This
has had a tendency to cause merchants
to protect themselves on an advancing
market. There is a heavy demand for
mill feeds and millers bave had to limit
the amount of orders in some -cases.
Prices have advanced on bran, shorts
and middlings.

Sugar is weaker and a decline is pre-
dicted for the near future. Reports
from Ontario points indicate that there
has been an improvement in the supply
of western salmon. Prices *are firm.
Meckerel and sole are expected from the
New York market this week. This will
be the first of the Oeason. Farmers
throughout Ontario are busy harvesting
and shipments of hogs have been light.
It is anticipated that with the comple-
tion of harvesting, larger shipments of
hogs will come in and prices may be-
come easier. There has been a big con-
sumption of cooked meats and prices are
firm and high.

Butter prices have again advanced.
There has been a heavy export demand.
Prices are high compared with prices
during the corvesponding period of last
year. Cheese also advanced further dur-
ing the week. A government official
has predicted an egg famine during the
coming winter, but commission men are
incredulous. They are of the opinion
that prices will be high during the win-
ter, but do not thin} they will reach
famine prices.

SHIP-BUILDING BOOM
- IN-NOVA' SCOTIA

(Amherst Guardian.)

In the presence of hundreds of spec-
tators whom not even a down-pour of
rain could keep away, the four-masted
schooner Ada Tower, built by Council-
lor G. M. Cochrane, was launched at
Port Greville on last Saturday after-
noon.

The Ada Tower is a vessel of 150
feet keel length. Her tonnage is 528.
Her lines are graceful, but at the same
time the vessel gives the impression of
being sturdily built and capable of
standing the hardest tests of the sea.
She wiii be commanded by Captain
Leonard Tower, of Wood Point, N. B,
and will be put i the lum’ber-can-yins
trade. Her first cargo will be shippe

‘by Newton Pugsley, of Parrsboro, and

will be taken on at once at some place
on the Parrsboro shore.
Four More Schooners,

Four more schooners, one of them

due to be launched in about two weeks,
are now being built on the Parrsboro
shore—two at Port Greville, one at
Spencer’s Island, and one at West Ad-
vocate. All of them are expected to be

« | put into lumber carrying and some of

them, no doubt, will be fooling Hun sub-
marines ¢a the other side of the Atlan-
tic if Germany doesn’t throw up the
spong»~ too soon.

One “of the vessels now building at
Port Greville is being constructed by
Councillor G. M. Cochrane and will be
a three-masted schooner of 400 odd ton-
This schooner is but begun, the
keel having been laid only recently. The
other vessel under way at Port Greville
is being built by Messrs. H. Elderkin
& Company. The construction of this
vessel, a three masted schooner, is quite
well advanced but she will not be ready
for lannching for scme little time yet.

The Other Vessels

At Spencer’s Island Captain James
Pettis is building a three-master, a
schooner of about 425 tons. The vessel
The keel
was laid some time ago and the frame
is now 1 place.

Spencer’s Island people are especially
interested in the building of.this schoon-
er because it is the first vessel to be
built there in about fifteen years. They
remember past shipbuilding - and take
pride in the fact that the big Glooscap,
one of the largest vessels of its kind to
be built in Canada, was the product of
Spencer’s Island, and they are hoping
that Captain Pettis’s vessel is to be but
one of a number turned out there in the
revival of shipbuilding along the shore.

The West Advocate vessel is being
built by Captain.T. K. Bentley, She
will be a three-master of 188 feet keel
length and 480 tonnage. Céptain Bent-
ley has had quite a gang of men at
work for some: time: past and now has
the satisfaction of seeing the vessel
nearly ready for the water. The deck
is in and the forecastle quarters and af-
ter house are now being finished. The
masts~—fine ninety foot sticks of Ore-
gon pine—will be in place in a few days.

THE—MARKETS AT A GLANCE

“Hardware and Metal,” Sept. 2, said:

Theend of higher prices for hardware
is not yet in sight. Despite the many
extraordinary advances which have tak-
en place during recent months, a new
budget of changes is announced each
week and predictions are made of more
to follow. This week has been no excep-
tion and severel important changes have
been announced. New and higher prices
have been issued on clothes wringers
following the recent withdrawal of
prices.

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REPORTS  THOUSANDS
ARE DYING IN SYRIA

Returned Traveler SaysThat Only
Aid From America Prevented
Wiping Out of the Population

London, Sept. 6.—The Daily Chronicle
says that revolting instances of Turkish
tryanny and oppression in Syria and Pal-
estine are given in a story from an
authentic source. The writer, who re-
cords what he has seen during several
months of travel owver all the districts
from Aleppo to Jerusalem, says:

“Everywhere 1 was confronted with

the most revalting sights of famine, dis-
ease and misery. Death is sweeping
away in thousands men, women and
children while the government officials
look on in cruel stolidity. It is no ex-
aggeration to say that fwo thirds of the
inhabitants of the villages in the neigh-
borhood of Jerusalem, Ramallah, Ettai-
beh, Elbirch, Beit Safafa Selwyn, Beit
Hanineh and Bir Zeit died of hunger and
typhoid fever.
It was a black day when Enver Pasha
arrived in Syria. He issued an order
absolutely forbidding the imporletion of
wheat or any other grain into Lebanon
and the effect was that the dearth
in Lebanon soon developed into gen-
ergl famine. The inhabitants died off
in thousands and in many villages not
a soul was left. In this way Enver
was carrying out his scheme of starv-
ing Lebanon to death as punishment
for her French sympathies, Some of the
Sheikhs and leading religious men ap-
proached the Lutasarrif of Lebanon,
pra'y'in%I him to take pity and intercede
with the government to save the rem-
nant of the people from _starvation.
He answered brutally: “Have mothers
been eating their children yet?”

“‘No,’ they replied.

“‘Well, then,’ said ne, ‘there can’t
be any famine’

“Except for the generosity of the
Syrian emigrants in America and other

arts of the world in.gending financial
ﬁelp to their compatriots at home the
toll of destitution and death would be
more terrible still, nay, the whole peo-
ple of Syria would have been entirely
wiped out.”

YOUNG BAY GIVEN
TEMPORARY DISCHARGE

G. Sherwin Day, who enlisted with
the 286th Battalion here last week, has
been given a temporary discharge and
released in care of his mother, When he
enlisted, he gave his age as. eighteen
years, and his appearance indicated that
he might well be that age. After he had
been sent from St. John to the battalion
headquarters in Fredericton, his mother
followed and submitted proof that the
boy is only fourteen years of age, asking
that he be discharged. Her request has
been granted while the matter is being
taken up with headquarters. Mrs. Day
is a former resident of Chatham but has
been residing in St. John. Her hus-
band died soon after the birth of their
son, and she has no other family.

In connection with this case, attention
has been drawn to the fact that severe
penalties are provided for those who
give false information when enlisting.

*SURRENDER OF BAVARIANS

Wet Through in Thunderstorm, Send
Officer to British Lines

, (By Philip Gibbs)

British headquarters, Aug. 81.—Some
of the extracts I have given from cap-
tured German letters reveal the.suffer-
ings of the Germans. More eloquent
than these letters is the dribbling in of
men who surrender willingly,

One significant little episode was that
told briefly in today’s communique. In
that ditch called the Intermediate trench
northwest of High Wood were an ad-
vanced body of German soldiers. The
British got their machine guns to work
at each end of the trench and put an
artillery barrage behind it. A thunder-
storm completed the painfulness of the
situation. It flooded the ground and
made a bog knee deep. Through the
dark mist a white flag fluttered, and
presently with this emblem a tall fig-
ure came over tp the British lines.

the British officer he had a party of
abott 124 men who were willing to sur-
render. They were sick and weary of
their situation. The offer was accepted
“as politely as it was made, and out of
the intermediate trench came a large

number of extremely wet and muddy ) p

and miserable Bavarians.

Something like forty prisoners were)

taken pretty easily the day before by the
Australian troops, who sent out a strong
patrol which went into the ruins of
Moquet Farm and dragged out these
men. Before getting back to their line
again, unfortunately for the prisoners,
the German machine gunners were not
discriminating, and only two came back
to the British line. v

There is no doubt the morale of the
troops opposed to the British in the
front lines is not as high and proud as
one would expect from the Prussian
Guards and picked troops. The men are
nerve-shattered by the continual British
shell fire and they have no enthusiasm.

THE MAIL HORSES.

Editor of the Times:

Sir:—Will you allow me the use of
your columns to enter a protest in re-
gard to a matter abéut which many
persons as well as myself, are feeling in”
dignant. As 1 was coming up King
street last Friday afternoon my atten-
tion was drawn to the mail wagon go-
ing down on the other side. The horse
was excruciatingly overchecked, it was
dead lame in front, and seemed to need
continued touching with the whip to
keep it moving. I turned back and met
the team at the box on the corner of
Germain street. I told the driver that
the horse was not fit to be driven and
also remarked upon the way the whip
must have been used, as its side was a
mass of long ridges and welts. On my
way back I met a friend, not a British
subject, who also spoke about the mail |
horses, saying why does it go on. You
send your horses away to the war; they
are suffering and dying for your coun-
try, and yet allowed the like of that on
His Majesty’s service here®”

I could not say a word, for 'though
many have protested time and again,
still it goes on.

What was my surprise on taking up
the evening paper to find that that very
morning the mail horse case had been
before the police court. One cannot help
wondering that a horse in the condition
of the one I saw would be put on the
service the very same day. Thene is
another horse, one evidently with spirit
enough to kick, about which I have
heard many indignant protests chiefly by
en—with~ its hind quarters strapped
down, head checked to the sky, its
sides and back marked all over with
the whip. It is not a pretty sight in the
Royal ‘Mail. ‘

It ‘was said in the police court that
the mail drivers should wear uniforms,
it has been suggested to me that it
would be better if the drivers do not
wear uniforms and that the words
“Royal Mail G. F.” be obliterated from
the wagons. That those of us who care
need not be humiliated for our country,
as well as worried by the sufferings of
a succession of victims. .

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" LAST NIGHT'S WAR CABLES

While their compatriots were busy Wednesday north of the Somme, mainly
in warding off German counter attacks, or engaged in artillery duels, the French
south of the river drove their men further into the German lines and made addt-
tfonal noteworthy gains.

In stubborn fighting over,a front of four miles, between Vermandovillers and
Chilly, the Germans have been forced to give up the northern portion of Ver-
mandovillers; while the French have occupied the outskirts of the railway junc-
tion town of Chaulnes and thrown their forces along the railway running from
Chaelnes to Roye, between Chaulnes and Chilly.

To the north the operations by the French, which have Barleux, and ultimate-
{y Peronne, as their objective, also met with success. Southeast of Belloy-en-
Santerre further German trenches were captured, and the greater portion of the
vllage of Berny-en-Santerre fell into the hands of the French. During the day’s
Bghting, according to Paris, the number of prisoners taken apparently was large.

week of war, captured more than 1,000 square miles of territory in|
Hungary .

Penalties Attached to Either Sale
or Consumptien of Liquors; Fol-

lows Russia’s Lead

Bucharest, Sept. 7—The¢ police gom-
missioners have fbrbidden the sale and
consumption of alcoholic liquors in all
establishments throughout Roumania
under penalty of severe punishment.

Roumania’s action in prohibiting the
sale and consumption of alcoholic lig-
uors follows the lead of many of the
European countries now at war, includ-
ing Russia, France and Great Britain.

Russia, the first belligerent country to
place a ban on alcohol, abolished the

liquor traffic by imperial decree at the
outbreak of the war. As a result of this
prohibition the sale of intoxicants in
Russia fell within a year and a half from
nearly a billion roubles to approximately
4 per cent of that sum. The 4 per cent
consisted largely of the sale of liquors
