My nerves are
pretty steady, but after that I confess I
was uneasy. I was nearly buried with
mud once or twice, and had four narrow
escapes.

(Toronto Daily News)

It was a stormy meeting last night,
when: Miss Chrystal MacMillan, of Scot-
land, one of the women who attended
the peace conference at The Hague,
lspokc in Victoria College.

 stormy?

There was a British woman taking
the stand that all nationas were equally
responsible for the war, that all the
nations, Germany included, were fighting
for peace.

No account was taken of the fact that
it was Germany that invaded other
lands, that Germany has committed
devilish acts on Belgium, without any
possible excuse; that in fact, were it not
for Germany there would not have been
war,

. Miss MacMillan’s point of view was
80 markedly neutral, she refrained so
carefully from placing blame which all
the world knows belongs with Germany,

left with the impression that she was
pro-German. Her sentiments, anyway,
were not British. '

{ It has been pretty conclusively proved
; that the International Peace Conference

only has her British
i liberty now because British soldiers are
i fighting and preserving that liberty,
{ calmly says that Germany is fighting for

peace,

Doubtless many of the individual Ger-
man soldiers are taught to believe that
i they are fighting for right. But the fact
that they in their ignorance are misled
into thinking so' does not put the Ger-
man side on the same level with Britain’s
side. Certainly we have not been misled
into any wild notions.

Germany did not enter the war to
uphold her promises and her honor, to
defend a nation wrongfully treated, or
leven to defend her own land. Germany
went into the war to reap advantage—
to gain more territory and power.

On the other hand, not only honor,
' but protection of our empire forced

Great Britain into a war she did not
want, and was not prepared for, as we
. have learned to our terrible cost. And
yet Miss MacMillan actually says that
in judging we should remember that we
 have censored reports just as Germany
' has, intimating by her words whatever.

" It left an exceedingly unpleasant im-
pression that wherever the speaker’s sym-
pathies might be they were not with us.
" We even watched to see if she joined in
the singing of God Save the King, but
there was at least no movement of her
lips, visible to the naked eye. We won-
dered, too, whether it was intentional
that she spoke several times of “St. Pe-
tersburgh,” instead of in courtesy to our
allies calling it “Petrograd.”

We would like very much to know if
Miss Chrystal MacMillan thought it
wrong for Great Britain to go to war
and what she thinks would have hap-
pened to us by this time if she had stay-
ed out?

And one of the unbelievable things at
the conclusion, and after heated discus-
sion, was when a Toronto, woman who a
year ago, as president of the b.usiness
women’s club refused to help in Red
Cross work because it was “an attribute
of war,’ smilingly asked “how women in
Canada could help to bring about that
peace?” :

They—people of that ilk—say they
“do not approve of war,” Well, who does?
Do we whose brothers, 'husbands ‘and
sons have gone enjoy having them killed?
But if a mad thing rushes at you and
tries to tear 'you to pieces are you to say
“Please don’t—I don’t approve of fight-
ing!” j \ :
Heaven grant us peace—and may it be
soon! But let it ,not be the uncertain
peace that leaves us dishonored, or that
leaves us with an enémy ready again at
any opportune moment to do us to death.

As even the president of the peace as-
sociation here said last night: “We de-
cided it was no use talking peace until|
this war js over, and my feeling is plain
in the fact that members of my own
family have gone to the war.”

Miss MacMillan, by-the-way, thinks
that it is not at all likely ' that Jane
Addams made the statement that Brit-
ish soldiers had to be ‘made intoxicated
before they would fight the Germans.

However, it is perfectly well known
that Miss Addams did say it, whatever
last evening’s speakem tainks. .

The utter tutility of a peare based
on anything less than the destruction of
German militarism was emphasized, snd
an eloquent protest made against the at-
titude of those self-complacent persons
who disavow any personal responsibility,
. and are willing to go on enjoying a

prosperity saved to them by the sacrifice
and the blood of other and nobler citi-
gens.

Sergt. nght, the soldier, proceeded at
once from the general to the particular,
end made a direct application of the con-
clusions arrived at by President Fal-
coner to the individual men and women
before him. What were they, and each
of them, doing to help the boys who
were fighting their battles in the
_trenches? What were the women doing?
Serbian women . are in the trenches.
What were the young men doing? Their
former companions are in the trenches.
There will be a reckoning when the
men who have fought and bled come
home. Canada will never be the same
again. The men who fought will not
forget those who failed to do their duty,
either by fighting or supporting the
cause in other ways. God, who holds
the victory in the hollow of His hand,
will hold to strict accountability every
individual who by selfish indifference
helps to prolong the ‘struggle and the
sacrifice.

One can but regret that such appeals
as those of last night are mot heard by
more young men of recruiting age. Why
do they absent themselves from such
meetings? Do they fear the sting of con-

PRETTY NEAR TREASON.

Miss Chrystal MacMillan, of Scotland,
has been creating a sensation in Toron-
to.
Hague Peace Convention and reslly ap-
pears to have talked in Toronto as if
she were a German sympathider. The
Toronto Telegram report says:—

“You all know what the International
Woman’s Peace Congress proposed to
do. It's been in all the papers for the
last six months. Yet last night Chrystal
went all over it again and some of her
eudience listened to her as if she had
dropped down from Mars and was act-
ually telling real news. As for the rest
of her conversation Toronto hasn't
heard anything like it since the Ger-‘
mans and Austrians got interned. It
sounded like a summary of all the pro-

_ German meetings that hnve yet been
held across the border.

“‘What Germany is complaining of,’
quoth Miss MacMillan, 4s ‘that the Brit-
is) fleet is keeping her from obtaining
food. If the countries would unite and
all agree to boycott Britain such econo-
mic pressure could be brought to bear
that war would be unnecessary !’ ”

Miss MacMillan declared that the
people of East Prussia had suffered as
much aé those of Belgium, and that there
were no children .under three years left
in Galicia, and that the Ggrman soldiers
were fighting as much as others for tae
peace of the world. She argued that
Britain should not hold German colonies
without their consent, any more than
Germany should hold Belgium. She
added that we are getting our news from
only one source, and in general made a
fairly brisk pro-German speech. When
she had finished she was showered with
so many indignant questions that the
meeting appears to have closed in some
confusion. One Toronto paper says:—

‘Miss MacMillan has not given the
National Council of Women so much
prestige as* perhaps was expected. She
struck the wrong note for Canada. Her
apathy towards the facts of war does
not strengthen her arguments for the
theories of peace. But for the army and
navy of Britain, with which Canada is
co-operating of her own free will and
choice, Miss MacMillan would now be a
German Fraulein or perhaps a Frau, and
if she had offered to oppose the German
war lord in the middle of his war, as
she is doing in Toronto in her attitude
towards the British intervention on be-
half of Belgium, she would have re-
ceived such treatment as Miss Cavell got
from the Teutonic agents of kultur.”

Character Sketch of 'fheir Most

Prominent Man

LED REFORW MOVEKENTS

Averted Revolutien in 1910 by
Carrying Out Radical Pro-
gramme-—Has Great Personal
Influence

In the summer of 1910, says a corre-
spondent of the London Times, chance
afforded me an opi:ortunity of discussing
the situation in Greece with one of the

most intelligent members of the Greck
Royal family. A year ‘1:ad passed since
he acute dynastic crisis of 1909, whea
{ing Edward had spent the greater part
of his last “cure” at Marienbad in urg-
ing the late King of the Hellenes not to
seek in abdication relief from the
troubles and anxieties of the position.
Thanks mainly to the King of England,
King George of Greece retained his
throne, and stood his ground against the
mutinous officers w.o, emulating the
Young Turks, had carried out a pro-
nunciamento at Athens and had assumed
practical control of public affairs.

By the beginning of 1910 these officers
had learned that it is easier to promote
than to direct a revolution. In their
embarrassment they appealed to Eleu-
therios Venizelos, a Cretan leader who
had shown remarkable qualities during
the prolonged Cretan crisis. Training
and instinct alike fitted him to deal
with a revolutionary situation. Time and
again Qe had shouldered his rifle and
“done his bit” in the Cretan mountains
against the Turks and even against the
arbitrary rule of the High Commission-
er, Prince George of Greece, whom the
powers had placed in control of the is-
land. He, indeed, had been chiefly in-
strumental . in securing the recall ‘of
Prince George—w'ience many tears! His
political views were believed to be tinged
with republicanism. His methods, though
never violent unless force appeared io
be the only remedy, had gained him as
firm a reputation for strength of deed as
for suavity of manner.

His Characteristics,

Of middle stature and slender build,
possessed of a physical energy that en-
abled him to undergo severe exertion
without fatigue, of irresistible charm in
conversation, with persuasion—as was
said of the greatest Greek orators—“sit-
ting on his lips,” Venizelos wielded a

.

personal influence that went far to sccure
recognition for s high moral character
and steadfastness of purpose. His man-
ner, his language, and the thoughtful ex-

pression of his features coniveyed a con-
vincing expression of sincerity which, as
those who know him well can testify
wae, and is, not deceptive. To him the
leaders of the “Military League” appeal-
¢d to redeem a position that had got be-
yond their control. He redeemed it
v ithout delay. Reaching Ataiens on
January 10, 1910, he succeeded within
three weeks in persuading not only the
officers, bul also thé various political
leaders, and through them the late King
George, to accept the idea of a Revision-
ary Assembly, which, by reforming the
(o1 stitulion, would complete the pro-
gramme of the Military League, and
facilitdte the painless extinction.of that
moribund coterie, At the same time,
with a courage unique in Greek political
life, he, the Cretan leader, declared for
the exclusion of Cretan 'deputies from
the new Hellenic parliament, and thus
abviuted danger from the side of Tur-
ey, :

“Facing the Music,

Then having transformed the situa-
tion, h¢' withdrew to Crete to face the
indignation of the ultra-Hellenic party
in the island. He met it, and overcame
it. In the following September, after
the convocation of the - Revisionary
Chamber, he returned to Athens, and
was received as a popular idol. The pop-
ulace, however, had been won over to
the idea of a Constituent Assembly, and
insisted that it be substituted for the
Revisionary Chamber Wwhich Venizelos,
in agreement with the Crown, had ad-
vocated. Despite public clamor, he in-
sisted on keeping his agreement, and
bent the people to his will. A few days
later he was called to office by King
George.

It was at this moment that I was en-
abled to gain an insight into the views
of the Greek Royal family. Recognition
that Venizelos had saved the country
and the dynasty hardly availed to neu-
tralize their ap%rehension lest a politician
of alleged republican leanings should be-
tray the dynasty, or, at least, lest the
Crown should suffer an irreparable
diminutio capitis by entrusting him
with power. 1 cited the example of
Crispi and of many another Italian ex-
Republican who had done notable serv-
ice to the House of Savoy, but the con-
versation left upon my mind an abiding
impression of the difficulties that may
be encountered even by upright and pat-
riotic statesmen in the service of the
Crown, when their political theories can-
not be compressed beforehand into
orthodox monarchial formulae.

The work of Venizelos in the re-or-
ganization of Greece, the introduction
of greater onesty and efficiency in ad-
ministration, the employment of French,
British and Italian officers for the recon-
struction of the army, the navy, and the
police, the inauguration of a sober and
moderate foreign policy, and, above all
the foundation of the Balkan Alliance,
are too recent to need more than passing
mention. No man worked harder than

he to prevent the breakdown of the al-
liance. None regretted more deeply the

second Balkan Wat. Had his counsel
been 7eeded, even the Treaty of Buchar-
est might have been shorn of its vindic-
tive character. He was, and is, above all
a Greek patriot, but he has always com-
bined. a sense of Balkan responsibility
with his ambition for his own country.

Friend of Britain,

On the outbreak of the European war
he say that the welfare of the Balkans
in general, and of Greece in particular,
was bound up with the triumph of tae
allles; and, last' March, he sought to
seize the occasion afforded by the opera-
tions in the Dardanelles to link the for-
tunes of Greece definitely with those of
England, France and Russia. His sov-
ereign differed from him at the ‘critical
moment, and he was compelled to aban-
don office., Pressure of public opinion
alone prevented him from retiring alto-
gether from public life. M. Gounaris,
w0 succeeded him, dissolved parliament
and adopted a policy of temporizing neu-
trality, under which German influences
and intrigue gained the upper hand at
Athens, evertheless, in June, when
elections for a new chamber could 1o
longer be postponed, the country return-
ed a mnjority of Venizelists, with whose
support their leader resumed office in
August. Though the situation was ap-
parently compromised beyond . redress,
M. Venizelos adhered tenaciously to his
convictions, and promptly mobilized tae
Greek army on the morrow of the Bul-
garian mobilization. The landing of al-
lied troops at Salonica in supgort of
Greece and Serbia seemed to have set
the seal of success upon his courageous
policy. Yet, once again, his Sovereign,
who is a brother-in-law of the German
Emperor, withdrew Royal sanction, and
left him no choice but to resign. The
sequel, which cannot now be long delay-
ed, may show waether his patriotic ef-
forts are destined to remain solely as an
isolated episode in modern Greek his-
tory to remind future generations of
Helenes what their country might have
been.

This old sergeant showed me the “Jack” which had covered the body of his
son, also an autograph letter too from the British Admiralty conveying to him
the sympathy of the Admiralty on the death of his brave son and asking his
acceptance of the “Jack” as the gift from the government of Denmark. “Tears
glistened in the old veteran’s eyes, tears of pride as well as of sorrow. And
tears stood in my eyes as I watched him and listened to his narrative.

PROF. FALCONER IN
PLAIN STATEMENT

ON-DUTY OF GANADA

That Canada is not domg her share,h
that she is lagging—not because of any
desire or inclination to shirk, but be-
cause she does:not-realize the true situa-
tion and the pressing need for action.

This  was the tone of the address by
Professor Falconer, of Toronto Univer-
sity, which he delivered last night at
the patriotic ‘meetine in Knights of
Columbus hall. He instanced the growth
of Canadian industry since the out-
break of the»wag:to show that Canada
is fattening at the expense of the
blood of the belligerents in Europe. His
advice was. to share liberally what has
been flowing in to assist in lessening the
burden /of the Allies.

“The thing to do,” he sdd “is to stop
the Germans from advancmg one more
step, to drive them back. ' And it.is just
men like you who will have to do it.
Don’t get pessimistic over things. You
are not called to a forlorn hope. You
are not going to people who cannot lead
you or who will throw your lives away.
You are going to a winning cause. It is
dangerous, yet. But this'war has taught
us that there are ideals and traditions
that are worth dying for. Life is not
counted in years, but in what you fill it
with.”

On the whole, Professor Falconer’s
address was very optimistic. He regard-
ed the Allies’ as a winning cause, but
said that action must be prompt. He
reminded his hearers that if peace were
declared tonight, as things stood, Ger-
many held Belgium, part of  fertile
France, Poland and part of Russia, and
they are very active in the Balkans, The
people of Germany through the subsi-
dized press are deluded that they are
winning. It is not any use for.us to say
that Britain has always won and then to
fold our arms.

“Don’t minimize the situation. Don’t
allow the scene.of action to"be trans-
ferred from Europe to the St. Lawrence.
It will be far safer to beat them in
France—and, if they are not beaten in
Europe, are we sure they could be beat-
en anywhere else?”

Not Losing: Campaign.

“We are not fighting a losing cam-
paign. The ‘Germans are stalling and
vielding a bit and putting in men of not
so high quality and are transferring
men continually from one front to an-
other. That is a good sign.

“The total loss of men to date has
been practically the same on both sides.
But it is not the absolute loss that will

Germany altogether has only 66,000,
leaving only one-half this strength from
which to select men to oppose France
and ' England in the west. The odds
are against Germany.

Above all things, Professor Falconer
decried against pessimism. He discour-
aged depression over the Balkan out-
look. Russia was recovering, and the
campaign there will result in the right
way if sufficient men are sent there.

‘Relative to Canada’s position he felt
that she had not fully awakened to the
realization of the war. Her trade has
developed tremendously during the last
year. Figures go to show that instead
of .a wearing down, business has been,
in most lines, on a continuous increase.
He felt that Canada is taken up too much
with this situation at home and believed
that more earnest consideration should
be given to matters abroad.

President Falconer spoke of the rela~
tive positions of the colonies and their
participation in the war. He dwelt on
unanimity of the empire and the effect
of the war in solidifying more closely the
scattered members. As to the ultimate
outcome of the war he had no doubt.
He wanted Canada to act accordingly
with all parts of the British empire, pur-
suing the same purpose with equal vig-
or and earnestness.

President Falconer was listened to
with much attention by the large audi-
ence that crowded the hall. There was
much enthusiasm evoked at different
