Shanghai, Sept. 6—Attacking Kian-
gsu forces in the Liuho sector, about
30 miles northwest of Shanghai, con-
tinued their assault Thursday night
and late yesterday afternoon appeared
Lo be preparing for another night of
continuous fighting.

On this spring trip they saw twenty-

eight deer and several moose, one of

Mr. Kidder. Mr. Shakespeare said he
had gotten his money’s worth with this
exploit alone, the mere seeing of the
animal about which he had heard so
much.

SAYS FAST LIVING

AFFECTS  STATURE

Americans Have Lost Two
Inches In Height Since
Civil War.

Detroit, Sept. 5—People of America
have lost two inches in stature since
the Civil War, according to Dr. John
Harvey Kellogg, dietician and superin-
tendent of the Battle Creek Sanitarium,

“Stunted growth is resulting from
our modern ‘eat and run’ habits,” Dr.
Kellogg said. “The American public
gives little or no thought to the proper
consumption of food. Our modern
business activities are so hurried and
intense as to allow no consideration
for the most important element of
healthful living, the proper selection
and careful mastication of food con-
sumed.

“The stature of the American people
has dropped two inches in the last 60
years, due to the meodern American
custom of bolting our food like pythons.

“Food is fuel to the body, and poor
fuel means a deficient output of energy
just as too much fuel chokes the fire
of health and retards normal develop-
ment. 8

“A height in stature of over six feet
prevailed in the early sixties; today
the average normal height in stature of
the American people is much below six
feet, a condition attributable to our
modern quick lunch counters and hur-
ried mode of living.”

In the final decision the vote was
taken on three sites which Mr. Craw-
ford had said he would approve and
recommend for the Government grant.
Two members of the committee, Thos.
Nagle and Mrs. E. R. Taylor, con-
sidered that each one of these sites was
undesirable and” at first Mrs. Taylo?
stated the she would not vote at all
on the three chosen. She was prevailed
upon to vote when the ballot was
taken. The threée sites chosen were
the Armstrong & Bruce property,
which Mr. Crawford: placed third in
his list, the Murray-Kay property on
Mount Pleasant, which he placed in
first choice and the Alexandra Heights
property, which was Mr. Crawford’s
second choice,

Hon. H. A. McKeown, chairman,
presided and others present were Mrs.
E. R. Taylor, Alexander Wilson, Thos.
Nagle, A. A. McIntyre, G. H. Green,
who form the complete committee, A.
Gordon Leavitt, Secretary of the School
Board, and S. A. Worrell, acting super-
intendent of the city schools.

Crawford Report.

The report of Mr. Crawford was re-
ceived and stated that of the eight
sites he had inspected he considered
the three mentioned the most desirable.
The selection, he said, had resolved
itself into the problem of determining
which of thé three he -mentioned had
the least objéctionable drawbacks., The
figures which he gave for costs of sites
he thought should not be accepted
without -actual negotiations and they
were as follows: ~Murray-Kay, pur-
chase $12,000, grading and excavating
$9,000, total $21,000; the Alexandra
Heights, purchase $15,000, excavating
and grading $10,000, total §25,000;
Armstrong & Bruce, purchase $80,000,
excavating and -grading $9,000, total
$39,000. He discussed the advantages
and disadvantages of egch site. The
low, hidden situation of Armstrong
& Bruce property, Mr. Crawford con-
sidered suffiicent reason for placing it
last in his list and he thought that the
Alexandra Heights property should
take precedence of the Mount Pleasant
property if it was. believed the adult
population would not attend evening
classes at Mount. Pleasant' because of
the situation, though he thought that
the street railway might be induced
to extend its lines to the site; which
would do away with this objection.
The question of adequate water pres-
sure also entered into consideration
with regard to the Mount Pleasant
site.

Site' Committee’s Report.

The report of the site committee was
submitted. Mr. MecIntyre and Mr.
Green had composed the committee and
their report favored the Armstrong &
Bruce property on the score of the
location of ‘the school population, ac-
cessibility of location, adequacy of site
and desirability of physical conditions
and surroundings and -improvements.
The committee eliminated the two
other sites on the seore of inadequacy.

Mr. Mclntyre, speaking against the|
Alexandra Heights property, said he
was informed the minimum of trains
passing there between 9 a.m, and 9 p.m
would be 80 and the maximum 350
and the mnoise would be great. Iie
thought there would be only one good
entrance as the height from Chesley
street would make entrances on that
side impracticable.

Mr. Hennessey, who favored this site
as he believed it had been favored by
Mr. Crawford, said the auditorium
blank wall and machine shops would
face the railway, that the trains ran
mostly before or after school or during
the noon recess and that down trains
coasted and made no noise. He said
it would be an easy matter to grade
the Chesley' street side to give two
good entrances there.

Mr. MclIntyre said that he was in-
formed that in spite of the fact that
there were more pupils entering the
city schools this year there was to be
one grade closed in King George school
near this site. That, he thought, prov-
ed the population was moving away
from the site suggested.

Distribution of Population.

Judge M¢cKeown said that he believ-
ed it was a fallacy to say the school
population: was centred in the north
end as he had found that of the 170
departments there were 100 to be found
east of a line drawn along Prince Wil-
lian street and continued north.

Mrs. Taylor thought it would be a
pity to put a building such as was pro-
posed on any of the sites suggested.
Mr. McIntyre explained that Mr. Craw-
ford would not consider any site out-
side the city boundaries and it had
been necessary to choose between the
three Mr. Crawford had approved.

Mr. Nagle was told the size of the
proposed school was 260 feet by 150
feet, extreme measirements. He said

450 feet and he believed if ground was
necessary the land could be taken
through to Dorchester street or if nec-
essary to Garden street. He did not
see why so large a site as six acres
was necessary and thought as the citi-
zens had to pay for the site they should
have the say in the selection of the
location.

Has Other Suggestions.

He considered if Mr.. Crawford was
willing to endorse a Government grant
for the three sites he had named that
he would be willing to endorse a Gov-
ernment grant for any site. Mr. Nagle
was not satisfied with any of the three
Mr. Crawford had endorsed. Mr. Na-
gle later said he believed some location
in Prince Edward street would be most
central and he suggested a section
bounded by Richmond, Prince Edward
and St. Patrick streets as most desir-
able. He considered the matter of
making the school a success was of
greater importance than destroying
taxable property which reason had
been given for the discarding of the
suggestion that a Paradise Row site
shotld be used.

The chairman said Mr. Crawford
had inspected several sites and had
given three from which the selection
must be made and the chairman be-
lieved that the committee must make
a decision that evening or shut down
and agree that there was no suitable
site to be found.

Mr. Hemnessey asked who was go-
ing to build a road to the Armstrong
and Bruce property and Mr. McIntyre
sald the city would. Mr. Hennessey
then inguired if the road would be
built in time to get the material in.
Mr. McIntyre said. the material would
be got in regardless of whether the
road was ready or not.

Judge McKeown said the only site
with a road to it was the Murray Kay
site and Mr. MclIntyre said he believed
the street railway company would pro-
vide a bus service to the Murray Kay
site if the school were built there. A
comparison was given of the distance
of the Dufferin Avende site and the
Mount Pleasant site from existing
street car lines and it was said the
distance was less for the Mount Plea-
sant site. The distance * from  Elm
street corner to the Dufferin Avenue
site entrance was 1,850 feet.

Question of Price.

Mr. Nagle said he could not agree
to the price of the Armstrong and
Bruce' property, $30,000, and would
want to see expropriation proceedings
taken. Judge McKeown considered the
committee would be condemned from
the start if it agreed to any such price.

Mr. Nagle recalled that when the C.
N. ®¢ was expropriating land around
the Marsh bridge the owner’s estimate
of the value of the property had been
$70,000 and the price awarded by the
expropriation judge had been $1,100.
He then made comparison with prices
of other lotg in the North End, saying
that the North End playgrounds, a
site almost as large as the one under
consideration, had cost $10,000 and was
almost adjoining.

Judge McKeown said that at that
stage in the proceedings price should
not influence the committee in its de-
cisiong as he fancled the prices of all
three sites would come down to about
$10,000 or -$12,000.

Mr. Hennessey said that the school
should not be put in a place that couid
not be got at at night or in a place
where it would be necessary to walk
through a snowbank to reach the en-
trance. Night students, he said, would
always take the street cars and a man
who had worked all day would not go
to a place difficult to get at to take up
night studies.

The question of whether the com-
mittee would have the right to expro-
priate was then considered and it was
agréed that the committee had no such
power but must request the school

board to take action as the commit- ’
tee’s expenditures are approved by the
school board and the property would
have to be vested in the school board.

Result of Ballot,

1t was decided to have each member
present write the names of the three
sites in the order of his or her prefe:-
ence.

The result of the ballot on the ghree
names was as follows: Murray-Kay,
two first places, three second places
and two third places; Armstrong and
Bruce, three first places, two second
places and two third places; Alexandra
Heights, two first places, two secand
places and three third places. Another
ballot was taken with the Alexandra
Heights site discarded and this ballot
resulted in a four to three for the Arm-
strong and Bruce property. A third
ballot was taken with the Murray-Kay
property discarded and resulted in a
four to three vote for the Armstrong
and Bruce property.

As it was apparent that the Arm-
strong and Bruce property had the ma-
Jority vote the committee’s report that
it be selected was adopted after the
clause with regard to cost had been
eliminated.

With reference to the $30,000 price
which the owners place upon the prop-
erty, Mr. Hennessey said that that fig-
ure of 85,000 an acre seemed excessive
in view of the fact that the rifle range
adjoining had cost only- $400 an acre.

On the motion df Mr. Green, sec-
onded by Mr. Mclntyre, it was decided
to ask the school board to take the nec-
essary steps to expropriate the Arm-
strong and Bruce site.

Other Decisions.

On the motion of Mr. Hennessey, au-
thority was given for the architect to
prepare working plans from the sketch
plans already approved.

It was stated the committee had
agreed to pay $2,000 as the architect’s
fee for the sketch plans. On the mo-
tion of Mr, Nagle, seconded by Mr.
Mclntyre, the committee on plans, Mr.
Wilson and Mr. Hennessey, was given
authority to arrange with the architect
the matter of remuneration.

Mr. Green pointed out that the vo-
cational committee now has charge of
the night schools and on his motion the
secretary was asked to write to Fletcher
Peacock, director of vocational educa-
tion in New Brunswick, to inquire what
classes the committee might operate in
St. John this season.

Judge McKeown asked for the opin-
ion of the meeting as to the advisa-
bility of appointing a superintendent .
of construction. The meeting favored ®
the suggestion and asked the commit-
tee on the appointment of a director,
Judge McKeown, Mr, Nagle and Mr.
Worrell, to bring in a recommendation.
It was agreed that it might not be wisc
to expect the director to carry out the
supervision of the erection of the buiid-
ing as a man who could instruct might
not necessarily be fully equipped to su-
perintend all the details of construction.

'WORLD LEADERS.

The world had been waiting for
MacDonald of Great Britain and
. Herriot of France, radicals both, but
Jmen with high faith and a lofty vision.
By one stroke they cut through the
usages of the old diplomaey, whose
keynote was suspicision, and brought

the solution of world preblems: to the

touchstone of good-will. They made
possible_the peaceful settlement of the
reparations question which kept Europe
in a state of uncertainty and grave
anxiety; and now they have lifted the
League of Nations to its legitimate
place as the pacifier of contending
national interests the world over. It
8 not sspumed for a moment that
peace is for this moment assured, since
several small wars are even now in
progress, and countrles like Russia and
China cannot be changed in their view-
point over-night; but the place of the
League and: the sleady expansion of its
influence and gquthority are’assured by
the official endorsement juit‘given by
Britain and Prance, with the sympathy,
we may be sure, of the American
people, although the United States has
net yet formally entered the League.

The significance of Premier Herriot's
speech yesterday at Geneva is in the
portion of it that relates to Germany.
He sald; in effect, that Germany had
only to abandon the pelicy of militarism
to ensure peace and Freneh eco-operation.
France, he declares, does not hate Ger-
many, and he would like te see thc
latter in the League, beund by the
eame guarantees and obligations as the
other nations. This is Germany's
grestest opportunity. The results of
the Londen Conference must have con-
vineed her wiser men that they can-
not hope to retain a poliey of mili-
tarlsin, which eould onmly be aimed at
some other country, and at the same
time hold the respect: and good-will
of the rest of the world.,

The noble sentiments expressed by
the British and French Premlers leave
no ground for oppositien based on any
other appeal than that of selfishness and
greed, The peace and security they desire
would embrace the smaller ag well as
the greater nations. They want a
world-wide sentiment of peace and
geod will, It is admittedly a plant-of
slaw growth, but a league of amity
among the great leading nations would
have the effect of turning all eyes to-
ward the same goal.

Arbitration, security and disarma-
ment are the steps leading te peace
and good-will. The League, however,
wmust be clothed with more authority
and security must precede disarma-
ment. The speeches of MacDonald

and Herriot are the mest significant |

utterances delivered since the armistice.

THE WONDERS OF TODAY.

It is difficult to realize that nearly
six hundred. miles, from Greenland to
Labrador, were made by the round-
the-world aviators in between six and

seven hours. That would be an aver-
age of more than eighty miles an heur;
end the seaplanes were not equipped
for rapid flying. To fly around the
world must be considered a wonderful
achievement, but this is the age of
wonders. We have ocean liners still
eclipsing their own records, making
better time between the eld land and
the new every year. We are thinking
it less difficylt te cress the Atlantic in
the air and ne doubt in a short time it
will be censidered a8 very commonplace
oceurrence, Marconi i3 adding to the
wireless knowledge of the world, and
his recent discovery of the wonders of
“wireless beams” bids fair to revolu-
tionige not only wireless telegraphy but
wireless telephony.

An expert in wireless, writing in
the London Daily Mail, says that some
of the established traditions are
eruymbling, and that the recent experi-
ments of Mareoni have shawn that the
very . short wave lengths long since
abandoned can be actually superior for
long distance work and admit ef send-
ing messages many times faster, The
expert says, in addition, that the mes-
sages which were sent last June from
Poldhu to Buenos Alires, g distance of
more than six thousand miles, were
transmitted with a wave length of enly
902 metres with one-fifteenth of the
power that would ordinarily have been
required. This astepishing economy in
power is chiefly due to thg wenderful
“beam’ pof wireless rays which is cen-
eentrated within a narroew bundle and
shot forth, as it were, from an aerial
the exact facsimile (in terms of wire-
less) of a gearchlight.

“We all know,” econtinues the expert,
“how the powerfu] beam of a search-
light is produced by means of a para-
bolic reflector, which sends out the
raye of the electric arc light at Its
focus all parallel instead of ‘scattered.
A small number of wires placed paral-
lel to the antenna, and placed areund
it in the form of a parabolic curve,
has precisely the same effect on a beam
of wireless radiations of short wave-
length, and so remarkably -efficient is
the pesult of this newly discovered ar-
rangement that the huge high-powered
transmitters of long-distance stgtions
bid fair to become obsalete.

“Another feature of the ‘searchlight
beam' is that its direction is so pro-
nouneed that interference is a negli-
gible factor, .while the. coneentrated
rays are so immune frem interference
from. atmospherics, even in tropiesl
climates, that the scope of workimg:1s
vastly. increased. .

%Thig is in itself a tremendous ad-
vance; add to it that the power of the
beam is @ much greater that work
can be earried on pratically throughout
the day' over the longest distances,
and it Is quite poessible to realize an
advance that marks the beginning of
an entirely new area in radio-eemmuni-
cation,”

. We need not be surprised nowadays
at anything that happens when some
hundreds of words can be sent almost
instantaneously through the air and
not e interfered with by anything.
The problem of communeatien—tglldg
across the Atlantie or across the cone
tinent, or from the western to the
eastern countries, must be fairly well
solved.

(Christian Science Monitor.)
Those investigators at the Teachers’
College, Columbia University, New

THE UNITED STATES OF
EUROPE.

(New York Herald-Tribune.)

The winner of the Filene European)
peace plan prize offered a solution!
which is logical and obvious. It 'js
one which “good Europeans” have long
had in mind, Dr. Wilhelm Muehlon
presented it incidentally in his famous
diary, exposing the war guilt of the
German government and the German
people. g

The remedy is to convert Kurape|
into a federated political and econemie |
unit. Muehlon and the other earlier |
sponsors of the idea dreamed -of a |
United States of Europe. The French !
prize plan suggests a somewhat lopser
organigation—a league of European na-
tions within a worid league of natlons.
Co-operation, community of interest
and the elimination of local rivalries
would, of course, change the whole Eu-
ropean background. They would help
to end conditions whieh have made
Eurepe, in relation to the other con-
tinents, & foeus of trouble, such as the
Balkans have been to Europe itself.

The European predicament does not
need to be demonstrated, Compare
the confused, unstable, intricate and

J|irritating political and ecopomlie situ-

ation there with the sitnation on onr
continent. The péople of our great
federation enjoy all the benefits of
unity and security. We refused to
introduce 8 European balance of power
here when we frustrated the South's
gecession in 1861.

A politically united Europe is per-
haps one of the great achievements of
the future. But in the light of Buro-
pean history and tradition it must seem
at present to all but the most optimis-
tic a sublimated counsel for perfec-
tion.. How many barriers of race,
.anguage, profound natjonalist instinet
and inherited separatist tendencles
would have to be leveled? Hurope as
it is is the growth of centuries. How
ean the ancient particularist outiook
be altered? - How can nations which
go-operated laggingly even when they
were making war together from 1014
to 1918 be taught to renounce the na-
tionalism which is the very breath of
their nostrils, or to moderate the pride
in their civic history, language, cul-
ture, racial endowment and aspirations
which constitutes what they recognize
as the very essence of patriotism?

The new economic and -centinental
minded Europeans are in a tiny minor-
ity everywhere. The spirit of nation-
alism has been intensified by the war.
The masses may dimly realize the ben-
efits of a co-operative Eurepean com-
monwealth. But they will be very
slow in adapting themselves to such a
revolutionary continental order. Aca-
demically the French plan is admirable.
All that can be said about it practi-
cally is that it plants a seed of hope,

He predicts that
their pacifist efforts will lead ta 8 world
conflagration in whigh Russia’s. revolu-
tionary forces will “finish it eff¥ He
asks the Red Army officers to’ “foster
among the armed youth of ‘Russia a
great -hatred 0f the capitalistic, epder,
sulii’d’ hatredns ,"k_es‘ the eyes. flash,
cotnbined ‘with an jnflexible determina-
tion and readiness’ for the final,” de-
cisive battle whenever the interests of
the proletarian revolution require
them.”

There may be a species of “regiment-
ed sponaneity” which will make the
eyes flash with hatred, but if there is it
ijs unknown outside Russia. Zinevieff,
however, has let in more light on the
Red Army’s mission, a mission which
if it is to be held up as the ideal pf
any country must certainly destrby all
the good purposes and deeds af the
League of Nations. There are those
who see in the propaganda which is
being instilled into the' Red Army a
danger that this weapon of Bolshevist
Russia is going to be employed ‘hefore
long on some desperate mission.  That
is either the plan, or else the morale
of the Red Army is breaking and §t

London, Sept. 6—One of the most
amazing cases of dual personality of
recent times has just been revealed. It
is the case of a woman—a singer in a
chapel choir, a devoted mother, con-
ducting a little shop by day, respected
by all her neighbors; by night, secret
trips to the West End, dressed in costly
furs and jewelry, and carrying through
an amazing series of burglaries. The
defence of this extraordinary weman f{s
of unique interest and Iimportance.

On Sundays a sweet-voiced chorister
in the choir at a Wesleyan chapel in
Kilburn, where she once won a prize
for singing; by day a devoted mother
to her two little children, and an en-
ergetic worker in the little sweets and
tobacco shop which she kept; and at
night—a daring burglar who broke into
houses with a skill and resource which
har caused the police to regard her as
‘‘the cleverest woman cracksman of our
time."

Such is the amazing double life of a
young and beautiful woman as revealed
at tha Middlesex Sessions when she was
sentenced to 14 months’ imprisonment
for breaking Into two houses at Hen-
don.

Smartly dressed, and with a strikingly
intelligent face, Mrs. Bertha Crouch bore

no resemblance to the daring adven-

turess of fiction as she stepped into
the dock to face the charges against
her.

Bonnette Is Injured,

New York, Sept. 6—Six victims of
the recent hurricane were brought to
New York on the Munson Line steam-
ship Southern Cross. They were res-
cued off the coast of North Carolina
about 850 miles southeast of New
York.

The men were the survivors of the
crew of nine belonging to the 1,800-
ton four-masted schooner Samuel W.
Hathaway, owned by Crowell & Thur-
low of Boston, which foundered on
Aug. 26. The master of the schooner,
named Elliott, who is said to live
somewhere on Long Island, and two
other members of the crew are helieved
to have been drowned unless they
were picked up by a passing vessel.

The men were exhausted when they
were picked up by the Southern Cross,
as they had been drifting about on a
roughly constructed raft for four days.
They had very little to eat or drink

John Exhibition this year and is of
even more interest than ever on ac-
count of the fact that St. John hopes
to have its own vocational school ready
to carry out the game class of work as
that exhibited.

The department is now operating
night schools at Moncton, Fredericton,
Milltown, Campbellton and Edmund-
ston, and day scheols at Woodstock
and Edmundston. A summer school
is also held every year at which teach-
ers are instructed in millinery and
dressmaking, methods of ’teaching,
textiles, coloers and costume designing.

Particular interest is centred in the
exhibits of work from the four units
of the evening school course in cloth-
ing.

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SPORT NEWS GLEANED FROM WORL
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PIN BOWLER HERE

Archic Walsh Enjoying a
Vacation at Cedars—Has
Fine Record.

Only a few sport followers in this
city are aware that during the summer
months Archie Walsh, world’s cham-
pion candle pin bowler, has been en-
joying a vacation at his bungalow at
the Cedars on the St. John river.
Archie is a St. John boy, who as a
youth, went to the States and has since
resided there. As a youngster he
showed marked ability toppling over
candle pins and as years went by he
became so proficient that it was not
long beforc he was a prominent figure
in every bowling tournament in the
Eastern States. Eventually he startled
the bowling world by establishing a
record of 175 for a new single string
mark and since that time has Deen
vieing for world honors with Paul
Poeler and others.

He has a style that attracts and
holds the interest of spectators as well
as competitors. Standing well back
from the line he moves gracefully for-
ward -and then with a high sweep of
his arm he sends the ball flashing
down the alley. Just as the ball leaves
his hand he gives the wrist a quick
twist which puts a steady and ‘rapid
whirl on the ball, which in nearly
every case crashes into the pins with
deadly accuracy and scatters them In
all directions. He has an uncanny
faculty for picking up single pins and
also has made such a careful study of
the game that he can tell at a glance
just how and where to play dead
wood.

Acchie’s Record.

In the Boston Arena last April he
won premier honors, capturing the
world’s championship for candle pin
rolling. His total for three strings was
- 889, which was considered exception-
ally good, due to a fact that no par-
ticipant was allowed to practis on the
alleys or throw a ball until they start-
ed their respective matches. In that
same tournament he was the winner in
all single events and was proclaimed
world’s champion for 1924, His total
for nine strings was 1,040.

In the same tournament he was a
member of the Eagle team of Roxbury,
which won the five-man champlonship
with a total of 1,620. Over 2,000 par-
ticipated in the big classic. The prizes
won by Archie consisted of three gold
medals, a large magnificent trophy and
$200 in cash prizes.

In ‘addition Archie has the honor of
holding the highest average ever made
during a season in the Boston Subur-
ban League. It was in 1915 when he
was a member of the Chelsea Square
team that he finished the season with
113. He is also the holder of the
world’s record for ten strings, 1,242,
which was made at Portsmouth, N. H,,
in 1916. He was also a member of the
Chauncey bowling team which won the
championship at the Mechanics’ build-
ing tournament A. C. B. A, held in
1915, and a member of Miah J. Mur-
ray’s team which won the A. C. B. A.
tournament, held :n Washington in
1916.

There is talk of having Archie per-
form on some of the .ocal alleys De-
fore his departure for home and if this
materializes it should prove a feature
atiraction at the opening of the bowl-
ing season. :

PROMISING YOUNG
SWIMMER FOUND

Experts Predict a Bright
Career for George
" Young,

Followers of aquatic sports in Can-
ada as well as practically all of the
critics are almost unanimous in thelr
opinion that in George Young, the 15-
year-old Toronto swimmer, the Do-
minion possesses a star destined to be-
come one of the outstanding long-
distance swimmers of the world, if not
an all-around star of the first magni-
tude. Thus far, Young has specialized
mostly in distance events and despite
his extreme youth for such hardy
tests, has been the foremost swimmer
in Canada this year at distance of a
mile and over. He has captured five
important events in the Dominion this
year, capping his achievements with a
victory in the gap-to-gap race at Mont-
real, one of the leading distance swim-
ming events of the year in Canada.

Young’s victory in the gap-to-gap
swim was scored decisively from a
field of 86 swimmers, including the best
in the Dominion. It was made under
excellent climatic conditions and all
but 11 finished in the test, which cov-
ers a distance of two miles and 80
yards with many perplexing cross-cur-
rents to be overcome.

Young went into the lead almost
from the start and, swimming steadily,
won with plenty to spare. Despite this,
he succeeded in clipping 6 minutes 40
seconds from the best previous time
for the event. The youthful star’s
time was 54 minutes 20 seconds. The
former record of 61 mihutes was made
by Tommy Walker in winning the
event last year.

On the strength of his performances
this year, Canadian experts feel that
by next year he will casily rank as
one of the leading distance swimmers
in the world, and also will show mark-
ed improvement in his work at dis-
tances under a mile, at which he
already has shown remarkable all-
around ability in practice.

ST. LEGER STAKES
NEXT WEDNESDAY

Derby Winner 'Will Have
Plenty of Oppo-

sition,

To begin with, close students of
form in England have come to the
conclusion that Sansovino’s victory at
Epsom was somewhat in the nature of
a fluke, despite the fact that he can~
tered away with this event. It is be-
ing pointed out that track conditions
aided in his victory. The track was
fetlock deep in mud and very much to
the liking of Sansovino, but decidedly
not to the liking of the rest of the
field.

THINKS DISPUTED
BALL WAS HIT

Umpire Klem Gives Version
of Play in South End
League.

Willlam Case, popular announcer at
different athletic events in the city,
an old-time ball player and an ardent
fan, was not satisfied with a ruling
given in the St. John the Baptist-
Royals game of last Thursday week,
when these teams played to a 2-2 tie,
and wrote indirectly to Billy Klem,
famous umpire in the National League,
about the niatter. The dispute arose
from a ball off Dalton’s bat which
might have been an infield fly or an in-
fleld hit behind Nelson in the pitching
‘box. The ruling on the ball was in-
fleld fly, but the ruling was not made
until deliberation had been employed
on the matter. - The umpire then called,
“Infield fly, batter out.” Mr. Case
stated that he thoroughly agreed with
the decision, but thought that the
“ymp” should have called out his de-
cision immediately. The letter received
from Klem appears to verify Mr. Case’s
personal opinion. It is, in part, as
follows:—

“In my opinion, according to the let-
ter, it was not an infield fly. That
rule {s supposed to apply to a hit that
can be flelded by an infielder, and,
furthermore, I never saw an infield fly
that could not be reached by an in-
fielder.” He referred to bunt hits to
the infleld by Bigbe of Pittsburg and
Tobin of St. Louis. “It is one of those
puny hits that just go out of the
reach of any of the inflelders, and be-
bcause of these two men being very fast
are beat out and made hits. One paper
last week speaking of Tobin’s batting
average states he bunts for .800 and
hits for .025, his average being .825.
If your case was an infield fly, the um-
pire ‘should immediately called out,
‘Infield fly. Batter out’ The whole
thing, in my opinion, simmers down
to this, Was that ball hit high enough
to be fielded by an infielder? If so,
the batter was out. If it was one of
those “Tobin’ hits that could not be
reached even though it went 12 or 15
feet in the air, it is a hit.”

SAYS FIRPO 13
ENIGMA OF RING

Chances of Victory Over
Wills Depends on
Hefty Right. -

New York, Sept. 6— (Associated
Press)—Luis Angel Firpo, who meets
Harry Wills at Boyle’s Thirty Acres
September 11, remains the enigma of
the prize ring although he is a veteran

of 82 batties during the five years of
his career.

When the giant Argentine enters the
ring to fight Wills for the right to
challenge Jack Dempsey for the heavy-
weight championship of the world,
his course of action will be hidden be-
hind an inscrutable mask. His chances
of victory will rest upon the use he
makes of a tremendous right hand and
powerful body-.

Violating orthodox methods of train-
ing, ignoring ring technique and scorn-
ing scientific boxing, Firpo, once a
stevedore on the docks at Buenos
Aires, employed the elemental equip-
ment of a fighting heart, & rugged
body and a powerful right hand, to
battle his way through waves of
criticism and knock the marvel of
modern  heavyweight champlions—
Dempsey—out of a ring a year ago-

A rugged body motivated by a sin-
gle-track mind, a stubborn will and
fearless courage, earned for Firpo the
name of “Wild Bull of the Pampas”
during his rise to fame which con-
stitutes one of ‘the picturesque ro-
mances of the prize ring. :

Born October 29, 1895, jn Argentipa,
of an Italian ¥ather and & Spanish
mother, Luis grew up as a bootblack,
an odd job man and graduated to the
manly occupation of stevedore. Labor
was irksome—observers claim t?mt
Luis still shirks heavy work - during
his training periods—and in 1917, two
months after he witnessed his first
prize fight, Firpo entered the ring and
was knocked out in the first round by
Angel Rodriguez, now retired.

The setback only angered the fu-
ture Wild Bull who bowled over a score
of amateurs before his first prof;ssional
fight in September, 1919, }w'lth an
American, William Daly. Firpo won
by a knockout in seven round§ and
had added 11 other knockout victims
to his record when he first came to
this country in 1922

Firpo was met by no bands or pub-
lic acclaim when he first arrived l.w.; !
Landing unostentatiously, he trained
in cellars, fought off hunger but never
thought of abandoning the career
which he had chosen. When an open-
ing came he knocked out Sailor Max-
ted, Italian Jack Herman and Joe Mec-
Cann before returning to Argentin.a,
where he won his first big purse in
Jim Tracy, an Australian.

Since ‘that time Firpo thaﬂth})ec)'x in
the public eye. He came to this coun-
try Iejm'ly in)1928 and knocked out Bill
Brennan, Jack McAuliffe and halted
a come-back by Jess willard. Befpx:e
each fight his equipment was .l'ldl-
culed, and it was freely predicted
that Dempsey would easily conquer
the crude workman from Argentina.
But the champion was knoc_ked down
twice and hurled out of the ring before
he beat the Wild Bull to ‘the canvas
for the seventh time, to win by a
knockout in two rounds in the most
spectacular prize fight in history. !

Firpo grew in business sagacity as
he advanced in power. He manages
his own affairs, combs the _country in
barnstorming flurries and his financial
bouts with Tex Rickard and other

romoters have attracted almost as
much attention as his fights in the
nnlf\. the midst of negotlations for &
return match with Dempsey, the “Wwild
Bull” suddenly announced that he was
through with prize fighting; bp-t when
Rickard offered more attractive in-
ducements, he changed his dcision.
In his own country he has been re-
garded as a national ‘hero because of
the attention he attracted to the SO}lth
American continent. He is now im-
plicated with jmmigration authorities
here in a legal battle which has a
woman in the background.

Firpo won 24 of his 82 battles by
knockouts, and seven by decisions.
His knockout by Dempsey was the
only reverse of his professional career.
The coming bout with Wills is con-
sidered by the impatient “wild" Bull”
as a mere preliminary  to *another
championship affair with Dempsey.
