MUST KEEP SACRED 
TOWERS OF SILENCE

Premier Replies.
Mr. Lloyd George in replying, ex­

pressed disappointment that the deputa­
tion had failed to suggest possible rem­
edies for the situation in Ireland. He 
agreed there was Bolshevist support be­
hind anti-British activities in Ireland and 
said he would not be surprised if there 
also was Bolshevist money.

“But,” he added, “we should make a 
mistake if we came to the conclusion 
that the Sinn Fein is purely a Bolshe­
vist conspiracy against Great Britain”

The premier touched at length upon 
the difficulty of finding the necessary 
troops and officers for the carrying out 
of a military policy in Ireland “under 
conditions worse and more trying to 
men’s nerves than the late war."

Having alluded to the drastic nature 
of the government’s coming bill and the 
difficulty of seeing that criminals are 
brought to justice, the premier em­
phasized the necessity of having public 
opinion behind any effective law.
Side to Side Policy.

Mr. Lloyd George concluded by con­
tending that there was need for a side by 
side policy for enforcing the law and 
for a policy of granting Ireland any 
measure of liberty and self-government 
consistent with the supremacy and se­
curity of the United Kingdom.

He especially emphasized the necessity 
of getting the vast mass of British opin­
ion, especially the working class opinion, 
behind the government's policy, declar­
ing:—

“I do not believe you can govern Ire­
land under any other conditions.”

“The tanners have very largely cur­
tailed production, the manufacture of 
shoes has been sweeplngly reduced, the 
retailers Instead of placing orders has 
spent his mental energy In seeing where 
he could cancel orders previously placed."

The Boston correspondent writes:—
“We are approaching what is ordinar­

ily the busiest season of the year in the 
shoe industry—the fall season. More 
shoes are always bought in the fall 
than In the spring. The test will come 
then when dealers seek to stock up 
with fall goods and And that manu­
facturers have not been producing the 
shoes and tanners have not been putting 
the leather Into the vats, 
ble that, if labor continu 
at high wages and general business con­
ditions are fairly good, there may be 
as much of a scramble* by dealers to 
replenish depleted stocks as there re­
cently was to unload."

Of the condition in Canada the leather 
company addes:—

“Many tannery soaking vats for weeks 
upon weeks have seen no skins. The shoe 
cutters have been holidaying instead of 
cutting shoes, yet the shoes already made 
have been disappearing from the re­
tailers shelves and no provision made 
in tannery or shoe factory to replace 
them.”

radium, valued at $120,000, was delivered 
this week by the Bureau of Standards, 
of which Dr. S. W. Stratton is Director, 
to Arthur Roeder of New York City, 
representing the State of New York, to 
which the radium belongs.

The gram is part of two and one- 
quarter grams bought by New York 
State for the Institute for Malignant 
Diseases at Buffalo. It will be used in 
cancer reasearch. The radium has been 
undergoing a scientific test by the Bu­
reau of Standards, which has established 
a foremost requtation for scientific ef­
fort.

The radium owned by New York rep­
resents the first State purchase of ra­
dium for social use or any other pur­
pose. It is the largest amount ever 
bought at one time, as well as the larg­
est amount ever tested at one time by 
the Bureau of Standards.

Mr. Roeder said it was due to Gover­
nor Smith that the radium was pur­
chased. Its possession, he said, would 
place New York in the forefront of 
States working out a treatment for can­
cer and other malignant growths- New 
York, according to Mr. Roeder, will be­
come the greatest world centre for re­
search in this connection. 'V

The gram delivered today, said Mr- 
Roeder, represented 125 tons of ore 
brought across the continent to his com­
pany’s extraction plant at Orange, N. J-

AMERICAN BUSINESS OUTLOOK.
In a review of current market condi­

tions in the United States the National 
Bank of Commerce of New York says it 
is expected the volume of credit needed 
this year to finance crop marketing will 
be larger than usual and that as a result 
of transportation conditions the crops, 
to an unusual extent, may have to be 
held this year. This makes the credit 
situation more difficult and is the ex­
planation of the efforts of the banks to 
curtail non-essential borrowing, which 
in turn was reflected in general trade. 
The effort was not wholly successful, for 
the report says:—

“There has thus far, however, been 
no reduction of the aggregate volume of 
credit outstanding. The efforts of the 
banks have simply limited further credit 
expansion and the volume of credit at 
the beginning of July exceeded that out­
standing at the close of 1919. The fail­
ure to effect a normal credit liquidation 
before the commencement of the crop- 
moving demands, has in large measure 
been ' due to transportation- difficulties 
which have obstructed free commodity 
movements and occasioned the credit 
stringency which became pronounced 
earlier in the year.”

It is added, however, that as the banks 
are all working together there is no rea­
son to apprehend serious difficulty in 
earing lor the essential credit require­
ments of the approaching season. More­
over :—“Commercial 
credit requirements may be expected to 
become somewhat less pressing should 
the tendencies toward -price recessions 
and reduced volume of business con­
tinue." ,

Lieutenant-Governor Pugsley.
A cordial welcome to the province was 

given to the visitors by the lieutenant- 
governor, Hon. William Pugsley, who 
said he heartily endorsed the remarks of 
Sir Robert Bruce regarding the bonds 
of monarchy which bind the common­
wealth of empire. Referring to the visit 
of the National Editorial Association of 
the United States, the lieutenant-gover­
nor said that he had outlined then the 
salient fact that although the Loyalist 
Fathers were not so impatient for a re­
sponsible government as their neighbors 
and friends in the Colonial states, their 
descendants in Canada, as a part of em­
pire, today enjoyed a form of govern­
ment that was more democratic than that 
of any other self-governing country in 
the world.

He wished that the visitors could have 
had the opportuinty to see more of St 
John which was growing greater with 
the years. He referred to the harbor, 
which is always free from ice; to the 
dry dock and shipbuilding plant at 
Courtenay Bay, which would be the 
largest on this continent; the accommoda­
tions for world trade at the port of St. 
John and the' manner in which the city 
and the country were working towards a 
common goal.

The St. John river valley, he said, ex­
tended through a stretch of more than 
350 miles and for picturesque scenery, 
happy homes and natural beauty, was 
unsurpassed in the known world.

Regarding the forest wealth of the pro­
vince, which he thought would interest 
the visitors, there were seven million of 
acres of forest owned by the provincial 
government which were capable of sup­
plying pulp and other wood for all time. 
He spoke of a previous conversation 
with Viscount Burnham and send he was 
sure that the pulp output from the pro­
vincial factories would be more than 
1,000 tonsil day. The United States, he 
said, was looking to Canada for pulp, 
but that country must learn not to be 
so wasteful in the future and to carry 
out an extensive plan of reforestration.

Strong Resolutions T*ass.

The report of the Committee on 
Resolutions was received, and the con­
gress passed resolutions calling on all 
civic, State and commercial bodies 
throughout the country to take up the 
work of spreading everywhere the merits 
of the canal proposal to the end that 
the demand will be made upon the Gov­
ernment with such pressure as to bring 
about if possible an immediate under­
taking of the plan.

Another -resolution declared that the 
proposed improvement was “not only

ate now as it has been in past years.

Officials of the state board of agri­
culture estimate that there are 
stored on Kansas farms 22,000,000 bush­
els of last year’s wheat crop and 
an additional 8,000,000 bushels of 
last year’s wheat in Kansas ele­
vators. A perceptible movement of this 
“hold-over crop” is now reported by the 
State Board of Agriculture.

There remains, however, the vastly 
greater problem of moving this year’s 
wheat crop, variously estimated at 110,- 
000,000 to 185,000,000 bushels to the great 
milling and export centers.

Bankers are vitally concerned lit the 
wheat movement problem. According to 
J. R. Anspaugh, secretary of the Kan­
sas State Bankers’ Association, bankers 
have $66,000,000 tied up in loans on 
crops which await marketing. Many of 
these loans are long over-due and the 
prospects are that the amount involved 
in crop loans will easily reach $100,000,- 
000 with the ripening of’ the present 
wheat crop.

Some relief has been obtained, Mr. 
Anspaugh said, from the recent an­
nouncement' of tint Federal Reserve 
board that it favored extension of crop 
loans, and the fact that Federal Reserve 
banks had been authorized to 1 accept 
wheat paper from member banks or 
from other banks through correspond­
ents.

“Blood Brother” of Essad 
Pasha, Assassinated Thirty- 
Years Ago is Ready to 
Keep Oath.

(Associated Press Correspondence.)
Paris, July 11—Vengeance for the as­

sassination of Essad Pasha, head of the 
Albanian delegation here, is being quiet­
ly awaited by a “blood brother” of the 
Balkan leader, according to a circum­
stantial story by a French writer, pub­
lished by the Excelsior.

This man, now rich and influential in 
France, the story goes, was one of sev­
eral poor j-oung men who thirty years 
ago met Essad Pasha, then known as 
the “Black Dagger qf Abdul Hamid” in 
Constantinople, when he crowded into a 
card game and insisted upon playing 
with them. Fearing Essad Pasha, they 
protested they were too poor to play 
with him, but he insisted, emphasizing it 
by placing his revolver on the table as a 
threat.

To meet this, the “blood brother” put 
down his dagger, poisoned, lie said. Es­
sad Pasha showed his surprise, then his 
pleasure.

“Young man,” he exclaimed, “this is 
the first time anyone has dared defy me. 
Men likç you are rare.

, Essad Pasha took his own dagger, op­
ened a vein in his wrist and also in that 
of the young man, each sucked a few 
drops of blood from the other and they 
became “blood brothers,” according to 
Albanian customs, sworn to avenge each 
others deaths.

“I am ready,” this •brother’ now is 
quoted as saying, “to keep my oath, but 
I have confidence that French courts will 
make It unnecessary for me to interfere.”

Rusten Aveni, arrested on the spot 
for shooting down Essad Pasha as the 
latter was entering his automobile in the 
downtown district recently, is awaiting^ 
trial. He was a student who posed as' 
the avenger of Albanian wrongs.

Quincy Merchants Save
90 Per Cent of Former “Charity"

ANTIQUESHow Quincy, Ill, merchants saved a 
lot of money they were forced to con­
tribute in the guise of buying adver­
tising space in programmes and tickets 
for various kinds of “benefits” that 
benefltted only the promoters, is told by 
W. T. Duker .president of the Quincy 
Merchants’ League and head of the W. 
T. Duker Co. department store.

“For some years Quincy merchants 
were besieged by individuals and or­
ganizations to buy advertising in pro­
grammes, tickets for fake dances -and 
other enterprises that benefltted only the" 
prpmoters,” says Mr. Duker. “Very 
oftfen the proceeds from advertising space 
not only paid for the programme, but 
netted a largeuprofit than the entertain­
ment for which it was issued.

“To combat this evil the merchants 
met and formed the league, adopting the 
plan that no member could take adver­
tising in any programme Ror buy tick­
ets or give prizes unless tBe project had 
the indorsement of the secretary of the 
league. In our case we selected as secre­
tary a man not connected, with the re­
tail business. He selected a secret com­
mittee—neither the members of the 
committee knowing who composes this 
committee.

“All requests are «fer. ed to the sec­
retary, who places the matter before the 
members 6f the secret committee. If 
they indorse the request he gives his 
indorsement; if they tu n it down, the 
permit to solicit is refui ;d.

“As a result, the mere lants are spend­
ing less than ten per ' cat. of the sum 
they were forced to a ntribute to ven­
tures of individuals -tod organizations 
five years ago.”
