Washington, Feb. 26—A letter writ­
ten more than a decade ago by Dr. Alex­
ander Graham Bell, Inventor, and recent­
ly discovered , is causing his many 
friends here to wonder whether he was 
not the first man to suggest 
bedding of radium in bodily tissue as a 
curative agent for deep-seated cancers. 
The letter, dated July 21, 1908, and ad­
dressed to Dr. Z. T. Sowers, of Wash­
ington, was made public by - the Na­
tional Geographic Society today.

Speaking of the satisfactory results 
radium was found to have on external 
cancers
satisfactory effect it had on deep-seated 
cancers, Dr. Çell in his letter said:

“It has occurred to me that one rea- 
for the unsatisfactory nature of these 

latter experiments arises from the fact; 
that the rays have been applied ex­
ternally, thus having to pass through 
healthy tissues of various depths in^ or­
der to reach the cancerous matter. The 
Crooks tube from which Roentgen rays 
are emitted is of course too bulky to be 
admitted into the middle of the mass 
of cancer, but there is no reason why a 
tiny fragment of radium sealed up in 
a fine glass tube should not be inserted 
into the very heart of the cancer thus 
acting directly upon the diseased mater­
ial. Would it not be worth while mak­
ing experiments along this line?”

Dr. Sowers replied that he regarded 
the suggestion as very valuable and 
added : “If such experiments should he 
made. T have no doubt they would prove 
successful in many cases where we now 
have failures.”

The long overdue South African Liner 

Kaduna, under the command of Captain 
Purdon, arrived in port last evening af­
ter twenty-eight days and eleven hours 
of what the captain termed “the worst 
weather I have ever experienced.” The 
Kaduna left Cardiff on January 28 and 
for the greater part of her voyage was 
tossed and buffeted about by strong 
winds and mountainous seas that threat­
ened to tear her rpachinery and boilers 
from their supports. When the steamer 
was 800 miles west of Fastnet one of her 
condensers was smashed and she was 
hove to for sixteen hours until tempor­
ary repairs were made. She ran into a 
hurricane on February 12 and again 
speed was reduced and the vessel wal­
lowed in the trough of the sea, her decks 
inclined some times more than forty-five 
degrees, the boat deck was lifted by the 
wind from the side walls. The hurri­
cane drew the guy bolts from the funnel, 
the tarpaulins on the hatches and the 
canvas on the bridge were torn to rib­
bons, and only with difficulty was the 
funnel saved. From February 8 to 
February 18 the Kaduna made but forty 
miles. Captain Purdon has been to St. 
John before in command of the South 
African steamers Menin and Yola. The 
Kaduna is docked at Long Wharf and 
will load for South Africa.

MAINE POTATOES

Governor and Council Passes 
Orders Regulating Shipments 
Out of State

(Bangor Commercial)
Augusta, Feb. 28—The governor and 

council passed the following orders on 
Monday relative to the appearance of 
the powdery scab potato disease in Ar­
oostook county near the New Bruns­
wick border.

That the commissioner of agriculture 
is hereby reqfiested and directed to use 
all the power and authority of the state

(a) inspect and regulate the ship­
ments of potatoes tn and out of the state 
and particularly to establish at once a 
system of complete inspection of all po­
tatoes in and to be shipped from the 
area infected by powdery scab.

(b) To prevent the replanting of land 
infected with powdery scab with pota­
toes the coming season ; to use every ef­
fort to prevent the planting of seed po­
tatoes other than those known to be free 
from infection and to use every effort to 
make clean the infected areas.
(c) In order to completely and suc­

cessfully carry out the above instruc­
tions, the commissioner of agriculture Is 
authorized to invite the cooperation of 
all railroads and other transportation 
companies of Maine and Canada and the 
dealers of potatoes and all other persons 
engaged In raising potatoes and til other 
persons who in any way should be able 
to assist in preventing the spread of this 
and other contagious potato diseases in 
the state.

(d) Also authorize and request the 
attendance of the commissioner of agri­
culture, the director of the experiment 
station, and William A. Marten at the 
hearing to be held before the horticul­
tural board In Washington, Feb. 26.
